OPEN LETTER TO THE COUNCIL AND STUDENTS
The “Student Council” look one more radical step this 

week when they voted to announce élection results on 
Thursday following every Wednesday élection, instead of 
holding the final official announcement for the school 
newspaper published Friday morning. In past years the 
élections hâve always been headline stories in The Cougar.

The council of so-called class représentatives should be 
backing the paper and helping make it interesting instead 
of wanting to gain the limelight by spreading the news it- 
self. Every other college student government in the coun- 
try supports the student newspaper. But, of course, we 
can’t expect too much of our group of politically-ambitious 
revolutionists. They’ve changed ail the other rules and 
hâve ridden roughshod over their own laws throughout 
last year and the first part of this year.

Only a few days ago they appointed an editor of the year 
book, and the laws of the school as set down in the hand- 
book clearly state that this is an elective position. Of 
course, there was an emergency and they did appoint a 
good man, but why hâve rules and régulations if the mak- 
ers are the first to break them?

We feel that the council should forget personal enmities 
they may entertain against any member of the staff and 
that they should be big enough to support so powerful an 
organ as the official school newspaper. They should help 
make headlines, instead of stealing what few scoops the 
paper has always rightfully had. We think that P. J. 
Sterne and Bllly Miller are champions of the students 
and really want to represent the undergraduates’ opinion. 
We know that both of them recognize the part a paper 
plays in keeping the school together and keeping students 
interested in every activity.

The way it new stands, Foster Montgomery and Weed 
Peterson are the ones fighting the paper and the cham­
pions of ruining the news-value of our past headline élec­
tion results stories. We may be wrong. We often are, but 
they are going to hâve to prove we’re wrong.

If the)' are going to force us to carry second-hand re­
sults, we’ll be forced to back page ail council news because 
it will be dated and stale. We WANT to support the coun­
cil. We sincerely believe that we hâve proved this by our 
stand in the past. We are for any group or project that 
is 100 per cent behind the University of Houston.

We hâve been warned that if we didn’t play up coun­
cil news or withheld any of it that this student govern­
ment “might stop or censor” the student’s newspaper.

Peterson Joins Council Head In Attack 
On Publication; Two Handbook Changes 
Hint of Use of Railroading Methods

The student council, led by Foster Montgomery, president 

of the student association, and Weed Peterson, vice president, 
opened hostilities with the Cougar this week by putting 
through a motion in the student council to publish élection re­
sults immediately after tabulation of results instead of pre- 
senting this information to the paper to divulge as has been 
customary before. The reason 
given for the action was va­
gue and personal.

Peterson, who engineered the 
scheme, stated that he did so be­
cause he “did not wish to disap­
point those who were in the race 
when they asked him for early 
results. After ail, they are the 
ones who put me in office and I 
can’t turn them down this way," 
he concluded. Montgomery gave 
no reason for his dogmatic stand 
against the publication, except to 
say that it was “the council’s 
decision."

“Left to Council"
In an effort to hâve some official 

ruling set down, Pat Garney, asso- 
ciate editor, and Mr. John R. Whit- 
aker, sponsor, attempted to prevail 
upon Dean N. K. Dupree to inter- 
vene and settle the issue amicably. 
However, Dupre failed to do this 
and stated that the matter was 
“up to the council.” 
Council Elated

The student council, with the 
exception of Alice David, P. J. 
Sterne and Billy Miller, seemed 
well pleased with their action and 
Montgomery stated he would at- 
tempt to hâve the paper suspend- 
ed if any trouble was caused over

the issue, a power which neither 
he nor the council has.
Stating that “beginning now the 

Cougar will open an unflinching 
éditorial campaign directed against 
the council,” Garney* summed up 
his argument as follows: 
“No Cause for Action"

“There is absolutely no cause for 
these actions, other than the Per­
sonal reactions of some on the 
council, and in attempting to gain 
Personal récognition by his stand, 
Peterson has caused the Cougar to 
miss one of the outstanding news 
stories of the year. From now on, 
the paper will back page ail council 
news, if it is published at ail. We 
will see to it that ail classes are 
kept informed as to what each of 
their représentatives does in that 
governing body by reporting each 
meeting of the council.”
Railroading Evident

It is évident that few council 
decisions are ever actually made 
in that group. Most of them are 
discussed outside of meetings and 
are eut and dried affairs to be 
railroaded through. Already two 
new handbook rules hâve been 
amended by the council. Guy 
Hamilton was selected to be edi-

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AN ANSWER TO A PLAYFUL SOPHOMORE

This paper last week printed an article that the author, 
Ray Campbell, sophomore presidential candidate, ironically 
enough called a réfutation of a previous éditorial on the subject 
of hazing freshmen students at the university.

Mr. Campbell referred to the opinions advanced in the édi­
torial as being “narrow-minded and not in conjunction with the 
consensus of opinion of the under-graduates nor the adminis­
tration.” No doubt Mr. Campbell conducted an exhaustive sur- 
vey to arrive at his conclusion regarding the opinion of the 
undergraduates and the administration. This was made doubly 
certain by the large number of administrative heads that he 
quoted. There were so many.
He Should Know

Mr. Campbell also stated that the article could hâve been 
written for only one of two reasons. Either the author had 
inspired reaction or it was an attempt to create éditorial 
terest. He can be assured the cause was neither. No writer 
this paper’s staff would be allowed to use such low means
excite interest in any phase of work connected with this pub­
lication. And as for anyone suffering from an over-indulged 
imagination or inspired reaction, it must surely be the accuser 
himself. He conçoives that this hazing period is the “greatest 
single factor we hâve at our disposai to acquaint the freshmen 
with their upperclass brethren.” This is most certainly the 
most illogical statement ever issued by a student. The fresh­
men would undoubtedly benefit by it if they did not meet up- 
perclassmen in this manner and of this type.
Saw the Events

As for the author of the éditorial “knowing not of what 
he wrote,” it should be mentioned here that only what he saw 
was written. The dean was personally heard warning sopho- 
mores to quit ordering the freshmen to kick each other. The 
comparison mentioned by Campbell as being without precedent 
in the history of this university was no more without precedent 
than was the hazing period itself.

It was almost as if Mr. Campbell shuddered at the mention 
of the word hazing, as he stated that it was “a gross mis-inter- 
pretation.” What other title can be given such a period when 
hapless out-numbered students are herded about as are cattle 
and made to perform childish tricks for the amusement of their 
childish tormentors. Such feats as a well-dressed sophomore 
standing aBove a group of dirty-looking be-draggled youths as 
they knelt before him could corne only from a vain and self- 
centered source. To see him stand leering above them thus 
must hâve been disgusting indeed to intelligent, serious-mind- 
ed people.
A Corn mon Situation

These freshmen were allowed to meet their upperclass 
“brethren" in a common situation but not just as Mr. Campbell 
ment. It was a common situation of another sense, and too com­
mon for most decent people.

If there has been any mis-interpretation, it was one made 
by Campbell when he stated that not an order was issued or 
a blow struck.

If the réception is to serve as a climax to this disgraceful 
week, it will be just as well that freshmen do not become ac- 
quainted with their very obvious superiors in intelligence and 
âge.
Fallacy of Set-up

The fallacy of the whole set-up is centered in the idea that 
because one student entered school a year before this year’s 
cl^ss of freshmen, he should hâve the privilège of being regard- 
ed, for one week at least, as superior to the first year student.

The 
college boy, people who are out of 
college, or hâve never been there, 
will tell you, lives a life which runs 
the gamut from pure joy to the 
ultimate in rhapsodie existence, and 
the Sunday magazine sections pic- 
ture him with glass in hand, his 
lips creased in a gay smile, while 
a number of beautiful women pa­
rade past him like so much beef on 
the hoof. The motion pictures are 
doing their level best to prolong 
the life of this popular fiction, and 
thousands of young girls who stand 
on their feet ail day behind the 
counters from Worcester to Osh- 
kosh find their own particular heav- 
en in watching some clean eut god 
of the Tom Brown species cavort 
through a land overflowing with 
evening clothes and exciting foot­
ball finishes, strewing his fraterni- 
ty pins behind him.

“The college boy may seem that 
way at times, and particularly 
when he begins to reminisce for the 
benefit of the homefolks during 
vacation periods, but that is be­
cause he is learning that the only 
way to please is to give people what 
they expect, and that no one will 
believe, much less listen to him, if 
he tries to tell the crowd that he 
is doing a serious job of going to 
college, and that he has a lot of 
things on his mind.

Fraternity, Sorority Question

This question of fratemities and 
sororities must be settled for once 
and for ail. The administration will 
not allow them on the campus, so 
say the régulations. But, and here 
is the catch, they are not defined. 
It is well understood that many 
societies hold Greek letters for their 
names and yet do not in any sense 
•onform to the set-up of that, whici 
in many minds, is held to be the 
bane of American colleges, the so­
cial fraternity. They are organized 
for the sole purpose of doing hon- 
or to students in various' fields of 
learning and to unité them in order 
that they may help their school 
grow in prestige. Phi Beta Kappa 
is probably the best known of these 
societies. They are national in scope 
and only the schools having a cer­
tain standard are allowed chaptei-s. 
In refusing to even try to estab- 
lish local units, we are in effect 
saying that we do not want one 
because we know we could not hâve 
one.
Another Group

There is another group using 
functional names as well as the 
Greek letters. We hâve one of these 
on the campus now. The National 
Collegiate Dramatic Society. It also 
has another name, three letters of 
the Greek alphabet Now why, if 
names define the type of the or- 
ganization, is this society allowed 
to exist on the campus? I do not 
say that is bad. I am heartily in 
favor of it. It is doing a splendid 
job. I merely say that our policy is 
inconsistent.

For some years past several boys 
hâve been ti-ying to establish a

To Playful Sophomore

And to the playful sophomore who must indulge in his 
childish pranks we offer a word of advice. Never accuse an­
other of stating untruths and use untrue statements in your 
accusation.

chapter of Alpha Phi Oméga, the 
national society service fraternity 
for Scouts. There are chapters at 
the University of Texas and Louisi- 
ana State University and other 
large schools in the South. The 
Deans of these schools hâve said 
that the boys in their schools who 
are members of the seciety are do­
ing more for the school than any 
other single gi*oup on the campus. 
Yet, because they hâve a name con- 
sisting of the taboo symbols ail 
efforts hâve failed.

The Student Council, as the di­
rect voice of the students, must dis- 
cuss these matters with the Dean 
and endeavor to arrive at some solu­
tion. Not in an aggressive, bluster- 
ing manner, but respectfully, intel- 
ligently, seeking earnestly to help 
the University attain full growth. 
This it will not do so long as we 
move only from day to day, without 
planning logically for the estab­
lishment of a well-rounded student 
life, socially, scholastically, and 
athletically.
Council Must Establish Self

Finally the Student Council must 
move to establish itself more firm- 
ly in the esteem of the student body, 
even if it is agreed that it has al- 
ready done so in some instances. 
Elections hâve been more efficient- 
ly conducted, the Handbook has been 
revised to prevent misunderstand- 
ings, meetings in some cases hâve 
been thrown open, minutes of ail 
meetings hâve been published. Yet, 
there is much to be done.

Influential and popular as its 
members may individually, as a 
group it will exercise no great in­
fluence on the thought of the stu­
dent body so long as it has no tra­
ditions of responsibility to the voice 
of the students, respect for debate 
in the Council, or sense of the di­
vision of authority between Ad­
ministration and students.

Much has been done. Much still 
is to be done. May the members for 
the Corning year meet their duties 
squarely and add another milestone 
in the progress of the University.

Miller Placement 
Service Helps 
Work Aspirants

Mr. M. A. Miller bas been help- 
ing students find positions since 
last January. In June he started the 
placement bureau. Rather than try- 
ing to find a place for the student, 
Mr. Miller’s object is more to find 
a student for the place.

A student asking for assistance 
files an application in the office 
stating his qualifications. There are 
forty-eight applications now on file. 
Eleven of these are from girls and 
thirty-seven from boys. Out of this 
number seven are college graduâtes.

Some of the qualifications asked 
for are typing, shorthand, legible 
handwriting, appearance, pleasing 
personality and ambition.

Examples of places Mr. Miller 
bas been able to fill are tutoring 
for room, board, and ten dollars a 
week; law office, eight dollars a 
week; Drayman, $65 a month, and 
office boy, $64 a month. There are 
two tutoring jobs and one teaching 
job that hâve not been qualified 
for. Mr. Miller was able to place 
one boy three days after his appli­
cation had been filed. The majority 
of calls are for boys; however, he 
bas placed many girls.

There has been no soliciting for 
this bureau other than a small no­
tice in the Houston papers. Ail calls 
for help needed hâve been volun- 
tary.

“The National Youth Adminis­
tration provides me with sufficient 
funds to carry on as a student in

Cases 
similar to this helped prompt the 
national youth movement, set up 
by the government in 1935. The 
purpose is to help such youths as 
Alston.
Ages 16-24 Eligible

Students from the âges of 16 to 
24 are eligible for N. Y. A. work. 
There are some forty-six applica­
tions on file in the general office 
that are being considered for em- 
ployment. Types of work are office 
work, parking cars, library, coca 
cola stand, cleaning yard and halls. 
There are eighty-five students fill- 
ing these positions, and ail the work 
is being done on the campus. In 
previous years over half of the em- 
ployed were used in Taylor School. 
The N. Y. A. pays twenty-five cents 
per hour, forty minimum to eighty 
maximum hours of work per month.

Miss Stockwell said that the stu­
dents are the finest group she has 
ever seen.

There “might” corne a daÿ when the students see that 
council members quit voting and running the school as 
they see fit.

We’re carrying this appeal directly to the school au- 
thorities and to the students. We need every student’s 
help in publishing a paper that the University of Houston 
can be proud of. We need the council’s help.

Yet, we still believe that the power of the press is 
greater than the power of a few undergraduates who hâve 
set themselves up to make and break the school laws. 
Last week, the acting president of the council made the 
remark that “only the Dean and I could suspend the pub­
lishing of The Cougar.”

The Dean might suspend publication for a while by sus- 
pending the editors and staff, but we doubt it if he would 
want to stop the paper.

We believe that the paper is more représentative of the 
school than the council. We challenge their right, or their 
President’s right, to make such Hitleristic statements.

Freedom of the press is an American héritage, and as 
long as we are the publishers and editors everyone in the 
school will be represented and not to the dictâtes of any 
group or body that sets themselves up to run affairs.

We suggest that the présent student government cal! 
class meetings before they hâve council meetings and that 
they poil ail the members of the class and find oui how 
they feel and then vote accordingly. The council would 
then be more représentative of the students. Then we 
might feel that they had a right to meddle in the paper’s 
policies.

We ask the support of the students in turning in their 
views on the varions questions. We ask their support in 
turning in news, in the solicitation of advertising and in 
helping in every way to make our new University of 
Houston the finest school in the country.

If the council can change their ways and views to be 
représentative of the majority instead of the politically 
minded publicity-loving minority, then, and only then, 
we want their support.
