600 INTERESTED CITIZENS AND SHELL EMPLOYEES 
PARTICIPATE IN TOUR OF NEW ETHYLENE PLANT

More than 600 Refinery and Chemical Plant 
employees and residents of Deer Dark toured 
Shell's new Ethylene Plant, Saturday, Janu­
ary 17.

The tour was originally scheduled for Jan­
uary 10, but inclement weather forced its 
postponement. The delay did not lessen the 
enthusiasm of the visitors who arrived 
steadily throughout the afternoon.

Visitors were welcomed to the plant by 
W. A. Gabig, Plant Manager; W. R. Durland, 
Plant Superintendent, Petrochemicals Divi­
sion, and R. W. Henry, Process Superinten­
dent, Petrochemicals Division, before walk­
ing through the facility at their own pace.

The tour path was well .marked and guides 
were stationed at various points to explain 
the facilities and answer questions. One of 
the most popular places was the Central Con­
trol Room where all operational systems will 
be controlled. The elaborate computer sys­
tem which will reduce much of the operator's 
routine clerical and analytical work when the 
plant is in operation was programmed to 
produce Snoopy calendars which were given to 
the children who visited the new plant.
