Christmas Festival 
Lasted 12 Days 
In Old England

For many years people hâve cele- 

brated the birth of Christ by some 
spécial church festival. Early in 
England this festival was called 
“Christes Messe,” meaning “Christ’s 
Mass,” from which we get our word 
“Christmas.”

At first the date for the célébra­
tion varied in different places. Some 
churches observed it in December, 
January, April or May because of 
the absence of historical records as 
to the exct date of Christ’s birth. 
The célébration of December 25 
spread to most parts of the Chris­
tian nations in the fourth and fifth 
centuries. Différences in the calen­
dar, however still cause différences 
in the time of célébration.

One of the causes that established 
the new festival on December 25 was 
the fact that this day marked the be- 
ginning of the great winter festival 
of the pagan Gauls, Germans, and 
Britons. As in other instances where 
pagan festivals were replaced by 
Christian, many of the customs were 
taken over. The Yule log, holly, and 
mistletoe are ail recics of the pagan 
observances.

During the Middle Ages, Christ­
mas was the most popular ceremony. 
The churches were gaily decorated 
and plays were given portraying 
events connected with the birth of 
Christ. Some of the carols sung at 
our gatherings hâve corne down from 
these early plays.

Nowhere was the Christmas festi­
val celebrated with more merriment 
than in England. Work was stopped 
for twelve days and big and little, 
old and young began feasting and 
merry-making. When the Puritans 
came to America they abolished ail 
customs, since they regarded the 
Christmas observance as the remains 
of Catholicism. However, it was not 
long until they.began to hâve cere­
monies again, although they were 
subdued.

The Dutch settlers brought with 
them the gay célébration of their 
fatherland. The New World owes 
their Santa Claus to them.

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Anti-T uberculosis 
League Nurses 
Attend Houston U.

Most people regard the sale of the 
Christmas seals as just another laud- 
able fund-raising fixture that cornes 
each year with the holiday season. 
Probably not many of the students 
of the University feel a connection 
to the Anti-Tuberculosis League 
other than that they, as part of Mr. 
and Mrs. John Public, will contribute 
to the sale as they contribute to 
the Community Chest and other 
worthy causes.

Ail of the nurses from the Anti- 
Tuberculosis League are attending 
classes here. Misses May C. Pollock. 
Caroline Atkinson, Charlote Hogan, 
and Frances Milstead are working on 
degrees. Misses Emmy Fisher, Rose 
Armcock, and Helen Newland are 
taking courses in public health nurs­
ing. Miss Annie Anderson, secretary 
of the League, is also attending class­
es.

Also attending the University is a 
student who owes his return to helath 
even his life, to the League. He re­
çoives treatments regularly that 
would run into the hundreds of dol­
lars each year if he paid a private 
doctor for them. This student has one 
lung collapsed by painless surgery 
which must be repeated every two 
weeks. This collapsed lung gives the 
afflicted lung tissues a healing 
“rest” and he is able to study now 
and look forward to leading a useful 
and productive life.

Because of the generosity of the 
people of Houston and Harris County 
last year, the program of the League 
has been increased this year.

More than 16,000 youngsters, 
thousands of them threatened by dis- 
ease and bodily defects with wrecked 
lives, hâve been reached in an early 
diagnosis program greater than that 
of the six preceding years combined.

The visiting list—made up of ac­
tive and “danger zone” cases reached 
by League nurses on errands of mer- 
cy and healing—has been increased 
to 10,258, almost 20 per cent more 
than this time last year.

Your League’s Free Clinic holds 
an average of 70 clinics monthly for 
teaching latest anti - tuberculosis 
methods, and for examination and 
treatment of about 1,000 patients 
monthly. These services hâve been 
increased this year by 50 per cent.

Since the League started its day- 
after-day warfare 27 years ago, the 
tuberculosis death rate here was eut 
from over 200 per 100,000 to 74 in 
1936—and last year, thanks to con- 
tributors, the death rate was eut to 
62.

There is still much more to do. 
“Much good work is often lost for 
lack of a little more.” The unit cost 
—average cost per patient—has been 
trimmed down, while efficiency has 
increased, to 50 cents.

You can help to give good health 
to some unfortunate for the sum of 
50 cents per patient! Good health is 
the best présent that could be hand- 
ed to any unfortunate tuberculosis 
victim fighting for his life—you can 
help give him that by your support 
of the sale of Christmas seals.
