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Groups Warn Of Nominee’s 
"Bizarre’ Legal Views

WASHINGTON (UPI)-A California 
law professor nominated for a federal 
appeals judgeship has an extreme right­
wing philosophy that “would make even 
Robert Bork blush,” a leading civil liber­
ties group warns.

Setting the stage for what could be the 
most bitter confirmation fight since 
Bork’s Supreme Court nomination was 
rejected by the Senate three months ago, 
People for the American Way is trying to 
defeat another of President Reagan’s 
nominees, Bernard Siegan. The organi­
zation contends his extensive writings 
reflect an extremist outlook on civil 
rights, religion and free speech.

“As is documented in this report," the 
group said in releasing an assessment 
Wednesday, “Siegan’s application of his 
judicial philosophy results in bizarre 
and radical views on a broad range of 
fundamental constitutional doctrines 
and lines of precedent.”

Arthur Kropp, president of the 
270,000-member civil liberties organiza­
tion, added dryly, “His philosophy 
would make even Robert Bork blush.”

Siegan, 63, a University of San Diego 
law professor since 1973, is described by 
Justice Department officials as a long­
time acquaintance of Attorney General

league Douglas Ginsburg, withdrew his 
name Nov. 7 after admitting past mari­
juana use.

Kennedy, however, is expected to win 
confirmation, and Justice Department 
spokesman Terry Eastland attacked the 
critics of Siegan Wednesday, saying 
Reagan has made it clear he wants other 
nominees who practice “judicial re­
straint." Siegan, Eastland said, “would 
be in this general ballpark.”

Yet Siegan was rated by the 15-mem- 
ber American Bar Association review 
panel merely as “qualified”—the lowest 
of three passing grades the ABA gives to 
federal court nominations.

People for the American Way, which 
decried Siegan’s lack of federal court­
room experience as well, said his writ­
ings show he believes presidents have 
the constitutional right to abridge free 
speech and states have authority to rec­
ognize official religion and to discrimi­
nate against women and minorities.

For example, in a 1987 book, Siegan 
wrote that the 14th Amendment, cited 
by the Supreme Court in striking down 
laws that discriminate on the basis of 
race and sex, “did not apply to suffrage, 
juries or schools.”

Siegan also wrote that the First 
Amendment ban on government estab­
lishment of religion applies only to the 
federal government and “safeguards 
the powers of the states to sponsor or 
further religions of their own choosing.”

To civil rights and individual liberties 
activists, such statements go beyond the 
views of Bork, who drew unprecedented 
opposition from those who warned his 
presence as a swing vote on the high 
court would threaten 30 years of gains.

Siegan went before the Judiciary 
Committee Nov. 5 to begin his confirma­
tion process. Hearings are set to resume 
next month, a committee spokesman 
said.

In his first round with senators, Sie­
gan backed away from some of his 
views, saying many writings reflected 
historical facts and not always his per­
sonal opinions, which he described as 
“libertarian.”

The nominee testified he “would be 
laughed off the block” if he truly held 
the belief that states could set up official 
religions. He also said, “Voting is a right 
fully protected as much as any funda­
mental rights.” 

Edwin Meese. He was nominated by 
Reagan Feb. 2 to fill a vacancy on the 
9th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals—the 
bench on which the current Supreme 
Court nominee, Anthony Kennedy, has 
served since 1975.

Siegan’s nomination has been de­
layed by Senate Judiciary Committee 
members concerned that his judicial 
philosophy is too extreme and by the 
protracted battle over Reagan’s attempt 
to fill the Supreme Court vacancy creat­
ed by Justice Lewis Powell’s retirement 
June 26.

Bork, an arch-conservative judge on 
the federal appeals bench in Washing­
ton, was rejected by senators 58-42 Oct. 
23. Reagan’s next nominee, Bork col-

Houston Fire Department arson investi­
gators are looking into the cause of a fire 
which on Monday afternoon heavily 
damaged one of Montrose’s oldest gay 
bars.

According to arson investigator Dan 
Cordaway, the origin of the blaze which 
caused extensive damage to the second 
floor offices of Sally’s, located at 220 
Avondale, is “suspicious.” “We are still 
looking at it and will look at it again,” 
said Cordaway, adding that he had 
planned to return to the site on Thurs­
day accompanied by an expert in such 
matters.

According to customers in the bar 
when the blaze was discovered, manage­
ment officials meeting upstairs smelled 
smoke and notified employees and pa­
trons downstairs. Because the fire be­
gan under a stairway leading to the 
offices, those on the second floor were 
forced to escape by jumping from a sec­
ond floor window. Damage to the first 
floor bar area was limited to smoke and 
water.

There were no injuries were reported.
Cordaway said that part of the delay

in determining the cause and origin of 
the blaze which caused an estimated 
$30,000-40,000 in damage is an inability 
to contact the owners.

A part-owner who was on the prem­
ises when the fire broke out, Tony Par­
sons, says that he does not know what 
caused the fire but suspects it was due to 
an electrical problem.

Said Parsons, “Everything happened 
so fast. We were sitting there and all of a 
sudden everything was full of smoke.”

Parsons added that the bar plans to 
reopen by March 1.

Formerly known as Dirty Sally’s, the 
bar has been at the Avondale location 
since 1977.

Catholic Bishops 
Issue Statement 
On Sex
EL PASO (UPI)—Roman Catholic bish­
ops in Texas issued a prepared state­
ment Tuesday urging congregations 
throughout the state to reaffirm the 
church’s traditional teaching that non- 
marital sex is wrong.

The Rev. Ed Roden, spokesman for El 
Paso Bishop Raymundo Pena, said 16 
Texas Catholic bishops, including 
Pena, signed the document.

The bishops’ paper speaks out against 
recreational sex, abortion, prostitution, 
pornography and masturbation.

The document was written by Bishops 
Joseph A. Fiorenza of The Galveston- 
Houston diocese and Michael Sheehan 
of the diocese of Lubbock, Roden said.

Roden said the document emphasizes 
that sexuality is more than a genital 
activity. He said the church teaches that 
non-marital sex is “contrary to the will 
Of God.”

The church’s statement was prepared 
by Bishops Joseph Fiorenza of the Gal­
veston-Houston diocese and Michael 
Sheehan of the diocese of Lubbock. He 
says the bishops are inviting gay men 
and lesbians to participate and become 
active members in parish activities.

One Man 
Responsible For 
Many Montrose 
Burglaries, 
Say Police
Police Wednesday questioned a man 
suspected in about 200 burglaries dur­
ing a seven-month period.

Wayne Francis Gardner, 26, allegedly 
burglarized homes in some of Houston’s 
post neighborhoods in a time span start­
ing in April and ending in early Novem­
ber. He was arrested for vagrancy in a 
Los Angeles park on Dec. 21.

Gardner was extradited Monday to 
Houston where he is charged with two 
counts of burglary and is suspected in 
scores of others, Houston police officer 
Nick Drehel said.

He said Gardner, an ex-convict, also is 
wanted on a parole violation stemming 
from a past burglary conviction.

Police say he’s a prime suspect in up to 
95 burglaries in the River Oaks and 
Montrose areas and 21 break-ins in the 
West University area. Questioning of 
Gardner has produced information that 
he also may be responsible for another 
70 burglaries, officers said.

“To my knowledge, it could be the 
largest number of burglaries (ever) com­
mitted by one person in the city,” Drehel 
said, adding “he was committing proba­
bly four to six to seven burglaries a day.” 

for theft by check under $250 because it 
was his third conviction on a theft 
charge, said District Judge Erwin 
Ernst.

The charge was filed after Williams, 
impersonating singer Shirley Murdoch, 
closed a checking account at a Hunts­
ville bank while worthless checks were 
outstanding. The incident occurred dur­
ing Williams’ October stay in Hunts­
ville.

Authorities claim Williams moved 
through six states in two months posing 
as Murdoch. He was arrested in Wash­
ington in November, after allegedly giv­
ing a $650 bogus check to the Grand 
Hyatt Hotel.

Following his arrest, Williams waived 
extradition to Texas, where he was on 
parole for a Dallas County theft. Texas 
Department of Corrections records 
show Williams served one year of a four- 
year sentence and was released from 
prison last January.

Prosecutors said Williams is accused 
of writing bad checks in Murdoch’s 
name, buying expensive clothing and 
staying in high-price hotels while mak­
ing appearances as the singer in Dallas- 
Fort Worth; Atlanta; Miami; Denver; 
Nashville, Tenn.; Charlotte, N.C., and 
Washington.

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For Arizona Governor, 1987 
Was A Nightmare Year

PHOENIX (UPI)—One year after Gov. 
Evan Mecham took office and promised 
a “new beginning,” outraged Arizonans 
appear ready to boot him out and end an 
administration blighted by gaffs and al­
legations of racism and criminal con­
duct.

Mecham, 63, a millionaire car dealer 
rejected by voters four times before win­
ning a divisive three-way race in 1986, 
took office Jan. 5, 1987, as the state’s 
first Republican governor in 12 years.

Since then, he has been dogged by the 
widespread perception that he is insen­
sitive to racial and sexual issues, allega­
tions that he violated campaign finance 
reporting laws and questions about his 
appointees’ backgrounds.

Opponents waged a vigorous signa­
ture-gathering campaign and forced a 
recall election to take place in the 
spring. Mecham’s ouster appears so 
likely that former Sen. Barry Goldwater, 
the state’s best known Republican, 
urged Mecham to resign to spare the 
state the cost of a recall election.

At the same time, grand jury investi­
gations are under way into allegations 
Mecham improperly reported a $350,000 
campaign loan, and the Republican- 
controlled House of Representatives has 
hired a special counsel to see if impeach­
ment is warranted.

“His first year in office has been a 
disaster for the state,” said Donna Carl­
son, Mecham’s legislative liaison until 
she quit in frustration in October. I 
think the governor should resign, and 
the sooner the better.”

“His insensitive comments have po­
larized the state,” said Republican Rep. 
Jane Hull, the third-ranking legislator 
in the House and the first legislative 
leader to urge Mecham to resign. He 
lacks the ability to govern.” ,

“We’ve seen the whole spirit of Arizo­
na demoralized,” said Ed Buck, the 
wealthy Republican businessman who 
founded the recall movement.

The day of his inauguration, the man 
who dreamed of being governor for 20 
years pledged a “new beginning” for Ar­
izona and shared a vision of clean air, 
clean water, the absence of drugs, less 
crime and lower taxes.

One year later, Mecham is fighting for 
his political life.

“He started off on the wrong foot and 
continued to march that way,” said Sen­
ate Republican Leader Robert Usdane. 
“I don’t think the ‘new beginning’ ever 
worked.”

Mecham’s troubles began a week after 
he took office when he abolished a state 
holiday for Martin Luther King Jr. 
Mecham said the holiday was declared 
illegally by his predecessor, Democrat 
Bruce Babbitt, and questioned whether 
the slain civil rights leader deserved a 
holiday.

Over the next few months Mecham 
managed to outrage blacks, women, 
Jews and homosexuals.

Many Arizonans groaned when 
Mecham said he believed the word 
“pickaninny,” used in a school textbook 
he had endorsed, was a term of affec­
tion, or when he said working women 
contributed to the divorce rate.

Most recently, he angered Jews when 
he called the United States was a “great 
Christian nation.”

At the same time, frustration mounted 
over questionable appointments, includ­
ing a Department of Revenue director 
who failed to file his income tax returns 
on time, and a Department of Liquor 
Licenses superintendent who was under 
investigation in a fatal shooting.

The drive to oust Mecham picked up 
steam Sept. 29 when he became em­
broiled in a controversy over a fund-rais­
ing letter that asked conservatives 
nationwide to sell their homes, move to 
Arizona and donate money to fight the 
“militant liberals and homosexuals” at­
tacking him.

Supporters of the recall collected near­
ly 400,000 signatures during the 4-

AIDS Ranked 
5 In TV News 
Coverage
NEW YORK (UPI)-The three televi­
sion networks gave more than twice as 
much evening news time to the Iran- 
Contra arms scandal than to any other 
story in 1987, a computer-based report 
said Tuesday.

The story of presidential politics was 
in second place, followed by the Su­
preme Court nominations, the summit 
and other arms talks, and AIDS.

The statistics were compiled by DWJ 
Associates, a public relations firm spe­
cializing in video news releases, which 
for the last three years has kept a com­
puterized database of every evening 
news story and its running time.

The Iran-Contra story, which also 
was the 1986 winner, ran up a three net­
work total of 1,643 minutes—593 min­
utes on ABC, 562 minutes on CBS and 
488 minutes on NBC.

The second biggest evening news sto­
ry, politics, took up a total of 623 min­
utes, with 209 minutes each on both CBS 
and ABC and 205 minutes on NBC.

Gary Hart received three times more 
of that network time than any of the 
other candidates—a three-network total 
of 132 minutes, compared to 43 minutes 
for Sen. Joe Biden’s aborted campaign 
and 32 minutes for Pat Robertson.

The Supreme Court follies—the nomi­
nations of Robert Bork, Douglas Gins­
burg and Anthony Kennedy—ranked 
third with 561 minutes, and the arms 
talk and Washington summit was 
fourth with 442 minutes.

AIDS was the fifth most reported eve­
ning news story, taking up 387 minutes 
of network time.

The three networks were in agreement 
on the top five stories of the year, but 
varied somewhat in the second half of 
the top 10. In sixth to tenth place, by 
three-network totals, were terrorism, 
deficits, the Persian Gulf War, South Af­
rica and the stock market.
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CDC Reports 
First Major 
Increase
In TB In
34 Years

ATLANTA (UPI)-The first major in­
crease in cases of tuberculosis since 
1953—a 2.6 percent jump in 1986 over 
the number recorded the previous year— 
was reported Dec. 31 by the national 
Centers for Disease Control.

The CDC said the increase in TB cases' 
coincided with the AIDS epidemic, espe­
cially in New York City, and suggested 
that infection with the human immuno­
deficiency virus that causes AIDS trig­
gers TB in people who have a latent TB 
infection.

In 1986, the CDC recorded 22,768 TB 
cases, or 567 more than the 22,201 re­
ported in 1985. It said the increase 
“marks the first occurrence of a substan­
tial increase in indigenous tuberculosis 
morbidity since 1953, the year when uni­
form national reporting was fully imple­
mented."

Preliminary figures from the CDC 
showed that as of Dec. 19, 20,768 TB 
cases have been reported in 1987.

There have been slight increases in 
TB cases in other years since 1953, the 
CDC said, but these were due to changes 
in reporting criteria or to the sudden in­
flux of refugees from Kampuchea, Laos 
and Vietnam in 1980.

Although the AIDS virus, which 
weakens the body’s immune system, 
was blamed for the TB increase, the 
CDC said other factors probably con­
tributed to the increased number of TB 
cases. It cited the recent arrival of His­
panics, Asians and Pacific Islanders, 
who it said were at high risk for tubercu­
losis.

With the advent of effective drug ther­
apy following World War II, the number 
of TB cases dropped steadily until the 
1980s. And the CDC said that if the 
trend of decline seen between 1981 and 
1984 had continued through 1986 there 
would have been 4,832 fewer cases ex­
pected during 1986 than were actually 
reported.

“From 1963 to 1985, the incidence rate 
of tuberculosis in the United States de­
clined an average of 5.9 percent annual­
ly," the CDC said. “The average annual 
decline from 1981 to 1984 was 1,706 cas­
es (6.7 percent).”

TB cases increased in 25 states and 
the District of Columbia, with the larg­
est increase recorded in New York, 357, 
followed by New Jersey, 179; Michigan, 
75; Arkansas, 63; Florida 53; and North 
Carolina, 53.

Cities of 250,000 or more population 
with the largest increases were New 
York City, Detroit, New Orleans, Mem­
phis and Jacksonville.

Most of the TB increases occurred in 
blacks and white Hispanics and in the 
age group 25-44, the CDC said.

“The increase was greater in New 
York City than in any other locality," the 
CDC said. It noted that for the past sev­
eral years New York City has reported a 
large increase in TB among 25- to 44- 
year-old males that coincided with the 
AIDS epidemic.

“To reverse the current trend of in­
creasing tuberculosis morbidity, both a 
more aggressive search for cases and 
the use of preventive therapy among 
high risk populations will be necessary,” 
the CDC said.
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Number Of Sexual
Contacts Not Only
Factor In AIDS Infections

CHICAGO—Although some medical 
authorities have said chances of con­
tracting an AIDS virus infection after 
one sexual encounter with a virus carri­
er are low, new research indicates it can 
happen, government researchers report­
ed Dec. 31.

Scientists from the Centers for Dis­
ease Control were puzzled by the find­
ings, which they said suggested that 
sexual behavior alone does not explain 
heterosexual transmission of HIV, the 
virus that causes acquired immune defi­
ciency syndrome.

“There’s three basic possibilities," 
said Dr. Harold Jaffe, of the Atlanta­
based CDC. “There may be some people 
who are more infectious than others. 
There may be strains of the virus that 
are more infectious. Or there may be peo­
ple who for whatever reason are more 
susceptible to infection.

“But regardless, the public health 
message remains the same,” he empha­
sized. “The study shows that heterosex­
ual transmission of HIV does occur, that 
it can occur in both directions, and that 
it can occur with only one sexual con­
tact.”

Jaffe and his colleagues, reporting in 
the Journal of the American Medical As­
sociation, based their findings on an on­
going study of 106 families of patients 
who became infected with HIV through 
blood transfusions. The patients in the 
study had been infected an average of 31 
months.

In 80 of the families, the infected per­
son reported having sex with his or her 
spouse; two of 25 husbands and 10 of 55 

wives subsequently became infected.
One infected woman had only a single 

sexual encounter with her husband, and 
another had only eight, yet 11 women 
remained uninfected after more than 
200 sexual encounters with their hus­
bands. The uninfected wives actually 
averaged more sexual contacts than the 
infected women.

There were no significant differences 
in terms of type of sexual contact or 
methods of contraception, including use 
of condoms. No other AIDS risk factors 
could be found in the two men who be­
came infected, though each had had sev­
eral sexual encounters with their 
spouses.

Although the women were more than 
twice as likely as the men to become 
infected, and though the infected wom­
en were slightly older, no specific behav­
ioral differences could be found between 
the infected and uninfected spouses.

An earlier study of women who had 
sexual contact with HIV-infected men 
found the females’ chances of infection 
was one in a thousand, and a study be­
fore that suggested the chance of trans­
mission was less than 1 percent per 
exposure.

“Right now its a mystery as to what’s 
going on," Jaffe said. “We’re going to be 
looking very closely at these cases to try 
to determine what biologic factors are 
important to the transmission of this 
virus. It could have important implica­
tions in controlling this epidemic."

Of 15 wives, six husbands, 19 children 
and 23 others who had daily non-sexual 
contact with the infected individual, 
none became infected, “proving once 
again that AIDS cannot be transmitted 
casually," Jaffe said.

Bowen 
Wants 
$1,145 Billion 
For AIDS

WASHINGTON (UPI)-President Rea­
gan, in a conciliatory mood toward Con­
gress, tentatively approved Tuesday a 
fiscal 1989 budget request of more than 
$1 trillion that will not likely trigger bat­
tles with lawmakers, aides said.

“There are no major surprises," said 
spokesman B. Jay Cooper after the pres­
ident met for an hour with budget direc­
tor James Miller, Vice President George 
Bush and other staff assistants.

The New York Times reported Tues­
day that Health Secretary Otis Bowen 
has asked Reagan to approve $1,145 bil­
lion in AIDS research and education, a 
45 percent increase over last year’s 
budget request and more than 20 per­
cent more than Congress approved for 
fiscal 1988.

A spokeswoman at Miller’s Office of 
Management and Budget had no com­
ment on the report, but a statement from 
the Health and Human Services Depart­
ment said the agency submitted “a 1989 
AIDS budget based on medical and sci­
entific judgments of need and the ability 
of researchers and others to effectively 
utilize the funds. That budget proposal 
is currently being considered at the 
highest levels of government and we 
will have no public response while those 
considerations are under way."

Because of last month’s two-year com­
promise with Congress on spending and 
taxes, the new budget to be submitted to 
Capitol Hill in mid-February is not ex­
pected to spark bitter battles as in the 
past.

“A good part of it is Congress’ budg­
et,” said spokesman Marlin Fitzwater.

He said the budget summit agreement 
“is reflected to the last dot and T in the 
budget” Reagan approved.

“It should minimize antagonism,” he 
said, suggesting the president is “not 
trying to reopen old arguments” about 
levels of domestic spending he had to 
retreat on in the compromise.

That agreement, as well as the budget 
document, calls for $294 billion in de­
fense spending and $14 billion in new 
taxes.

Aides said that despite the deficit re­
duction of $76 billion over two years, the 
1989 budget will for the second year in a 
row top the $1 trillion mark because of 
expected growth in the economy.

Under the Gramm-Rudman-Hollings 
deficit-cutting law, the fiscal 1989 budg­
et may not have a deficit larger than 
$136 billion, and Fitzwater said, “The 
1989 budget will meet the target and will 
be consistent with the budget summit 
agreement.”

The law sets 1993 as the date for a 
balanced budget.

Fitzwater said Reagan would like to 
find a budget figure that sets a deficit of 
less than $136 billion, and although 
election-year politics could make that 
difficult, he predicted, “There’s a lack of 
contentiousness this time that bodes 
very well for the process. The summit 
agreement has left a feeling of good in­
tentions on both sides and if we can get 
further reductions as we go through the 
process, we’ll try to get them.”

The December agreement called for 
$23 billion in new taxes over the two 
years, $14 billion worth in the new budg­
et, and defense cuts of $8.2 billion in 
1989.
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Bakker Fails To Attend 
Meeting To Clear His Name
DUNN, N.C. (UPI)—Disgraced PTL 
founder Jim Bakker was a no-show Wed­
nesday at a meeting of the Assemblies of 
God Church scheduled to hear proof 
from him that he is not a homosexual.

Bakker, now living in Palm Springs, 
Calif., asked Assemblies of God District 
Superintendent Charles Cookman for 
the hearing to clear his name but failed 
to show up, apparently because his wife 
Tammy Faye is afraid of flying.

“The executive committee certainly 
wants to give Mr. Bakker an opportuni­
ty to appear and present whatever evi­
dence he has to clear himself,” said 
Cookman. “We stand ready to meet with 
him at any time in the future acceptable 
to both him and members of the commit­
tee.”

Bakker, defrocked by the Assemblies 
of God church last month, obtained new 
ministerial credentials from another 
church group in Tulsa, Okla. He is not 
currently seeking reinstatement to the 
Assemblies of God, but apparently is 
trying to put an end to allegations that 
he is a homosexual.

Those allegations were made last 
summer by Chattanooga, Tenn., evan­
gelist John Ankerburg and repeated by 
the Rev. Jerry Falwell, then in charge of 
PTL.

Cookman said Bakker attorney Jim 
Toms had called to say Bakker could not 
make the trip to Dunn because his wife 
was afraid to make the flight from Cali­
fornia and he would not come without 
her.

“I know for a fact that Tammy has a 
terrible fear of flying and always takes 
medication before a flight,” said Cook­
man. “Bakker said he did not want to 
attend without his wife and refused to 
come without her.”

Toms asked Cookman for a postpone­
ment and it was agreed that some date 
in the future would be set.

Meanwhile, the current PTL leader­
ship said it was stunned that Bakker 
and several associates are seeking $3 
million from the ministry. Bakker law­
yer Ryan Hovis said his client filed 
claims against PTL for more than $3 
million, including $1.3 million for a PTL 
parsonage from which Bakker was 
evicted last summer. But Hovis said 
money is not the real issue.

“We don’t expect Jim Bakker to get 
$1.3 million,” Hovis said. “Wedid that in 
order for us to have a legal claim in 
court. If PTL came to us tomorrow and 
offered us $1.3 million we’d say, ‘put it in 
a fund and pay the bills.’

“Jim Bakker does not want any mon­
ey from PTL—but he would love to come 
back,” Hovis said. “I have said all along 
PTL cannot survive without Jim 
Bakker.”

Court-appointed PTL trustee David 
Clark said he was shocked Bakker and 
his former PTL cronies would seek any­
thing from the ministry.

“I am amazed at their gall,” Clark 
said. “I am amazed, shocked and an­
gered. It is not fair and not right.”

The claims were filed against PTL in 
U.S. Bankruptcy Court in Columbia, 
S.C., where PTL is in the midst of Chap­
ter 11 bankruptcy proceedings.

Under a bankruptcy reorganization 
plan approved Dec. 22, the ministry has 
until Feb. 15 to respond to the claims. 
Clark said PTL will contest all he claims 
filed by Bakker and his associates.

“We are studying these claims and we 
are going to contest them because if we 
don’t contest them we will have to pay 
them,” Clark said shortly before the 
start of Wednesday’s “PTL Show.”

Clark said he was offended Bakker 
would seek payment from PTL, especial­
ly in light of recent Internal Revenue 
Service findings that the Bakkers and 
their top aides collected about $11 mil­
lion in salaries over the past four years.

Women psychiatrists tend to have more 
female patients than male patients and 
tend to see all of their patients more fre­
quently than do their male counter­
parts.

The American Psychiatric Associa­
tion reported nearly one-fifth of all psy­
chiatrists are women, and their ranks 
are growing at a steady pace. The trend 
is expected to continue with “unprece­
dented numbers of women" joining the 
next generation of psychiatric practi­
tioners.

According to a study, nearly two- 
thirds of the patients seen by female 
psychiatrists are women, while male 
psychiatrists are more likely to have a 
50-50 split between the two sexes.

Past studies have shown women pa-

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AIDS-Testing Labs To Be Evaluated

ATLANTA (UPI)—More than 700 labo­
ratories across the country that perform 
tests for exposure to the AIDS virus will 
be evaluated following reports that 
some tests produced inaccurate or inde­
terminate results, federal health offi­
cials announced Thursday.

“This is an issue that needs to be ad­
dressed,” said Dr. James Allen, director 
for medical science in the AIDS pro­
gram at the national Centers for Dis­
ease Control.

“We feel that overall, the laboratory 
testing is not as bad as some people have 
been saying it is,” Allen said. “We’re 
talking about a minute fraction of 1 per­
cent of people who may have been mis­
classified.”

The CDC said a nationwide “perform­
ance evaluation program” for detecting 
the antibody to the human immunodefi­
ciency virus HIV, which causes AIDS, 
has already been started. More than 700 
participating laboratories are being 
shipped reference materials that are to 
be used in the study.

The Public Health Service also is con­
vening a meeting on the issue of testing 
accuracy, the CDC said. No date has 
been set, but Allen said he hoped it

would be within the next six weeks-
The CDC said that not all labs have 

been subjected to the scrutiny required 
to be licensed by the Food and Drug Ad­
ministration and that “absence of 
standardization and appropriate quali­
ty controls may result Allen said mil­
lions of tests for the HIV antibody have 
been conducted annually in the United 
States since the tests first became avail­
able in 1985, with 20 million performed 
each year by collectors of blood and 
blood plasma. The military also con­
ducts millions of tests on service appli­
cants and those already in service.

People undergoing blood testing for 
the HIV antibody routinely are given 
two tests, the first one an enzyme immu­
noassay screening test. If the test is re­
peatedly positive, another test, such as 
the Western blot or immunofluorescence 
assay, is given to validate the results of 
the first test.

“Where the testing sequence some­
times falls down is the Western blot,” 
Allen said. “Sometimes it is not fully 
negative or fully positive. That we see as 
being the potential problem area. It is 
anxiety-provoking when you’re told 
your test is not negative and not posi­
tive.”

Allen said that the Western blot test, if 

Study Shows Insects Not 
Responsible For AIDS
WASHINGTON (UPI)—One of the most 
comprehensive studies conducted of the 
Florida town of Belle Glade, which has 
one of the highest rates of AIDS in the 
nation, confirms the virus that causes 
the disease is not spread by mosquitoes 
and other insects, scientists reported 
Thursday.

The study shows sexual contact or 
needle sharing accounted for a majority 
of the 93 cases reported between July 
1982 and Aug. 1 of last year, with only 
seven remaining unexplained, the scien­
tists wrote in the journal Science.

“The high cumulative rate of AIDS in 
Belle Glade appears to be the result of 
HIV transmission through sexual con­
tact and intravenous drug abuse; the ev­
idence does not suggest transmission of 
HIV through insects,” the researchers 
reported.

“Although it is not possible to state 
how each of the seven Belle Glade AIDS 
patients with undetermined risks be­

came infected, it is unlikely that they 
represent instances of HIV transmis­
sion through unrecognized modes."

Among 877 randomly selected adults 
in the community, 28 tested positive for 
exposure to the AIDS virus but did not 
necessarily have symptoms, said the 
scientists, who are affiliated with the 
Centers for Disease Control and the 
Florida Department of Health and Re­
habilitative Services.

“Except for six cases of HIV infection 
of sex partners (three couples), there was 
no clustering of infection within house­
holds,” the report said, confirming past 
evidence casual contact or exposure to 
insects did not spread the virus.

HIV-positive adults were more likely 
than others to be from Haiti, have a low­
er income, have never married, report 
previous treatment for a sexually trans­
mitted disease, have a history of other 
virus infection, such as hepatitis B.

They were also more likely to “report 
sexual contact with IV drug abusers, to 
have more sex partners within the last 
five years as well as more lifetime sex 
partners, and to have been paid for sexu­
al favors,” the report said.

No one age 2-10 or over age 60 had 
antibodies to HIV, which would indicate 
infection.

“HIV infection was probably intro­
duced into Belle Glade by homosexual or 
bisexual men and male IV drug abusers 
with contacts from outside this commu­
nity; subsequent heterosexual transmis­
sion of HIV to women then occurred at a 
faster rate than transmission to other 
men," the report said.

Belle Glade, Fla., has had among the 
highest rate of AIDS in the nation, com­
parable to New York City and San Fran­
cisco. In November, during the 
presidential task force visit to the small 
community, officials said since 1981 the 
community of 19,000 had 117 cases of 
AIDS, of which 90 people have died. 

definitely negative or definitely posi­
tive, is almost always accurate.

“The problem comes when the test is 
indeterminate, because then you have to 
go back and tell the person his test is 
indeterminate,” he said.

“What we’ve got, in summary, is very 
good performance in most labs. What we 
want to do is improve the standardiza­
tion and the performance of all the labo­
ratories.

“Very few people have been told they 
are positive when they were not. Very 
few have been told they were negative 
when they were not. There have been 
some but I don’t know the numbers. We 
would like to narrow the proportion of 
tests that are in the indeterminate 
range,” Allen said.

The CDC said that because of the med­
ical and social significance of a positive 
HIV test, the PHS has emphasized that 
before an individual is judged to be in­
fected with the AIDS virus, the initial 
screening test must be repeatedly reac­
tive, indicating infection, and that an­
other test, such as the Western blot, be 
performed to validate the results.

Allen defended the accuracy of cur­
rent AIDS testing, noting that in the 
millions of tests performed by the Amer­
ican Red Cross a specificity rate of 99.8 
percent has been consistently achieved 
during screening of donated blood. Spec­
ificity is the probability that the test re­
sult will be nonreactive, indicating no 
infection, if the blood specimen is a true 
negative.

Hospital AIDS Tests 
Done Inappropriately

CHICAGO—Nine out of 10 AIDS tests 
done in hospitals may be inapprop­
riately administered, wrongly inter­
preted or done without the permission 
and counselling of the patient, a study 
at one Minnesota hospital indicated 
Thursday.

Another study found a sizable minori­
ty of people being tested for the AIDS 
virus in the San Francisco area admit­
ted they would not tell their sexual part­
ners if their test results were positive.

Both studies were published in the 
Journal of the American Medical Asso­
ciation.

Of 264 HIV antibody tests performed 
at the St. Paul-Ramsey Medical Center 
between April 1985 and August 1986, 44 
percent were ordered on people with no 
risk factors for infection, such as homo­
sexual encounters or intravenous drug 
abuse, according to the journal report.

In addition, six proven false positive 
tests were wrongly interpreted as indi­
cating HIV infection and five people 
with positive tests but no symptoms 
were incorrectly diagnosed as having 
acquired immune deficiency syndrome.

Only 9 percent of all tests ordered were 
accompanied by evidence the patient 
had granted permission for the test and 
was counselled about the results.

Dr. Keith Henry of the University of 
Minnesota Medical School and St. Paul 
Division of Public Health said that al­
though stricter guidelines have since 
been instituted at the center, he suspect­
ed “the same mistakes are still being 
made here and at other hospitals around 
the country.”

In a commentary accompanying the 
study, Dr. Renslow Sherer, of Cook 
County Hospital in Chicago, said an 
AIDS antibody test is in no way “rou­
tine” given the potentially adverse af­
fects of test results becoming known to 
people other than the patient.

He cited the case of one man whose 
hospital test results were forwarded to 
his employer. The man subsequently 
lost his job, his health insurance and 
was evicted from his apartment.

Although hospital personnel are be­
coming better informed, the Minnesota 
hospital still “represents a very com­
mon experience,” he said.

Only few states, including Illinois, 
have laws strictly governing the use of 
AIDS antibody tests, Henry said.

In the second study, 27 percent of ho­
mosexual or bisexual men visiting two 
Alameda County alternative AIDS test­
ing sites said they would not tell their 
casual sex partners of their test results, 
and 12 percent said they would not tell 
their primary partner.

Researcher Joseph Catania, from 
University of California-San Francisco, 
said the results highlighted the need to 
practice “safe sex" with all partners, but 
added he believed that, in practice, peo­
ple would more forthcoming with test 
results than the study indicated.

“Keep in mind these are people who 
haven’t received their results yet,” he 
said. “We’re finding that people who 
have been told they’re infected do take it 
very seriously, and by and large do the 
right thing and do tell their partners."

Catania cautioned, however, “wheth­
er it’s 27 percent or only 5 percent (who 
won’t disclose results), the point is you 
can’t necessarily trust your sexual part­
ner to tell you whether he’s infected. So 
you have to take precautions."

About Censorship
As poet Allen Ginsberg was heading to 
Israel to protest censorship there, his 
landmark Beat Generation poem 
“Howl” was the subject of a similar de­
bate at home.

Some radio stations across the nation 
planned to read “Howl,” which is laced 
with obscenities, on the air this week as 
part of a series on censorship and other 
stations will be running an interview 
with Ginsberg titled “Why He Can’t 
Broadcast ‘Howl.’”

At issue is the Federal Communica­
tion Commission’s ruling that adult-ori­
ented material be broadcast only after 
midnight.

“The government now has set out 
rules which have had an intimidating 
and chilling effect on broadcasters,” 
Ginsberg said.

“It’s very similar to what goes on in 
the Soviet censorship bureaucracy.” 
Ginsberg is in Israel as vice president of 
the writers group PEN to protest treat­
ment of writers in Israel.

FREDERICK, Md. (UPI)—Convinced 
the Jimmy Carter years “weren’t as 
bad” as people thought, a tiny organiza­
tion 35 miles from the nation’s capital 
wants the 39th president to move back 
into the White House.

“Carter is a national resource,” says 
Clifford Snyder Jr., founder and treasur­
er of the Draft Jimmy Carter for Presi­
dent in 1988 committee. “He is the only 
Democratic candidate with experience 
in office. The country should take ad­
vantage of that experience.”

Snyder, 32, an ex-Army biochemist in­
volved in AIDS research at the National 
Cancer Institute in Frederick, acknowl­
edges his own political experience is lim­
ited. In 1986, he ran for the Democratic 
nomination to a congressional seat in 
northern Virginia now held by Republi­
can Stan Parris. After his defeat, he 
moved to Maryland.

“It’s a very moderate effort, and a 
small group of people ... just a handful,” 
says Snyder, who operates the draft 
Carter movement out of his home and 
recently filed a statement of organiza­
tion with the Federal Election Commis­
sion.

Madonna Not 
Statuesque 
To Mayor
There will be no sculpture of Madonna 
in the Italian hill town of Pacentro if the 
mayor lays down the statuary law.

Raffaele Santini, mayor of the town 
from where Madonna’s grandparents 
emigrated in 1919, said erecting the pro­
posed 12-foot statue of the American 
singer could bring “ridicule on a commu­
nity that has more important problems 
to solve.” Sculptor Walter Pugni had un­
veiled a model of the statue in Rome 
Monday and claimed Santini supported 
the project.

Not so, says the mayor. “Madonna 
has taken no interest in the problems of 
our town,” Santini said Tuesday.

“For example, we are told she made a 
financial contribution to a Paris associ­
ation that helps handicapped people, 
while in Pacentro there is an old folks’ 
rest home that is in difficulty because of 
insufficient funds.”

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‘Oscar’s Tune’ Slightly Off Key

Oscar’s Tune (Main Street Theater) be­
gan with good material. These 50 songs 
have all won Academy Awards for be­
ing the best song of the year. Those vot- 
ers have (with one possible 
exception—“Shaft,” 1971) always cho­
sen songs that not only were superlative 
in the context of their own movies but 
also work very well on their own. There 
are a lot of Top Ten powerhouses here- 
-all the way from “The Continental” 
(1934) to “I Just Called to Say I Love 
You” (1984).

The idea of putting them all into one 
musical revue was created by Neil 
Badders. The arrangements, all good 
work that you never feel any smallness 
about having only three instruments, 
are by Ray Simmons. Craig Lowe direct­
ed. All good men, tried and true.

The performers are all quite talented, 
too. They have really shone in the past, 
here at Main Street and all over the city, 
most notably Stages and Theater Under 
the Stars. This show serves up Mary 
Kay Buehler, Julia A. Figueroa, Joe Kir­
kendall, Don Lee, Laura Shinn, Claire 
Hart-Palumbo, and Badders himself.

There are the makings of a dynamite 
show. Heck, they could probably have 
made three terrific shows out of all those 
songs and insured themselves a sequel. 
After all, most shows only have about a 
dozen songs in them.

This is a fantastic show at times, 
when the singers are allowed to take a 
song and sell it for all they are worth. 
Unfortunately, those numbers are in the 
minority.

Not being content to let the material 
speak for itself, the playmakers have 
stitched them all loosely together with a 
parody of a game show. They obviously 
consider such a setting inane, but just in 
case we don’t, they went ahead and 
stocked it with cardboard characters 
with names like Barbara Dahl. Shorten 
that. Heck, shorten the whole show!

This pseudo-plot is never resolved. In 
fact, it is often ignored. Thank you, God! 
It is nearly only at such times that a 
satisfying rendition can be heard. Be­
cause only then, without the sniggering 
subtext, is a song allowed to say what it 
set out to say.

If you find yourself with a show that 
enthusiastically expresses sentiments 
that you agree with but are a little em­
barrassed to hear yourself shout out 
loud, you simply must give it its head. 
Disneyland, a prime example, works on­

ly because Uncle Walt and his succes­
sors went balls out, damn the torpedoes, 
full tilt ahead.

If you make fun of your material, you 
make me start to wonder why you’re 
bothering with it. That makes me won­
der why I am. Not even escapism should 
announce bald-facedly that it is a waste 
of time. That’s nearly the same trap into 
which “The Running Man” fell.

Since this show really does have a lot 
of potential, what they ought to do is 
close it for a month or so and call in a 
play doctor.

Main Street Theater has instituted a 
program whereby, for a fairly small reg­
istration fee, the real working theater 
people of Houston can get themselves 
and a date in free to most of their per­
formances. You must be actively in­
volved in creating theater in Houston to 
qualify. Then just call Steve Garfinkle 
at the theater and ask for details. This is 
a good idea that the other theaters in 
town should mimic. The next step, one 
that was taken by the Panda Monium 
Players once this fall, is to do one Mon­
day night show so that those on stage at 
other theaters can have a chance on that 
traditionally dark night to see your 
work.

On Sunday, there will be a preview of 
The Miracle Worker at the Alley. It’s a 
benefit for the International Associa­
tion of Learning Disabilities. That 
sounds wrong, somehow. These are not 
the dysfunctions themselves banding 
together, but the worthy people who 
fight dyslexia in many different coun­
tries. Did you know that Cher and Tom 
Cruise are dyslexic? Tickets are $50, 
$250 or $500 depending on what you 
want to eat—from champagne and des­
ert after the show to a sit down dinner 
before.

Stop At The Surface

Every once in a while you run into some 
high quality art that you just don’t care 
for. I have a lot of trouble reading most 
of Ray Bradbury, for instance. And I 
can’t seem to get underneath the surface 
of Joyce Weinstein’s paintings currently 
on view at Meredith Long & Co.

The are characterized by swirls of 
dark colors on even darker, moodier 
backgrounds. She often uses dulled me­
tallic paints that glint at you at the prop­
er angle. Perhaps they sparkle at other 
people. They glint at me.

There are some brighter, cheerier can­
vasses here. They look like invocations 
of a long lost youth.

The compositions, with their leitmo­
tifs of circles and triangles (a maximum 
of one of each per painting), give a feel­
ing of swift movement.

These bold intellectual adventures fill 
me with a sense of disquiet and unease. 
Although an occasional title, like Barce­
lona Memories, seems to indicate a deep­
er meaning, I am stopped at the border. 
Did she merely intend the surface effect? 
I’m not sure that there really was any 
symbolism aforethought. The images 
seem entirely too facile.

I must ultimately admit that these 
works confuse me.

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Video Reviews: Dirty Dancing

Patrick Sivayze & Jennifer Grey star in “Dirty Dancing”

“Dirty Dancing”—The new year opens 
for home video on a tantalizing beat— 
and with a hit movie that’s something 
special. It’s the summer of ’63, a time of 
social change, of Camelot and the Peace 
Corps, when Frances “Baby” House­
man, a sheltered 17-year-old city girl, 
accompanies her family to a Catskills 
vacation resort. There she meets street­
wise dance teacher Johnny Castle and a 
whole new world opens up when she be­
comes his dancing partner—and falls in 
love to the chagrin of her protective fa­
ther. Jennifer Grey, daughter of Joel 
Grey, is excellent as the coming-of-age 
“Baby” and Patrick Swayze, in his first 
dancing movie role, makes Johnny 
more than just a hunk with happy feet. 
The dance sequences are mesmerizing— 
the “dirty” tag coming from the bold 
body language of couples wriggling and 
writhing in sync. The nostalgic musical 
background, integral to the story, is 
memorable yet not intrusive. The sound­

track album and the single “The Time

Hollywood 
did not lose the ability to make timeless 
yet timely films back in Frank Capra’s 
day.

True professionals in any line of work 
develop certain standards of quality at 
such an early age that they seem almost 
to be born with them. They usually take 
the form of ideals, which if accom­
plished at all, require constant, dedicat­
ed work.

William Hurt is Tom Grunick, a 
correspondent who parlayed his good 
looks and charisma into a network 
position in “Broadcast News”

Tom is only good at one thing—being 
handsome and sincere. His mind is a 
perfect funnel. What goes in, comes out 
immediately and almost totally. His be­
calmed manner makes him the perfect 
anchorman. Aaron, whose mind holds 
at least three languages and a file of 
usable news trivia dating back at least 
several years, does not make a good im­
pression on camera. So we witness the 
gradual victory of news as entertain­
ment over news as information.

However, this movie is far from one 
dimensional. When Jane falls in love 
with Tom, she uses all the power of her 
position to fight for him. She goes so far 
as to send her closest rival on an assign­
ment to Alaska. This raises the ugly 
head of sexual harassment on the job.

The gay rights movement is even 
mentioned in passing, in a quite even- 
handed way.

Tom, not without feelings himself, 
falls in love with Jane. So does Aaron. 
Ah, me!

It’s difficult to fault anything in this 
movie. Director, producer, writer James 

L. Brooks slips us right into the action 
with little warning and never lets us 
down till the bittersweet coda. So, I’ll 
join many another critic and give this 
baby a four out of four rating.

Happy New Year 
Box-Office Weekend

HOLLYWOOD—It was a Happy New 
Year indeed for film makers as the do­
mestic box office welcomed 1988 with a 
smashing $157.7 million week.

Leading all movies in release for the 
second straight week was “Three Men 
and a Baby” with a gross of $13.1 mil­
lion, almost double the take of the run­
ner-up “Throw Momma from the Train.”

Clearly, there is something irresistible 
about seeing a big lug like Tom Selleck 
gingerly handling an infant in the com­
edy that also stars Ted Danson and 
Steve Guttenberg.

In only six weeks, “Three Men and a 
Baby” has grossed a massive $83.9 mil­
lion in 1,804 theaters for a per-screen 
average of $7,275.

“Throw Momma from the Train,” a 
black comedy starring Danny DeVito 
and Billy Crystal, collected $6.9 million 
in its fourth week in 1,621 theaters. So 
far it has grossed $37.6 million.

It moved up from the No. 3 position 
the previous week to oust “Raw,” Eddie 
Murphy’s film version of his scatologi­
cal stand-up act, which dropped to the 
third spot on 1,494 screens with a gross 
of $6.4 million. In three weeks the popu­
lar comic’s routine has garnered $33.3 
million.

Remaining in fourth place in the rank­
ings was Oscar prospect “Broadcast 
News,” a cynical comedy-drama of net­
work news teams starring William Hurt, 
Albert Brooks and Holly Hunter.

“Broadcast News” registered the 
highest per-screen average, $8,674, of 
the week in only 681 theaters, bringing 
in $5.9 million. In three weeks it has 
grossed $16.2 million.

No. 5 was the gentle fantasy “Batter­
ies Not Included” starring Hume 
Cronyn and Jessica Tandy, which 
grossed $4.8 million in 1,367 theaters for 
a three-week total of $19.5 million.

Despite college bowl games, holiday 
TV specials and family gatherings, 
Americans flocked to motion picture 
theaters during the week between 
Christmas and New Year’s Day with the 
top 15 pictures drawing $1 million or 
more.

The week’s total of $157.7 million 
topped the same week last year, which 
posted $137.9 million, and was consider­

ably ahead of the 1985 total of $130.4 
million.
