ENTRANCE FEES TEXAS SIZE BARGAINS 
FOR CAMPING AND TOURING ENTHUSIASTS

The biggest bargain in the Texas out­
doors is the $12 annual permit to State 
parks, according to J. R. Singleton, ex­
ecutive director of the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department.

"With the approach of the outdoor re­
creation season, Texans will want to take 
advantage of this ’package deal,”' he 
said. ’’For $12 per year per car, they can 
enjoy some of Texas' most beautiful scen­
ery, take advantage of the many free fac­
ilities in the park, and have available to 
them the camping facilities for which 
there is an extra charge."

Permits may be purchased at the head­
quarters of the various parks where a fee 
is required. Without the annual permit, 
park visitors must pay $1 per car per day.

The $12 permit will admit the purchaser 
and occupants of his private vehicle to 
all but three of Texas' 66 State parks.

Thirty of these parks require a $1 per 
day entrance fee or the annual permit, and 
six require a 50 cent per day entrance fee 
or the annual permit.

DEADLINES ON TAXES, 
LICENSES TO REMEMBER

Here are some deadlines coming up in 
the next months which are of inter­
est to Refiners.
“Social Security increase went into 
effect January 1, up from 4.4 to 
4.8 per cent on the first $7,800 of 
income.

*Dog tags in Houston can be purchas­
ed for $1 through March 31. After 
that date, tags will be $2. All 
tags expired on December 31.

“Farmers, ranchers and fishermen 
should file federal income tax es­
timates unless they plan to file 
final returns on or before February 
17.

*March 15 - This is the due date for 
corporation returns.

*April 1 - Last day for getting au­
tomobile licenses. Licenses went 
on sale February 5.

“April 15 - Last day for filing in­
dividual federal income tax re­
turns. Automobile inspection stick 
kers must be on windshield by mid­
night. You can get stickers now at 
any official inspection station.

“April 30 - Deadline for claiming 
homestead exemptions.

The following is an example of a delic­
ious recipe which is low in calories: 

QUICK 'n' EASY DRUM
2 pounds drum fillets or other fish 

fillets, fresh or frozen.
1/4 cup butter or margarine, melted
2 tablespoons lemon juice
2 tablespoons chopped parsley
1/2 teaspoon salt
1/8 teaspoon pepper
Paprika and Lemon wedges

Thaw frozen fillets, skin fillets anc 
place on a greased broiler-and-serve plat­
ter, 16 X 10 inches. Combine remainim 
ingredients except paprika and lemon wedg­
es. Pour over fillets and let stand for 
30 minutes. Broil about four inches frcn 
source of heat for eight to ten minutes oi 
until fish flakes easily when tested with 
a fork. Sprinkle with paprika. Serves 
six. This recipe has approximately 130 
calories per two-ounce serving.

Duplicate permits for annual permit 
holders may be purchased for $2.50 each 
for additional family vehicles.

Entrance fees for Texas' State parks 
are part of the $75 million bond prograc 
for the acquisition and development of 
parks approved by voters in November, 
1967.

At present, 18 State parks are exempt 
from fees either because personnel aren't 
at the site, park facilities are not ade­
quate to warrant the charge, present visi­
tation rates make it economically infeas­
ible, or operation of the park is on a 
concession basis.

The winners receive $10,000, $7,000 and 
$3,000 for first, second and third place 
finishes. The two survivors move to the 
final round at the Medinah Country Club in 
Illinois.

The tournament started with 18 profes­
sionals competing in overseas preliminary 
rounds.

Palmer, firing a 7-under-par 65 at Los 
Croabas, Puerto Rico, earned his berth in 
the semifinals the hard way. He beat Gay 
Brewer and Juan "Chi Chi" Rodriguez on a 
day when both were hot, carding sub-pars 
69 and 71.

The three pros scored 14 birdies and 
two eagles. Palmer eagled the par-5 eigh­
th with a 10-foot putt and Rodriguez chip­
ped in for an eagle-2 on the par-4 11th 
hole.

Doug Sanders moved to the semifinals 
with a 5-under-par victory over Dave Thom­
as and Charles Sifford.
