Hill elected to head Gay and Lesbian Political Caucus
Longtime gay activist Ray Hill, 
promising to bolster membership 
and strengthen the community’s 
voting bloc, has been elected presi­
dent of the Houston Gay and Lesbi­
an Political Caucus.

In an 83-55 vote, Hill defeated in­
cumbent president David Fowler.

“What this is about is responsibil­
ities and work,” Hill said after his 
election.. “David has said we are 
friends and we will always be 
friends.”

In campaign speeches many of 
the candidates for officer and board 
positions mentioned the caucus’s 
sagging membership and a need to 
expand its political clout.

Some candidates referred to a per­
ceived apathy among the gay com­
munity in general.

“What we really need in 1989 is a 
political revival,” Hill told a packed 
meeting of the HGLPC at the Vis­
count Hotel prior to the election. 
When you have a revival you call an 
evangelist. What you need is an 
evangelist and I am that evangel­
ist.”

Hill said he wanted to build up the 
Montrose voting base and then be­
gin organizing precincts through­
out the county.

A priority item, he said, would be 
the updating of the organization’s 
mailing list, the main way in which 
caucus communicates with its mem­
bers and the community.
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Ray Hill, longtime Houston gay activist, finally won his quest to head the Gay and Les­
bian Political Caucus

Without a valid mailing list, he 
said, voter registration campaigns 
would be less than successful.

Hill also said he intended to have 
regular press conferences in an ef­
fort to gain city wide media cover­

age of the caucus and its various 
campaigns.

In campaigning for his re-elec­
tion, Fowler said that under his 
leadership the organization’s finan­
cial bases had been strengthened.

“For the first time in six years the 
caucus was totally out of debt,” 
Fowler said.

“The past year was one of great 
challenges and great successes,” he 
said.

He said that during his term the 
group had become stronger and was 
increasingly involved in local and 
state political conventions.

But Fowler, too, described the cau­
cus’s need for a larger membership 
and said the group needed to double 
the size of the gay and lesbian bloc 
vote.

The organization’s foremost pri­
ority, he said, should be to register 
voters and get them to the polls.

Others elected to caucus offices 
were Dennis Spencer, vice-presi­
dent, who defeated Sherral Venture 
in a 92-46 vote; Michael Hollier over 
Leslie Perez for secretary in a 94-45 
vote; and Bill Agosto, who ran 
unopposed for treasurer.

Elected to the board of directors 
were Cicely Wynne, who defeated 
Clay Harper; Glynn Harper, who 
ran unopposed; Harry Livesay, who 
beat Sylvia Ayres; and Bill Willis, 
who defeated Rainbo De Klown.

Highly vocal gay activists zapping the inauguration

A small but rowdy group of AIDS activ­
ists was planning to make sure George 
Bush remembers their issues during the 
inaugural festivities.

Members of the AIDS Coalition to Un­
leash Power (ACT UP)/New York, ACT 
UP/Chicago, the National Gay & Lesbi­
an Task Force (NGLTF), the Human 
Rights Campaign Fund, and Oppres­
sion Under Target (OUT), a D.C. group, 
have joined forces with the Counter In­
augural Coalition for a People’s Agenda 
(CICPA) for a series of direct action 
events that will coincide with official 
festivities. Sixty seven progressive 
groups have endorsed CICPA’s plans, 
and about twenty groups will actively 

participate.
On Jan. 18, CICPA was to sponsor a 

“counter inaugural banquet soup kitch­
en” outside the official banquet at Wash­
ington, D.C.’s newly refurbished Union 
train station. “Inside,” said Sue Hyde of 
NGLTF and OUT, “Georgie Porgie and 
the other piggies will be at a $l,500-a- 
plate dinner. The whole inauguration is 
costing $32.3 million.”

On Thursday, Jan. 19, CICPA was to 
picket and leaflet outside the inaugural 
gala—a party for 12,000 Republicans at 
the D.C. Convention Center. “This will 
be similar?’ Hyde said, “to that Reagan 
thing in New Orleans where we got beat 
up by Republicans. We’ll be there again 
with our ‘AIDSGATE’ and our ‘The-Gov- 
ernment-Has-Blood-On-Its-Hands’ post­

ers. I bet they get upset again.”
For Jan. 20, inauguration day, OUT 

has declared a “queer corner” along the 
parade route, at 10th and Pennsylvania 
NW. Activists were to gather at 10:30 
a.m. Said Hyde, “If we still have any 
posters that weren’t destroyed the day 
before, we’ll be there with them.”

That evening, CICPA will hold a 
counter-inaugural ball at 9:00 at the 
George Washington University Union, 
21st and ‘H’ Streets NW.

Finally, on Sunday, Jan. 22, activists 
will stage an “interfaith circle” outside 
the official worship service at the na­
tional Cathedral. Protesters should 
gather at the church at 10:30 a.m.

The theme for the counter inaugural 
activities is “a thousand sparks of dis­

sent,” a take-off on George Bush’s fre­
quently repeated “thousand points of 
light” campaign theme.

Paul Adams of ACT UP/Chicago, 
who is planning to attend the Bush zaps, 
said, “This gross display of inaugural 
pomp only demonstrates all too clearly 
the Bush administration’s insensitivity 
to the people—the homeless in D.C., peo­
ple with AIDS, and all the service agen­
cies who could benefit from a govern­
ment expenditure of $32.3 million.”

Added ACT UP’s Daniel Sotomayor, 
“I’m pretty sick about the whole thing. 
I’ll be down there. As a PWA, I think 
we’re at all-out war. I don’t see how other 
PWA’s can just sit by and not be in­
volved in ACT UP-style activities. I’m 
fed up.”

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Boy with AIDS to attend Bush inauguration

ST LOUIS (UPI)—A 7-year-old boy who 
contracted the AIDS virus through 
blood transfusions plans to attend the 
inauguration this week of his hero, 
George Bush—a trip made possible by 
newspaper readers who donated money 
for the trip.

Although Keith Croffoot of Belleville, 
Ill., became ill last weekend and re­
mained hospitalized Tuesday, his moth­
er, Deanna Croffoot, said she expected 
he would be able to make the trip to 
Washington for the Friday inaugura­
tion.

Keith became ill Sunday with flu-like 
symptoms and was admitted to Cardi­
nal Glennon Children’s Hospital in St. 
Louis, his mother said.

“I’ve talked to the doctors—and noth­
ing is 100 percent guaranteed—but they 
say he definitely should be able to make 
the trip,” Croffoot said in a telephone in­
terview Tuesday. “His system is being 
built up so that when he does get out 
there, he’ll feel a lot betted’

Croffoot said she and Keith planned 
to leave Thursday morning for Wash­
ington.

Keith began to appreciate Bush last 
year when the vice president talked 
about AIDS in a newspaper interview. 
Bush had said that if his grandchild got 
AIDS through a blood transfusion, he 
hoped that the child would not be subject 
to discrimination from people who be­
lieve mistakenly that the disease can be 

transmitted through casual contact.
“I read Keith virtually all there is 

about AIDS because he wants to know,” 
Croffoot said. “If I don’t read it and he 
sees it in the paper, he insists I read it or 
he tries to read it himself. I always share 
the positive news with him.

“When I read him what Bush said, he 
said, ‘Mom, that’s the vice president 
saying that.’”

Keith, who contracted the AIDS virus 
through blood transfusions to treat his 
hemophilia, also took notice of Bush’s 
campaign pledge to set aside $800 mil­
lion for AIDS research.

“When Keith heard that, he said, 
‘Wow, that means maybe they’ll find a 
cure for AIDS and I won’t be sick any­
more’” Croffoot said.

During the campaign, Keith invited 
only fellow Bush supporters to a Hallow­
een party at his home. About a month af­
ter the election, the boy was thrilled to 
receive an autographed picture of Bush.

“He just cherishes that,” she said.
When his favorite had won, the boy 

asked if they could go to the inaugura­
tion.

“When I told Keith he might not be 
able to go, he was very disappointed,” 
said Croffoot.

A newspaper in the family’s 
hometown of Belleville, about 10 miles 
east of St. Louis, published a story about 
Keith’s admiration for Bush and desire 
to attend the inauguration. In response, 
readers donated money for air fare and 

accommodations, enabling the boy and 
his mother to make the trip.

Rep. Jerry Costello, D-Bellcville, got a 
pair of tickets for the inauguration, and 
aides to Costello said they hoped to ar­
range a meeting between Keith and the 
new president. They noted, however, 
that Bush’s busy schedule might pre­
vent any meeting.

Still, Keith was scheduled to meet 
with House Speaker Rep. James Wright, 
D-Texas, and hoped to meet other politi­
cal figures and celebrities.

“We’d like to be able to get in for the ce­
lebrity inauguration ball,” she said. 
“Keith would really like to be able to do 
that. He knows Michael Jackson’s go­
ing to be there and he’s interested in 
meeting him.”

Keith attends second grade at Jeffer­
son School in Belleville, where some 
parents initially protested the boy’s 
presence in a public school last year. But 
Croffoot said that situation has im­
proved dramatically.

“There has been a 180-degree turna­
round at school from where it was a year 
ago,” she said. “Keith now is totally ac­
cepted by his classmates, the faculty, 
and by most parents of kids in the 
school.

“This has shown the change from the 
time our problems began to where we 
are now. Keith is being supported in­
stead of being discriminated against. 
Being accepted instead of being feared 
makes him feel really good. It just shows 
that with time and education, the com­

passion and caring of other people will 
surface.”
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Rock Hudson’s former lover takes witness stand

LOS ANGELES (UPI)-A former bar­
tender who is suing Rock Hudson’s es­
tate testified Wednesday the actor once 
refused to take him to a state dinner at 
the White House because he was afraid 
first lady Nancy Reagan would realize 
he was homoesxual.

“He said that Nancy Reagan would 
figure out our relationship because she 
was a very bright woman and he was 
embarrassed,” Marc Christian said un­
der cross-examination by Robert Parker 
Mills, an attorney for Hudson’s estate.

Christian, in his third day on the 
stand in the Superior Court trial, said he 
had sex with Hudson about 160 times be­
tween June 1984, when Hudson learned 
he had AIDS, and Feb. 1985, when

Christian said he learned of the actor’s 
illiness from a television newscast.

Asked by Mills if he would have 
stopped having sex with Hudson if he 
had known the actor had AIDS, Chris­
tian answered, “Yes.”

Christian is suing Hudson’s estate, 
two doctors and Mark Miller, the actor’s 
personal secretary, for $14 million, 
charging they conspired to conceal that 
Hudson had acquired immune deficien­
cy syndrome.

In a countersuit, estate attorneys 
claim Christian was a prostitute who 
blackmailed the former leading man by 
threatening to expose Hudson’s homo­
sexuality.

Hudson died in 1985 of complications 
from AIDS at the age of 59.

Christian has tested negative for the 
AIDS virus but under questioning from 
Mills he noted, “There is no test to tell if 
AIDS is dormant. If there were, there’d 
be a lot of relieved people.”

The testimony was marked by sharp 
exchanges between Mills and Chris­
tian’s attorney, Harold Rhoden, center­
ing on the admissability of various depo­
sitions in the case.

At one point, after Mills had taken a 
document from Rhoden to show Chris­
tian, Rhoden exploded: “Counsel, you 
grab something from me gently or don’t 
grab it at all. Don’t grab anything from 
me again.”

Superior Court Judge Bruce Geernaert 
also admonished Mills and Miller for 
“snickering” during Christian’s testi­
mony. The admonishment came after

Christian, contradicting testimony he 
gave last week, said one of his sexual en­
counters with Hudson was witnessed by 
a friend.

Christian said the friend accidentally 
saw Christian and Hudson having sex 
and volunteered the information after 
his earlier testimony.

“I asked him what he saw and he said, 
‘You weren’t playing Scrabble’” Chris­
tian said.

Christian, who met Hudson in 1982 at 
a fund-raiser for senatorial candidate 
and author Gore Vidal, has testified that 
he had sex with Hudson three to five 
times a week.

He contends that because news of 
Hudson’s illness was kept from him, his 
chances of being infected by the actor 
were greatly increased.

State appeals court says random drug testing OK

AUSTIN, Texas (UPI)—A state appeals 
court Wednesday affirmed in a land­
mark ruling the right of Texas employ­
ers to implement random drug testing 
programs for their workers.

The 3rd State Court of Appeals, in a 3- 
0 opinion, upheld a lower court ruling, 
saying such drug testing programs are 
lawful and do not violate an employee’s 
right to privacy.

The court ruled on an appeal filed by 
the Texas Civil Liberties Union on be­
half of Brenda Jennings, a quality con­
trol workers at an Austin high-tech com­
pany.

TCLU sued Minco Technology Labs, 
Inc., on Dec. 1, 1986 after the computer 

chipmaker announced it would begin 
randomly testing its employees for ille­
gal drug use.

The TCLU said when the suit was 
filed that it could provide a national 
1‘test case” on the issue of drug testing in 
the private work place, setting a legal 
precedent for other employers to follow.O 
The 3rd Court said Wednesday that 
Minco’s plan “is lawful and its applica­
tion to Jennings will not... amount to an 
unwarranted intrusion upon her priva­
cy

The court added that Minco’s policy 
“threatens no act contrary to the public 
policy underlying the common-law right 
of privacy.”

“It (court ruling) was not a great sur­
prise,” said TCLU Legal Director Jim

Harrington. “I’ve always said it would 
have to wind up in the Texas Supreme 
Court for a decision.”

Harrington said a positive effect of the 
TCLU suit was to force Minco to alter its 
original drug testing policy by provid­
ing a rehabilitation program for drug us­
ers, confirmatory tests and 
safeguarding workers’ privacy in pro­
viding the urine sample.

“The silver lining is that the policy 
they (court) upheld is a significant im­
provement over what we had attacked 
earlier?’ he said. “It has a lot more safe­
guards for privacy.”

But Harrington said the testing pro­
gram is still fatally flawed because 
Minco is allowed to test employees even 
if they have done nothing to trigger sus­

picion about drug usage.
“We’re not challenging the ability of 

an employer (to test for drugs), but we 
say there has to be some sort of objective 
standard that triggers it (test),” he said.

The company said the urine testing 
program was adopted because of low 
productivity and a decline in the quality 
of products at Minco, which employs 
about 200 people in the design, process­
ing and packaging of computer chips for 
the military, aerospace and medical in­
dustries.

Harrington said the case will give the 
Texas Supreme Court its first chance to 
further interpret its 1903 decision ban­
ning mandatory urinalysis tests. The 
high court held then the tests violated 
Texas common law.

In response to News Release of Mr. Albert 
Sawicki, Owner, The Hawthorne Apart­
ments, we believe still, it is Mr. Sawicki, 
who remains to pass on the “erroneous 
information and impressions? Mr. 
Sawicki, posted this press release intend­
ed for the TWT and Montrose Voice, on his 
office door 1-13-89.

To again set the records straight:
1) In response to Mr. Sawicki’s com­

ment, “No one is being ‘evicted’ from 
their apartment because they have AIDS 
or any other health or physical condi­
tion’’ why then were the termination of 
lease notices given ONLY to those who 
are PWA tenants? Why did Ms. Billie 
Steinbach make the comment on behalf 
of Albert Sawicki, “We’re tired of being 
screwed by AFH; we need to remove PWA 
element, to replace with working class el­
ement, in order to raise rents, ONLY to 
make profit, obviously unforeseen by 
PWA tenants living on low income? Why 
when confronted by mass media about 
lease termination notices dated 12-27- 
88, did signer of same, Manager, Ms. Billie 
Steinbach, change her tune by stating, 
“We’re not terminating leases, only 
changing them to be month to month 
leases, rather than average 3-6 month 
leases as there are now? Also, in recogni­
tion of the 12-27 letter giving notice to 
terminate leases, it was also stated, “You 
should make arrangements to vacate 
your apartment on or before your lease 
expiration date” Is not “vacate” another 
term or word meaning “eviction”? Fur­
ther, with month to month leases as stat­
ed to mass media by Ms. Billie Steinbach, 
common sense explains “eviction” is 
caused per rental rate increases, pushing 
one out on basis of their monthly income. 
Finally, any form of “eviction” whether 
done legally or illegally, to a PWA during 
winter months, only is a “signature upon 
another PWAs death sentence”

In reference to sections III and IV of 
Mr. Sawicki’s press statement, note the 
following:

A) Sec. Ill, Line I, “We are not renewing 
many of the existing leases”

B) Sec. Ill, Line IV, “These leases will 
not be renewed”

C) Sec. IV, ‘A’—‘Verifiable source of in­
come sufficient to pay rent” What about 
PWAs fighting social security 14 months 
plus, living on Harris Co. Welfare, at only 
$109.50 per month? Is this not yet an­

other excuse to “evict”?
D) Sec. IV, “C”—‘Acceptable credit ap­

plication”—Explain “acceptable? Ex­
plain “credit? Not many PWAs have cred­
it, they can’t afford to “get” or to “main­
tain” same on lower incomes they’re now 
existing on.

The Hawthorne Apartments are NOT a 
nicer, quality, property in the Montrose 
area, with structural destruction, poor 
management, and a non-ending criminal 
element allowed to rent and furthermore 
allowed to come and go at leisure and to 
keep security keys afloat when “drug” 
and “prostitute” traffic must be removed 
from property at wee morning hours at 
gun-point, and back parking lot is used to 
hide stolen vehicles, theft, vandalism, 
drug sales, and prostitution, would you 
call this nicer? When all security gates 

stand propped and 
wide open at 4-5 a.m. 
because of above stat­
ed, would you call 
this nicer?

In summary, we 
would like to state, 
most of the units are

These matters 
have been reported to media, city health 
board, city mayor, city councilman Vince 
Ryan, Texas Atty. General Jim Mattox, 
and many more.

A10% discount off current rental rates 
on (6) months leases is a generous ges­
ture, per Albert Sawicki, for prospective 
tenants, but what about those who have 
paid full rents for months under stated, 
documented conditions which have been 
and remain to be poor? What is their dis­
count? Further, new tenants should be 
aware there are no mailboxes—they’ve 
been promised for months (11-14-88) 
letter stating two weeks until received, 
still nothing to date, and mail HAS come 
up missing, and postmaster also has 
been contacted. Again, there is NO securi­
ty, there is a criminal element here, and 
Mr. Sawicki, in a few’s opinion, is a busi­
nessman who was out to take the city 
and federal governments, to victimize 
PWAs, and the Gay/Montrose communi­

ties. Where has he been at ALL press 
conferences? Why does he hide from 
press until now? We can back and sup­
port our cause andfight, can he?

Discount or no discount, recon­
sider before renting from Albert 
Sawicki, or Key Management.

3. We are not renewing many of the 
existing leases because during the pe­
riod The AIDS Foundation had the op­
tion to purchase The Hawthorne 
Apartments, leases were given with­
out regard to our normal rental criteri- 
a. These leases will not be renewed. 
Tenants affected by this policy will be 
given a new lease, if they meet our rent­
al criteria.

4. Our rental criteria is simple: A) 
verifiable source of income sufficient 
to pay rent; B) satisfactory prior rent­
al record; and C) acceptable credit ap­
plication.

The Hawthorne Apartments are not 
being sold to The AIDS Foundation of 
Houston. We intend to operate the 
apartments as one of the nicer proper­
ties in the Montrose area and lease to 
quality tenants at or below market 
rents.

In summary, I would like to say, most 
of the units have been renovated with 
new carpet, ceiling fans and have been 
freshly painted. It has a great location, 
convenient to Bering Day Care Center, 
restaurants, grocery stores and medi­
cal facilities.

Activists weigh options as Hampton controversy continues

Gay rights lobbyists say consideration 
is being given to petitioning the Texas 
Supreme Court for the ouster of Dallas 
state district Judge Jack Hampton, who 
sentenced a convicted murderer to less 
than a maximum prison term after de­
scribing the man’s victims as “queers.”

The Texas State Commission on Judi­
cial Conduct held a closed-door hearing 
on Hampton’s conduct Jan. 13 but their 
findings were not made public. The com­
mission could reprimand the judge, ei­
ther publicly or privately, or recommend 
the Supreme Court remove Hampton 
from office. They are not bound to make 
public any decision and it is possible 
they might take no action at all.

Glen Maxey, executive director of the 
Lesbian and Gay Rights lobby in Aus­
tin*; ■said- practicing attorneys* -are’-ab^

lowed by law to ask the Supreme Court 
to remove a judge. If the state commis­
sion takes no action against Hampton, 
gay activists may pursue that option, 
Maxey said.

Hampton sentenced Richard Lee 
Bednarski to 30 years in prison for the 
murder of two gay men. Prosecutors had 
sought a life sentence.

At a Dec. 15 sentencing hearing, 
Hampton said, “I don’t much care for 
queers cruising the streets picking up 
teenage boys. I put prostitutes and gays 
at about the same level, and I’d be hard 
put to give somebody life for killing a 
prostitute.”

Maxey said that following last week’s 
commission hearing staff members said 
the matter was being “held over for fur­
ther investigatiOTT““""~"' ——■■ ■ 

Specifically, Maxey said, Hampton 
is accused by gay rights activists of ju- 
dicial misconduct because he showed 
prejudice against gays. Among critics 
of the judge is U.S. Sen. Edward Ken­
nedy, who said Hampton’s actions

tences is bigotry at its worst.”

Negative editorials have also been 
published in newspapers in Dallas, St. 
Louis, Washington and Boston.

Maxey said about 300 complaints 
against Hampton had been sent to the 
state commission. Formal complaints 
were filed by the Texas Human Rights 
Foundation and the Dallas Gay Alli­
ance,die said.

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'Rain Man’ pours it on, drowns competition

HOLLYWOOD—“Rain Man” poured it 
on at the nation’s box offices for the 
week ending last Sunday with a torren­
tial draw of $10.1 million at the box of­
fice, drowning out all other motion pic­
tures in release.

The blockbuster’s $10.1 million haul 
at 1482 theaters was almost $1 million 
more than it registered the previous 
week, partly because it played at an ad­
ditional 226 screens.

In its five weeks, the Dustin Hoffman- 
Tom Cruise tour de force has turned a 
spectacular $69 million, almost assur­

ing Hoffman an Oscar nomination.
Running second, as it did the previous 

week, was “Twins,” the hilarious, often 
touching, comedy starring Arnold 
Schwarzenegger and Danny DeVito as 
genetically mismatched twins.

“Twins” grossed $6.7 million on 1630 
screens for a six-week total of $73.4 mil­
lion, dropping only 5 percent from the 
previous week.

Although it has been in release four 
weeks, “Beaches,” starring Bette Midler 
and Barbara Hershey in a touching sto­
ry of female bonding, had played in only 
a handful of theaters until last week.

Now showing on 706 screens, “Beach­
es” jumped from No. 22 in the weekly 

rankings the previous week to No. 3. It 
grossed $5.1 million, accumulating $6.2 
million since its release.

“The Accidental Tourist,” starring 
William Hurt and Kathleen Turner, 
dropped a tick from No. 3 to No. 4 while 
picking up $4.8 million in 954 theaters 
for a four-week tally of $13.4 million.

“Working Girl,” No. 5, continued 
among the country’s most popular films 
with a payday of $4.5 million for the 
week. Starring Melanie Griffith, Harri­
son Ford and Sigourney Weaver, “Work­
ing Girl” has taken home $29.6 million 
in four weeks.

No. 6, “The Naked Gun,” continued to 
hit the bull’s eye on 1,765 screens with a 

mark of $4.4 million for the week, bring­
ing to $60.1 million its score over seven 
weeks.

Announcement of nominations for the 
Hollywood Foreign Press Association’s 
Golden Globes, the first movie awards of 
the new year, doubtlessly boosted the 
box office standings of such films as 
“Rain Man,” “Working Girl,” “The Acci­
dental Tourist” and “Mississippi Burn­
ing” (No. 7 with a gross of $4 million), all 
of which won multiple nominations.

It was an exceptionally good box of­
fice week during the traditional post-hol­
iday doldrums. But it was the holdover 
hits that made theater owners happy. 
Such new films as “The January Man,” 

“Deep Star Six” and “Gleaming The 
Cube” opened to weak business.

Some 23,000 North American thea­
ters collected $87.7 million for the 
week, far surpassing the equivalent 
weeks in 1988 ($77.3 million) and 
1987 ($63.1 million).

Every once in a while a movie arrives 
that seems to sum up the whole gay eth­
nic thing. It describes us in terms not 
necessarily positive but captures what it 
is that makes us tick.

“The Gay Deceivers” seemed to do it 
for a lot of people. When you look back 
on it now, however, the only thing it 
gives us is a few campy queens who were 
accepted by the film makers. No other 
character is allowed to criticize them in 
a way that carries with it the approba­
tion of the director. No bigotry was given 
the authority to speak for the film.

Fine, we exist.
“The Boys in the Band” was a mile­

stone. It showed serious gays, campy 
gays, mean gays and a whole spectrum 
in between. Show it to history classes to 
give them a real feeling of what we once 
were like.

We exist. We exist in great variety. 
However, the happiest we can ever hope 
to be is still quite melancholy, the equal 
of a hesitant non-gay marriage which 
almost went on the rocks. (At least we 
weren’t hanging ourselves at the end of 
the last reel any more.)

There are now a lot of movies which 
have gay characters in them. I remem­
ber very fondly a TV movie starring 
Katherine Hepburn. She got married 
very late in life. One of her children from 
an earlier marriage, the most supportive 
one, was gay. However, it wasn’t a movie 
about what it is like to be gay, period. It 
was only incidentally about what it is 
like to be a gay son.

There are also a lot of movies about 
what it is like to be gay and fighting 
AIDS. They are tremendously impor­
tant. Many of them are also extremely 
good dramatic art. One point we have to 
make, however, is that AIDS is not a 
“gay plague.” It happens to every one. 
The TV film this last week about Ryan 
White made that point admirably. AIDS 
is nearly the same, no matter whom it 
happens to. So what makes gay men spe­
cifically themselves?

We needed a movie that says we exist 
in variety and in just as much happiness 
as any non-gay can expect. It needed to 
say that we are no longer any more hesi­
tant than anyone else. It needed, yes, to 
be campy, because that’s a part of us. It 
also needed to be serious, because a lot of 
serious things, like queer bashing and 
personality needling (When are you 
gonna get married?), happen to us. We 
are ready to understand ourselves. We 
need a movie that understands us and 
does a good job of explaining us to any-

one who cares to see it. Where could we 
find such a movie?

Well, it’s currently playing exclusive­
ly at the Spectrum. I guess it’s a little 
more main stream, more commercial (or 
at least some higher echelon thinks) 
than the wonderful gay movies that 
have for so long graced the Greenway 
III or maybe the River Oaks. That’s too 
bad. It’s the sort of break through we 
want to share with our friends there. It’s 
the kind of good box office they’ve 
worked for for us and they deserve it as 
their reward.

It name is “Torch Song Trilogy.” It is 
manna from a Jewish heaven. I liked it 
too much to analyze it here.

The jerk sitting behind me who at one 
key point blared out that the show was 
dragging was dead wrong. It is, remem­
ber, about a drag queen. He though he 
was being funny. He wasn’t. If someone 
says that to you, don’t listen. If someone 
sitting beside you says it loudly in the 
movie theater, you have my permission 
to slug him, just don’t drag me in on it if 
he takes you to court.

The Gay and Lesbian Switchboard of­
fers several types of free, confidential 
services to the lesbian and gay communi­
ties of Houston and the entire country, he 
said.

Among services offered are informa­
tion, referrals and telephone counseling.

“We provide general information for 
and about the community. We also pro­
vide information on AIDS and other sex­
ually-transmitted diseases’,’ Jarvis said.

Callers requesting such information 
are referred to bars, restaurants, hotels, 
and all types of local merchants. Refer­
rals are also made to various medical, le­
gal and mental health professionals.“We 
refer to community organizations of all 
kinds and we maintain up-to-date list­
ings of resources for those dealing with 
HIV infection’,’ he said.

“We listen to people’,’ Jarvis said of the 
program’s telephone counseling servic- 
es.“While we are not professional coun­
selors, our volunteers are trained in lis­
tening and crisis-suicide intervention. 
The switchboard is the only service of 
this nature specifically tailored to the 
gay-lesbian community and people with 
AIDS (or) ARC’,’ he said.

Jarvis said the organization also keeps 
a community calendar which is broad­
cast three times weekly on KPFT-FM.

“For the future, our goals include ex­
panded public relations and community 
outreach, an ‘800’ service, and 24-hour 
operation’,’ he said.

The switchboard runs off a budget of 
about $800 per month. That includes 
about $500 for rent and utilities, $200for 
office supplies, copies, printing, and postr 
age, and $100 for public relations ex­
penses including brochures.

“We are a 100% volunteer organization 
with no paid staff, and we are very proud 
of the fact that we run a very lean opera­
tion” Jarvis said. “We are now seeking op­
erating funds for the new year. Donations 
of $100, $50, or $25 would help immense­
ly. The switchboard is a 501c3 tax-ex­
empt charity, so all donations are tax-de­
ductible”

Lawmakers look for priorities in funding health programs

AUSTIN, Texas (UPI)—A state Senate 
budget writer said Tuesday more money 
should be spent on AIDS education but top 
priority should be given to diseases for 
which researchers may soon find a cure.

Sen. Carl Parker, D-Port Arthur, told col­
leagues on the Senate Finance Committee 
that funding AIDS programs is like “pour­
ing money down a rat hole,” but he with­

drew the remark when queried by report­
ers.

“What I meant was we ought to look first 
at programs where we can conquer the 
problem and save money that we can then 
divert to dealing with things like AIDS, 
like cancer,” Parker said, referring to diabe­
tes as an example.

“It would take relatively little money to 
reduce significantly the bad effects of dia­

betes. We could reduce the number of peo­
ple we have on dialysis. We could reduce 
blindness. All of those things end up cost­
ing us for the rest of those people’s lives. 
We can prevent a significant portion of 
that, and yet we have not chosen to do so,” 
he said.

Parker said AIDS programs should fo­
cus on prevention and education because 
there is not enough money in the state 

budget to fund research.
“That’s going to have to come from pri­

vate sources and the federal government,” 
he said. “We absolutely need more money 
on education, on every kind of education. 
There is not a single social problem facing 
Texas or economic problem facing Texas 
that education is not the most critical fac­
tor in solving.”

Sen. Eddie Bernice Johnson, D-Dallas, 
said there has been a lack of compas­
sion among lawmakers on AIDS, a dis­
ease that destroys the body’s immune 
system.

“It is not a disease of gay people. It is 
a communicable disease that has the 
capacity to wipe out a whole popula­
tion, and the only way that we’re going 
to do anything to control this disease is 
to educate people, people in general,” 
Johnson said.

“I have not even seen anything that 
appears to be compassion recently ex­
cept for sensitivity that has been 
shown by the leadership of Lt. Gov. 
Hobby. I wish he had some help and 
leadership,” she said.

The Finance Committee reviewed 
provisions of the Legislative Budget 
Board’s proposed 1990-91 budget, 
which would reduce health and human 
service programs by more than $200 
million.____ ___________

Cleveland residents file federal suit against city

CLEVELAND, Texas (UPI)- 
Five Cleveland residents have 
filed a federal lawsuit against 
the city police and other offi­
cials accusing them of staging 
phony raids and planting 
drugs on innocent people.

The suit, filed in U.S. District 
Court in Beaumont, says abus­
es in Cleveland from 1986 to 
1988 include officials searching 
two of the plaintiffs’ homes and 
planting drugs on them.

The lawsuit alleges that the 
door of the home of Neda Fay 
Bass was kicked in during Nov. 
1986 and she was forced to 
stand in the nude for 40 min­
utes while officers searched her 
home for drugs. She was taken 
to jail and arrested on drug 

charges, but the charges were 
dropped a few hours later, the 
lawsuit said.

Another plaintiff, Darlene 
Franklin, said police kicked 
down the door of her home in 
Feb. 1986, searched it and then 
said they found a small packet 
of drugs.

Johnson was forced to take 
her newborn baby to jail and 
give the baby to child welfare 
authorities unless she signed a 
statement that another man 
had given her illegal drugs, the 
lawsuit alleges. Johnson said 
she signed the order so she 
would not lose her child.

Houston attorney John E. 
Sherman, representing the five 
individuals, said the acts are 

“typical of the experience of 
persons arrested in Cleve­
land.”

The plaintiffs in the suit are 
all residents of a minority sec­
tion of Cleveland known as 
“the Quarters.” They are seek­
ing an injunction to stop pros­
ecution of any drug charges 
filed against them and dam­
ages of $300,000 apiece.

The residents are suing 
Cleveland Police Chief 
Harley Lovings, Liberty 
County District Attorney 
Mike Little, state District 
Judge W.G. “Dub” Woods and 
other officials.

The Cleveland-area offi­
cials refused comment on the 
individual charges.

The question is not whether the Alley 
has created a high quality production of 
“A View from the Bridge.” They have. If 
you like depressing stories of Italians 
working down on the docks, director 
Beth Sanford has a show for you.

This, however, is the show the Alley is 
sending out on tour this year. This is the 
longest tour they have ever gone on. 
Many people out there will be seeing this 
show. They’ll think that it is typical of 
Houston as a whole, not just the Alley. 
No other theater tours to them from 
here.

When the Alley took a show to New 
York City, they took a light comedy. It 
was great fun. The first time they took a 
show to the hinterlands (Note that I in­
clude my hometown, Colorado Springs, 
in the artistic hinterlands.) it was a dark 
but witty concoction. The next time it 
was a darker but inspiring heavy dra­
ma. This time, the third time out, they 
are taking an even darker, dreary melo­
drama masquerading as a timeless 
myth. Has all the fun left our town? Is 
this despair the message we want to 
send? Is this the image we want to por­
tray for possible tourists, etc.?

What happened to our city’s endless 
optimism? Face it. If you didn’t believe 
in our town, you’d have found someway 
out of here by now. We haven’t been an 
actively booming town for a long time. 
Is this our new creed? Your only choice 
in life is to live it only in halves or to live 
it as a grand tragedy?

There are many very talented actors 
in our city, too. Folks on the road will get 
a chance to see the likes of Brandon 
Smith who grew up here. Bob Marich is 
a native, too, or might as well be. They’ll 
get to see Michael David Wright. He was 
a member of the Alley’s training compa­
ny, the Sharp Young Company, last sea­
son. However, in the leading role, they’ll 
get to see a talented actor making his Al­
ley Theater (as well as, I believe, his 
Houston) debut. It’s not that Phillip

Main Street Theater starts a two play pro­
ject in which the same actors will play Mo­
liere and his company in one and the char­
acters those actors originated in another. 
Freeman Williams plays Moliere. He’s, 
seeh'here with Vicki Liimari

LeStrange isn’t good. It’s just that he’s a 
LeStranger (pardon me, I couldn’t resist 
it) to our shores. He has excellent TV 
credits. However, they’re not really the 
kind that are going to pull them in at the 
box office, not enough to justify casting 
him for that. Nope, the out of town audi­
ences are going to think that we just 
didn’t have enough confidence in any of 
the local people for the job.

Julie Bayer was with the training 
company last year, too. Holly Barron 
hasn’t been on an Alley stage in two 
years. However, she has some of our bet­
ter plays to her credit, like “Execution of 
Justice.” But the play belongs to 
LeStrange’s character.

I would have felt a whole lot better 
about things if they had sent “The Mer­
ry Wives of Windsor, Texas” instead. It 
was happy. It was about Texas. And it 
showcased local talent. This show does 
none of those things.

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New Reagan AIDS budget disappoints gay lobbyists

Activists with the Human Rights Cam­
paign Fund (HRCF), a gay political ac­
tion committee in Washington, D.C., are 
“disappointed” with President 
Reagan’s new Public Health Service 
AIDS budget. While Congress had au­
thorized federal 1990 AIDS funding of 
$1.9 billion, Reagan’s budget only calls 
for $1.6 billion—a 24% increase from last 
year’s $956 million.

The $1.9 billion figure was originally 
chosen by Secretary of Health and Hu­
man Services Otis Bowen. HRCF lobby­
ists say that when the budget returns to 
Congress, activists will push for $2 bil­
lion to combat AIDS. HRCF obtained an 
advance copy of the new AIDS budget 

on Jan. 9.
The $1.6 billion authorized by Reagan 

breaks down as follows:
National Institutes of Health: $753 

million, for research and some 
epidemiology;

Centers for Disease Control: $474 mil­
lion, for education and epidemiology;

Alcohol, Drug Abuse, and Mental 
Health Administration: $218 million for 
drug abuse treatment, some research, 
some education of IV drug users;

Food and Drug Administration: $57 
million;

Health Resources Services Adminis­
tration: $56 million for care, research, 
AZT, and special AIDS projects;

“Contingency fund”: $25 million;

Office of the Assistant Secretary for 
Health: $16 million;

Indian Health Service: $1 million.
HRCF’s Robert Bray said the Presi­

dential decision to send the bulk of AIDS 
funding to NIH for research is “proba­
bly a good place to put the money, along 
with the CDC for research and educa­
tion.” But, he said, “the AIDS communi­
ty obviously wanted more.

“We did not want Bowen’s $1.9 million 
to be cut and we’re disappointed that the 
Secretary’s judgment has been undercut 
by Reagan to appease budget number— 
crunchers in the White House,” Bray 
said. “We believe that every dollar spent 
today—particularly on research—saves 
millions of dollars later, in lost produc­
tivity, health insurance, medical costs 

and other costs associated with AIDS— 
not to mention human life.”

The 1990 budget also authorized 2236 
“full time equivalents” (staffers) for 
AIDS research, prevention and other re­
lated activities. The number represents 
an increase of 479 FTE’s over 1989 staff­
ing levels but falls significantly short of 
Congress’ authorization of 780 new 
FTE’s in 1990.

“FTE’s,” Bray said, “are a real priority 
for the AIDS lobbying community be­
cause we keep bashing the FDA and oth­
er agencies for not putting money be­
hind their proposals. Again, we’re disap­
pointed. It’s less than we need. When 
you’re talking about human life, num- 
bers-crunching and budget short-cuts 
become not only irrelevant but obscene.”

N. Y. official goes after Texas lab
NEW YORK (UPI)-State At­
torney General Robert Abrams 
Tuesday sued a Texas medical 
laboratory, unlicensed in New 
York, for illegally trying to 
drum up business testing medi­
cal specimens for AIDS, herpes 
and cancer.

In a lawsuit filed in state Su­
preme Court in Manhattan, 
Abrams sought to keep Interna­
tional Cancer Screening Labo­
ratories Inc. of San Antonio 
from again doing business in 
New York.

He also asked for civil penal­
ties of up to $6 million.

The attorney general said the 
lab is not licensed to practice in 
the state, but has been asking 

for business anyway.
The laboratory tests for 

AIDS, herpes and cervical 
cancer, among other diseases.

Abrams said the company 
has been conducting tests and 
looking for new business in 
New York since 1984. He said 
company officials have pre­
sented clients with a “Certifi­
cate of Qualification” to claim 
fraudulently that they are li­
censed.

The state Health Depart­
ment warned the company to 
stay away from New York 
since 1985, said Abrams. He 
said the lab failed an on-site 
proficiency test with an unu­
sually high error rate of 50 
mistakes in 420 tests.

Rossalyn Abroad

Carter and Anne-Aymone Giscard d’Estaing, once the first lady of 
France, are participating in a Moscow meeting of the Executive

ual rights of the people we are talking about,” Carter said at a news 
conference.

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Artist Tommy Ewasko celebrates exciting color

After having seen so many impressionistic 
paintings, all of the photographic exhibits 
I looked through last week seemed so black 
and white. It’s not that they were grey and 
lifeless. It’s just that color was not a major 
part of their composition. To those artists 
it was but a tool to be used for greater veri­
similitude or to grab audience interest.

Then I walked into Butera’s at the corner 
of Alabama and Shepherd. The flowers 
were suddenly in bloom again. Here was a 
photographer who concentrated on color. 
He even named his exhibition “Energized 
Colour? (That’s the English spelling. I 
wonder where he’s from?)

Tommy J. Ewasko will follow color 
wherever it takes him. There are pictures 
of cityscapes, not the dull, dark, pessimis­
tic views that most other artists seem to 
find. There are also fruit, flowers and ani­
mals. There are several pictures of go-go 
girls. He shows us one of these backstage 
by peeking through about three doors.

He shows us the pictures themselves 
through interesting frames, too. These are 
regular, smooth matte boards, not assem­
blages of someone’s garbage. He often 
scores them to continue and point out lines 

in the photos. He doesn’t always standard­
ize them into parallelograms, either.

One picture shows the backside of a very 
masculine man. Somehow the picture feels 
feminine, so much so I even wondered if 
this was indeed a blond and not a blonde 
with very short hair. Does this say some­
thing about the self oppression that is bred 
into us, which we must fight to be the natu­
ral peacocks we are? Is there something al­
legedly inherently feminine in a love of col­
or?

I only mention this to show' that these 
pictures aren’t only empty calories. There 
is food for thought here.

Unfortunately, our black and white pa­
per wouldn’t do justice to these vibrant col­
ors. You’ll have to drop by the restaurant to 
see these pictures that make me want to 
dance.

Gay groups to get Yellow Pages listings
NEW YORK (UPI)—Responding 
to pressure from gay and lesbian 
activists, NYNEX, the parent 
company of the New York and 
New England telephone compa­
nies, agreed Monday to list gay 
and lesbian groups under special 
categories in its Yellow Pages di­
rectories.

“It’s a complete victory,” said 
Karin Schwartz of the Gay & Les­
bian Alliance Against Defama­
tion Inc., GLAAD, which fought 
a year and a half for the change 
in the listings.

“This will be the only Yellow 
Pages in the country to have any­
thing like this,” Schwartz said, 
adding she hoped the agreement 
would be a precedent for other re­
gional telephone companies.

The agreement between the 
NYNEX Information Resources 
Co., the subsidiary that publishes 
the directories; GLAAD and the 
state Consumer Protection Board 
calls on the telephone company 
to expand its general “Social 
Service Organizations” heading 
to include sub-headings.

AIDS play wins cable TV award 
LOS ANGELES (UPI)—Home Box Office, the nation’s old­
est and biggest pay cable network, dominated the 10th an­
nual ACE cable TV awards Sunday on the strength of 
three dramas featuring the Vietnam War, AIDS and Nelson 
Mandela.

“Vietnam War Story,” an anthology on the war, won five 
ACE’s and “Tidy Endings,” a play about AIDS, and 
“Mandela,” a movie on the life of the South African black 
activist, each won four for a total of 13 of HBO’s ACE’s 
Sunday.

The sub-headings will list cate­
gories such as “Gay and Lesbian 
Organizations,” “Women’s Serv­
ice Groups,” “Services for the Dis­
abled,” “Children’s Services” and 
“Charitable Organizations.”

Previously, NYNEX had listed 
all public and private agencies in 
alphabetical order under the gen­
eral social services heading, 
making it difficult to find any 
specialized agency without 
knowing its name, Schwartz 
said.

NYNEX also agreed to add 
cross-references under the 
headings “Gay Organizations” 
and “Lesbian Organizations,” 
directing consumers to the so­
cial services listings.

“Our re-designed ‘Social and 
Human Services’ heading will 
better serve the needs of our cus­
tomers,” said Donald Reed, 
president of NYNEX Informa­
tion Resources.

NYNEX plans to include the 
new listings in all Yellow Pages 
directories of its New York Tele­
phone and New England Tele­
phone subsidiaries, officials 

said.
The new listings are expected 

to appear in the regional Yellow 
Pages beginning in June, offi­
cials said.

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Frank pushes ’pro-gay’ rules changes through house

Two rules changes in the U.S. House of 
Representatives, authored and pushed 
by openly gay Rep. Barney Frank ID- 
Mass.), could significantly dampen the 
impact of future anti-gay parliamentary 
ploys by Congressional homophobes. 
The changes were accepted by the House 
on Jan. 4.

The first change allows the Speaker of 
the House to postpone by 24 hours the 
debate and vote on motions that the 
House accept Senate amendments to 
legislation. In recent years, anti-gay 
Senators have often been able to pass 
their amendments through the House by 
having House homophobes call “sur­
prise” votes. Now, pro-gay House mem­
bers have gained a day to rally-against 

accepting Senate amendments.
The second change requires that the 

time for debate on such motions be 
equally divided between the maker of 
the motion and those opposed to it.

“While this is complicated, it is very 
significant,” said Robert Bray of the Hu­
man Rights Campaign Fund, a gay po­
litical action .committee. “Often these 
motions happen so fast that members of 
the House can’t analyze and debate 
them. With these changes, the House 
leadership will have time to react and 
the Democratic leadership will have a 
chance to work with the Appropriations 
Committee—the all important funding 
committee—to devise alternatives.”

Bray said that, “in essence, what 
Frank has accomplished is a clever 

method of preventing surprise attacks. 
Sometimes we know they’re coming and 
sometimes we don’t,” he said. “Con­
gressmen will now be spared voting on 
the spot on the floor. The net result will 
be rewordings of homophobic amend­
ments or time to rally the vote against 
them.”

Frank’s “clever” rules changes 
caught Washington gay activists by sur­
prise, Bray said, and “are a very good 
way to kick off the 101st Congress. Right 
from the beginning, we are setting the 
rules in favor of justice and logic and 
reason. Barney is an excellent legislator 
to even have thought this up. And it 
shows just how savvy the gay move­
ment has become in Congress. We can 
play hardball just like (anti-gay Sen. 
Jesse) Helms (R-NC) and (anti-gay Rep.

William) Dannemeyer (R-CA),” Bray 
said.

Frank said his rules changes should 
“head off these crazy things of Helms’ 
which are worded to scare people. Con­
gressmen are afraid to vote against 
these things because they’re worded to 
prevent things that were never going to 
happen, like forceable education in 
cross-dressing,” Frank explained. “Vir­
tually everything else that comes up be­
fore us has to wait a day. Now we have a 
chance to come up with alternatives. 
And when you look at the bad stuff 
around AIDS, it’s always been the same 
pattern—a bad amendment in the Sen­
ate and a quick motion to accept in the 
House.” The rules changes, Frank says,, 
won’t work forthegay community every 
time, but “it will be better?
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Britt, gay, elected head of San Francisco Board of Supervisors
On Jan. 9,1989, Harry G. Britt be­
came the first openly gay man to 
serve as President of the San Fran­
cisco Board of Supervisors. Britt is 
one of the most prominent elected 
gay officials in the country. In 
Januaiy, 1979, he succeeded Har­
vey Milk, slain along with Mayor 
George Moscone by former Super­
visor Dan White. Harry Britt was 
a close political associate and per­
sonal friend of Milk.

President Britt was sworn into 
office by the Honorable Mary C. 
Morgan, a lesbian municipal 
court judge for the City and Coun­
ty of San Francisco.

Elected to a full term in Decem­
ber, 1979, Britt was the only chal­
lenged incumbent to keep a seat 
on the Board of Supervisors. Su­
pervisor Britt has been re-elected 
in November of 1980,1984, and by 
an overwhelming margin, in 
1988, in city-wide races. In the 
1988 election, Britt placed 1st in a 
field of 25 candidates.

Harry Britt has emerged as one 
of the strongest progressive 
voices in San Francisco politics. 
While effectively advocating the 
rights of gay people, he has also 
been a strong propo­
nent of the rights and 
welfare of working 
people, seniors, wom­
en, minorities and the 
disabled. Britt has al­
so authored land­
mark legislation re­
sponding to the AIDS 
epidemic.

— Minister seeks 
AIDS disclosure 
policy
A Florida minister has launched a 
mail-out campaign urging sup­
port of a national poliqy that 
would strip AIDS patients of their 
rights of confidentially.

The minister, D. James Kennedy 
of Ft. Lauderdale, also asked those 
on his mailing list to send cash do­
nations which he said would be 
used to purchase television air 
time “get out the truth about on 
the homosexual lifestyle and 
AIDS!’

Kennedy told recipients of the 
letters that AIDS is a “politically 
protected” disease and that AIDS 

carriers should be identified “to 
minimize their contact with the 
public!’

Enclosed with his letter was a 
petition asking Surgeon General 
C. Everett Koop to declare AIDS a 
communicable and sexually 
transmittable disease”and to 
“limit the spread of AIDS by re­
porting and identifying those who 
are carriers ... instead of protect­
ing them under a blanket of confi­
dentiality!’

Kennedy said there are “homo­
sexual rights groups working day 
and night to make sure AIDS vic­
tims are not identified. In fact, we 
are consistently protecting the 
AIDS carrier and we are not pro­
tecting the public from the AIDS 
infected person!’

The minister described success­
ful efforts to keep the names of 
AIDS patients confidential as 
“horrifying testimony to the in­
credible power of the gay rights 
lobby.

While he said he does not advo­
cate quarantining AIDS patients, 
he said venereal diseases and tu­
berculosis are illnesses contained 
by mandatory blood testing and 
segregation.

“Before the era of antibiotics, 
syphilis and gonorrhea were 
rampant. The spread of these sex­
ually transmitted diseases was 
halted by mandatory blood test- 
ing’.’he said.

“Tuberculosis, another commu­
nicable disease, was halted by dis­
closure of the disease on X-rays, 
and TB victims were confined and 
treated’,’ he said.

Kennedy said he is trying to 
raise $150,000 to air his one-hour 
“documentary” on television.

Ancient Christian gay marriage rites are uncovered

Yale University historian John Boswell, 
most well-known for his 1980 book 
“Christianity, Social Tolerance and Ho­
mosexuality,” has discovered ancient 
Christian rites for “gay marriages” and 
will publish a book on the matter “a year 
or more from now.” The rites—Boswell 
thinks inadvertently—are still author­
ized for use in the Roman Catholic 
Church.

Speaking Jan. 13 at the University of 
Chicago, Boswell said he stumbled upon 
the rites after a “tip” from a Melkite rite 
monk (Melkites are Arabic-speaking 
Christians in union with Rome) who be­
came suspicious when a Jesuit with 
whom he was studying refused to trans­
late six pages bFGreek in’ah old liturgi­

cal manual.
The monk sent Boswell the citation 

for the six pages, explaining, “There’s 
only one subject that I think would 
make a Jesuit this uncomfortable and I 
thought maybe it would be of interest to 
you.”

Boswell spent three summers in Eu­
rope researching the gay marriage rites 
and almost gave up before finally dis­
covering documentation that made it 
clear in his mind that the rites definitely 
anticipated an erotic dimension to the 
couple’s relationship. He still thinks the 
Roman Catholic Church may try to as­
sert that the rites—which date back to 
the fourth century—only relate to very 
special, but celibate, same-sex relation­
ships.

‘Tin sure these' couplings were erotic!’ 

Boswell told an overflow crowd in Chi­
cago. “The language is heavily erotic (in 
the original Greek). ... There are also a 
lot of independent references to the cere­
mony and the kind of relationship it cre­
ates, from Medieval times on up into the 
1940’s—where anthropologists or people 
from other cultures went and saw this 
ceremony being performed and asked 
locals ‘What is This?’ and the locals 
said, ‘It’s the marriage of two men. It’s 
just like the marriage between a man 
and a woman. It wouldn’t be right for 
them to have sex unless they were mar­
ried. Once they’re married in the church, 
it’s all right.’”

It’s Boswell’s hope that his discovery, 
when published, will provide a starting 
point for further research by other schol­
ars. He also anticipates that his 
fundings will benefit the modern gay 
rights movement.

“In a best case scenario,” he said, “peo­
ple will no longer be able to regard the re­
lationships between gay people as pure­
ly sexual, irresponsible modern innova­
tions. ... To find out that gay people were 
involved for thousands of years in this 
kind of solemnizing union will help to 
create a bridge.”

Boswell, who is a practicing Catholic, 
won the 1981 American Book Award for 
History for “Christianity, Social Toler­
ance and Homosexuality,” which also 
landed on the New York Times’ list of 

Boswell says anthropologists have ob­
