Sneak Preoieu) of “Gone With the Wind” Dreamed Up By 
Goyen—Sees Many University Students InMad Scramble
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THE AMERICAN YOUTH CONGRESS
The American Youth Congress, publicity-seeking and no- 

toriety-gaining group of rabble-rousing young communiste, 
made daims this week in a meeting in Washington that it could 
influence 8,000,000 voters who will be of âge in 1940.

Leaders of the group conversed with John L. Lewis on the 
prospects for a political alliance between the congress and Lab- 
or’s Non-Partisan league. The congress cheered a renewed in­
vitation to take the 4,500,000 young men and women it daims 
to represent into the C.I.O. political fold while plainly displaying 
resentment over remarks which President Roosevelt made in a 
speech to the youth’s group last week.

John L. Lewis, chairman of the league, was thunderously 
applauded when he extended the original invitation for the 
congress to become affiliated with or corne to a working agree- 
ment with the Non-Partisan league, coupling his bid with an 
extended attack on the President.

We doubt that the American Youth Congress represents 
4,500,000 young men and women as they daim. We doubt if they 
represent anyone but themselves. And we’d hâte to think that 
they represent any college student or any young person with 
just a smattering of an éducation.

We are more inclined to believe Alfred M. Lilienthal, at­
torney and vice-chairman of the provisional committee for 
American youth and author of an anti-communist resolution 
rejected by the congress last July, when he says the congress 
“is the greatest political hoax ever perpetrated in the name of 
American youth and it represents only a small handful of fel- 
low travelers, pinks and reds.

“For the President and his wife to support such an organi- 
zation is a betrayal of the millions of American youth who are 
unrepresented, and makes it difficult to form a new construc­
tive youth movement.”

Lilienthal submitted letters in which responsible leaders of 
seven organizations listed by the congress as participating in its 
July conférence declared their groups were not affiliated.

These groups were the Christian Endeavor, Y.W.C.A., 
American Baptist publication society, youth division of the 
American Jewish congress, Y.M.H.A., Disciples of Christ, and 
Student Volunteer movement.

Lilienthal claimed the youth congress actually was com- 
posed only of communist groups, organizations listed by the 
Dies committee as “Red Fronts,” labor unions said by the com- 
mitte to hâve Communist leadership, “paper organizations” and 
groups of observers.

President Roosevelt, in a sharply-worded rebuke to the 
congress, defined clearly last week just how much protection 
admirers of the Soviet and other foreign philosophies of govern- 
ment may expect from American rights of free speech, assem- 
bly and the press.

The President said :
“It has been said that some of you are Communists. That is 

an unpopular term these days. As Americans you hâve a right 
to call yourselves Communists. You hâve a right peacefully and 
openly to advocate certain ideals of theoretical Communism ; but 
as Americans you hâve not only a right but a sacred duty to con­
fine your advocacy of changes in law to the methods prescribed 
by the Constitution of the United States—and you hâve no 
American right by act or deed of any kind to subvert the gov- 
emment and the Constitution of this nation.”

by bard-hitting P. J. Sterne, who 
was asked for an apology by chair- 
man Montgomery, when Sterne said 
that it would be impossible to in- 
sult Campbell. Sterne is a champion 
of the new form of représentation.

The resolution excepted représen­
tation from the freshman class, as 
Bill Williams said that the freshmen 
might disrupt ail the plans. Fresh­
man Night Class President Johnny 
Goyen was against the idea of ex- 
cluding the freshmen.

Miller and Williams, in present- 
ing their eide of the debate were 
for the new form of government, 
with Peterson and Campbell speak- 
ing on the négative side. Campbell 
claimed that no new government 
was needed as the council had not 
received any requests for a change 
and that he “didn’t believe in 
scratching a place before it itched.”

Ellison Miles, speaking from the 
floor in defense of the council, said 
that dictatorship methods had been 
employed before and that the coun­
cil had its hands tied.

Among the students who deliver- 
ed scathing attacks against the 
council were Elmo Burke, Joe Ma- 
berry, Jack Valenti, Stan Lane and 
Wellington Abbey. Most of the at­
tacks by the students were com- 
plaints against the council’s method 
of conducting the meeting and the 
council’s secret meetings held 
throughowt the school year.

Vice-President Weed Peterson de- 
fended the council by saying that 
the Dean had requested that coun­
cil meetings be closed so that dis- 
ciplinary, measures could be dis- 
cussed, although he (Peterson) and 
the majority of the council members 
were for open meetings.

The council members asked that 
the resolution be printed in the of­
ficial school newspaper, The Cougar, 
so that the students could read it, 
and présent their reactions to coun­
cil members, with a possible vote 
to be held on the resolution at a 
later date.
