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UNIVERSITY HONORS PROGRAM
The Honors Program at the University of Houston serves several functions. It provides special academic 

opportunities for outstanding undergraduates at the University. The careful guidance and personal 
instruction encourage members to sharpen their special skills in pursuit of their individual goals. A 
significant portion of their formal course work is devoted to the examination of the system of values and 
the achievements that form the Western cultural heritage. The Honors Program offers the advantages of a 
small college to the few who qualify without sacrificing the resources and diversity of a large university. The 
Honors Program also enriches the academic opportunities available to the campus at large, especially at 
the undergraduate level.

The Honors Program is very active in cooperating with the Office of Admissions to help attract superior 
students to the University of Houston. Once accepted to the program, honors students are expected to 
take at least one honors course each semester and maintain a cumulative grade point average of 3.25. 
Every honors student is reviewed each semester and deficiencies are addressed on an individual basis.

This has been an especially outstanding year for the Honors Program. The number of students entering 
the program rose 45% from 140 students in the previous year, to over 200 students entering in 1985.

Honors students can be found studying the many various subjects offered at the University of Houston. 
The majority of students enrolled in the Honors Program however, come from the Engineering, natural 
Science and Math, and Business Schools. The Honors Program seeks to give all students a challenging 
education in the liberal arts and sciences, regardless of their major. The program is marked by specialized 
classes, usually smaller in size, taught by outstanding faculty; a dorm especially for Honors Program 
students, Taub Hall; and special advising and academic counseling from the Honors Program faculty and 
staff. Overall, the Honors Program at the University of Houston offers members a very well rounded 
education and an opportunity to develop character as well as the attributes of the mind.

Admission standards 
get tougher

In Fall 1987 University Park admission stan­
dards for enrollment will be changed to equal 
the current recommended high school re­
quirements for graduating seniors, school of­
ficials said.

"Since new admissions standards were en­
acted more than two years ago, enrollment 
has dropped from 30,545 in the fall of 1982 to 
29,944 this fall," Dennis Hengstler, Director of 
Planning and Policy Analysis said.

However, Wayne Sigler, Dean of Admissions 
and Enrollment, cautioned against linking the 
new admissions standards and the lower en­
rollment together because, he said, "There 
are too many factors involved, such as higher 
tuition, fewer foreign students, new transfer 
requirements and a new core curriculum."

"We aren't trying to keep people out," Sigler 
said. "These standards help us identify the 
people who have the ability to do well in our 
programs. Plus, it's a way of keeping enroll­
ment within the bounds of our resources."

The new standards raised the admitting SAT 
scores for high school students by 100 points. 
For example, a high school student graduat­
ing in the second quarter of his class must 
have at least a 900 SAT score instead of 800.

In addition, all applicants (except those 
who graduated in the top 10 percent of their 
class) must score at least 400 on the SAT ver­
bal section of the test.

Sophomore testing not a problem
A University Park faculty member said the pro­

posed mandatory testing for college sopho­
mores would not bother most students at this 
school.

George Magner, ex-provost and a member of 
the Committee on Testing of College Sopho­
mores, said the tests will be very general in 
scope and that he anticipates no problems for 
University Park students who take it.

"Universities received a lot of publicity last 
year about college academics," Magner said. 
The question that was constantly asked was 
should we set up a testing program similar to 
what the high schools now use.

"I personally don't see why not, because our 
students would do very well. Whether it is neces­
sary or not, I don't know."

If the committee recommends to the Co­
ordinating Board of the Texas College System 
that the proposal be initiated, students who 
have finished their sophomore year in college 
will have to pass a standardized test in order 
to continue their education.

The advisory committee is composed of 
educators, school administrators, and a col­
lege student; most members are leaning to­
ward making mandatory testing a state policy.

"The states that have a similar test give it a 
number of times for students who do poorly, " 
Magner said. "If these steps are taken — be­
cause everyone can have a bad day when it 
comes to exams — I would be in favor of it."

Board Chairman Larry Temple commented 

that a uniform test, imperfect though it inevi­
tably would be, would provide a measure of 
the quality of teaching and learning.

"Surely that would be beneficial to all public 
higher education."

Several of the members have decided to 
take a "wait and see" attitude about their rec­
ommendations.

Ruth Shaw, President of El Centro College in 
Dallas, said she would have to consider the 
legal implications as well as the fairness of 
implementing such a program.

"This program could face the same prob­
lems that the pre-professional skills test is 
currently facing," Shaw said. "Claims have 
been made that it unfairly discriminates 
against minorities."

Shaw said, however, that the test to be 
passed by the committee will be fair to all. If 
not, she won't vote for it.

"It will be hard to create a test that will fairly 
compensate all students," Ruth said. "For ex­
ample, will there be special readers for the 
handicapped students? Not only that, but who 
will pay for it? Student fees or the schools?"

Shaw said that Florida probably has the 
best idea in implementing this system. In Flor­
ida's version of the system, its surviving com­
munityjunior colleges are also affected by the 
statewide college test.

She said the advisory board plans to visit 
Florida later to see first-hand how the pro­
gram works.

The committee will advise the Coordinating 
Board which will subsequently make a recom­
mendation to the Texas Legislature. The com­
mittee has until September 1986 to make 
their decision.

Campus housing 
surviving slump
Despite a definite downward trend in the Hous­

ton housing industry, one University Park official 
reports that campus housing facilities have not 
experienced great losses.

Bobby Brownstein, Assistant Director of Resi­
dential Life, said the residence halls have weath­
ered the crisis well.

"In spite of the tough Houston economy, in 
spite of the fact that tuition went up a great deal, 
in spite of the fact that university has (adopted) 
higher admission standards requirements and 
has had enrollment drop," Brownstein said, 
"We re holding our own."

Several years ago dormitory occupancy was at 
95 percent but dropped over the past three years 
due to a housing saturation that hit this city. On- 
campus housing is up again, to 83 percent, he 
said.

'We still have some vacancies, but what we've 
done is we've converted a lot of double rooms to 
single rooms to allow more students to live in 
rooms by themselves," Brownstein said.

He also feels that better meal options, im­
provements in the Quadrangle Cafeteria, good 
staff and better services in areas such as laundry 
facilities have contributed to the stable occupan­
cy.

Although Brownstein predicts the housing de­
pression will continue through the end of the 
decade, he said he thinks housing will remain 
stable on campus.

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Older Student enrollment increases
University Park is trying to meet the needs of 

increased enrollment of "older" students.
One of these services is beingjustified by Jane 

Campbell, a counselor with the university's Con- 
selling and Testing Program Services. She is cur­
rently conducting a "Students Older Than Aver­
age" workshop.

Campbell defines these students as "older 
than the average, perhaps 26 and up." This defi­
nition might be slightly outdated as indicated by 
research done by the university's Office of Plan­
ning and Policy Analysis. The research shows 
the average age of University Park's students 
rose to 26.3 in the fall of 1985 from 25.3 of 1979.

Donna Roberts, Senior Planning Analyst, said 
the average age of our students is "creeping ever 
upward."

Campbell said the reasons for an increase in 
older people enrolling in the university are many 
and varied.

"Some want more general information, others 
want to improve or advance in jobs or to get a 
new job that requires a degree. Others do it for 
personal, social or recreational interest. Still 
others do it as a community activity connected to 
civic or religious work," Campbell said. Camp­
bell's workshop is essentially a support group for 
the older student."
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"The ongoing discussions deal with topics of 
concern to students who have been out on their 
own, have worked or been at home and are re­
turning to school as some kind of a break, " she 
said.

Some of the topics discussed of concern in­
clude time management, stress management, 
career and vocational planning and "feeling out 
of place and having different goals than the rest 
of the students," Campbell said.

"Choosing a major and career goals are the 
focus of discussions at the present time," Camp­
bell said. She said she hopes to cover other 

areas such as attending school part time and 
working full time, managing home and family 
while attending school, and self-confidence and 
assertiveness.

Campbell said there are some benefits to post­
poning a college education or returning after a 
number of years.

"Older students seem to be more motivated, 
have a clearer direction, better grades and are 
more willing to study," she said.

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"The national standard for classroom occu­
pancy is 30 hours a week, but we use our class­
rooms 32 hours a week," Bill Johnson, Coordi­
nator of Space Allocation and Utilization said.

The class schedule is set up by the Office of 
Registration and Academic Records in coordina­
tion with the 13 colleges on campus. Each col­
lege has a limited number of classrooms in 
which to fit all of the classes it offers.

If a college does not have enough space, it can 
ask for help from Debra Withers, Coordinator of 
Registration and Academic Records.

Withers tries to fit all leftover classes in any 
empty rooms available. "Many a time, 1 have 
trouble finding a room, so 1 ask them to change 
the time of the class," Withers said.

All allocations of classroom space must be 
done manually. Each college has to submit its 
class schedule to Withers and, using building 
names, room numbers, and approximate num­
bers of students enrolled, she makes the final 
decision concerning classroom location.

Submitting correct figures is very important, 
because a class of 30 cannot be scheduled in a 
room which can hold 100 students. "It is a long 
and very tedious job," Withers said. She has 
been with the registration office for five years.

One factor that causes problems in scheduling 
is that most students like classes from 9 a.m. to 
12 p.m. During these hours, more than 1,000 
sections are held. Unfortunately, this is still not 
enough, she said.

Director of Registration and Academic Records 
Mario Lucchesi said that there is a need for both 
more rooms and more auditoriums in order to 
hold more classes during this time frame.

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1986 job survey
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A recent survey indicates that 1986 graduates 
will find a plentiful store of jobs in the Houston 
area except in the retail and petroleum related 
fields.

The Houston-area survey, compiled by the Ca­
reer Planning and Placement Center, studied 
job-market trends and was published in August 
1985.

The survey showed a 38 percent increase in 
the number of hirings in 1985-86 of hospitality- 
oriented graduates such as hotel and restaurant 
management, liberal arts and management ma­
jors.

For the 11 employer categories surveyed, a 2.5 
percent decrease in job openings is forecasted 
for 1986 graduates.

But that figure is greatly owing to the recent 
glut in the petroleum industry, the survey 
showed.

The survey was designed to reveal emerging 
trends and reflect established patterns in the en­
try-level job market for college graduates.

Information for the survey was requested from 
300 Houston-area employers regarding their hir­
ings for 1984-85 and their projected needs for 
1985-86.

It indicated that if the petroleum, oil field 
equipment and construction categories are fac­
tored out, the projected increase in job availabil­
ity is a healthy 7.5 percent.
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Job There is a growing demand for new certified 
teachers at all levels of education throughout 
the country. The Houston area is projected to 
have a 10.5 percent increase in entry-level teach­
er employment.

Civil engineering and construction employers 
predict a 21 percent decrease in hiring.

The survey predicted that chemical and me­
chanical engineers can look forward to a 13 per­
cent increase in job availability.

Employers in the Aerospace and Electrical 
category reported that hiring levels for 1985-86 
would depend on contracts now under negotia­
tion.

Currently, the predicted 7.7 percent decline in 
employment opportunities for related majors, 
such as computer science, physics and business 
management, is highly speculative.

However, the survey found that there was a 
10.4 percent projected decrease in the Retail 
Management category after 12 companies in this 
category predicted a 42 percent increase last 
year at this time.

The survey stated that oil field equipment and 
service-related majors will experience a stagger­
ing 47 percent decline in job openings this year.

Thirteen oil field equipment and service com­
panies report that only 72 new college graduates 
are expected to be hired in 1985-86 compared to 
137 hired in 1984-85.

While the oil industry struggles with its dol­
drums, teachers will have more chances for em­
ployment.

University Park's accounting doctoral program has been 
ranked 10th in a recent nationwide study on annual research 
productivity.

The study evaluated the performance of accounting doctor­
al programs on the basis of the publication productivity of 
their graduates in eight accounting journals from 1972 to 
1984.

To reduce the bias, which favored larger schools and older 
doctoral programs, a size-and-time adjustment publication 
measurement index was used in the study which appeared in 
"The Accounting Review".

The adjustments reflected differences in the number of doc­
toral alumni as well as the age of the doctoral program.

Without these adjustments. University Park's 17 year-old 
accounting doctoral program did not appear in any one of the 
25 ranking positions.

With only the size adjustments made, the program ranked 
17th and climbed to 10th after the time adjustment was add­
ed.

During the 13-year period in which data were collected, 24 
University Park accounting doctoral alumni had publications 
in one or more of the eight journals selected for the study.

The results of the study were "not surprising" to Robert 
Grinaker, Chairperson of the Accounting and Taxation De­
partment, particularly because of the way the rankings were 
computed.

Grinaker is " proud" of the progress made by the account­
ing doctoral program and expects the progress to continue. 
He said this progress has become "tradition".

"When a group starts to do well, 1 think tradition helps them 
to get the momentum to continue to do well," he said.
