After 13 years, he moves on

After 13 years of service as dean of arts and sciences <A&S),Dr. Alfred 
R. Neumann will move to a new office in Room 118. Ezekiel Cullen 
Building, the temporary home of the UH Clear Lake City campus (UH- 
CLC).

Neumann was named Wednesday as chancellor of UH-CLC.
UH-CLC will open in fall 1975. Neumann said Thursday he will have an 

office on the UH campus through 1974, or until new facilities are finished.
The new campus will offer 300, 400 and graduate level courses 

Neumann said only a handful of U.S. institutions are involved in upper 
level work only. Four such colleges are planned in Texas, but none are 
operational yet, Neumann added.

UH-CLC will be a “distinctive institution in a new mold to accept 
graduates of the seven community colleges in the area and transfer 
students who have completed two years of basic college instruction 
elsewhere," Neumann said.

The Clear Lake branch will offer graduate studies in areas that do not 
duplicate those offered on the main campus. It will also effer op- 
ixirtunities to those within commuting distance, he said.

Tt would be a privilege to be allowed to start any new collegiate in­
stitution. To be chosen to participate in the initiation of a university of a 
new educational pattern presents an even greater challenge," Neumann 
said.

Neumann pledges to provide instruction to prepare young and mature 
persons for the "technological and social changes ahead."

Dr. Emmett Fields, executive vice-president and dean of faculties, 
met with department chairmen from the College of Arts and Sciences 
Wednesday to discuss the appointment of an acting dean for UH-CLC 
The final appointment decision should be reached early next week.

A search committee will also be appointed to find a dean to replace 
Neumann, Fields said.

A committee is currently searching for a new dean of students and 
does not expect to make any recommendation this semester. The College 
of Pharmacy is also looking for a new dean.

Hopeful threatened, 
so queen results held

Election commissioners voted 
to count Homecoming Queen 
ballots in secret Thursday night to 
insure the safety of one of the 
candidates.

Fran Friend, chairwoman of the 
commission, told the candidates 
of the decision to violate a portion 
of the election code during the 
counting of interim election and 
referenda ballots in the Cof­
feehouse, UC. She also told them 
the results of the homecoming 
election will not be announced 
until the football game November 
11 in the Astrodome.

Witnesses at the homecoming 
counting were Dr. Joseph 
Schnitzen, acting dean of 
students; Austin Cooper, director 
of campus activities; Paul 
Rogers, president of Students’ 
Association; and the com­
missioners.

Rogers said he advised the 
commission to close the counting 
to candidates because of the 
numerous threats received 

against the life of Paul Jarrell, 
one of the Homecoming Queen 
candidates.

Joe Slovacek, a campaign 
worker for one of the other queen 
hopefuls, disagreed with the 
commission’s decision to withhold 
the name of the winner until the 
game. "Would you rather see him 
(Jarrell) snipered on the field in 
front of all the fans? Waiting until 
the game will give time to let 
tension build up," he said.

The commission will appear 
before the Student Court today to 
seek an okay to violate the code 
for Jarrell’s safety. If the court 
agrees to withhold the name of the 
winner, the election could not be 
challenged on those grounds. 
Richard Dawson. SA attorney 
general and one of the authors of 
the code, said.

Other early returns showed 
student’s wanted to continue 
publishing the Houstonian. UH’s 
yearbook, but favored optional 
fees.

County says voting
will be in Jeppesen

After several days of un­
certainty, county officials have 
said the Precinct 389 poll will 
definitely be at Jeppesen Stadium 
despite a request from Precinct 
Judge Al Riener to move it to the 
Houston Room, UC.

Students' Association Pres. 
Paul Rogers said he spoke to 
Riener Thursday afternoon and 
found that county officials never 
responded to a request to 
reconsider moving the poll’s 
location from the stadium to the 
UC.
“Riener told me the county 

people told him it was really too 
late to make any poll location 
changes now and that they were 
too busy preparing for the

Presidential election to try and 
make a change anyway," Rogers 
said.

He added that although students 
will have to go to Jeppesen 
Stadium to vote in the upcoming 
election, people will still work for 
a location change by the next 
major election.

With the possibility of the 
precinct poll change, there was 
talk on campus that UH ad­
ministrative approval would be 
necessary to allow the poll on 
campus

Jerome Peschke, ad­
ministrative assistant to Pres. 
Philip G. Hoffman, said although 
he was sure a precinct poll 
relocation at UH would not be a 
unilateral decision by county 

officials, he was not sure what UH 
administrators would have to do 
to allow or disallow the poll on 
campus.

Larry Fultz, director of Traffic 
and Security said the poll's 
relocation at UH would have 
caused student inconvenience 
because some of the prime student 
parking spaces near the UC would 
have been blocked off for voters’ 
use.

"We were considering keeping 
the student spaces open and 
allowing the voters to park on the 
main drag in front of the UC but 
there definitely would have been a 
problem keeping the voters 
moving in and out since 1 un­
derstand this upcoming ballot is 
quite long," Fultz said.

The reality of the Vietnam 
conflict is there probably has 
never been a time that South 
Vietnam could not have 
adequately defended itself, if 
only we had provided munitions 
and arms (in the same manner the 
Soviet block provides aid to North 
Vietnam) with no strings at­
tached. But this we could not do, 
for it would have been in­
consistent with our post World 
War II policy of "containment 
rather than victory" over in­
surgent communism.

From the beginning we have 
permitted the aggressors to 
maintain sanctuaries in Laos, 
Cambodia and North Vietnam to 
support their attack against South 
Vietnam. Only twice have we 
initiated even limited coun­
terattack.

The South Vietnamese coun­
tryside was thus surrendered to 
the National Liberation Front. 
The Viet Cong and gangsters from 
the North. The populace of South 
Vietnam could not be defended 
from the red terror.

Containment is a self-imposed 
strategic disadvantage. It is a 
policy of never taking the steps 
required to defeat the enemy, but 
never permitting the enemy to 
defeat you.

Confining defensive retaliation 
to South Vietnam itself meant the 
enemy could indefinitely hold its 
own against a combined allied 
force, sometimes, outnumbering 
its own by a ratio of 10 to one. If 
the enemy chose to do so, it could 
continue the war forever. But 
merely continuing the war would 
not defeat South Vietnam.

It was largely on this con­
sideration that the Hanoi 
leadership decided, shortly before 
the spring of this year, to launch a 
massive panzer-like attack across 
the demilitarized zone.

It was a bold gamble. Hanoi 
chanced that South Vietnam 
would fold under pressure.

Hanoi threw its entire army into 
the battle, some 14 divisions and 
300,000 men. Only empty barracks

Center may serve 
non-union lettuce

UC Policy Board recommended 
the sale of both non-United Farm 
Workers (UFW) iceberg lettuce 
and other forms of lettuce in the 
UC.

The resolution, brought to the 
board at Thursday’s meeting by 
Chairman Louis LeBlanc, serves 
the purpose of “allowing students 
the opportunity to support UFW." 
The amended resolution- was 
unanimously approved by the 
board along with another 
resolution opposing the gover­
nance proposal.

Originally, the lettuce 
referendum advocated a campus 
boycott of non-union lettuce by not 
serving it in the UC. But Wayne 
Babovich, law student, interjected 
to have the resolution “to be 
worded without supporting any 
general political policy," and the 
idea of a campus boycott was 
dropped. Another amendment to 
SA Vice Pres Kathy McFarland's 
proposal was to have both 
disputed and non-disputed lettuce

served.
LeBlanc said 75 per cent of the 

lettuce sold in the country is 
iceberg lettuce, and most of that 
type lettuce is now produced by 
companies boycotted by the UFW. 
“It’s time for the university 
community to get involved in 
viable issues like this one," 
LeBlanc said.

Bill Scott, director of the UC, 
said “ARA Food Services has 
tried to cooperate with United 
Farm Workers when other kinds of 
lettuce are available.” Sen 
Debbie Danburg (A&S) 
disagreed, “I’ve never seen 
anything but iceberg lettuce." The 
ensuing discussion resulted in a 
compromise for the resolution in 
its amended form.

Though the resolution is not 
legally binding on ARA. their 
contract is reviewed every year 
and can be cancelled within sixty 
days of written notice “The 
referendum helns ko< p the 
pressure on ARA to live up to the 
changing policies of the UC," 
I>eBlanc said.

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Jew discusses
Mideast solution

Meron Benvenisti. former East 
Jerusalem administrator 
suggested a compromise set­
tlement as the most feasible 
answer to the Middle East con 
flict

Benvenisti spoke to a small 
audience in the San Jacinto Room, 
UC, Thursday about Jerusalem's 
problems and attempts to cope 
with Jewish and Arab factions 
within the city. Benvenisti is 
presently touring 14 universities 
across the country to promote his 
latest book. '•Jerusalem, Divided 
and United/'

Benvenisti said for the first 
time Arabs and Israelis have 
recognized each other's basic 
existence. "Originally, the Arabs 
didn't recognize the existence of 
Jews in Palestine If they don't 
recognize this existence, there can 
be no compromise," Benvenisti 
said

Jerusalem is the only city in the 
world which has two strong 
communities iArabs and Jews) 
insisting on equal rights, Ben-

The Middle East conflict is as 
strong as ever, Benvenisti said, 
but he explained both groups are 
trying to reach each other through 
a series of compromises which 
serve the interests of both. He 
cited as an example a Jerusalem 
high school which had 800 Arab 
students in 1967, then only 11 in 
1969 The conflict resulted from 
Arab parents protesting that 
Israelis were not qualified to 
teach contemporary Arab 
history Arab children were sent 
to private schools.

Benvenisti said a compromise 
was reached when the Israelis 
realized that by teaching par­
ticular courses to satisfy the 
Arabs, more Arab students would 
be graduating into local Israeli 
business. Similarly, Arabs would 
dispense with costs of private 
schooling

If the Arab-Jewish factions 
agree to a compromise set­
tlement, Benvenisti said much 
preparation will be needed for the 
agreement to work "For the 
Israelis, the present situation can 
remain forever but the Arabs need

Friend said she was pleased 
with the voting turnout. Students 
stood in long lines to vote, 
especially in the Science and 
Research Building, where 
students in the College of Arts and 
Sciences voted.

Under a new election code 
policy, a single computer sheet 
was issued for each college. Each 
college had to vote in a single 
polling place.
“People were voting five or six 

times before this new policy," 
Friend said. “It’s much fairer 
now," she added.

Steely Dan talks, relaxes

Although they were introduced 
at the Music Hall last week as "a 
new group from L A ".Steely Dan 
is a product of the East Coast 
They were in town for a gig with 
the Kinks when I talked to lead 
singer Dave Palmer and guitarist 
Jeff "Skunk" Baxter

Both were enthusiastic and 
articulate about the band and its 
directions Palmer sat a little 
clumsily with his track shoes 
propped on the bed while Baxter, 
even more relaxed in a Olympia 
Beer T-shirt, talked through a 
bushy mustache that trailed down 
to his chin

"We have a single out now 
called "Do It Again " (from their 
album Cant Buy a Thrill)," 
Palmer said "We released that 
one because it was getting the 
most reaction from EM radio 
play. They were playing cuts from 
the album on AM radio too, which 
is incredible!"

Nonetheless. "Do It again" was 
edited from about six minutes 
down to four before its release as a 
single because there are still some 
stations in the country that won't 
play songs over the standard 
three-minute length.

"And they're powerful stations 
so we felt it best to edit it,"

Palmer said
Steely Dan came about when 

songwriters Donald Fagen and 
Walter Becker signed a contract 
with Dunhill Records and moved 
to Los Angeles Their friend and 
producer Gary Kannon master­
minded the plan of putting a band 
together and contacted several 
studio musicians he had worked

With Fagen on keyboards and
with.

Becker on bass, he added Denny 
Dias on guitar. Jimmy Hodder on 
drums and Baxter on guitar.

to school and hating it.
"I had been an English major 

like everyone else. They said, 
‘OK, here's your B.A. Now you 
work in a factory unless you can 
teach great English'

Needless to say, he didn't 
hesitate to relocate on the West 
Coast.

I asked them how they arrived 
at the name for the band.

"It comes from "Naked Lunch" 
by William Burroughs," Palmer 
said, "Steely Dan is sort of a 
surreal character in the book. .

"We wanted something that 
would stick in people's minds 
because the music is just too 
damn good to get lost." Palmer 
said.

"We get people who constantly 
try to put our music into one 
category," Palmer said. "The 
question is always "What kind of 
music do you play?' And it's 
almost an absurd question from 
our standpoint because the music 
is so diverse, so spread out."

"We have backgrounds m jazz, 
classical, country and western. . .1 
like rhythm and blues a lot." 
Palmer said.
“I played classical piano for a 

while (11 years)." Baxter said, "I 
guess one of my musical idols is 
Stravinsky. A fabulous writer! 
About the best dude that ever 
wrote music.

"I don’t think anybody's made 
up a new melody since Stravin­
sky." he said solemnly.

As I wrote that down, he made 
an appropriate earth-shattering 
sound to emphasize the weight of 
his pronouncement and then 
laughed at the headline Palmer 
suggested, "Skunk States 
Stravinsky Tops."

Steely Dan feels that music is 
music and should appeal to more 
than a select group. As Baxter put 
it. "It should be able to spin a 
platter—whether it’s the Four 
Tops or Bach, you should be able 
to put it on your record player and 
sit there and get off!"

Liza Minnelli sang in “Cabaret’' that money "makes the world go 
around." The All-American Dream is to make it rich. Clinton Case, 18 
economics freshman, is singing that tune. He has already fulfilled the 
dream

Case works for King Commodities, a brokerage firm that deals strictly 
in the commodities market (This being silver, copper, cocoa, sugar and 
others.) He is already part owner of the firm, having started work there 
only in September

Case considers himself very lucky, yet his background in the field is 
endless He began at age 13. His curi'jsity was aroused by his grand­
-mother She read the stock page every day and Case wanted to know 
what it was all about. Her explanations and guidance lead him into 
speculating in the market
“I got some money together and had my parents buy me some stock in 

Houston Lighting and Power 1 sat on that for a few years and watched it 
vary only one point One half up and one half down," Case said.
