
Hill’s ‘Interference’ Case Going to Appeals Court

Gay activist Ray Hill: “ ‘Interference’ordi­
nance was too vague ... misused by offic­
ers. "

A full 15-member panel of the 5th Circuit 
Court of Appeals will rehear a case involv­
ing the constitutionality of a Houston 
ordinance prohibiting “interference” with 
police officers.

The case involves gay activist Ray Hill, 
who was charged under the ordinance four 
times. The ordinance states that it is ille­
gal for anyone to “assault, strike or in any 
manner oppose, molest, abuse or inter­

rupt” a police officer performing his duty. 
Hill was never convicted of any of the 
charges.

In July a three-member panel of the 
court ruled that the ordinance was too 
broad, overruling a federal district judge’s 
ruling. The rehearing will take place Janu­
ary 20 in New Orleans.

Hill is seeking damages for time spent in 

jail during the arrests. Lawyers for the 
city, although agreeing the ordinance 
should be redrafted, fear that the city 
would owe thousands of dollars to Hill as 
well as others arrested under the law.

Hill filed the federal lawsuit after being 
arrested in February 1982 for yelling at a 
police officer attempting to arrest a man 
directing traffic in Montrose.

A Cardinal and a Mayor Turn Backs on Dignity

NEW YORK—“No Turning Back” was the 
theme of the seventh biennial convention 
of Dignity, Inc., the Roman Catholic 
organization for gay men and lesbians 
and their friends, although as always 
some questioned whether the group is 
moving foward fast enough.

Nearly 800 members met in New York 
City August 18-25, and some saw more 
than coincidence in the timing of the 
August 17 announcement by Cardinal 
John J. O’Connor that the Archdiocese of 
New York was planning a three-pronged 
AIDS ministry.

“At bottom it doesn’t matter why he did 
it, as long as he did,” said Jim Bussen of 
Chicago, who was elected president of Dig­
nity at the convention. “I think it had 
something to do with our meeting here, as 
well as the recent flurry of press about 
AIDS because of Rock Hudson. ... I see 
Cardinal O’Connor as a good politician. 
... It was politically expedient for him to 
do something about AIDS.” Like the cardi­
nal’s recent stance against anti-gay vio­
lence, his new conern about AIDS will, 
according to Bussen, “make it easier for 
local (Dignity) chapters to approach their 
bishops on these issues. ... If he can (take 
these stands), anyone can.”

New York Mayor Edward Koch did not 
appear at the convention, but one of his 
Sept, primary challengers did. City Coun­
cil President Carol Bellamy made a strong 
statement on behalf of gay rights. “We are 
ashamed,” she said, “that we are so far 
behind other cities in legislation that 
would protect basic human rights.” As 
sponsor of Intro. 1, the city’s gay rights 
bill, which has been opposed by Cardinal 
O’Connor and the archdiocese, Bellamy

expressed the hope that it might pass next 
year but hardly sounded confident.

Dignity’s House of Delegates passed a 
number of resolutions involving AIDS, 
NAMBLA, gay rights advocacy, South 
Africa, dialogue with the church, youth 
ministry and the formation of a new 
organization, Dignity/Canada/Dignite, 

by the group’s Canadian chapters.
Bussen was especially proud of a resolu­

tion he sponsored that rejects compromise 
in the advocacy of gay rights legislation, 
“civil and ecclesiastical.” The idea, he 
said, was to keep chapters from “sellling 
out” to bishops who refuse to endorse anti­
discrimination legislation based on sex­

ual orientation less a caveat is added 
stating that no endorsement of the lifes­
tyles involved is implied.

The NAMBLA resolution called on Dig­
nity to issue a statement that it “has not, 
does not and will not condone the North 
American Man/Boy Association" or any 
organization with similar goals. That full 
statement should be forthcoming before 
the end of the year.

Informational task forces on AIDS and 
on gay and lesbian youth were estab­
lished, and an annual day of prayer and 
fasting focusing on people with AIDS was 
institutued. A multi part resolution 
demanded increased funding from public 
health authorities at all levels for AIDS 
research; called on individuals “to exer­
cise their sexuality lovingly, protectively 
and responsibly so as not to increase or 
spread AIDS,” and urged local gay/ 
lesbian groups to pressure commercial sex 
establishments to help fight AIDS or face 
closing.

Another resolution called on Dignity to 
divest itself of any investments in com­
panies doing business in South Africa, 
and to withhold any such future invest­
ments until apartheid is abolished.

The incoming Dignity officers were 
mandated by the delegates to establish 
dialogue with the National Council of 
Catholic Bishops (NCCB), and to issue an 
official response to any statement from 
any bishop which opposes the civil rights 
of lesbian and gay people.

Many Dignity members fear the impact 
of the synod of bishops in Rome this fall, 
in which the U.S. will be represented by 
Bishop James Malone of Youngstown, 
Ohio, president of the NCCB. Called by 
Pope John Paul II to review church rene-

The ordinance would prohibit all carri­
ers of the AIDS virus from working in 
schools and day care centers around child­
ren, working as food handlers, working at 
blood banks, and working as medical and 
dental personnel. Individuals in these 
fields would have their blood tested for the 
AIDS antibody. Health cards would be 
reinstated and issued to those who do not 
carry the virus.

Gay bathhouses and sexually oriented 
businesses would be closed under the ordi­
nance.

and city council refuse to act “then the 
Campaign for Houston Straight Slate can­
didates pledge to adopt these measures 
immediately upon taking office in Janu­
ary.”

Striegler said, “Because physicians are 
not sure what degree of contact is required 
for the spread of the AIDS virus, prudence 
would dictate those who are carriers of the 
AIDS virus must be prevented from hold­
ing certain jobs, especially when these 
jobs involve close contact with children 
and food handling.”

wal in the 20 years since Vatican II, some 
think the synod, which might be called 
“Vatican ID/S,” will attempt to reverse or 
slow the church’s progress.

“I think (the synod) will affect Dignity 
as it will affect any other lay organiza­
tion,’’ President-elect Bussen said. “I can 
only hope the bishops will listen to the 
Holy Spirit and increase the role of laity in 
the church ... not turn back the clock.”

The keynoter, Sr. Mary E. Hunt, Ph.D., 
predicted that in a few years there will be 
such a shortage of “ordained, allegedly 
celibate priests” that their presence at 
mass will be a luxury, forcing the church 
to permit women and non-ordained men to 
celebrate the eucharist. She said she’s 
been involved for years in women’s com­
munities that have held communion litur­
gies without priests, “... and the sun 
came up the next day.”

Dr. Hunt also called on the lesbians and 
gay men of Dignity to “see ourselves as a 
movement among other similar move­
ments,” uniting with “people of color and 
the poor ... the elderly, the differently 
able ... those who are marginalized 
around the world ... By the year 2000,45% 
percent of Catholics in the United States 
will speak Spanish as their first lan­
guage.”

Approaching racism from another 
direction was Clyde Sams, who announced 
the formation of Dignity/Third World at 
the convention in Seattle two years ago. 
At that time he was hoping for a broad 
impact in a relatively short time, but he’s 
changed his stragegy to doing work in his 
local chapter that can serve as a model for 
others in their local chapters, starting 
with a liturgy in conjunction with the Mar­
tin Luther King Day celebration in Phila­
delphia next January. Sams, who is black, 
told us he believes Dr. King would have 
supported gay and lesbian rights had he 
lived to see the movement begin.

There are more black Catholics than 
people realize, Sams said. “Pope John 
Paul II has been to Africa three times. He’s 
a smart man. That’s where our new leader­
ship will come from. ... The ‘dark conti­
nent’ will not be dark any longer.” 
Stressing his love for and commitment to

Dignity, Sams said they have to be ready 
for the coming black tide: “Because the 
blackness will affect the church on an 
international level, it can’t help but affect 
it on a gay level.”

Dr. Hunt jokingly described the conven­
tion, Dignity’s largest yet, as “urban 
Catholic summer camp for adults,” and 
said she is “amazed that we continue to 
exist, in the face of ... institutionalized 
sexism and homophobia is so many dusty 
corners of the Roman church.”

The convention never set foot on church 
property, being held entirely in the New 
York Penta Hotel. In 1987, Digity and the 
Universal Fellowship of Metropolitan 
Community Churches will convene simul­
taneously in Fort Lauderdale, and Digni­
ty’s 1989 convention will be held in San 
Francisco.

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Actors Shine in Outstanding 
‘Kiss of the Spider Woman’

Films

By now you’ve probably gotten the word 
that Kiss of the Spider Woman is one of 
“the” movies to see this year. With a cover 
story in The Advocate magazine, and 
raves from almost every reviewer, the film 
has been pinpointed as one of the best por­
trayls of gays every put in film.

I went to see two screenings of Spider 
Woman, once alone and another time with 
a very large audience. There is no doubt 
that this film is very important. The impri­
soned main characters, one a flamboyant 
“queen” and the other a macho political 
activist, are very real people that learn to 
accept each other. It is a dramatic package 
containing politics, sexual identities, and 
even B-movie parodies that explodes in an 
arresting exploration of human needs and 
affection.

William Hurt (who won Best Actor at 
Cannes this year) portrays Luis Molina, 
an effeminant man jailed for “corruption 
of a minor.” Imprisoned in a brutal place 
somewhere in South America, he passes 
the time in a fantasy world of movies. He 
swirls around in colorful gay apparel and 
tells his cellmate stories from the wonder­
ful movies that he loves so dearly. They 
are cheap, campy tales to be sure, but visu­
alizing them does wonders to pass the time 
in a hellhole.

His cellmate is a seemingly gruff man 
who has been tortured to obtain informa­
tion about his political organization. 
Valentin Arregui (Raul Julia) is devoted to 
political struggle and is not really inter­
ested in these silly stories of love and rom­
ance. But yet he listens, only getting upset 
when Molina’s description of beautiful 
women becomes too sexual or the plot of a 
film begins to show sign of Nazi propa­
ganda from the 1940s.

This may all seem dull and depressing, 
but as these two men become drawn to 
each other with various needs, we begin to 
see into the underlying conflicts. Molina 
and Valentin slowly begin to rely on each 
other by accepting each other’s beliefs and 
passions.

Molina has found himself a man that 
needs his attention and accepts him as the 
feminine figure that he wants to represent. 
Valentin begins to show a more gentle, 
understanding side of himself while teach­
ing Molina how to stand up against those 
who oppress him. It is the subtle, but shin­
ing, portrayl of gay politics that makes 
this such a remarkable breakthrough for 
cinema.

Much of the credit must to go author 
Manuel Puig, whose stunning novel has 
been adapted by Leonard Schrader. While 
many of the B-movie sequences that were 
in the book have been deleted, the power of 
the characters and the ideas have been 
held' gratefully intact. Only the Spider 
Woman (from the title) seems to have been 
wrongly shortchanged storywise, which 
seems a little confusing where it is thrown 
in during the film.

Director Hector Babenco (the Argenti­
nian director who gave us Pixote) had 
been wanting to film Spider Woman for 
several years, and even had Burt Lancas­
ter ready for the Molina role until a heart 
problem made him bow out. William Hurt 
took over the role, giving a performance 
that could nab him an Oscar. Obviously 
Babenco kept Hurt’s performance per­
fectly in rein, never letting him become too 
campy or silly.

It may be difficult for many people to 
acccept Hurt as a homosexual, especially 
since his past roles like in Body Heat and 
Big Chill have been very macho. But I 
think that the acceptance of Hurt in this 
character becomes so undemanding 
because Hurt makes him a man with emo­
tions, desires, and a need to share just like 
any person. Underneath the womanish 
clothes and gestures there is a man long­
ing for another man to hold and care for.

Of course, Valentin may not be the fairy­
tale solution, but at least he understands 
and is not appalled by another man’s love. 
Raul Julia also wins great critical adula­
tion for his half of a friendship that devel­
ops into more. His scene with Hurt where

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he has been deathly ill and has to be 
cleaned up when he soils himself is poeti­
cally touching. “You are too kind,” says 
Valentin, who can barely understand why 
Molina is not disgusted with him. But Mol­
ina is in heaven, caring for someone who 
really needs his motherly assistance.

The visual “movies” that Molina tells 
are beautiful, sepia-toned visions that star 
Argentine actress Sonia Braga 
(Gabriella). She plays several roles in dif­
ferent film parodies, but her best is a Greta 
Garbo-type who gets involved with a Nazi 
officer. Outfitted in gorgeous furs and 
capes, Braga is a camp delight as he 
parades around blowing smoke and 
oogling her huge, dreamy eyes. It is a role 
that the character Molina relishes deeply, 
and a heroine-like part that he eventually 
tries in real life.

Many gays may not be happy with Kiss 
of the Spider Woman, saying that it shows 
gays once more in a “doomed” role or as 
another silly queen. These people are only 
looking at the surface in this film, hardly 
realizing that the Molina character is 
merely a figurative representation of 
gays. The same can be said of Valentin, 
who is just a representation of of political 
freedom.

The point of the film is that two very 
different men can meet, exchange ideas 
and philosophies, and eventually come to 
a mutual understanding. The fact that 
they kiss and even have sex is almost 
inconsequential because the two have 
broken each others barriers and filfilled 
needs.

Kiss of the Spider Woman is one of the 
most intense and satisfying films that you 
will see this year. You may have to see it 
twice. The first time you may be so taken 
in with the performers that you miss all 
the subtle messages that are being sent. It 
is only playing on one screen in Houston 
(Galleria), which is a shame considering 
some of the trash that opens at 20 theaters 
sometime. But make time to see this spe­
cial film while it is around, especially 
since the writers, director and actors have 
gone to so much trouble to make a really 
outstanding cinema experience.

□ Highly Recommended
For a uniquely different movie experience, 
try the lovely Japanese film, The Makoika 
Sister, playing next week at the River 
Oaks Theater Sept. 18-21. Old and new 
Japanese films are currently the rage with 
a series at the Museum of Fine Arts, and 
various repertory groups featuring wond­
erful new discoveries. If you really love 
movies, you owe it to yourself to indulge in 
stunning work of cultural and physical 
beauty in the 1983 work.

Of course, you would probably expect to 
be very bored at a movie about four Japa­

nese sisters coping with stubborn, formal 
values during 1938. In the tradition of 
Fiddler on the Roof, the movie is a surpris­
ingly entertaining attempt by two married 
sisters to play matchmaker for the other 
two. The two unmarried sisters are quite 
unalike. One is quiet and virtuous while 
the other is rebellious and adventuresome.

Shame is brought on the household 
when the younger sister (Taeko) elopes 
with a man and is caught by police. The 
newspapers report by mistake that the 
proper sister (Yukiko) was the wrongdoer, 
which results in a grudge between the sis­
ters. But there are grudges between all of 
the sisters, with even one being upset with 
the lovely Yukiko because her husband 
obviously lusts after her.

The plot often reminds one of a soap 
opera, with people popping in on personal 
conflicts at the wrong time and servants 
always snooping around the comer. Still 
the film never stoops completely to melo­
drama, focussing on the efforts of the sis­
ters to cope with a world that is rapidly 
changing. They are on the brink of WWII, 
which will bring drastic changes to their 
custom-oriented lives.

The stunningly beautiful kimonos blend 
well with the doll-like beauty of the four 
women. At first they all seem similar, but 
each quickly develops into a very different 
character that we care about. The eldest 
sister is determined to keep the others in 
line with tradition and with respect for the 
family name. Suitors are brought for the 
unmarried sisters to meet as potential hus­
bands, but as this tradition is dying—so 
seems to be this silly and often humorous 
practice.

The most interesting (and beautiful) sis­
ter is Yukiko, played by Sayuri Yoshin­
aga. This woman struggles to accept the 
“old ways,” yet constantly refuses the 
efforts of intended suitors. She is indeed 
rewarded when she finally meets the man 
that she wants, and he is the dark, hand­
some man of her dreams.

The Makioha Sisters was directed by 
veteran filmmaker Kon Ichikawa from a 
novel by celebrated novelist Junichiro 
Tanizaki, considered the outstanding Jap­
anese novelist of this century by many 
critics. His direction is stunning, lending 
poignancy and humor to a film that could 
have been still and lifeless. Especially 
note the overwhelming scenes where the 
women walk through the views of Kyoto 
Cherry Blossums. The scenery and actors 
are so beautiful that you literally hold 
your breath and then sigh deeply.

While this Japaense film may not be for 
everyone, you may be surprised (like me) 
when you find yourself getting into it. If 
your range of Japanese cinema has only 
been Kung-Fu films, you owe it to yourself 
and a friend to class up your act and take 
in a little entertaining culture.

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Post-Feminist Teens
Is Feminism A Dirty Word in Today’s High Schools'?

PALO ALTO, CA—Feminists have an 
image problem with teenaged girls. Not 
just with those who mimic Madonna, but 
with career-oriented, independent-minded 
young women. Ask these girls about the 
women’s movement, and you’ll get a 
yawn—or worse.

“Feminists are large-boned, unkempt 
women who wear hoop earrings and a lot 
of turquoise,” declares high school senior 
Coco Colligan. “A radical, someone who 
would also protest about the arms race 
and Nicaragua,” says junior Joanna 
Aptekar.

“Braless athletes,” offers Barbara 
Machem, student body president at her 
high school in the San Francisco suburb of 
Daly City. “Feminists hang out in bars 
and pick up men,” says her classmate 
Carolina Soto, while the yearbook editor, 
Yolanda Kinnard, maintains, “Feminists 
are women who want to be men— 
homosexuals.”

“Everyone,” concludes Colligan, “feels 
threatened by these feminsits.”

Barbara Ehrenreich, feminist author 
and herself the mother of a high schooler, 
thinks these attitudes reflect adolescence 
more than politics. “It’s hard enough 
being a teenager without having to accept 
an oppositional definition of being a 
woman,” she says. Besides, most femi­
nists in the limelight are in their fourties 
or fifties and “the last thing these teenag­
ers want to do is say that they’re ideologi­
cal clones of their mothers.”

Ironically, the movement’s successes 
may have paced the way for these lack­
luster responses. Many teenagers ques­
tion the need for an organized movement 
when they see sex discrimination is on the 
wane.

Joanna Aptekar, 17, for instance, 
claims “I’m very ambitious, and I care 
about being treated equally,” But she does 
not call herself a feminist. “Those are 
expectations I grew up with, not some­
thing I’ve had to fight for.” And Yolanda 
Kinnard finds the Equal Rights Amend­
ment “senseless because we are equal. It’s 
like fighting for a ring you have on your 
finger.”

Those sentiments trip the alarms for 
feminists with a sense of history. After 
winning the vote in 1920, Ehrenreich 
notes, the women’s movement stopped 
dead in its tracks. “The younger genera­
tion of women decided to be flappers 
rather than feminists.”

Though she is concerend about the 
mood among younger women, Ehrenreich 
warns against judging too much by vocab­
ulary. “My daughter and her friends won’t 
call themselves feminists,” she points out. 
“But when they run up against male 
chauvanism—a word they’re more likely

to use—they go after it.”
Clearly, these young women have benef- 

itted profoundly from feminist gains. 
Most plan demanding careers, many in 
male-dominated fields. They expect to 
raise children while working, and want 
financial independence.

But these desires are not solely the result 
of ambition. “These young women expect 
to get married," says one guidance counse­
lor, “and then they expect to get divorced." 
All those interviewed cited divorce statis­
tics when explaning their desire for self- 
sufficiency. And that, too, makes some 
uneasy with feminism.

For example, Barbara Machem, raised 
by her divorced mother, wants an educa­
tion “because you can never rely on a 
guy.” But that doesn’t make her a femi­
nist. “I don’t think feminists can have a 
really good relationship with a guy, 
because they’re always so edgy about 
being taken advantage of.”

Some blame feminists for high divorce 
rates. “The women’s movement has made 
it easier for women to walk out after the 
first fight,” says one girl.

And many want equality in the work­
place, but not beyond. “I’m all for equal 
pay," says Daly City’s Machem, “butthen 
again, I don’t think that I should have to 
open my own door.”

Talk of door-opening and chivalry pep­
pered the girls’ conversations, as if their 
own insecurity is eased by a return to tra­
dition. Here, too, feminists get a black eye. 
On a date, says Coco Colligan, “I will sit in 
the car until the guy opens the door for me. 
But these feminists—they’ll just open the 
door right away.”

Others see religion in conflict with femi­
nism. Kinnard, a Missionary Baptist, tra­
ces the matter far back. “Eve was made of 
Adam’s Rib. That’s why I think the man 
should head the household." Carolina 
Soto, a born-again Christian, says simply, 
“Adam was first, Eve was under.”

Adam’s rib, Junior Miss etiquette, lack 
of interst in women’s rights—how could 
this be in 1985, the year after Geraldine 
Ferraro’s campaign, the year that caps the 
UN Decade for Women?

Simple economics may be part of the 
answer. Affluence seems within easy 
reach of Palo Alto’s students, predomi­
nantly white, daughters of Silicon Valley 
executives and Stanford University pro­
fessors. “If from the time you’re bom ever­
ything is handed to you, then of course you 
never know what it’s like to be discrimi­
nated against,” says Christine Beime, 16, 
one of her school’s few professed femi­
nists.

Looking out over the student parkinglot, 
gleaming with late-model foreign cars, 
Beime laughs. “I asked one girl what she 
thought of about the ERA, and she said, 
‘What? IRAs?’ That’s all people here think 
about."

That doesn’t surprise Ehrenreich, who 
notes that, for some women, many more 
careers are open. “By no means do these 
have the same opportunities as men, but 
matters have improved enough so they 
don’t have to be feminists all the time."

But this does not explain Daly City— 
where students from 93 countries pack the 
school, and affluence and privilege are not 
present in abundance, yet feminist ranks 
are thin. “We don’t need the women’s 

movement any more than rich girls do," 
says Kinnard.

Sylvia Campbell, the school’s star 
hurdler, pays her own way on dates, pokes 
male friends when they make sexist 
remarks, and talks about comparable 
worth and the feminization of poverty. 
But she hoots when asked if she is a femi­
nist. “Oh no, not me,” she laughs. “I don’t 
think we have anyone like that at this 
school.”

Is this largely a question of words? 
Thtoeteenagers seem to favor equal rights 
and equal pay for equal work, and most 
support abortion rights. Yet they persist in 
seeing the feminist movement as either a 
haven for angry older women, or an 
enclave of promiscuous radicals—all 
those interviewd spoke darkly of “bra- 
burning."

In truth, they know little about femi­
nists, and it is possible that a modest pub­
lic relations campaign could bridge the 
feminist generation gap.

Ehrenreich thinks a dose of work expe­
rience will do wonders. “Give them a few 
years making next to nothing in a word 
processing pool, or facing the rigid gender 
hierarchy most women experience in the 
job market. That will ignite feminist con­
sciousness faster than any husband who 
leaves his dirty socks around."

Some teens seem to sense this. Says jun­
ior Joana Aptekar, “It scares me that 
when I set out to become a lawyer I might 
be discriminated against. So I guess it’s 
really too bad that I don’t put myself with 
the women’s movement, because I might 
need it someday.”

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Dr. Didato’s Personality Quiz
How Much of Your Personality Did You Inherit?

How would you compare yourself with 
your parents on traits like sociability, 
assertiveness, optimism? If you rate your­
self as very similar to them, you might 
conclude that your personality was inher­
ited. But, aside from genes, your experien­
ces also had much to do with shaping your 
personality.

It’s a centuries-old question in psychol­
ogy: Is nature or nurture more important 
for human development? The debate 
really got into high gear after Charles 
Darwin, a confirmed geneticist, published 
his “Origin of the Species" around 1848. 
He held that inheritance was primarily 
responsible for our physical and mental 
traits.

In sharp contrast to this, Johns- 
Hopkins University behaviorist J.B. Wat­
son, an extreme environmentalist of the 
1920s, once remarked that given a dozen 
healthy infants, he’d guarantee that he 
could train them to be a doctor, lawyer, 
beggerman or thief.

Genetics is much more sophisticated 
than it was 100 years ago. Today, for 
example, we study a trait in identical 
twins who are accidentally separated at 
birth to determine if the trait develops, 
even though each twin is raised by differ­
ent parents.

Such studies have also been done on 
orphans, adoptive families and with frat­
ernal twins reared together and apart. 
Some of the specific facts learned are 
included in this quiz.

To test your notions about what is and 
what isn’t inherited from parents, answer 
True or False for each item.

1. An expectant mother can influence

the character of her infant by her thoughts 
and beliefs.

2. People are born with an urge to be 
aggressive.

3. We inherit our ability in art, music, 
sports, etc.

4. Insanity is caused by bad genes.
5. An aversion to snakes, bugs, etc, is 

instinctive (i.e., not learned).
6. Offspring of close relatives are usu­

ally feeble-minded.
7. How excitable or emotional we are 

depends upon the disposition we inherit 
from our parents.

8. Competition is instinctive in human 
nature.

9. Girls usually inherit more traits from 
their mothers than from their fathers.

10. We can inherit our parents’ alcoho­
lism.

□ Explanation
The evidence leans heaviTy'm^ihie direc­

tion of False for all items. But there are 
qualifying circumstances as follows:

1. An expectant mother’s thoughts prob­
ably will not influence her baby. But the 
emotion which that mother experiences 
(i.e., elation, depression, fear, etc.) will 
temporarily affect her fetus through her 
nervous system and hormone level.

2. Societies differ in aggression and 
competition (item 8). There are peaceful 
cultures like Samoans and the Hopi Indi­
ans, where people strive to resolve con­
flicts peaceably, whereas others fight 
hard to win their goals.

3. We may inherit the physiology which 
is best for art (like good color perception) 
or music (good tonal memory, etc.), but 
that is about all. The actual talent must 
then be trained and developed.

4. Some mental illnesses have a strong 
heredity component (i.e., certain forms of 
.epilepsy, psychosis and brain disorder), 
but the vast majority of mental disturban­

ces are a result of life experiences.
5. Fears of snakes, insects, bats, etc., are 

not inherited but are more likely adopted 
from others who displayed such reactions 
to us when they encountered such crea­
tures.

6. There is no strong evidence that men­
tal deficiency results when spouses are 
closely related.

7. This is true of animals, but not 
humans. Much of how we act will depend 
upon the personality of our role models 
(mostly our parents) who raised us.

8. See answer No. 2.
9. A child will not always identify with 

the same sex parent. If a girls tends to act 
more like her mother than her father, it’s 
likely that she spent more time with 
mother than with father, and modeled her­
self after her.

10. Alcoholism is not genetically caused. 
In families where drinking is frequent, a 
child may learn to use it as a remedy for 
frustration, as others around him have 
done.

So when the question is posed: Are per­
sonality traits inherited or learned, it can’t 
be answered either one way or the other.

Environment influences complex 
behavior (like reading, writing), yet our 
behavior is much a product of our genes as 
is the shape of our head. One way to 
express genetic influence is to say that 
genes set the limits of our abilities and 
traits, and environment, i.e., social expe­
rience, training, etc., do the rest.

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Doing It Again: Why and Why Not

I went to two plays last weekend—Crimes 
of the Heart at Country Playhouse and 
Hold Me at Company Onstage. I hadn’t 
expected them to cross-correlate, but each 
brought the same to mind. Why? Why do 
this play at this time?

The Alley did a wondrous production of 
Crimes only a year ago. For a community 
theater to do it now clearly invites compar­
ison to an Equity company. Why take that 
risk?

The roles are too interesting. The play is 
too well written. It won a Pulitzer Prize for 
Beth Henley. The temptation is simply too 
great to resist.

Aren’t they afraid that the audience, 
having seen this show so recently, will 
spend their entertainment dollars else­
where?

First, the Alley show, good as it was, 
had a limited run. It not being summer.

Lynette Archeneaux (left), Susan Fox, 
and John Biondi in “Veronica’s Room”

not even the Alley could fit an extension 
into their season. Hello, Alice! Hence, 
there surely must be many people out there 
to whom the word-of-mouth arrived after 
the play closed.

Second, this show could easily become 
an American Three Sisters.

In Russia, Chekhov’s Three Sisters is 
produced very often. Audiences speak of 
going to visit the sisters, not of going to 
attend the show. It would be easy for the 
American audience to fall in love with 
these characters as deeply as the Russians 
have with theirs. I already look forward to 
spending an evening with Lenny, Meg 
and Babe again. But let’s try to go for two

years apart next time.
The parallels run deeper, too. Three 

American sisters react in a typically 
American way to their typical American 
midwest life falling completely to pieces. 
They get more hindrance than help from 
their circle of friends, who belong to an 
ethos that doesn’t seem to really apply to 
the real world changes in the sisters’ lives. 
There are overtones of tragedy, but the 
emphasis is on warmly humane comedy.

Just make that last paragraph typically 
Russian pre-revolution petit beaurocracy 
and you have the other play. I’d love to go 
into it deeper, but are many of you Check- 
ovmaniacs?

The performance style here is much 
more “realistic’’ than the Alley’s bravura. 
Sometimes I wondered if the actresses 
realized how hard their characters were 
fighting for their lives, but it usually 
worked very well, thank you very much. 
This Barnette, played by Brian Broome, 
was still cute and awkward, but was not as 
much of a nerd as the Alley’s. Broome’s 
would have made a much better catch for 
Meg. The laughing scene happened so 
much in context that it nearly slipped by 
unnoticed.

Nancy Spivey and Barbara Pennington 
were excellent as Meg and Babe, but, as 
before, my heart really went out to Lenny, 
here played to the hilt by Carolyn Houston 
Boone.

Now, why do Hold Me? It is a collection 
of Jules Feiffer cartoons transplanted 
from the Village Voice to the stage. I used 
to think he was very funny; now I find him 
fairly painful.

That is not the fault of the production. 
It’s a very pleasant production in a roman­
tic little hidden-away theater.

The acting is good, although the roles 
are not taxing. The essence of acting is 
reacting—interacting. That isn’t required 
here, for the most part. All of these charac­
ters are out for number one, riding rough­
shod over everything else.

This collection was made in 1977. They 
capture their time perfectly. The “Liberal” 
establishement is in power. It has been for 
so long that it has forgotten what it 
wanted to do with that power. Its existen­
tial gaze is turned inward. In its angst it is 
slipping slowly asleep. Its power is atroph­
ying.

Feiffer politely clears his throat before 
gently attempting to point out the situa­
tion. And then offers no solution. Of 
course, his efforts are doomed to futility.

And I’m stuck with the 21.06 back in 
force. Can you wonder that I got very few 
good laughs out of watching the cavalry 
disband just before I needed it? Maybe in 
another decade, there will be enough dis­
tance to appreciate this man again. Not 
now.
