Howard material including many rare items from the collection of Glenn 
Lord, a dealer's room that promises to be a treasure trove of rare items 
for collectors, and a few films, which will include the television adap­
tation of "Pigeons From Hell." A series of autograph and publisher's 
parties will be held with attending guests accessible to members.

The highlight of the convention will be the World Fantasy Awards 
ceremony, which will be presented at a banquet featuring authentic Texas 
barbeque.

Tickets for all three days will be $15 until September 5th, 1978; 
$20 thereafter. Attendance will be strictly limited to 750 members. In 
addition, 250 non-attending memberships will be offered at $7.50. All 
members will receive a progress report, convention program book, and any 
other publications the convention may produce.
