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Two suspected 
“gay cancer” 
cases here found 
false

Though one.person recently died of Kapo­
si’s Sarcoma, there are no other known 
cases of the disease in Houston. Two 
recently suspected cases proved to be 
immunological suppression diseases 
with similar symptoms, but were not 
Kaposi’s Sarcoma, which is often 
referred as the “gay cancer.”

Since 1975 there have been 54 cases of 
Kaposi’s Sarcoma reported in the state of 
Texas according to sources at M.D. And­
erson Hospital, where the Cancer Prev­
ention Section is closely monitoring 
Houston for any new cases.

Medical alert bulletins have been 
issued to Harris County physicians 
about the disease as a precaution follow­
ing the first and only, recent Houston 
case.

Causes of Kaposi’s Sarcoma are 
unknown, but certain factors reoccured 
often in the New York, San Francisco 
and Atlanta outbreaks, the most suspect 
contributors being: a frequent history of 
sexually transmitted diseases; use of 
recreational drugs, especially “poppers”; 
heavy use of prescribed medications 
which reduce the body’s natural immu­
nology; and a generally run-down 
condition.

Symptoms of the disease are reddish or 
purple skin lesions especially about the 
ankles and neck that are quite unique in 
appearance, swollen lymph glands, 
pneumonia, colitis, and/or strange sores 
or infections which do not heal except 
very slowly.

Kaposi’s Sarcoma is easy to misdiag­
nose, so for this reason it is important to 
consult a doctor if there is any doubt or 
suspicion of the disease, doctors said. 
Though chances of contracting the dis­
ease are extremely remote, the most sus­
ceptible group is gay males between the 

ages of 20 and 40.
Doctors Richard and Robert O’Brien, 

associated with the Montrose Clinic, 
recently produced a special program on 
sexually transmitted diseases which 
they presented before a CHE hosted 
forum and will be repeating at a later 
date. The program presents the interre­
latedness of lifestyle and disease, with a 
strong emphasis on prevention.

Switchboard to 
start service
The Gay Switchboard of Houston (GSH) 
will begin service on Tuesday, December 
22, its director announced, and will con­
duct . an information and fund-raising 
drive in several Houston bars this week­
end, Dec. 18 and 19.

“The Switchboard’s number, 529-3211, 
will be staffed on Tuesday through Satur­
day evenings from 6:00 to 11:00 p.m.,” 
said Rich Neil, GSH director. An answer­
ing machine will operate the remainder 
of the week, he said.

This Friday and Saturday night, GSH 
volunteers are scheduled to be in 16 Hous­
ton Clubs from 9:00 p.m. till midnight to 
answer questions about the Switch­
board’s service and to collect donations.

“We want to let the community know 
the kinds of information it can receive 
from the GSH and get more ideas about 
what the gay community wants from 
us,” Neil explained.

GSH has announced it will operate as a 
crisis intervention and referral service 
and information clearinghouse. It plans 
to offer telephone counseling service, col­
lect information about social and politi­
cal events of interest to gay people and 
maintain a directory for medical and 
legal referrals.

The Switchboard is accepting volun­
teers for its second training class in Jan­
uary. Those interested in the 
organization’s activities may contact 
Neil at 270-6286 or write GSH, P.O. Box 
3624, Houston, TX 77001, he said.

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Police group’s 
newspaper tries 
to hide edition 
with gay satire 
The newspaper of the Houston Police 
Officers Association, Badge and Gun,* 
attempted to destroy all copies of its 
December issue after some members 
objected to an article on its back cover 
that ridiculed gay people.

Admitting that it was certainly “bad 
timing,” with a new “pro-gay” city 
administration about to take over, the 
board of directors of the HPOA voted to 
reprint the issue with a general Christ­
mas story replacing “The Gay Centur­
ions,” written by Juvenile Division
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Officer Alan Johnson.
The article described what it said 

would be a typical night on the beat in 
Montrose if gay people were allowed to 
become police officers.

The group was unable to retrive all 
4000 copies and some fell into the hands 
of reporters.

Buddy Williams, editor of Badge and 
Gun, told a Houston Chronicle reporter 
that several officers had contacted him 
and said the article was “beneath the dig­
nity” of the publication.

The article protrayed gay cops as hav­
ing “lisping, giggling voices” and of 
making “sensuous eyes at flaming drag 
queens” as they patrolled Montrose.

“It’s unfortunate that some police offi­
cers still group gay men all into one ste­
reotype basket,” said Lee Harrington, 
president of the Gay Political Caucus. “I 
know several police officers on the force 
who are gay, and they’re the hardest 
working, most efficient, police officers 
there. And they happen not to be 
effeminate.”

The HPOA is the largest of Houston’s 
several independent police associations 
or unions.

Drum raid was 
proper, judge 
says
Rejecting arguments that police acted 
with “improper motivation,” County 
Court at Law Judge Jack Treadway Dec. 
14 refused to dismiss public lewdness 
charges against nine customers of the 
Different Drum, a gay male leather bar at 
1732 Westheimer.

The nine, and others, were arrested the 
night of Sept. 9, five days after police 
officer Kevin McCoy was acquited of 
being criminally negligent in the slaying 
of gay activist Fred Paez a year earlier.

Defense attorneys Debra Danburg and 
Clyde DeWitt III argued that the arrests 
were simply a “show of force” because of 
the acquittal of McCoy and were meant 
to “send a message” to the gay commu­
nity, the Houston Chronicle reported.

The nine cases are set for trial Jan. 18.
Danburg, who is the legislative repre­

sentative for the Montrose area, was 
quoted by the newspaper as saying, 
“Police protection has been minimal and 
police harassment has been active (in 
Montrose).”

Sgt. P.M. Hogg of the Houston Police 
vice squad’s night crew, which super­
vised the raid, said they arrested 18 men 
in all and charged them with liquor viola­
tions, possession of narcotics and public 
lewdness.

The public lewdness charges were 
made against men arrested in the “fort” 
or “loft,” Hogg said, which is a dimly-lit 
section of the club overlooking the out­
side patio.

Sgt. Hogg said, “We’ve gotten com­
plaints from numerous civic groups and 
other gay clubs that said they didn’t 
approve of what goes on in the loft.”

Asked to name gay clubs that com­
plained, he declined.

Different Drum owner Bill Bailey said 
he didn’t believe that either a civic associ­
ation or another gay club was responsi­
ble for the raid.

Bailey said he believed the action was 
instigated by the police themselves. He 
pointed out that Sgt. Hogg was the same 
officer which supervised the raid on 
Mary’s Lounge, 1022 Westheimer, prior 
to Gay Pride Week 1980.

Asked again to reveal which gay clubs 
complained to police about the Different 
Drum, Sgt. Hogg said, “I promised them I 
wouldn’t reveal their names, you can 
understand that.”

Government 
splits legal hairs 
over Asian fear

HONOLULU (PNS)—The story of the 
bearded customs man has finally come to 
an end.

The hairy tale begins two years ago, 
reports the Washington Post, when a 
Honolulu Customs Inspector was 
ordered to shave his new beard because, 
the Customs Service said, it is a known 
fact that Orientals are afraid of bearded 
men in uniform.

A bearded customs agent, the govern­
ment said, could cause innocent tourists 
to act like drug smugglers, resulting in all 
sorts of problems.

The man complied, billing Uncle Sam 
$2.75 for a shave. The government 
refused to pay, leading to an 11-month 
legal battle over whether Asians break 
out in a sweat at the sight of a bearded 
customs agent.

Finally, an arbitrator told the govern­
ment to cough up the two dollars and 
seventy five cents. The taxpayers, how­
ever, are stuck with the Feds’ legal fees.

Drums Along 
the Potomac
WASHINGTON, D.C. (PNS)—Anthro­
pologist Jack Weatherford has spent 
years studying African tribal chiefs and 
American politicians—and he says 
there’s not much difference between the 
two, reports the Los Angeles Times.

Both, he says, are so obsessed with rit­
ual and ceremony that they forget to do 
their jobs.

For example, lawmakers are exces­
sively polite during congressional 
debate: they’ll refer to a colleague as “the 
gentleman,” even if they’re talking about 
a sworn enemy, and if they ever get 
around to passing an important bill, the 
President doesn’t simply sign it, he uses a 
different pen for each stroke, so the con­
gressmen get a souvenir to take home.

There’s even the congressional equi­
valent of the witch doctor in senators like 
Ted Kennedy and Larry Pressler, who 
Weatherford claims aren’t too effective, 
but put on a good show.

Weatherford makes some suggestions 
about reforming Congress, in a book he 
wrote after working on the staff of Sen. 
John Glenn.

If we want efficient lawmakers, he 
says, we should cut down on ceremony, 
stop sending members of political fami­
lies to Congress and, above all, elect more 
women.

In most societies, Weatherford says, 
women have less regard for ritual: they 
do the hard work, while “men are the 
ones with excess time to devote to status 
games.”

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nicle in the past. The Post’s reason for the 
small amount of Gay Pride Week cover­
age this year, according to Logan, was 
that it was a busy news day. Even with 
the Post’s past work to back up this rea­
son, however, there appears to be too 
many holes in that excuse for it to hold 
water. Something that attracts up to 
60,000 citizens to one location is nevus, 
and should be treated as such by any 
responsible journalist.

Figuring out what the Chronicle’s rea­
soning is takes a little more digging. No 
one at the Chronicle wants to talk about 
it, which gives me my first clue as to what 
their problem appears to be. Other clues

them were: 1) coverage oi the 1980 and 
1981 Gay Pride Week activities, 2) articles 
dealing with police relations with Hous­
ton’s gay community, 3) coverage of the 
recent city elections, and 4) coverage of 
miscellaneous events related to this 
study.

I also wish to make clear that this 
study is being prepared in the standard 
new essay/opinion piece form. My rea­
son for this is that most of the so-called 
studies that I have been exposed to that 
deal with the news media tend to be 
nothing more than over-blown opinion 
pieces. The only difference being that 
these “studies” made use of (actually 
over-used) charts and graphs which the 
layman probably ignores anyway.

(Research to support a conclusion will 
be presented.)

■ Chronicle/Post 
Comparison— 
An Analysis
The 1981 city elections in Houston, which 
sometimes slumped down to the level of 
who could sling the most mud, have 
brought to the forefront an issue that 
many people would like to ignore—gay 
rights.

The endorsement of Kathy Whitmire 
by the Houston Gay Political Caucus 
brought on a rash of articles by the Hous­
ton Chronicle and the Houston Post 
which centered around the opposition of 
certain conservative elements in the city 
to the very existence of gays. By emphas­
izing the gay issue, the two newspapers 
sidestepped the real issue of the 
campaign—Whitmire’s qualifications to 
serve as mayor of the nation’s fourth 
largest city.

This seems to be the rule that the press 
in this town goes by. Both newspapers 
tend to ignore the city’s gay community 
until some point of conflict or confronta­
tion arises. Good deeds by the city’s gays 
go unnoticed. The two papers are always 
there, however, when such things as 
murders, police clashes with gays, and 
political mudslinging occur.

Probably the most obvious example of 
where Houston’s dailies are coming from 
stems from the almost total absence of 
coverage of Houston’s 1981 Gay Pride 
Week activities, which included a parade 
along Westheimer Road. One local TV 
reporter estimated that 50,000 were lined 
along Westheimer to watch the event. 
Later that night, the same reporter esti­
mated that 10,000 people attended a rally 
sponsored by the Gay Political Caucus in 
Spotts Park near downtown.

Both of these events were held on Sun­
day, June 28, 1981. The following Mon­
day, the Post ran an article on gay 
activities around the country. However, 
only a column-inch or so was given to the 
Houston parade. The Chronicle didn’t 
even acknowledge the existence of a Gay 
Pride Week.

Neither paper saw the parade and rally 
as being very newsworthy, despite the 
estimated participation by as many as 
60,000 Houstonians. Nor did either paper 
see the gay community’s successful clos­
ing of Westheimer Road for the parade as 
newsworthy, although both papers have 
given extensive coverage to the West­
heimer Colony Art Association’s 
festivals.

It seems ridiculous to me that neither of 
these accomplishments by Houston’s 
gay community was given adequate cov­
erage. It seems particularly ridiculous 
because I was a student intern at the

Chronicle at the time of the parade and 
rally and the newsroom was buzzing 
about them on Monday. It was obvious to 
me that the Chronicle reporters thought 
that this ivas nevus! Why wasn’t there 
any coverage?

In contrast, the 1980 Gay Pride Week 
activities were given fairly good cover­
age by the Post and at least some cover­
age by the Chronicle. But what happened 
to 1981?

Kuyk Logan, managing editor of the 
Post, explained that his paper tries to 
give the most thorough and objective cov­
erage that it can on gay activities. When 
comparing the Post’s past coverage to 
the Chronicle’s, this would appear to be 
true.

Logan said, however, that the Post has 
no standard policy that it goes by when 
covering gay issues. What the Post is 
able to cover, he said, is all a matter of 
what kind of news day it is.

“We are going to call the shots as we 
see them,” he said. “If there’s a story 
there, we are going to print it. Some days 
we are going to do better than others, of 
course.”

“The Gay Political Caucus is a very 
active organization and it represents a 
significant number of people in the city. 
A lot of people don’t realize that there are 
a lot of people who are either interested in 
it or involved in it. So, it has become 
something that needs to be covered. A 
few years ago, we didn’t know what it 
was. Now, we are covering it.”

Logan’s remarks seem to hold true. The 
Post has given the city’s gay community 
more and better coverage than the Chro-

Are changes in 
the wind?

Since this article was written, the 
Chronicle has hired a new City 
Editor, who apparently has the 
permission of ‘"higher ups” to 

provide greater coverage of news 
pertaining to the Houston gay 

community.
Covered in the past 10 days have 
been stories on the satire on gay 

people in the Houston police 
association's journal, a lengthly 
wire service story on the “gay 
cancer,” and photo coverage of 
last weekend’s lighting of the 

Montrose community Christmas 
Tree.

The Houston Post in the past ten 
days has covered none of these 

subjects.

Houston’s Gay Rights Movement: A 
Comparison of Media Coverage by the 
Houston Post arid the Houston Chronicle 
By Richard Burckhardt Jr., 
University of Houston 
L 1981 by Richard Burckhardt Jr.

■ Introduction
In late 1969, a little-known bar in New 
York City called the Stonewall Inn made 
history when New York police raided it 
and began a three-night-long riot.

You see, Stonewall was a gay bar, and 
after years of oppression and harass­
ment, the patrons of this obscure bar 
could take no more and fought back. Gay 
men in business suits, drag queens, lesbi­
ans, and friends of the homosexuals 
fought the city police with bricks, sticks, 
rocks, high-heels and whatever else they 
could lay their hands on.

Thus began the current Gay Liberation 
Movement.

I say “current” because gay liberation, 
to the surprise of Jerry Falwell and com­
pany, is not a unique product of the late 
1900s. For example, there was a massive 
gay movement in Germany during the 
late 1800s and early 1900s which rivaled 
the current one in size and scope, only to 
be wiped out by Adolph Hitler.

There have, of course, been gays and 
gay political movements throughout his­
tory, but only recently has the general 
public in America been made aware of 
this. This is probably due to the fact that 
the American news media has also been 
slow to report on anything gay-related 
that did not involve mass murders and 
the like.

Stonewall was the catalyst that began 
the modem Gay Liberation Movement, 
which, in turn, has spawned coverage in 
the media. Conflict was the key 
ingredient.

The modern gay movement came on 
the heels of the era of the Vietnam War 
and Women’s Liberation Movement.

In fact, the Gay Liberation Movement 
began as a protest movement, similar to 
the women’s rights and anti-war move­
ments. It replicated the tactics of con­
frontation and picketing that were so 
much a part of the late 1960s.

Phis made for wonderful copy for the 
news media, which used it as a type of 
novelty news which would soon disap­
pear, just like the anti-war movement.

It didn’t disappear, however. It became 
bigger, more powerful, and more sophis­
ticated. Gone are the placcards denounc­
ing the police as “pigs.” Gone are the 
long-haired, flower-carrying radicals. 
Gone are the stereotyped interior decora­
tors and hairdressers with limp wrists 
and pink poodles.

Today’s Gay Liberation Movement 
consists of a more “within the system” 
type of approach. Gay activists are very 
often conservative business-types, striv­
ing for a more professional type of 
approach. '

The news media, on the other hand, is 
still printing Stonewall-type stories 
which consist of confrontation, protests, 
and sensationalism.

Some newspapers are more fair and 
objective when it comes to coverage of the 
gay rights movement. My purpose here 
will be to compare coverage by the Hous­
ton Post and the Houston Chronicle of 
local gay activities and to give some indi­
cation of the type of story that the papers 
tend to print. ।

F or this study, only locally written arti­
cles have been used, with the exception of 
one wire-service piece dealing with Hous­
ton’s gay community. Also, with the 
exception of two examples of lesser sto­
ries dealing with police relations, only । 
major articles were included. Among

were found through the study of the pap­
er’s coverage of gay issues and their ideo­
logical viewpoint as expressed in 
editorials and political endorsements.

Although both papers still tend to 
emphasize conflicts when printing gay- 
related pieces, the Chronicle tends to be 
as tight-lipped as possible on anything 
but the most negative topics.

For example, the Chronicle gave an 
equal amount of coverage to the shooting 
death of GPC secretary Fred Paez by an 
off-duty Houston police officer as the 
Post did. However, when a conference of 
5000 members of the Universal Fellow­
ship of Metropolitan Community 
Churches met at the Shamrock Hilton 
Hotel, the Post covered it. The Chronicle 
ignored it. In fact* the wire services gave 
more space to this gay church conference 
than the Chronicle did, despite the prox­
imity of the conference to the Chronicle!

Another example of the Chronicle’s 
indifference to gay issues comes from a 
period of conflict (what else?) within the 
GPC organization. The group became 
factionalized between two leaders. 
Before it was all over, both leaders were 
out and a new one was in. The Post gave 
it full-page feature treatment. The Chro­
nicle ignored it.

Even when both papers cover the same 
things, the Post tends to give better back­
ground and more information.

In 1979, a Christmas service held by 
members of the gay community on West­
heimer was raided by Houston police offi­
cers who claimed that the service 
violated a city ordinance which required 
such activities to have a proper permit for 
the sound system. What should have 
been covered by both papers as a nice, 
positive activity by 200 gay citizens was 
instead turned into a typical “police 
against gays” story. The Post gave it full 
story treatment while the Chronicle 
whittled it down to a little snippet to fill a 
couple of incles of extra space.

WThen I combine this type of coverage 
to the editorial stands that the Chronicle 
has taken in the past (pro-Reagan, pro­
conservative, etc.), and then add the type 
of positive comments that I heard made 
by Chronicle reporters during my intern­
ship there, I can only come to the conclu­
sion that the Chronicle’s indifference to 
the city’s gay community stems from the 
upper echelon of the paper.

In other words, the publisher, or the 
president, or someone of absolute author­
ity at the paper has a real problem with 
homosexuality and prevents the paper 
from giving the type of coverage of gay 
activities that are newsworthy that a 
responsible, objective news agency 
would give. Only those stories in the 
“cops versus gays” genre get past his/ 
her little red pencil.

It is interesting to note, however, that 
although gay activists in Houston say 
that they look to the Post for the best 
coverage of their activities, the paper 
caused a stink in 1976 when it refused to 
carry several “Doonesbury” strips 
because the subject matter dealt with a 
gay character. Even though the strip was 
handled in good taste, the Post refused to 
carry it while that subject matter was 
used. This just goes to show that things 
have changed a bit in five years.

Another thing that both papers are 
guilty of is the constant reference to such 
things as “homosexual murder,” or 
“homosexual assault.” If headlines are 
going to be that specific, I would expect to 
see things like “vegetarian bites dog,” or 
“alleged heterosexual found dead in bro­
thel.” You never see “Catholic rapes girl” 
in a headline either. But both papers just 
love to stick some type of reference to 
gays in sensational stories about 
murders and the like. It sells papers, but 
it also leaves the impression that all gays 
are homicidal maniacs.

More recent coverage, particularly that

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Comparing the Post and Chronicle
Continued from previous page 
of the recent mayoral election, gives 
further examples of the attractiveness of 
conflict and police when it comes to gay- 
related stories by the Houston dailies.

Hardly a day went by during the final 
weeks of the elction that the endorsement 
of Kathy Whitmire by GPC did not 
appear in both papers. While both papers 
ran stories which included controversy 
over the endorsement, the Chronicle ran 
one particularly pertinent story which 
dealt with a letter that the Houston 
Police Patrolman’s Union sent out to 500 
ministers. The letter condemned Whit­
mire for her support from the gay 
community.

The Chronicle happened to pick up on 

this story because one of the Chronicle’s 
editors happens to go to Bering Metho­
dist Church, a Montrose church which 
supports gay rights. The pastor, Rev. 
Ron Pogue, blasted the HPPU in his ser­
mon the Sunday after he received the let­
ter. It made a perfect “cops against gays” 
story, so the Chronicle ran it.

The problem is that, while both papers 
were telling us all about how the GPC had 
endorsed Whitmire as opposed to the Ku 
Klux Klan endorsement of her opponent, 
Jack Heard, both papers failed to tell us 
much about the issues of the campaign. 
Instead, we got “gays against some­
body” stories. It is just too easy to keep 
this type of conflict in the limelight, and 
it makes such great copy!

It is ironic that the contemporary gay 
movement began as a confrontation 
between police and gays at Stonewall. It 
would appear that the major dailies of 
Houston would like to keep their cover­
age at the same level as it was in 1969. 
Very little effort seems to be made to get 
away from what must be “forumla” sto­
ries about gays by now.

In contrast to local coverage, News­
week printed a story on “Gay Power in 
Macho Houston” last August which 
stressed the influence and organization 
of the Gay Political Caucus. During the 
election, the New York Times News Ser­
vices carried a similar piece dealing with 
the significance of the gay vote in the 
run-off.

With Houston’s gay community being 
touted as “second only to San Francisco” 
in political weight and proportional 
numbers, it would appear that Houston’s 

papers, particularly the Chronicle, are 
missing the boat. As long as the sub­
stance of the issues are overlooked and 
the conflicts between gays and police or 
gays and fundamentalists are what is 
presented to the public, the public will 
continue to be cheated of the real stories. 
The recent elections in Houston proved 
that without a doubt.

So, if information on what the real 
issues facing Houston and its gay com­
munity are what you are after, Houston’s 
dailies, particularly the Chronicle, are 
probably not the best sources of informa­
tion. But, if you are looking for informa­
tion on which cop called which gay 
activist what dirty name, or what gay 
activist is charging which police officer 
with harassment, the Post and the Chro­
nicle will probably fill the bill. Mudsling­
ing, conflict, and controversy are where 
they are at.

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Boys Town Gang

“Disco, to me, is a place to go to have a 
good time,” says Mike Widsor, talent 
manager of the Boys Town Gang. The 
Gang did a 1:00 a.m. show last Saturday 
at the Parade, 1416 Richmond.

The Parade is one of three really major 
disco dance places in Montrose. When a 
group like the Boys Town Gang comes in 
to do a “show,” the audience knows what 
to expect: a group of people singing live to 
pre-recorded music.

The groups (or singles) do it to promote 
and hopefully sell their records. The 
clubs like it because they get an extra zip 
for the evening. The crowds like it 
because they get to see some of the per­
formers that they dance to “in the flesh.”

So the promoters of the group are 
heavy into visuals. They have based the 
look of the group on several popular 
images. Robin Charin, the lead vocalist, 
is the hot and biting mistress of trash. 
Jackson Moore is the soulful, soul-sister. 
Tom Morley is the disco darling with his 
crew-cut, black shoes and socks, black 
plastic gym shorts, and lithe body.

Don Wood is the macho, macho man 
complete with hard-hat. And Keith Ste­
wart is the standard handsome, youn­
gish guy who looks like he could go both 
ways.

The group is a put-together group. 
They were thought up, hired and written 
by Mobey Dick Records, headed by Bill 
Motely. They all have talent, and like 
talented people are wont to do, they all 
want to make it big.

The road to success seems studded, 
however, with little promo spots sung to 
canned music at various discos across 
the country, some of them faltering badly 
in the wake of new wave and the resur- 
rgence of rock. The sudden recent prolif­
eration of “Country” clubs has not 
helped, either.

Mike Widsor feels very hopeful, how­
ever. “It’s a good time for the product. 
Everyone says disco is dead. It’s not 
dead. It’s getting very much alive again.” 

The decline in disco was due to the 
market being flooded by “bad music,” 
according to Mike. He says that the 
newer groups are more innovative and 
are bringing out quality music.

“You now have horns, strings, paino. 
Who ever thought there would be piano in 
disco?” Besides the production questions 
in the music, Mike touched on the psycho­
logical reasons why people like to disco. 
“People in America are lonely. Disco gets 
them in a hyper mood. It makes them get 
loose.”

The get-loose lady of the Gang, Robin 
Charin, chimed in, “The purpose of disco 
is to party.” Robin also supplied the 
VOICE with the invaluable information 
that she has a gold persian cat named 
Jason, and she claims, ‘ He’s the only

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man in my life.”
Robin is a north-type person who says 

that she loves Houston. “When I saw this 
town, I was so impressed. There was no 
building older than 10 years old.”

The off-beat charm of Robin Charin 
comes across even in the confines of the 
Gang’s promo spot in front of the end bar 
at the Parade.

Even though they did not do the rather 
ribald long version of “Cruising the 
Streets,” Robin managed to put enough 
sex and violence into her patter to satisfy 
all but the most jaded. “Stick that big 
sausage in me,” is not the height of sub- 
letly. And the visuals for, “I Like The 
Double Action,” caused sighs of content­
ment from some of the staunchest 
voyeurs.

The two Houston policemen standing 

cross-armed at stage right added to the 
ambience of the show. The blond main­
tained rather well, catching himself ever­
ytime he started to smile, but his brunette 
partner was less controlled. As the beat 
got to him, he started, well bouncing just 
a bit to the music.

He would stop when he realized what 
he was doing, but that old toe was tap­
ping more than once.

A third Houston policeman was asked 
by the VOICE reporter after the show 
how he liked it. He smiled, “It was great. I 
loved the music.”

So, if you want to catch the act that had 
the HPD tapping its toes last Friday, be 
sure to see Boys Town Gang the next time 
they are in town. If you cannot wait to 
hear them, they have a new album com­
ing out on Jan. 1, called “Disc Charge.”

Frisco or Bust

San Francisco dedicated the new, $126.5 million Moscone 
Convention Center earlier this month. The intended center­
piece was the giant, column-free, underground exhibition 
hall: 880 feet long, nearly 300 feet wide, six acres of space, 
capacity of 19,000 people.

That’s not what people have been talking about, though. 
Topic A all over this City has been the bust of San Francis­
co’s late mayor, George R. Moscone, by sculptor Robert 
Arneson. Ex-Supervisor Dan White assassinated Moscone 
and Supervisor Harvey Milk in their offices on November 
27, 1978, three months after construction of the convention 
center began.

Actually, it’s not the bust that’s controversial. It’s the 
pedestal.

Base Motives: The polychrome ceramic sculpture rests on 
a columnar pedestal on a balcony in the Moscone Center’s 
entrance hall. The pedestal is inscribed with painted, 
graffiti-like markings that recall details of Moscone’s life 
and circumstances of his death.

No one is objecting to the references to the late mayor’s 
school ties, pastimes, favorite expressions, and suchlike. 
The brouhaha centers on the numerous inscriptions that 
recall the bleak November in 1978—assassinations and 
aftermath.

These include: ‘‘Monday, November 27, 1978, shortly 
before 11 a.m....,” a sketch of City Hall captioned “leaky as 
a sieve” (a contemporaneous reference to security at the 
building), “Oh Danny Boy!,” “White,” the outline of a body, 
the ™Pression of a “Smith & Wesson,” “Chiefs Spe­
cial, Bang Bang Bang Bang Bang” (White shot the mayor 
five times), some bright red drops, and a cross marked “Holy 
Cross Cemetery” (Moscone’s burial site).

References to “the gay issue” include: “Tolerence for 
Deviants” (a favorite White phrase, misspelled on the pedes­
tal), “Harvey Milk, Too!,” “Gay,” and “Castro.”

The aftermath of the double-slayings is recorded by: 
25,0000 Pay Tribute at City Hall” and “Feinstein Becomes 

Mayor.” The word “Twinkies” and the outline of one recall 
the junk-food, diminished-capacity, sugar-craze defense 
which netted White a conviction on the reduced charge of 
manslaughter. “Eight Years” marks his sentence for the 
crime, although it’ll really only to be five years and six 
weeks, what with time off for good behavior.

A riot ensued when the verdict was announced, and sculp­
tor Arneson commemorates that with just two words: 
“Bloody Protest.”

Statue of Limitations: Moscone’s widow, his successor, 
and others don’t like it and will probably get it removed, 
returned to the sculptor in exchange for a less controversial 
rendition, or placed in a museum. They claim it’s not what 
the Art Commission ordered. “Bad taste” is the most often 
heard term from that quarter.

Eschewing the philosophy that memorial art must be 
judged differently from other art was S.F. Examiner politi­
cal columnist Bill Barnes. He found it “a bold statement” 
about a “morbidly compelling” chapter in the city’s history. 
It ought to be viewed, he thought, but not as the center of 
attention in a convention facility for out-of-towners.

At the public dedication of the center on Dec. 2, the pedes­
tal (but not the bust) was veiled in red cloth. Even now, 
security guards are keeping locals and out-of-towners alike 
beyond reading distance from the sculpture. City officials 
report that threats have been made against the statue.

Bad Taste, Eh? I like the bust and the pedestal. If you 
want bad taste, how about killing Moscone and Milk? At 
City Hall, no less—very bad taste. It would be bad taste to 
forget how Moscone died and why the convention hall is 
named after him.

It would be bad taste to ignore the fact that Milk was killed 
the same day and for the same reasons: irrational hatred 
und homophobia. And it would be bad taste to forget White’s 
trivialization of his motives with the Twinkies defense.

And it s very bad taste for Dianne Feinstein to censor 
reminders that she became mayor on the heels of a police 
coup.

Conventional Opening: First group to use the new Mos­
cone Center after the dedication was the American 
Academy of Dermatology. That was fitting: new facilities 
always develop a rash of problems.
