The Montrose Symphonic Band marched 
into Dallas last weekend and were greeted 
with cheers from the throngs attending 
the Texas Freedom Festival parade and 
returned bearing the trophy for “Best 
Musical Marching Unit.” The MSB tied 
for first place with their host band, the 
Oak Lawn Symphonic Band, who led off 
the parade.

Over 6000 people hooted, waved and 
saluted over 60 units, showcasing an 
incredible variety of participants. All the 
bars, the “tubs,” the community service 
groups, the bands, both presidential can­
didates, yes even Reagan, were repres­
ented in the parade that traveled the 
notorious Oak Lawn strip and wound its 
way to Lee Park. Organizers of the parade 
declared the turnout as the largest crowd 
in the history of Dallas’ gay community.

The floats were simply magnificent. 
Muscles and make-up abounded. Partici­
pants in the Official Miss Gay America 
Pageant posed, waved and primped their 
cotton-candy coiffures. Clowns clowned, 
twirlers twirled, bead people threw beads 
and trinkets, including little pink teddy 
bears, and absolutely everbody was grin­
ning like the Cheshire Cat. And everybody 
included a healthy straight turnout. Afte- 
rall, “everybody loves a parade,” if even 
from a discreet distance.

The streets were jammed around the 
area that homes J.R.’s, Throckmorton 
Mining Co., 4001, the Roundup, and the 
reviewing station at the newly reopened 
Old Plantation. Actually, the whole wee­
kend was festive.

The Montrose Symphonic Band 
“trudged” into Dallas the day before the 
parade for rehearsal with the Dallas Oak 
Lawn Symphonic Band, yet geared up for 
their combined concert the next day. 
“Trudged:” because a massive fatality­
producing accident on 1-45 near Tomball 
held up traffic for two hours. The gearing 
up was for the post-parade concert, at the 
Lee Park rally, that featured material both 
bands had performed at the Hollywood 
Bowl this summer as part of the Lesbian 
and Gay Bands of America.

The weary travelers, I know it’s only 
four to five hours to Dallas, were treated to 
a fine dessert-laden buffet by the host and 
host bar for the rehearsal, The North 
Forty. After a rigorous rehearsal, the. 
MSB, color guard, flags and twirlers wee 
off for an evening of frolic in Big D.

Sunday, slightly bleary-eyed, yet ready 
to give it their all, the entire Montrose 
Symphonic Band marching unit snapped

into award-winning form and strutted 
their stuff before crowds who roared their 
approval and appreciation for Houston’s 
premiere parade representatives. Their 
reviewing stand selection, the rousing 
“Hey, Look Me Over” said it all!

The Houston Gay Political Caucus 
recently announced plans for a dinner 
with Ginny Apuzzo, executive director of 
the National Gay Task Force. The dinner 
will take place on Saturday, October 13, 
1984 at the Houston Center Club, 1100 
Caroline in downtown Houston. Tickets 
are $35 each or $100 for sponsorship and 
are available at Wilde & Stein Bookstore 
or by calling the GPC at 521-1000.

Money raised will go to GPC and NGTF. 
The GPC in Houston uses its funds to work 
for the election of candidates who support 
and fight for pro-gay rights policies. GPC 
also works for a better understanding of 
gay men and women to non-gay people. 
The NGTF works on a national level to 
achieve these goals.

The dinner will also be in honor of 
Randy Ruhlman, who has donated much 
of his artistic talent in community pro­
jects, especially Houston Gay Pride cele­
brations.

In the beginning when NGTF was 
formed in 1973, the American Psychiatric 
Association removed homosexuality from 
its list of mental disorders and passed a 
resolution urging civil rights legislation to 
protect gay men and lesbians. This impor­
tant initial victory marked the beginning 
of an aggressive national posture which 
NGTF has maintained to this day.

When the AIDS epidemic became a 
national crisis, NGTF was the first gay/ 
lesbian organization to meet with officials

of the Reagan Administration. Their 
ongoing dialogue with the Public Health 
Service has helped to ensure that the con­
cerns of the gay community are heard as 
policy is made in Washington.

NGFT’s political work spans both major 
parties. This year they played an active 
part in lobbying the Platform Committee 
of the Demoratic Party. The platform 
eventually called for an end to discrimina­
tion against gay people in employment, 
immigration, and the military; increased 
research on the cause of AIDS and assist­
ance to people with AIDS, and a halt to 
bigoted violence against women and 
minority groups, including gay men and 
lesbians.

There is a powerful force moving across 
the country, Texas State Treasurer Ann 
Richards told NOW members, and it 
represents the women’s vote.

“The responsibility is on us,” she said, 
“but the fight is certainly worth it.” 
Richards spoke at the annual National 
Organization for Women’s state conven­
tion held recently in Houston.

Delivering her speech in her own uni­
que, powerful Texas-woman style, she 
addressed the ideas of displacing politi­
cally naive women by making them politi­
cally informed. Thus would women 
awaken to their creative political power 
nationwide.

United States involvement in Central

Theological Seminary in Indianapolis.

The format will allow White and Tracy 
to present their views and respond to each 
other, followed by a theological reflection 
by Gajardo. The public will be invited to 
address written questions to the full panel.
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This educating process is necessary 
because “we must be very careful not to 
lose the rights we have worked so hard to 
get to pitfalls we might not see.”

Richards, the first woman to be elected 
to a state-wide office in Texas, said she 
was a feminist before she knew what it 
was.

“I didn’t realize when I was arguing in 
PTA that money be spent equally on girls’ 
activities as well as boys, that I was being 
a feminist and defending equality, as well 
as my own dignity.”

Richards, a Democrat, had barbed criti­
cism for the Republican Administration’s 
attitudes toward women. She pointed out 
that the Republicans “trotted out” every 
woman they could at their recent conven­
tion.

“You notice that Republican women 
always wear red—that’s so they can stand 
out in a crowd and you know that the 
Republicans have one (woman).

“They’ve even dusted off Mauren,” she 
said referring to the President daughter. 
“They let her campaign to get her daddy 
elected. Of course he won’t help her run for 
office in California, but he’ll let her help 
him,” she said.

Richards compared women’s position in 
politics to that of Alice in Lewis Carroll’s 
Alice in Wonderland. She quoted a verse 
from Carroll’s writings (paraphrased) ... 
the time has come, the walrus said, to 
speak of many things. Of shoes, and ships 
and sealing wax and whether pigs have 
wings and of cabbages and kings.

“I’m sure that an administration that 
considers ketchup a vegetable would cer­
tainly have a staff expert on whether pigs 
have wings,” she said amid applause.

Most certainly the Republican Adminis­
tration would like women to be like Alice. 
Drink a magic potion and shrink back to a 
manageable size.

“They tell us it’s not our fault. We are 
just victims of a misconception and we 
don’t really understand what’s good for us 
... but it seems to me we have picked the 
wrong magic bottle—and we can certainly 
tell the difference between a cabbage and 
a king!”

Stating her belief that the Republicans 
have the misconception about what is 
important to women, Richards said, “The 
only thing they apparently think is a 
women’s issue is whether we do or don’t 
have babies.”

Women’s issues are issues that affect all 
Americans, she said.

“They say we are concerned about 
‘women’s issues’ like health care, retire­
ment and education. If you think educa­
tion is expensive just wait till you pay for 
ignorance. But war is also our issue, 
because we have a healthy reluctance to 
sacrifice our sons and daughters.”

Human rights are of concern to women. 
Richards stated that statistics show 11 
million children of working parents have 
no child care. Job training programs to 
assist young people have been cut by 60%; 
student aid by 27%, and the school lunch 
program by 28%.

“Women of color” suffer most from 
inequality she said. Some 48% of all blacks 
under the age of 18 live in poverty. 51% 
under the age of three live in poverty.

“They have mortgaged the future of our 
children,” she stated, and for what? “The

defense budget has been increased by 50% 
and Reagan wants to invest our future in 
some silly Buck Rogers weapons.”

She noted that when Alice went to the 
tea party the Mad Hatter told her there 
was no space, although there were many 
empty chairs. So Alice took her rightful 
place at the table anyways. That’s what 
women as a political force need to do, she 
said.

“We want to correct that,” she said. 
“Any president’s commitment better be a 
full commitment to the rights of all people. 
Because half of the American people do 
not constitute a special interest group.

“Our vote commands and demands 
respect,” she said. “Do not be deceived— 
we put the stitches in the American flag 
and we can certainly tell a silk purse from 
a sow’s ear.”

By gaining their proper place in the pol­
itical scene, women have “nothing to 
gain—but ourselves,” she said.

Sex is indeed safe, depending on how you 
practice it.

That’s the message from the KS/AIDS 
Foundation, of Houston, as they set the 
stage for a major “safe sex” campaign. On 
stage it will be, and with 13 of Houston’s 
hottest men at the unveiling of the 1985 
Play Safe Calendar Playmates at Rich’s, 
Monday, October 8.

One will be named “Mr. Play Safe, 
1985.” All will be featured in a “whole­
somely erotic” calendar to be marketed by 
the Foundation during the Christmas 
shopping season. Next year, these role 
models from a variety of lifestyles will 
attend parties and meetings throughout 
town, touting the joys of safe sex.

“Sex is important, but so is our health. 
There’s no reason either has to suffer, if we 
just take certain precautions,” says Mark 
Firner, project chair. “The Play Safe Play­
mates will underscore the need to avoid 
swapping certain fluids (semen, blood, 
feces, urine) and reducing the number of 
partners. They’ll also underscore that it 
can be fun!”

The Delia Stewart Jazz Company will 

perform, prizes will be raffled, and the 
open bar will flow from 8 p.m. to 2 a.m. 
while the calendar men are unveiled. The 
entire production has been underwritten 
through the efforts of Rich’s and more 
than 20 bartenders in town.

The Foundation is also urging everyone 
to attend an educational forum sponsored 
by the City Health Department at the coli­
seum downtown. Speakers will include 
Nathan Fain, health writer for The Advo­
cate, and Ginny Apuzzo, National Gay 
Task Force director. Mayor Kathy Whit­
mire is proclaiming Oct. 7-13 as “AIDS 
Awareness Week.”

U.S. Government 
Attempts to 
Destroy Gay 
Relationships— 
Will You Be Next?

From Frank Zerilli
The following decision was handed down in 
April 1984 by the U.S. Department of Justi­
ce’s Board of Immigration Appeals regard­
ing Anthony C. Sullivan and Richard 
Adams who lived together in a loving rela­
tionship for 12 years:

“... We do not find that the respondent’s 
(Anthony Sullivan’s) separation from his 
‘life partner’ (Richard Adams) will cause him 
hardship, emotional or otherwise ...”

Because of this, Anthony Sullivan’s depor­
tation is imminent. Their last avenue of 
appeal lies with you. This is the last decision 
in a long legal battle which Tony and 
Richard have waged to stay together. It 
started in April of 1972 when Tony returned 
to the United States to be with his lover, 
Richard. After three years of repeated 
attempts to keep Tony in this country, they 
took the unprecedented action of being mar­
ried in 1975. Even then, the Immigration and 
Naturalization Service refused their request 
to stay together. The November 24, 1975 
I.N.S. decision read: Request denied. Reason: 
“You have failed to establish a bona fide 
marital relationship can exist between two 
faggots.”

The legal battle continued with another 
anti-gay I.N.S. response in March of 1979. 
“...They are not being discriminated 
against because they are males, they are 
being descriminated against because they 
happen to be homosexual ...”

The U.S. Government is saying that we, as 
gay men and lesbians, have no emotions. If 
they can deny us our relationships, what will 
they try next!

What can you do? Write to your senators 
and Congressional representatives, expe- 
cially Congressman Henry A. Waxman (24th 
District Calif., 24 Raybum House Office 
Building, Washington, DC 20505). Tell them 
to stop the deportation of Anthony Sullivan. 
Stop the bureaucratic discrimination of 
homosexuals.

Time is short. We may only have weeks. 
Tony and Richard have exhausted all their 
financial resources to stay together.

His wife, Dorothy, used to be a very suc­
cessful cabaret singer. But then she saw 
men land on the moon of her songs and it 
fritzed her mind. She broke down in mid­
croon and never returned to the stage. She 
was well acted and sung by the lovely 
Angela Roberts.

In a way, both George—man’s intangi- 
ble mind —and Dorothy —man’s 
emotions—are tripped up by the same 
thing. Logic. Inspector Bones of the C.I.D. 
James BLack plays him so well tht I wish 
the role was larger.

Of course, the inspector has to deal with 
them, too. When he first calls on Dorothy, 
he is met at the door by George—a turtle in 
one hand, a bow and arrow in the other, 
half of his face covered with shaving 
cream, and diligently (well, as diligently 
as George ever gets about anything con­
crete) searching for a rabbit.

But the evening belongs, and rightly so, 
to Charles Tanner. This is a tour de force 
performance by one of Houston’s brighest 
stars. He can do so much with one little 
flick of his eyes. Which reminds me—can 
you believe that you can sit this close 
(never more than five rows) to this great a 
show for only eight dollars.

Get those tickets fast. The second night 
was sold out and I heard many people say­
ing, on their way out, that they were going 
to come back to try to understand it. 
(They’ll be rewarded with a good comedy if 
they do.) But then, “what would it have 
looked like if it had looked like “cherchez 
la femme?”

If you think you understand Jumpers 
(Main Street Theatre through October 28), 
feel yourself very lucky. If it doesn’t enter­
tain you anyway, feel yourself, not the 
play, dull.

This thought-provoking comedy is by 
Tom Stoppard. His sense of humor is, as 
usual, bouncing off the walls. So are half 
of the characters.

The jumpers of the title are a troupe of 
semi-professional acrobats who also 
happen to be the majority (all but one) of 
the philosophy department of an English 
university. That one exception is George 
(played brilliantly by Charles Tanner). He 
never jumps, not physically, but certainly 
not to conclusions.

But the play that this one reminds me 
most of is not one of Stoppards—Real 
Thing, Rosenkrantz and Guildenstern, 
Dogg's Hamlet. It’s by Christopher 
Durang—Sister Mary Ignatius. Both 
plays have extended monologues punctu­
ated by violence.

Sister Mary is didactically certain that 
she has all the answers. George has only 
one answer—his unfashionable belief in 
God—and spends all his time stumbling 
towards the correct question—the one that 
will prove him correct.

When faced with violence, she embraces 
it and gets the upper hand. He’s paralyzed 
by his Hamlet complex—all thought, no 
action. That’s not to mention the fact that 
he doesn’t even realize that a murder’s 
taken place in his own living room.
