Doc Hitler Born In Washington D. C. 
Says, ‘lam a Man WithoutaCountry ’

Doc? Baldie? No, just plain Dr. 

Hiller, versatile university bursar 
and English teacher. His full name? 
C. F. Hiller, sir.

It is doubtful if there is a per- 
son in the university who has had 
any more interesting life than Dr. 
Hiller .

In 1920 Dr. Hiller decided to go to 
Bethlehem, Pennsylvania, enter 
Leigh University and work for his 
B. A. degree.

When asked where he was born 
he smiled, shrugged his Mioulders 
and said, “Sir, I am a man without 
a country. I was born in Washing­
ton, D. C.”

He entered Harvard in 1929. In 
the summer of 1930 he went to No­

tre Dame, then off to the University 
of Paris in France. In 1932 he was 
awarded by Harvard the Soltonstall 
Scholarship of Foreign Study and 
Travel. “You know I was half way 
to France before I could really be- 
heve that I had been awarded that 
scholarship. It’s such an honor.”

“We marvel at the hospitality of 
the old South, at times, but let me 
tell you, in France, Spain, and Bel- 
gium the faculty of the various Eu- 
ropean schools had me as their house 
guest, and do they put on the dog!”

What was the most outstanding 
event in his life? “Well—I had the 
opportunity to make the speech of 
thanks on the part of the American 
professors being given a réception 
by the French Senate at the Palace 
of Luxembourg. The great part of

it was that while I sat behind a 
massive, mahogany desk piped in 
bird’s eye maple and inlaid with 
rosewood, I found out that two very 
famous Frenchmen used it while 
members of the Senate, Victor Hugo 
and Georges Clemenceau.”

Does he hâve a hobby? He is a 
golfer, but wood work is really his 
favorite pastime.

When a child he wanted to be a 
preacher. “I loved the way my uncle 
user! to get up and lead the crowd 
in prayer and song, and I just knew 
that I was eut out to be a preacher. 
Oh! Well, I got close to it. I be- 
lieve that it was this ambition that 
gave me an idéal to work for, that 
of creating better students and cit- 
izens in the educational field.”

March 1 saw the first few days 
of spring corne to the new campus, 
and with spring cornes the political 
fever to the politically ambitions— 
who are interested in being the next 
council president or the next coun- 
cilman-at-large.

from either the junior or senior 
class.

The seci'etary must hâve the same 
qualifications as for president, ex- 
cept that the candidates may be 
chosen from sophomore or advanced 
classes and shall be required to 
hâve spent the year previous to 
élection in the University of Hous­

ton.
Two councilmen-at-large are elect­

ed from sophomore, junior or sen­
ior classes by vote of the entire stu­
dent body at the time of the élection 
of the Student Association officers. 
Must hâve attended the University 
of Houston for at least two years 
and must hâve carried not less 
than two courses each of the two

years, or must hâve attended the 
University one year immedia tely 
preceding the élection, and hâve 
carried a full program of five 
courses. Must hâve the same quali­
fication as the president of the 
class of which he is a member.

Officers shall be designated as 
councilman no. 1 and councilman no. 
2 for identification purposes only.
