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‘Harvey Milk:’ Superior Documentary

I had almost given up seeing a really good 
gay-oriented film in 1984, and then I had 
the pleasure to preview a documentary 
called The Times of Harvey Milk.

It is almost ironic that this film about a 
man who fought for gay rights in San 
Francisco should play at the River Oaks 
Theater in Houston only two weeks before 
Houston votes on a “sexual orientation” 
referendum.

Watching the life and political career of 
a man assassinated at his peak would not 
appear to be pleasurable viewing, but 
actually the whole film is sheer inspira­
tion to gays and civil rights groups.

We watch intently as a flamboyant 
camera shop owner steps out into the San 
Francisco political arena and decides to 
really become involved. We see the 
increasing support of the Castro District, 
minorities of all kinds, and even union 
members in his successful (after three 
tries) campaign for Board of Supervisors.

It is 1978, and San Francisco Mayor 
Moscone signs into law the Gay Rights 
Bill. Supverisor Dan White, an upstand­
ing family man with old-fashioned values, 
votes against it—but he’s the only one to 
do so.

Later in the year, Anita Bryant is 
preaching against gays in Dade County, 
and California State Senator Briggs has 
introduced a referendum called Proposi­
tion 6. This would deny any homosexual 
teacher a job in public schools.

It is Proposition 6 that puts Harvey Milk 
under national scrutiny as a gay official 
an I Ci usader. .

The film containes excellent television 
footage showing Milk at his best— 
debating with religious leaders on why 
gay teachers usually don’t molest stu­
dents and rallying his many supporters to 
claim their rights. He was a powerful 
speaker and organizer of people, and this 
documentary shows his building popular­
ity from almost ever aspect.

One small fault is that the film seldom 
gets quite as close to Harvey’s personal 
life and influences as we would like. There 
are interviews with eight people including 
campaign organizers, gay and straight 
people from the community, and an ethnic 
group director, but we really want to see 
viewpoints from those very close to him.

What about his lover, his immediate 
family, and his close friends?

Either they wouldn’t cooperate or their 
comments were deemed unimportant 
along with the 60 or so other people that 
were interviewed and not shown. Without 
the views of those who really loved Har­
vey, the man seems a little less personal.

Yet, the film never flags in its fervor to 
show the exploding gay rights issues and 
Milk’s importance to it. We become so 
involved with the cause that when Dan 
WHite gets upset and murders Harvey 
Milk and Mayor Moscone, it is as shocking 
as the day it occurred.

When 45,000 candlelit people move en 
mass down Castro Street in a silent tribute 
to these two men, the effect on us is tearful 
and overwhelming. In fact, much of what 
happens in the latter half of this film is 
very emotional as White is tried, convicted 
of manslaughter (eight year prison sent­
ence), and violence breaks out in the gay 
community.

The Times of Harvey Milk is an impor­
tant and powerful film because it makes 
history relevant today. The events that 
occurred during Harvey Milk’s life and 
career are gay milestones, and their exam­
ination is crucial to present day equal 
rights causes like the one Houston faces 
Jan. 19.

You owe it to yourself to see this film and 
experience true gay pride. More impor-

tantly, we need to listen and learn from 
what we see, and not just sit back and 
absorb history.

On January 4, there will be a special 
10:30 p.m. screening of The Times of Har­
vey Milk to benefit Citizens for a United

Houston. The $10 admission will go 
towards the campaign to urge voters to 
say “Yes" to the referendum.

The film will be showing at the Kver 
Oaks Theater from Friday, Jan. 4, 
through Thursday, Jan. 10.

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METRO On a Flexible Track This Time

The Metropolitan Transit Authority has a 
new plan to help solve Houston’s mobility 
challenges, and it will be presenting that 
plan at the next Neartown Civic Associa­
tion on January 22, at Bering Church on 
Harold at 7:00 p.m.

The plan has three different alterna­
tives, all with different price tags and all 
utilizing buses and guideway or light rail 
combinations. If METRO started tomor­
row, the project would not be finished until 
2008, if then. No transit project in the Uni­
ted States has finished “on time,” experts 
agree.

Option A, a busway system, includes 
use of 2700 buses and 40 automated guide­
way cars. It would total 190.5 miles of 
mass transit, a lot of which already exists. 
The cost for this plan would be $3.5 billion 
constant dollars with a bond requirement 
of $713 million.

Option A would affect Montrose very 
little. A busway is planned following U.S. 
59 south. The proposed automated guide­
way (mini monorail) would connect buses 
to the Post Oak/ Galleria area. A subway 
beneath downtown is planned with a large 
transit mall at Franklin and Pierce 
streets.

Option B utilizes more light rail. The 
light rail MTA talks about is not monorail, 
although proponents insist this is the best 
way to go. It is a heavy rail car that isn’t as

heavy as the ones ordered for the 1983 
plan.

4.8 miles of light rail would extend from 
the intersection of Richmond/ Main 
through the Texas Medical Center with 
stations at Hermann Park, TMC, Brown 
lot, Knight and the Astrodome. Another 
18.6 mile leg of light rail will follow the 
MKT railroad right-of-way. This line con­
tinues from a downtown subway parallel 
to the Southwest Freeway to South Rice. It 
has access points at South Rice, Rich­
mond/ Post Oak, Galleria, Post Oak Cen­
tral, Four Oaks, Woodway, Northwest 
Transit Center, T.C. Jester, Shepherd/ 
Durham, Yale/ Heights, Houston Avenue, 
downtown, and stops at Montrose, Kirby, 
Edloe and Newcastle. The subway would 
have a grade station at Richmond and 
Elgin.

Plan C covers the same territory. The 
main difference is that it includes light 
rail all the way west of downtown to near 
Highway 6 and another light rail line out 
the Katy Freeway even farther west.

Plans B and C cost $3.8 billion in con­
stant 1984 dollars and $3.7 billion, respec­
tively.

Although MTA has been more respon­
sive to citizens in the planning of their 
new system, it still clings to old methodol­
ogy to solve problems, critics say. Its atti­
tude, although less cavalier than with the 
heavy rail proposals, is just as antique as

ever.
METRO critics still question the offices 

and phones that go unused after voters 
rejected the heavy rail system. METRO 
also incurred stiff penalties when the 
heavy rail idea was nixed.

Montrose Black 
Commissioner 
Acknowledges 
Challenge
Former State Representative El Franco 
Lee participated in his first Commission­
ers Court meeting Wednesday and said 
he’s ready to face the challenge as Harris 
County’s first black commissioner.

Lee’s district includes Montrose.
Lee said that it is significant in an his­

torical perspective because, “It is the first 
time a black or minority has ever sat on 
county commissioners court.”

Lee said blacks and other minorities 
now have “direct input” on the court.

He said commissioners make a number 
of important appointments and it is good 
that a minority will have direct participa­
tion in making those appointments. Lee 
said some of those appointments are the 
Houston Port Authority Board, Harris 
County Hospital District, vacancies on 
the county courts at-law, and other posi­
tions.

Lee said Wednesday was an emotional 
day for him, although he doesn’t tend to 
“outwardly" show his emotions.

“Obviously, I wouldn’t have done it had 
I not felt such strong feelings about the 
historical significance and the need to 
continue to have progress in Harris 
County and the state for minority people.”

Lee said he had some hesitation about 
running for the position because “my six 
years experience (in the Texas legislature) 
gives you tenure. I did serve a leadership 
in the house ...”

Lee said he decided to run for the Pre­
cinct One Commissioners position 
because of the “historical significance” of 
becoming the first black commissioner 
plus the challenge of what he could do for 
Harris County minorities.

Lee was sworn into office at 10:00 a.m. 
Wednesday by County Judge Jon Lind­
say. A more formal inauguration took 
place at 3:30 p.m. in the lobby of the Fam­
ily Law Center.

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Documentary Misrepresents Gay Lifestyle

Several groups of persons who oppose the 
anti discrimination ordinance in city hir­
ing are showing the film Gay Power, Gay 
Politics at every public gathering. The 
film is being used to envoke strong nega­
tive emotional responses in its viewers 
toward gays.

The groups, however, overlook the fact 
the film has been protested by gay and 
non-gay groups as an inaccurate depiction 
of gay lifestyle.

San Francisco reporter Randy Alfred, 
as well as the San Francisco Human 
Rights Commission, the Board of Supervi­
sors and the National Gay Task Force, 
filed a formal complaint about the film 
with the National News Council. The 
council agreed that the film, in some 
areas, is stereotypic and misleading.

The film, stated the complaint, “tends 
to demean, disgrace and dishonor the 
entire journalistic profession ... through 
the systematic use of hearsay, oversights, 
exaggerations, distortion, inflammatory 
buzzwords, leading questions and mis­
leading and deceitful editing.”

The film was originally a documentary 
on network television. It was described by

anchorman Harry Reasoner as “how the 
gays of San Francisco are using the politi­
cal- process to further their own special 
interest, just like every other minority 
group before them.”

The National News Council agreed with 
the complaintants the documentary 
“ignores major issues on the one hand 
while exaggerating and fabricating issues 
on the other."

As Alfred asserted, “True, for an out­
sider viewing our community the most 
alienating things about gay life are things 
like Buena Visa Park and S&M parlors. 
But these things are not typical of most 
gay people. They are regrettable. By con­
centrating on them CBS trivialized all 
that the vast majority of gay people have 
been trying to do over these past 10 years."

The National Council found reportial 
unfairness in “the presentation of sexual 
issues. By concentrating on certain flam­
boyant examples of homosexual behavior, 
the program tended to reinforce stereo­
types.”

The program also exaggerated political 
concessions to gays and made those con­
cessions appear as threats to public mor­
als and decency," the report said.

The council exempted CBS’ coverage of 
Buena Vista Park. After investigation, it 
found the usurption of the park to be a 
“subject laden with political significance.

“However, justification cannot be found 
for the degree of attention given to sado­
masochism. ... Authoritive sources agree 
that sado-masochism is practiced exten­
sively by heterosexuals yet the broadcast 
treats it as distinctively homosexual."

The facility mentioned in the film, The 
Chateau, is patronized almost exclusively 
by heterosexuals, the report found.

“The Halloween events were presented 
in a manner both confusing and mislead­
ing. The children’s party ended early in

the evening was made to appear frighten­
ing because of the gays’ presence ... thus 
fortifying parental fears about the safety 
of their children.

“The Council finds troublesome the 
abrupt transition from the discussion of 
decadence to the Beaux Arts Ball. While 
sponsored by gays it is also attended by 
heterosexuals and proceeds go to many 
community programs."

Opponents of ordinances have used the 
film to point out that San Francisco 
schools are “teaching gay lifestyle” in the 
public schools. The Council found that 
CBS had indeed failed to make clear that 
the “demystification” program in the 
schools was intended to reduce the 
“danger of harassment and violence by 
heterosexuals against homosexuals.”

Civic leaders viewed the program as a

bridge of better understanding between 
the majority population and gays. How­
ever CBS portrayed the program as a gay 
thrust to promote homosexuality in the 
schools, with the financial support of the 
mayor.

Reasoner characterized the gay move­
ment as a “demand for absolute sexual 
freedom, as they did in San Francisco,” 
and did not “present a fair picture,” 
according to the report.

However unfair the film’s portrayal of 
gays it is being seen and believed by Hous­
tonians.

It is impossible at this point in the refer­
endum campaign to educate conservative 
Houston to the diversity and complexity of 
homosexuality and gay urban lifestyle. It 
is thus imperative to vote Yes in the refer­
endum election on Jan. 19.

Montrose
Arsonist Gets 
Probation

A Houston man who admitted to setting 
fire to two vacant buildings in Montrose 
has been fined and placed on six years 
probation.

According to Criminal District Court 
Coordinator Charles Brossman, Bobby 
Wayne Keeton, 24, of 2603 Hopkins was 
fined a sum between $400 and $500 and 
placed on six years probation by Judge 
Robert Burdette Dec. 28.

Keeton was arrested on the 28th, and in 
unusally speedy judicial action, processed 
immediately on one count of arson involv­
ing a fire he set at 2604 Hopkins. During 
questioning, Keeton also admitted to set­
ting a fire at 1003 Jackson Nov. 29.

Arson investigators also believe Keeton 
was involved in many of the 10 vacant 
building fires that have burned in the 
Montrose area since July. According to 
Bruce Koger, senior arson investigator, 
Keeton is “good for at least two more fires. 
He’s admitted being in both buidings.”

Keeton has a history of narcotics abuse 
and arson investigators “honestly believe 
he does not recall many of the fires he has 
set.”

Keeton claims he is a victim of child 
abuse and one time set fire to his mother’s 
house when she tried to have him commit­
ted for psychiatric help.

A Houston resident for about one year, 
the former New Orleans resident has 
worked in a Montrose grocery store to earn 
money for psychiatric help. He claims his 
disillusionment with his homosexuality is 
the root of many of his problems. Arson 
investigator Roy Paul calls Keeton a 
“classic pyromaniac.” Keeton, himself, 
reported the Dec. 28 fire to firefighters. He 
also admits to having lighted candles in 
two other vacant houses that burned.

Keeton’s speedy processing through the 
courts was a surprise to many in the Arson 
Bureau. Investigator Koger expressed 
shock at the fact the Keeton is “back out 
there.” Apparently the district attorney 
assigned to the case worked on the basis 
that Keeton had admitted setting the 
latest fire and Keeton’s punishment was 
handed down during the initial arraign­
ment. Keeton’s case was one of the last for 
Judge Burdette who was defeated in the 
November elections.

The investigation of Montrose arson did 
not end with the arrest of Keeton. Paul 
said investigators are looking for a man 
who picked Keeton up and drove him to 
one of the vacant buildings in a car that 
reportedly was seen later leaving one of 
the fires.

Although no one has been injured in any 
of the Montrose fires, some $500,000 in 
damage has been incurred.

Perhaps a result of that easy going is that 
we’ve allowed ourselves to slip into a few 
complacent “ruts." Our flabby condition 
has made us lazy. It may be we needed this 
“slap in the face” to wake up a few flaws in 
our modus operand!. Just maybe a little 
soul searching is in order.

I’m reminded of the campaign invented 
by Steven Endean, former executive direc­
tor of GRNL, which was incorporated into 
a theme used on T-shirts, buttons, and 
printed matter. It had to do with a bit of 
scientific fact. It seems that if you take a 
pot of water with a bunch of frogs con­
tained therein and place said pot over a 
low flame with the planned effect of slowly 
heating the water to an eventual boil, 
those fun-loving frogs will just party 
themselves to sleep and never wake. 
Believe it or not, Ripley.

Sadly our community could be going 
like the frogs. And some of us are having 
such a good time at the party we fail to 
notice somebody has turned up the flame.

already gone to sleep. If you don’t believe 
it, ask what the nose count at the last GPC 
Caucus meeting happened to be.

I am haunted by a prevailing fear that 
won’t go away that we are going to blow it 
on this referendum fight in January if we 
don’t wake up before the water boils. The 
opposition is playing hard ball, and we 
still are intent on trying to get enough 
people together (and money) to put out a 
decent mailing or do a proper phone bank.

Somewhere along the way we seemed to 
have lost our zeal to make things happen. I 
believe that part of that problem stems 
from the fact that we have allowed the 
spirit of elitism to creep into our move­
ment. A kind of distorted W.A.S.P. mental­
ity prevails. Our middle-class dominated 
leadership is turning its back on the bed­
rock of its founding.

As a result we are losing our grassroots 
support. We choose to ignore, to circum­
vent, to depoliticize, to sugar coat the 
cause for which a handful of drag queens 
barricaded themseves inside a shabby bar 
called Stonewall and held the forces of 
oppression at bay.

We have thrown away our militant 
heritage—a sacrifice before the altar of 
acceptability, a ritualistic denial of the 
real cause of liberation. We now pay hom­
age to the cause of acceptability and politi­
cal expendiency. We have thrown away 
our heritage, closed our eyes to reality, 
depoliticized the movement, transformed 
marches into parades, demands into 
jokes, pride into a pasttime.

We ignore the plaintive cries of 
hundreds of oppressed gays down through 
the ages—persecuted, oppressed, driven 
from society, burned at the stake, and 
incinerated in the ovens at Auscwitz. We 
turn up our noses at our own more appar­
ently gay brethren, down at the street 
corner and turn our backs on the appeals 
of involvement. That we have allowed our­
selves to drift so far into a self-satisfied 
sense of complacency is not an indictment 
of our community, but rather of our leader­
ship for allowing that to happen.

By abandoning our cause for the sake of 
conformity we have lost our way. Mean­
while the pot is heating up rapidly.

Case in point: Miami, Florida, where the 
vigorous and militant efforts of the Dade 
County Coalition for Human Rights and 
C.U.R.E. waged war in the fight against 
the vicious Anita Bryant anti-gay crusade 
on her own stomping grounds just a few 
short years ago made the difference in our 
struggle for human rights. Recently those 
same “courageous" gay leaders refused to 
support or show up at a fundraising 
dinner and awards ceremony held by 
members of the “Rainbow Coalition” to 
honor blacks instrumental in bridging the 
issues of gay rights into the black com­
munity for fear that support would cost 
them some personal privileges in the 
Democractic Party hierarchy.

And so we turn our backs on the support 
groups—that coalition that historically in 
the past has made a tremendous amount 
of difference in our struggle. And we 
blindly and blithely follow the pied piper 
tunes of status-quo political pitchmen who 
lure us on over the precipice of our own 
folly.

I realize politicians are pragmatists. 
They do what is necessary to win. And 
sometimes that may mean keeping a low 
profile on some issues you support. If you 
want to get anywhere in the political 
arena you have to be prepared to make a 
deal. I guess 10 plus years on the battle 
lines have taught me a few things. But, as 
gay people, to rely on those deals in a sys­
tem which abuses our rights even as it 

continues to seductively muster our alle- 
gience is not only ineffectual—it is down­
right dumb.

I am for changing the conditions of 
those deals! I, for one, am a little tired of 
being commodified and my rights traded 
off against the ways and means of politi­
cal expediencey in some smoke-filled back­
room. It’s about time we take our gloves 
off. It’s about time we stop cuddling up to 
the cutesy little hand-outs and tokenism 
deals we’ve been fed.

And if you think that we are going to 
win this referendum in January if we don’t 
get tough and come out slugging for all 
we’re worth, you’d better think again. It’s 
about time we get tough folks. And it’s 
certainly past time we got busy.

In the program for Starry Night down­
stairs at the Alley, playwright Monte Mer­
rick is interviewed by Michael Bigelow 
Dixon, the Alley’s literary manager. I 
don’t think they’ll mind a few short 
quotes.

“At various times,” said Merrick, “I’ve 
written in the style of a number of differ­
ent people, and hopefully my own style 
has evolved from that.”

Mr. Merrick’s bad habits put him in 
good company. The flaw of this play is 
shared by D.H. Lawrence’s Quetzalcoatl 
and Nathaniel Hawthornes’s The Scarlet 
Letter.

Forget Qetzalcoatl. Try something else 
if you want to read Lawrence.

This play and the Hawthorne are saved 
by the same things—genuinely interest-

ing characters, and a strong, if somewhat 
simple, plot.

“I’d always wanted,” to again quote 
Merrick, “to write a play that involved 
astronomy because I didn’t know of any 
other plays that dealt with that imagery. I 
wanted to find out where that imagery 
could lead. ...

“I had read a lot of astronomy, which I 
didn’t enjoy. But I liked creating the poetic 
aspect of it.”

Unfortunately, Merrick went a little 
overboard. Sometimes the tune is nearly 
drowned out by the clash of symbols. 
These black holes and binary stars are 
very potent if used sparingly. But their 
effect is diluted with so many other com­
parisons. If he doesn’t like astronomy, 
why does he think I’ll want to sit through 
all that.

Really, the textbook scene is a beautiful 
writing exercise and I wish I’d written it. 
But it just doesn’t play. If a new scene were 
substituted, the worst excesses in symbo­
lism would all be gone and the rest, where 
necessary, could be toned down quite eas­
ily. Leave the car accident description and 
the birth dream just as they are. I think 
they’re beautiful as is.

Two of the three charcters are quite com­
plex and very real.

Katie’s baby is overdue. She’s afraid 
and she can’t turn to her husband, Len, 
about it because he’s terrified. Len deals 
with his emotional problems by lashing 
out at everyone, including his kid brother 
Bo, who is paying them a prolonged visit. 
Len has always ignored Bo which has 
caused Bo to construct immense walls 
around himself. These walls frighten 
Katie, but maybe she can help him take 
them down.

Johanna Leister plays Katie with a 
frumpy self-confidence. We always care 
for her, largely becasue she always cares 
for everyone else.

He’s a 
member of the Alley’s 84-85 Texas Eastern 
Corporation Young Company.

I didn’t think I’d be seeing any of them 
trusted with such a large, demanding role. 
He is more than equal to it. I’m gald he 
overcame his apprentice standing and the 
anti-local bias forced upon any union 
theatre. There are not that many good rea­
sons to be union in this city (in a right-to- 
work state), so very few of the city’s actors 
hold, or admit to holding, cards. So very 
few of them are eligible for the roles that 
could earn them a decent living.

Brandon Smith, as Len, is celebrating 

his 22nd Season with the Alley. So he is 
very much a local actor as well. He does 
the very best he can with the material. He 
makes an unlikable character palatable.

This is another glitch in the script. We 
should like Len, but he is too abrasive. We 
need to somehow be shown, very early in 
the show, what his vulnerability feels like 
from the inside. Mr. Merrick did this very 
effectively for the other characters, but 
has not yet supplied this for Len.

This play has been performed in staged 
readings for the last seven years, but this 
is its first full production. Once the few 
wrinkles are ironed out, I’m sure that this 
will not be its last one. Won’t it be delicious 
when the good reviews start pouring out of 
that entirely dominant Yankee City with 
the three initials and we can sit back and 
say, with some fondess, “Oh yes, that 
one?”

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Films In Review—The Best of 1984 Films

Filmgoers will probably look back on most 
of 1984 and shake their heads. The first 
eight months were filled with abominable 
goop like Gremlins, Ghostbusters, and 
Against All Odds—audience pleasers for 
sure, but good cinema it was not.

The few bright spots included a radiant 
Robert Redford in The Natural, Robin Wil­
liams as a Russian discovering America 
in Moscow on the Hudson, and a wonder­
ful little film from the director of Rocky 
called The Karate Kid.

In the fall, things started looking up 
with films that featured some high grade 
performances. Movies like Places in the 
Heart, A Soldier’s Story and Firstborn 
brought us superb acting in taut, dramatic 
circumstances. Steve Martin and Lily 
Tomlin surprised everyone with the sump­
tuously livid comedy All Of Me while Les­
lie Ann Warren and Genevieve Bujold 
showed superb style in the witty dramatic 
comedy Choose Me.

Foreign films continued to be very popu­
lar with the art house regulars due to such 
superb films asSugarcane Alley, El Norte, 
the hilarious Les Comperes, and the 
French female drama Entre Nous. Sure, 
there were duds like Erendira and 
Gabriela to endure, but little gems like The

As usual, Hollywood avoided gay- 
themed films like the plague, but Another 
Country from England andThe Fourth 
Man provided us with some interesting 
gay and bisexual characters from foreign 
directors. The Times of Harvey Milk gave 
filmgoers a heart-wrenchi ng portrait of a 
leader turned martyr in what is perhaps 
the year’s finest gay film, while director 
Robert Altman’s powerful Streamers fea­
tured a gay man trapped in a military 
situation.

Other films like Beverly Hills Cop, Irre­
concilable Differences, and Drifting did 
little but add to the limp-wristed, 
depressed stereotype we have endured for 
decades. We can only hope that 1985 will 
bring us better gay films and a more posi­
tive image.

So, now we come to that point where 10 
best films must be chosen for the year. 
Who came up with this magic number of 
10 anyway? I guess since my colleagues (?) 
Gene Siskel and Roger Ebert follow suit, 
I’ll do so too—to a certain degree. Being 
the greedy person that I am, I want my 10, 
plus 10 runners-up that deserve special 
mention. Being even more aggressive, I’m 
giving Foreign Films their own separate 
list. That’s just the way I am.

The following are 10 films that were 
superior to all others that were seen this 
year. I see two to three movies per week 
and miss a few here and there (mostly 
breakdancing films, Chuck Norris action 
features, and horror cheapies), but this 
year I’ve managed to catch most of the 
best releases. Here’s the top of the heap in 
preferential order:

□ 1. ‘Amadeus’
Everything you’ve heard is true. Director 
Milos Forman gives us a marvel that 
assaults our senses with lavish sets and 
costumes, thundering musical operas, and 
a character-filled story that keeps us spel­
lbound.

Hands down, this is “Film of the Year.”

Through a series of mishaps, Steve 
becomes sort of half himself and half Lily 
Tomlin, and the results are wildly hilar­
ious and not merely stupid like they could 
have been.

Lily Tomlin is a joy as an eccentric hei­
ress that messes up her own afterlife.

□ 4. ‘The Times of 
Harvey Milk’
A wonderful, moving documentary about 
a gay San Francisco politician who made 
political history and was abruptly gunned 
down in his prime.

With the Houston referendum coming 
up, this powerful piece of cinema has polit­
ical parallels that should be observed by 
all people before they vote.

Bring a box of tissues to this one.

□ 5. ‘The Natural’
A fantasy drama about a baseball player 
who makes a brilliant comeback. Filled 
with glowing (literally) supporting actors 
like Wilfred Brimley and Glen Close, this 
film is as close to an adult fairy tale as you 
can get.

Robert Redford gives us a restrained 
performance that could nab him a Best 
Actor Award.

□ 6. ‘Choose Me’
This is an end-of-the-year treat that has 
radio sex analyst Genevieve Bujold com­
ing to grips with herself and her listeners 
that she encounters in real life.

Leslie Ann Warren, Rae Dawn Chong, 
and Keith Carradine star in this swirling 
mass of characters that interrelate 
socially and sexually. A marvelous “little” 
film with a growing audience.

□ 7. ‘Country’
Many found this tale of farm life boring, 
but it is an intense, moving study of farm 
life reality.

□ 8. ‘Places in the
Heart’

Supporting actors Danny Glover and 
John Malkovich deserve Oscars for their 
roles as outcasts struggling to help Ms. 
Fields save her crop and family.

This one gets an award for the most 
moving ending to a film in 1984.

□ 9. ‘A Soldier’s Story’
Black actors seemed to be working more in 
*84, and this film had many of the best 
working in it.

A drama short on story but heavy on 
emotional conflict, A Soldier’s Story gave 
us racism, prejudice and pride in a form 
that was not too hard to swallow.

Great performances by Denzel 
Washington, Larry Riley and David Allen 
Grier.

□ 10. ‘Romancing the 
Stone’
A popular film that was well-made, fast- 
paced and totally exciting. Never mind 
that it borrowed from every action picture 
ever made, this film had Kathleen Turner 
rampaging (in heels) through the jungles 
of South America with Michael Douglas.

What more could you ask for?

□ Runners-Up
My favorite choice is an obvious “Guilty 
Pleasure” called Revenge of the Nerds.

The rest are films that were very good, 
but just didn’t quite make it into the “Big 
Ten” for one reason or another: 16 Can­
dles, The Never-Ending Story, Streamers, 
Teachers, First Born, Starman, The Pope 
of Greenwich Village, Karate Kid, Mickey 
and Maude, and the gloomy Mike’s 
Murder.

□ Best Foreign Films
Top foreign film of the year was El Norte, 
a brilliantly moving portrayl of a brother 
and sister getting to Los Angeles and sur­
viving as illegal aliens. This film could 
well change your whole opinion of illegal 
aliens in the U.S.

Other top ten films, in order of prefer­
ence, are: Another Country, The Fourth 
Man, Entres Nous, Careful.
