procedure for determining 
the classes of compounds in 
petroleum fractions boiling 
up to l,550°F. These proce­
dures will probably work at 
higher temperatures, but 
this has not been verified.

The award presented to 
Hinds summed up his contri­
butions by stating that: 
''This important work has 
considerably advanced the 
knowledge of compounds pre­
sent in the higher boiling 
fractions of petroleum. His 
direction, leadership and 
technical contributions to 
the work fully qualify him 
to receive the award.11
