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In Wake of Defeat, GPC Charts Course

The recent referendum fray turned out the 
gay vote, caused the gay community to 
“stretch" and unite as never before and 
provided the best political learning expe­
rience in Houston’s history, said a Gay 
Political Caucus representative at last 
Wednesday’s meeting of the organization.

Now that the decisive vote is history, 
several things must be done, said Sue 
Lovell, GPC president.

“Eighty percent of those people went 
and voted the way they did because they 
don’t like gay people,” Lovell said. “We 
now know who and where the gay-baiting 
will be coming from,” she added. “I think a 
number of politicians were surprised we 
don’t live in the progressive city we 
thought we did.”

Support needs to begin now to make sure 
the people who support the anti­
discrimination measures are re-elected. 
Mayor Kathy Whitmire will apparently be 
a target for the opposition coalition.

The referendum effort did serve to unite 
the community as never before, although 
some people are now angry because GPC 
kept such a low profile.

‘We were encouraged by campaign 
experts to keep a low profile,” said Larry 
Bagneris. “We were trying to keep it a low 
profile election." Despite the interpreta­
tion accorded the issue in the Houston 
media—it was over the words “sexual 
orientation” not just “gay rights.”

“But ‘gay’ sells papers,” said Lovell, 
"and the newspapers made a lot of money 

off of us.”
The media did a “great disservice in its 

handling of the issue,” she said. “If the 
‘hatchet brochure’ had been about any 
other group—women, blacks, Hispanics or 
Jews, they would have been screaming 
about it. But if it’s our community it’s 
okay. We must start demanding that we be 
represented for what we are. We have got 
to call the stations and write the newspap­
ers when they say something isn’t true. I 
know it’s tedious, but we’ve got to let them 
know how unfair this is.”

The gay community must learn to 
manipulate and be as demanding of the 
media as any other group, she said. Lovell 
called for volunteers who would agree to 
monitor newspapers, television and radio 
stations.

“If you thought gay baiting was bad 
before—wait until November. We have to 
know what people are saying about us.” 
Anyone who would agree to monitor one 
station or one newspaper should call GPC 
at 521-1000.

“We can’t step back now," Lovell added. 
“We must make it a priority to support the 
people who stood firm under awesome 
pressure."

Lovell also called for volunteers to keep 
documentation of “what happens to us. 
When someone loses their job (because of 
sexual orientation) or house, or is 
attacked, let us know. We have to be able to 
document that discrimination really 
exists.”

This is not the time to be closeted, she 
and others at GPC stressed. It is a time to 
stand firm and be assertive. “This is what 
I am, there is nothing wrong with me—I 
am here to stay” should be the attitude.

Suggestions have been made of using 
“economic clout" to show that gays do 
impact Houston’s money. Although boy­
cotting is illegal, there are certain banking 
and business institutions that should no 
longer be used as repositories or recipients 
of gay dollars because of their exhibited 
homophobic stance, the group said.

“We can’t discourage business with eve­
ryone who gave money to the other side,” 
said Ray Hill, “but we can say to do busi­
ness with gay business. Don’t buy your

sweater at Foley’s, buy it from someone 
down on the curve.”

“If it’s one thing I learned from this elec­
tion,” said Lovell, “it’s that nobody is 
going to look out for me but me and my 
community.” That must be exhibited 
through support of gay business. For 
example, eat in Montrose or the Heights,

go somewhere where gays own or gays 
work.

“It’s a myth that politics is something 
that happens somewhere else by other peo­
ple,” said Ray Hill. “It happens right here 
and a very few people can cause changes if 
they work hard. They define their turf, get 
support and grab power.” 

Group Targets Whitmire, Eight 
Councilmembers for Defeat
Campaign for Houston, the political 
action committee that spearheaded the 
campaign against the Jan. 19 human 
rights referendum, has targeted Mayor 
Kathy Whitmire and eight council 
members for defeat in the November 
municipal election.

Dr. Steven Hotze, leader of the group, 
says the committee is having serious dis­
cussions with conservative activist Cly-

mer Wright about running for mayor. He 
called Wright a moral and honest person 
who would make a “fine" mayor.

Hotze says the Rev. F.N. Williams, a 
black minister active in the black com­
munity’s campaign against the referen­
dum, is being asked to oppose at-large 
Councilman Anthony Hall, who is black 
and introduced the two anti­
discrimination measures on city council.

John Castillo, the head of the Hosuton 
Community Development Program under 
former Mayor Fred Hofheinz, and one­
time aide to former Mayor Jim McConn, is 
also being urged by the group to seek an 
at-large council position.

According to Hotze, all eight council­
members who voted for the ordinances are 
being targeted for defeat. But, he said it is 
especially critical that Whitmire be 
defeated. He said Whitmire is more con­
cerned with promoting “special interest 
groups," like the Gay Political Caucus, 
than the everyday, moral citizens of Hous­
ton. He said Clymer Wright, who was a 
major figure in the Ronald Reagan presi­
dential campaign in Harris County in 
1980, would return City Hall to family lov­
ing citizens.

Wright is a real estate partner with 
former Houston Police Chief Herman 
Short.
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Introduction of Sodomy Bill Possible in Legislature

Representative Bill Ceverha (R-District 
112) “just does not accept homosexuality,” 
according to Carol Castlebury, Ceverha’s 
administrative aide in Austin. “He per­
sonally finds it offensive and believes it 
should be illegal.”

Ceverha introduced House Bill 2138, the 
sodomy law, into the 1983 legislature, but 
the bill never emerged from the Jurispru­
dence Committee. The gay community 
has been speculating as to whether 
Ceverha will re-introduce similar legisla­
tion in the current session.

“He hasn’t told me any plans to re­
introduce such a bill,” says Castlebury, 
“but our complete legislative package is 
certainly not developed at this point.” 
Ceverha was unavailable for comment at 
press time.

Representing north Dallas, all of 
Richardson, and a small portion of Gar­
land, Ceverha is serving his fifth consecu­
tive term in the state House. “The 
overwhelming majority of people in his 
district support his views, and they have 
been especially supportive of his views on 
homosexuality,” says Castlebury. “He 
hasn’t faced a serious political opponent 
since he was elected.”

According to Betty Naylor, executive 
director of the Gay Lobby to the Bar 
Owners Association of Texas, Ceverha 
“had very specific reasons for doing what 
he did last session. I just don’t know if he’s 
finished with that ambitious political 
agenda or not.”

Castlebury, taking strong issue with 
Naylor’s remarks, says, “I was here (in 
1983) and I didn’t pick up on any political

reasons."
It is not unusual for a top administrative 

aide to be unaware of their official’s plans 
to introduce specific legislation, explained 
Castlebury. “I concentrate on business 
and financial legislation and prefer to 
avoid the social issues,” she added.

Still, Castlebury comments, Ceverha 
“has been very concerned about AIDS and 
the effect it could have on people who do 
not practice homosexuality. And ... well, 
I wouldn’t be surprised,” if Ceverha re­
introduced the sodomy legislation.

If Ceverha were planning on re­
introducing such a bill, he’d undoubtedly 
file during the first 60 days of the Legisla­
ture’s session when free introduction of 
bills is allowed.

After the 60-day period, bills may only 
be introduced with approval through a 
special—and difficult to obtain—House 
vote.
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Council Member 
Testifies On Sex 
Business Bill 
in Austin
City Council member Christin Hartung 
was to testify in Austin this past week in 
support of a proposed bill aimed at allow­
ing Houston to set a minimum distance of 
750 feet between sexually-oriented busi­
nesses that sell alcoholic beverages and 
schools and churches.

The proposed amendment would also 
protect residential neighborhoods from 
sexually-oriented businesses that sell 
alcoholic beverages.

Currently, the state alcoholic beverage 
code sets a minimum distance of 300 feet 
between businesses, including sexually- 
oriented businesses and schools and 
churches.

Hartung began a push for a change in 
the state law in 1983 after a topless lounge 
opened across the street from Spring 
Woods High School in the 2000 block of N. 
Gessner.

The city’s sexually-oriented business 
ordinance does set the minimum distance 
at 750 feet.

The Council’s legislative committee 
voted Jan. 25 to support the bill, SB106, 
proposed by Sen. Don Henderson.

A similar bill passed the senate in 1983 
but did not get through the House.

Hartung stated she feels the proximity 
of such businesses to schools is a bad influ­
ence on children.
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GPC Contemplates Referendum Vote

The farther outside the Loop, the more 
concentrated anti-discrimination voting 
occurred in the Jan. 19 referendum, 
according to a Gay Political Caucus anal­
ysis.

The opportunity-protection measures 
won overwhelmingly in nine Montrose 
precincts. The ordinance and resolution 
lost only by 100 votes in the 10th Montrose 
precinct, no. 200, located near River Oaks.

The vote in the Heights was 30-40% pro 
on the measures, as it was in many of 
Houston’s minority areas.

According to the GPC analysis, the 
cause pulled about half the “black vote.” 
“Unfortunately only 3 to 4000 blacks 
voted,” a representative said. A much 
larger black turnout was anticipated due 
to the church’s involvement in the cam­
paign. The turnout did not materialize in

the minority community, but what did 
seemed to reinforce the coalition possibili­
ties on discrimination, a representative 
said.

Councilman George Greanias’ district, 
of which Montrose is a part, went for the 
opposition because of voting in western 
precincts at a 10 to one ratio.

“The farther out it got, the worse it got,” 
said spokesperson Winn. Areas of particu­
lar anti-gay feeling centered in suburbs 
such as Spring Branch. Some 15,000 votes 
were cast in that area alone at a ratio of 10 
to one against, and similar situations 
occurred in the north and southwest.

“Where we won, we won and where we 
lost—we lost big," Winn added.

It was interesting to note that some four 
precincts even in Coucilwoman Christin 
Hartung’s district wanted to vote for the 
issues. This is near souwthwest/Timmons

Director of Montrose Country 
Cloggers Dies—AIDS Complications
Gilbert de la Garza, director and founder 
of the Montrose Country Cloggers, died at 
age 36 Jan. 25 from AIDS-related compli­
cations.

Final services were held in Houston and 
San Antonio. Garza is survived by his 
mother, Tellie Rivera, his sister, Becky, 
and his lover of four years, Rusty Stubbs.

Garza founded the Montrose Country 
Cloggers about 4*/2  years ago. They have 
been a frequent attraction at many com­
munity functions in Montrose. They have 
also performed in Dallas, San Antonio, 
Reno and Denver.

Their mixture of Appalachian-style 
clogging with a western flair proved popu­
lar, and the group received much commun­
ity support.

In his eulogy, Allen Raines, president of 
the Montrose Country Cloggers, said of 
Garza, “He enjoyed teaching his craft and 
skill to others. He encouraged others to 
enjoy one of the things he liked to do most 
in the world, to dance. ... It will be 
extremely difficult to replace him.”

Four benefits are planned for February 
to help cover Garza’s recent medical and 
funeral expenses. On Sunday, Feb. 3, the 
Barn will host a cook-out. A benefit will be 
held on Feb. 8 at the Double R Saloon with 
a performance by the Cloggers at 10:30 
p.m.

The measures were defeated by a nar­

row margin in an Astrodome precinct (by 
50 votes), and carried in a University of 
Houston precinct by a 65-50 vote and a 
Rice area precinct 200-120.

It was different in a Meyerland percinct. 
“If that’s where you live we’ll help you find 
another house,” said Winn. The vote ran 
961 to 207.

The precincts that got out the vote best 
were the areas where people worked the 
hardest, Tom Coleman said. “We worked 
in our precinct, which had gone two to one 
for Reagan in November, and got it turned 
around in January,” he said. But there 
was zeal on the other side, too. “People 
came to our house (someone from the west 
side) canvassing votes at 10:30 at night 
telling us how the gays were taking over 
Houston.”

Dennis Spencer, long-time Democratic 
Party Houston activist, said he was 
pleased at the election’s outcome in the 
Heights. “Five years ago a proposition 
like that wouldn’t have passed in that 
area,” he said.

He pointed out that the good ole boy 
downtown power structure had for some­
time needed to regain the base of power it 
had lost with the advent of the Whitmire 
administration.

“This proposition gave them a perfect 
issue to regain that following,” he said. 
They utilized political action through the 
Republican Committee via Russ Mather, 
and financing through River Oaks Bank. 
With the “built-in" support of the KKK 
and other bigots on the emotionally explo­
sive issue it gave them the surge needed to 
reassert power into the city structure.

“They did a fabulous job of accomplish­
ing what they set out to do,” he com­
mented. But so did Citizens for a United 
Houston, he stated.

“C.U.H. targeted to get out 50,000 votes 
and at 4000 plus, we weren’t that far off 
the goal," he said.

The work is not over, stressed GPC pres­
ident Sue Lovell. Because of the January 
loss, the November election will be that 
much more heated.

“We need to be registering people to vote 
now. I had 100-200 people come up to me 
during the campaign and ask where they 
could register—but they couldn’t vote 
becasue they were too late to register,” she 
said. “We can’t allow that to happen. Peo­
ple need to register and make sure eve­
ryone they know is registered, too.”

AIDS is
Everyone’s 
Problem
From Keith Folger
I recently finished the K.S./AIDS Founda­
tion training weekend, and will be doing 
volunteer work with the Foundation. I made 
my decision to get involved with the Founda­
tion after a friend died of Pneumocystis Can- 
nii Pneumonia. Looking back on my 
decision, I wish it hadn’t taken such a tragic 
event to get me involved.

Four days before the weekend was to begin 
another close friend died. I owe a lot to the 
Foundation, and the training weekend, for 
helping me deal with their deaths. I’m not 
writing this letter merely to sing the praises 
of the Foundation, although I do so heartily. 
I have a deep purpose in mind.

While participating in the weekend we saw 
many videos produced by the Shanti Project 
in San Francisco. In nearly all of the videos 
we watched there was a considerable number 
of gay women involved in the Shanti Project. 
I asked a few friends who know people 
involved in both the AIDS Project in Los 
Angeles and New York’s Gay Men s Health 
Crisis about the number of women partici­
pating.

I found out that women were present in 
large numbers in both groups. During our 
training weekend the only woman present 
was a straight woman who feels an over­
whelming sense of compassion for human­
ity. There were no gay women involved with 
our training session. I quizzed a few friends 
who have participated in other sessions, to 
see if ours was an isolated case, but sadly I 
found it was not.

AIDS is not a gay male disease—plain and 
simple. But its effects have touched every 
corner of our community, men and women 
alike. This is a challenge to the gay women of 
our community to search inside themselves. I 
am hoping that they will find the compas­
sion and love that I know is there, and call 
the Foundation to see how they can get 
involved. I urge you. Don’t let it take th( 
death of a friend to get involved.

Carl Hays, retired Houston school teacher 
and co-founder of the Montrose Art 
Alliance, has been nominated by the 
group to be one of 14 recipients of the May­
or’s Volunteer Service Award.

Hays, who is active in many community 
organizations, also founded I/H Inc., an 
umbrella organization for non-profit 
groups in the area. Rev. Gracie Lee of A 
Place in The Sun, a group that is included 
under I/H, says about Hays’ involvement 
with her efforts, “It’s a hard fight but 
when people like Carl come forward to 
encourage, you know you can make it.”

According to a letter of nomination from 
the Lyle Barrett, chair of the Alliance, “It

Judges Want 
24-Hour 
Magistrates
Harris County Felony Court Judges are 
asking commissioners to support a bill in 
the 69th Legislature which would create a 
“7-day-a-week, 24-hour” magistrate ser­
vice for Harris County.

State District Judge Jon N. Hughes, 
administrative judge for the 22 Criminal 
District Courts, has asked the commis­
sioners to support the bill, filed by State 
Senator Lindon Williams, which wuld 
create four magistrates to operate 24- 
hours, seven days a week.

At least four more magistrates would be 
created “to assist the courts in dealing 
with agreed pleas and the expediting of 
agreed matters (plea bargaining).”

“We realize that the establishment of 
these magistrates would increase the 
budgets for the courts considerably,” says 
Hughes. “However, it is our feeling that 
with these additional magistrates, it 
would reduce the need for establishing 
additional district courts for some years to 
come, which would amount to some sav­
ings.”

Judge Hughes feels creating the magis­
trates would “greatly reduce the problems 
that have plagued the system regarding 
proper identification and improper deten­
tion, as well as a host of problems related 
to these issues.” 

is an honor long overdue Mr. Hays for the 
inspiration, time and talent he has con­
tributed to Houston and the cultural com­
munity.”

Hays co-founded the Alliance in 1982 as 
a support group for active visual artists in 
the Montrose area. The group now 
includes those interested in the literary 
arts as well.

Elroy Forbes, chairman of the board for 
the Montrose Symphonic Band, also cites 
Hays’ invovlement with Houston’s only 
community band as further justification 
for his nomination. Forbes calls Hays “a 
positive, dedicated resource open to any 
new ideas or proposals. His own ideas 
were often sacrificed to insure the future 
outcome to benefit the most in every 
group.” Hays instructed MSBand 
members in silk screen printing for the 
production of concert posters.

Members of the clergy are also endors­
ing Hays for the annual award. Ronald D. 
Pogue, pastor of Bering Memorial United 
Methodist Church, credits Hays for lend­
ing his services to a program which ena­
bles homebound individuals to produce 
finished sellable goods. Hays has also 
been instrumental in the Houston Metro­
politan Ministries Cottage Industries pro­
gram.

Hays’ work often takes him out of the 
immediate Montrose area. A member of 
the Advisory Board of the Junior Red 
Cross, Hays spent several days working at 
Red Cross Headquarters during the Hurri­
cane Carla disaster. He instigated, and for 
several years, supervised the making and 
installation of Christmas decorations for 
the Texas Institute for Rehabilitation and 
Research and the Veterans Adminstra- 
tion Hospital.

The Mayor’s Volunteer Service Awards 
are presented in the areas of Health, Edu­
cation, Civic, Social Service, Cultural and 
Performing Arts, and Recreation. Accord­
ing to Mayor Kathy Whitmire, “Whether it 
be a natural disaster, a family experienc­
ing economic setbacks or children in need 
of education or recreation programs, 
Houston’s volunteers are there.”

Criteria for the awards include actual 
hands-on volunteer service, a unique 
approach to volunteer activity, and mak­
ing a difference to the individual, organi­
zation or population being served.

The awards will be presented in a spe­
cial ceremony in February.
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Fire Destroys Offices of
Gay Social Organization

On Thursday, Jan. 24, a two-alarm fire 
erupted in the prestigious Westheimer 
Oaks office complex in the 4200 block of 
Westheimer. Although the cause of the fire 
was still under investigation, witnesses 
claimed the fire began in the elevator and 
quickly inundated the entire building.

The Houston Fire Department arrived 
two minutes after being notified and extin­
guished the blaze an hour later at 8:05 
p.m., but not until the fire had destroyed 
the office of the Executive Society of Pri­
vate Selection (E.S.O.P.S.), a gay men’s 
social organization.

The fire started while members of 
E.S.O.P.S. were gathering for an astrol­
ogy seminar, which was scheduled to 
begin at 7:00 p.m. When the fire was disco­
vered in the elevator, the director of the 
group ordered everyone to leave the build­
ing. He then called the fire department 
from the office. By the time he had fin­
ished reporting the fire, the building was 
ablaze and there was no electricity. The 
director managed to escape; however, he 
was hospitalized for minor bums and 
smoke inhalation.

The office equipment of E.S.O.P.S. was 
a total loss, and most of the organization’s 
records were destroyed. The VOICE has 
also learned that none of the office’s con­
tents were insured. However, legal action 
may resolve the damages if the cause of 
the fire can be pinpointed.

As for E.S.O.P.S.’ plans, the director 
said the organization will be moving into 
its new clubhouse at 5511 Jackson in Feb­
ruary. Although the fire caused a setback 
for the organization, E.S.O.P.S. still plans 
to continue its activities. It appears the 
fire was more of a nuisance than a serious 
problem for the organization.

The director of E.S.O.P.S. has requested

For 1985, they 
will concentrate on teaching new themes 
to the Houston gay movement, they said.

To achieve this they have decided to create 
a high-level speakers bureau, comprised of 
GPC presidents.

The speakers bureau will divide its 
speaking engagements between two pub­
lics, gay and non-gay. In the gay commun­
ity, the presidents will focus on teaching 
“how to” seminars to new leaders and sup­
porters.

Forums before such audiences as the 
Chamber of Commerce will be a long-term, 
multi-year project for educating the non­
gay community.

The group also decided to host a 10th 
Anniversary dinner in honor of GPC. The 
time, place and other planning considera­
tions are to be the topic of the next weekly 
scheduled meeting.

Herpes Test to 
be Marketed
Syntex Corporation has received federal 
approval to market a speedy test for diag­
nosing herpes infections. Herpes infec­
tions afflict an estimated 20 million 
Americans.

The new test, which uses genetically 
engineered protein “bullets” called 
monoclonal antibodies, distinguishes 
between herpes virus simplex 1, or facial 
herpes, and simplex 2, or sexually trans­
mitted genital herpes.

The test can provide a diagnosis within 
30 minutes, compared to several days typi­
cally required for conventional cell-culture 
diagnostic methods, said Dr. Albert Bow­
ers, Syntex chairman.

Money Woes 
Force Changes 
at St. Thomas
Due to worsening financial problems, the 
University of St. Thomas has announced 
the discontinuence of certain degree pro­
grams within the next 18 months.

The university, located in Montrose, 
plans to discontinue the departments of 
nursing and art and eliminate the drama 
and music degree programs. In the art 
department five of six faculty members 
will be dismissed. However, no drama or 
music faculty will be affected by the deci­
sions.

St. Thomas’ growing financial prob­
lems began when the school, a Catholic 
unversity, recorded a deficit last year. 
Even with earlier planned cutbacks, it 
could be two years before it can break 
even. The programs selected for elimina­
tion or cutback were the most costly with 
the least student involvement. St. Thomas 
graduated only one drama major last 
year.

In the nursing program, 30 sophomore 
students have asked that their program be 
continued until their scheduled gradua­
tion date. The directors are considering 
their request.

The 40 students in the studio art depart­
ment have not been informed as to 
whether that program will be canceled at 
the end of the semester or phased out over 
a longer period. Art history courses will be 
continued.

Current bachelor of music students will 
be allowed to finish their degree but no 
more students will be admitted. The music 
department will continue to offer the 
bachelor of arts degree.

St. Thomas is attempting to return to its 
orginal basic liberal arts program insti­
tuted in 1847.

Bill To Tighten 
Credit Reports
State Representative Al Price, D- 
Beaumont, is sponsoring legislation that 
would require credit reporting bureaus to 
notify people when they receive adverse 
credit information about them.

Federal law already allows a consumer 
to contest adverse credit information and 
to place his side of the story in the credit 
file.

But, Price noted, that doesn’t do much 
good for a person who doesn’t know a 
credit complaint has been lodged against 
him until after he applies for credit.

Chuck Patrick, local publisher and edi­

tor, took the floor to suggest that he did not 
feel it was a particularly good theme as it 
sounded too much like Nixon’s campaign 
slogan of 1965. Patrick suggested, too, 
that many others were not in favor of 
using the national slogan as the theme for 
Houston’s Gay Pride Week.

Larry Bagneris took issue with 
Patrick’s and others’ statements against 
adoption of the national theme. According 
to Bagneris, a lot of hard work had gone 
into the slogan’s development. Furthering 
the argument, Bagneris went on to say 
that the slogan’s use nationwide would 
display on a grand scale unity and 
strength among gays across the nation.

The final consensus was to use the 
national theme, as a sub-theme to one 
created just for Houston. It was suggested 
this might also be done in other Texas 
cities. It may also evolve that there will be 
a Texas theme with the national slogan as 
a sub-theme.

After a theme has been decided upon, 
the GPW committee will encourage artists 
to create a logo to accompany the theme. A 
prize of $200 will be awarded to the win­
ning entry and paid on April 1, 1985.

A tentative calendar of events for the 
Gay Pride Week celebration has been set 
forth, but is subject to change. One such 
change that the Gay Political Caucus 
takes some exception to was that they 
(GPC) might not close out the Gay Pride 
Week celebration as they have done tradi­
tionally. The Gay Pride Week Committee 
had instead planned a “GPW climatic 
event” following the parade.

Larry Bagnaris then suggested that the 
GPW committee and the GPC collaborate 
on a joint climatic event of the two organi­
zations. His suggestion was met with 
enthusiasm and will be discussed at a 
later meeting.

Lenahan of the GPW committee would 
like buses to be the last entry in the parade 
to provide transportation to the final gala 
event.

GPC President Sue Lovell addressed the 
meeting and talked about seizing this Gay 
Pride Week as an excellent opportunity to 
educate the city by directing the media to a 
specific event that would portray a better 
image of gays. Lovell also suggested that 
businesses have rubber stamps made 
which would say, “Gay Money.” This, she 
said, would show how the community con­
tributes economically to city growth.

Last year’s parade was held at 2:30 p.m., 
which usually is the warmest part of the 
day. This year however, it may be moved 
to 5:00 p.m. if a permit can be obtained for 
that time.

The Gay Pride Week Committee wel­
comes public input and invites all inter; 
ested persons to come to their meetings. 
The time and place of the meetings are 
announced in advance.

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‘Consenting Adult’ Positive 
Portrayl of Gay Acceptance

Television

On Monday, Feb. 4, ABC-TV (Channel 13) 
will air another of its controversial made- 
for-TV dramas, this time dealing with a 
young man declaring his homosexuality 
to his family.

Fortunately, “Consenting Adult” is not 
exploitive of its theme, and the resulting 
film is a very emotional and positive view 
of “coming out.”

Based on Laura Hobson’s novel which 
examined the trauma caused by her own 
son’s gayness, this film is definitely a plus 
for the gay image on television. In the past 
year, shows like “Kate and Allie,” “All My 
Children,” and especially “Brothers” 
have presented some positive gay charac­
terizations that transcended the stereo­
types so often presented. Yet, we are often 
still stuck with wishy-washy characters 
like Steven on “Dynasty” and Tony Ran­
dall in “Love, Sydney” a few seasons back 
who can’t decide exactly what they want.

What is so refreshing about “Consent­
ing Adult” is that the theme is acceptance. 
We are not really concerned whether the 
son (Jeff) is gay (although Mother is cer­
tain at first that he can be changed). The 
point being made is how acceptance of a 
different lifestyle can be accomplished, 
and how guilt, self-pity, and denial that 
result can be dealt with by family and 
friends.

Many gay people would like to confide in 
their parents about their homosexuality, 
but most do not simply because they know 
or feel that their parents do not want them 
to be “like that.” Homosexuality is an 
unknown factor to most, something that 
parents don’t plan on that presents a 
threat and a crisis.

In “Consenting Adult,” Jeff Lynd is a 
handsome, young pre-med student and 
star swimmer; definitely not a swishy, 
effeminate type. Of course, there are thou­

sands of gay men that fit the traditional, 
stereotypical description, but it’s wonder­
ful for people to see that there are also 
thousands more (like Jeff) who are 
“straight” looking and acting. Because 
Jeff has never seemed gay to his friends 
and loved ones and has fooled everyone by 
pretending to be straight, it is that much 
harder for him to come out of the closet.

With the anxiety building to the break­
ing point, he decides to first break it to his 
mother. The reaction is one of understand­
ing, but with an underlying emotional 
shock. Her reaction (like most mothers) is 
that some psychiatric help will fix every­
thing. Her son has been under such emo­
tional strain at school and he’s just 
confused; this is an illness and it can be 
cured.

The mother (stunningly played by 
Mario Thomas) takes it upon herself to 
help her son, but guilt is always hovering 
above her head. “He was never a mama’s 
boy,” she tells the psychiatrist. "He was 
not over protected.”

The father (Martin Sheen) is eventually 
told also, and his immediate reaction is to 
shut out Jeff. He realizes that his son can­
not change, and he just cannot deal with a 
“queer” son. For him, his only son being 
gay is the end of the family name and total 
shame for himself.

The family becomes more divided when 
Jeff announces that he has had sex with a 
man. Many will feel that his first encoun­
ter with a man where he is picked up at the 
bus station is unnecessary. However, it is 
a likely occurance (since most gay men 
experience a casual encounter like this 
some time in their life), and his stable rela­
tionship with a man later will give viewers 
a positive view of gay sex and relation­
ships.

Acceptance is not an easy thing, as gay 
Houstonians found out during the past ref-

erendum vote. Homosexuality is very hard 
for many people to grasp and understand. 
In “Consenting Adult,” Jeff is crying out 
to his parents and friends to “Help me be 
what I am.” That is not a lot to ask, but for 
some people it is almost too much.

Jeff’s sister helps him a lot when she is 
finally told, but parents and friends have 
a much more difficult time. Even towards 
the end of the film, the mother seems sad 
when she sees her son holding hands with 
his lover. Father can only write a letter to 
his son trying to explain that he is really 
trying to understand—but it is never sent. 
We have to realize that acceptance may 
take years, and that people are only 
human in their ability to comprehend.

The film ends on an upward, rewarding 
note but with a warning. Acceptance with­
out sharing or talking with each other is 
an empty waste. Strong family relation­
ships are important, but trying to change 
people just to receive love and approval is 
unnecessary. As Martin Sheen was 
quoted, “Let’s start looking for ways and 
means of reaching out to each other—and 
this includes all minorities and peoples— 
and not busy ourselves putting up barriers 
to undersanding, acceptance, and love.”

“Consenting Adult” has been endorsed 
by the Alliance for Gay and Lesbian 
Artists in the Entertaiment Industry 
(AGLA) whose spokesperson states that it 
“accurately depicts the struggle many 
families with gay or lesbian members 
experience in learning to overcome homo­
phobia. They encourage viewers to write

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Good Films With
Films

Critical Appeal

This week’s two films are a critic’s delight, 
but a film reviewer must look at a film 
from many aspects. Interesting and devel­
oping storylines with characters that we 
can identify with are important to film 
enjoyment, but the paying filmgoer often 
asks a lot more.

There must be something about the film 
that is appealing—something that will 
grab and hold their attention.

The Falcon and the Snowman is a nifty 
little suspense film featuring two marve­
lous performances by Sean Penn and 
Timothy Hutton. The true story invovles 
security secrets that the two sold to the 
Russians, but the film has two disadvan­
tages. One, we know from the ads that 
they are going to be caught, and two, as 
good Americans we really don’t like to see 
traitors at work.

Similarly, Paris, Texas is a well-made, 
moving drama about a man searching for 
his past and a lost family. The film has 
gotten overwhelmingly glowing reviews, 
but it is an excrutiatingly slow experience 
involving glowing in-depth character 
development and intellectual involve­
ment. True cinema buffs will find a gem 
here, but the average filmgoer may find it 
all about as exciting as watching the dryer 
spin.

Neither of these films can hardly be 
faulted critically , but their appeal to the 
general filmgoer will be limited. For those 
that have the interest and the patience, 
however, these films will prove to be very 
rewarding.

□ The ralcon and the 
Snowman
In 1977, Christopher Boyce and his buddy 
Andrew Daulton Lee were arrested for sel­
ling secrets to the Russians. Boyce got the 
secrets from his job monitoring CIA intel­
ligence satellites, and Lee took them to the 
Soviet Embassy in Mexico City. They 
were never fully aware of what they had 
gotten into—but both found themselves in 
prison, Boyce for life.

The Falcon and the Snowman retraces 
the incredible story of two young men 
from affluent families who got involved 
way over their heads. The Falcon is Boyce, 
so-called because of his intense interest in 
falconry. When he starts working for an 
aerospace firm, the monitoring of secret 
information seemed like a fun job. Very 
few people had access to the vault where 
he and two others worked, and when they 
weren’t decoding messages they had 
plenty of time to play cards and mix 
drinks in the paper shredder.

However, top-secret CIA plans involv­
ing manipulative actions in peaceful coun­
tries like Australia begin to anger him as 
he decodes message after message. Some­
how, thoughts about reversing the wrongs 
that the CIA were commiting caused him 
to consider a plan. By giving the secrets to 
the Russians, the CIA maneuvers would 
be foiled, and he would prevent problems 
from occuring.

The man he chose to help him was 
Andrew Lee, a wild neighborhood friend 
nicknamed the Snowman because he was 
dealing cocaine. The son of a doctor, Lee is 
constantly busted for drugs, and indulges 
quite a bit himself. When Boyce asks him 
to take the secrets to the Russian Embassy 
in Mexico City, he does it for the money 
and the sheer excitement of dabbling in 
espionage.

The dealings with the Russians, the 
smuggling of information out of the aero­
space firm, and the greediness of Lee as he 
gets crazier in his dealings make this film 
interesting to watch. The problem is that 
the film never builds momentum and 
lacks ulterior motivation.

These boys are up to their neck in felony 
spying, and we can’t help wondering why 
these two are involved (espeically Boyd 
whose dad is an ex-FBI man.) I was inter­

ested in these characters, yet I could feel 
little sympathy for them because they 
seem unintelligent, greedy, and traitorous 
to our country. The reason we keep watch­
ing is that we never know what they will 
try next.

The film gets exceptionally high marks 
for the perfomances of Sean Penn and 
Timothy Hutton. As the washed-out 
Andrew Lee, Penn reminds one of Dustin 
Hoffman in Midnight Cowboy. His por­
trayl of a scrungy drug dealer/spy is 
partly sinister and partly comic as he 
slowly traps himself in his own game of 
intrigue.

Timothy Hutton is much more subtle 
and sustained as Cris Boyce. His charac­
ter is one with a smooth intellect but ques­
tionable ideals who just gets off track with 
a cause, and the wrong person. His deal­
ings with Penn’s character are a fascinat­
ing mixture of brooding pathos and deceit. 
In the end, his game of revenge turns into 
a badly planned, out-of control circle for 
both of them.

For some reason, with all of its faults, I 
really enjoyed The Falcon and the Snow­
man. I think it was because the superb 
acting of Penn and Hutton coupled with 
the uneasiness of the subject matter made 
me restless and uptight. My mind kept 
clicking—one moment I wanted these 
guys to stop and not get caught, and the 
next I wanted the FBI to catch the fools 
redhanded. An interesting film indeed.

□ Paris, Texas

XX XX XX
Playwright/actor Sam Shepard and wri­
ter L.M. Kit Carson have fashioned quite a 
tale of humility and suffering with the 
new film, Paris, Texas. German director 
Wim Wenders takes their material and 
draws it out slowly and deliberately, drag­
ging the audience through a battered 
man’s search for his family and his past.

The man we follow is Travis, first seen 
stumbling through the desert looking like 
he just rose from death. A scrappy doctor 
who finds him unconscious can only find 
one piece of identification, a card with his 
brother’s phone number on it. When con­
tacted, the brother (Walt) and his wife are 
shocked—they haven’t heard from Travis 
in four years.

Walt heads out of Los Angeles for Texas 
to bring his lost brother home. Strung-out 
and refusing to utter a word, Travis goes 
along with Walt, but makes several 
attempts to run off. He won’t eat, never 
sleeps, and finally even refuses to let the 
plane take off. They end up driving all the 
way back to L.A.

Travis warms up a little when they get 
to Walt’s house, but there are more prob­
lems to face. Travis’ son, Hunter, has been 
like a son to Walt and his wife for four 
years, and they are afraid Travis will 
want him back. At first, little Hunter is 
cold to his real father, but memories soon 
catch up with him and they become close 
friends.

Our man Travis always seems to be 
searching, looking for something out on 
the horizon. Soon he is headed out of L.A. 
with his son in search of his lost wife, 
Jane. He finds her in Houston, working in 
a sleezy business where ladies perform 
erotic fantasies behind a glass enclosure. 
It is a heartbreaking scene filled with sym­
bolism and agony.

This is a man lost in a past that cannot 
be retrieved. A time in the past when 
things were good can only be remembered 
by watching the home movies his brother 
shows him. This is a broken man, filled 
with an obsession for a woman he loved 
too much, too long ago.

Harry Dean Stanton (last seen inRepo 
Man) gives a frustrating, outcast perfor­
mance as Travis. In the first hour, he has 
little to say, but his subtle and often 
humerous escapades make us really feel

the depth of this character. Hunter Carson 
(son of the writer) is a natural as the son, 
and Dean Stockwell is interesting as the 
bewildered brother. Natassja Kinski is 
surprisingly very good as the long lost 
wife. Her anguishing scenes at the end of 
the film are very effective.

Local audiences will enjoy identifying 
the scenes filmed in and around Houston, 
but many viewers will soon tire of the 
monotony of this film which runs about 
two and a half hours. Some scenes 
(although crucial) seem to drag on forever, 
with the last scene alone consisting of 20 
minutes of intense coversation in a very 
closed-in space. Travis and his travels will 
merely exhaust those who lack patience to 
see where he is headed and why.

However, those who appreciate good 
characterizations and thought-provoking 
interactions between people that are not 
cardboard cutouts will linger on every 
frame of Paris, Texas. There is a lot to be 
said for patience, and those who have it 
will catch the full force of this trying but 
worthy hunk of cinema.

Montrose Live
Diversity Opens
In New Home

Diversity Theatre, the gay community 
theatre, has opened its new home. This 
beautifully converted house is right on 
Pacific, right in the middle of all the 
action.

This is also their first anniversary. A 
year ago they opened in the Pink Elephant 
with an all male version of Noel Coward’s 
Private Lives. Now the Pink Elephant is 
gone. I miss it. But Diversity is still with 
us!

They are doing two shows in repertory. 
One of them is Coward’s Blithe Spirit. 
This time they have only changed three 
out of the five women’s roles into men. It 
plays a lot better than Private Lives did.

Jerry Garrett and Ian Tanna, who 
played one of the couples in P.L., are reu- 
hited as lovers here. Ian is beautifully 
befuddled when they are bothered by the 
ghost of his former lover, played by Mario 
Durham. This shade was unleashed by the 
dotty Madame Arcati, one of Noel 
Coward’s most memorable characters, 
played here by Billie Duncan.

Those of you who have seen Billie in 
action before may be happily surprised. 
While never less than excellent, when not 
challenged by a truly meaty role, she can 
sometimes be fairly predicatable. The 
same thing could be said for many 
others—Carol Channing, for instance. 
Well, you might have heard her use sim­
ilar character voices before but everything 
else here is brand new. She’s doing some of 
the best work I’ve ever seen her do.

This is the first sex-changed role that 
Mario has done for this company, I 
believe. He is beautiful and elegant, but he 
might simper a little too much. Jerry has 
this kind of role down to perfection. As 
Gypsy Rose Lee said, “Every little move­
ment has a meaning all its own.” He is soft 
and gentle, but never effeminate.

Sir Noel Coward, of course, was one of 
the great wits of the English language. I 
feel this was the best play he ever wrote, 
which is saying a lot. Unfortunately, it is 
not done as often as it deserves. Fortu­
nately, John David Etheridge has directed 
a worthy production of it. You only 
deserve this kind of fun if you’ve been a 
good boy (or girl) this week.

It alternates nights with The Killing of 
Sister George. This is the classic lesbian 
play. (Of course, some other people might 
reserve that title for The Children’s Hour.) 
This hales from the same period as The 
Boys in the Band.

June Buckridge (played by Nan Gibson) 
plays Sister George on Applehurst, a BBC 
radio soap opera. She may be noble, but 
she’s gay. She winds up losing her job and 
her lover in one bold stroke. Not surpris­
ingly, because she’s gay. You see, she has 
this violent streak in her she doesn’t con­
trol very well, especially when she’s in her 
cups. But then, that amounts to being

butch, which brings us back to the ques­
tion, doesn’t it?

Her “roommate,” Alice McNaught 
(played by Cyndi Salathe), is nicknamed 
Childie and spends most of her time play­
ing with dolls. Ah, but look closer. She’s 
actually a crafty 30-year-old who’s very 
good at spotting an opportunity in a skirt 
and grey hair and excellent at wrapping 
those older women around her pinkie. 
Hmm ... a little opportunist who regrets 
never having had children. Of course, she 
is allowed to end the show happily.

Well, Nan is beautiful at showing 
George’s sweet side. And Cyndi is crystal 
clear. The audience can see every layer 
and can easily understand why no one else 
does. Good acting. I’m not sure how much 
to thank they’re acting and how much the 
writing, but they never come off as stereo­
types.

With very little hesitation, I can say that 
they have the best supporting cast that 
I’ve seen this year.

Rose Malone plays Madame Xenia, the 
fortune teller. Rose was one of the most 
important actresses in Houston for some 
time, I’ve always heard. But for the three 
years or so I’ve been in town, she has been 
in semi-retirement. I was glad for the 
chance to see her, and now having seen 
her, I look forward even more eagerly to 
the next time.

Ellen Swenson was just plain dynamite 
as Mrs. Mercy. The evening I went she 
garnered well-deserved exit applause 
twice during the performance.

Both plays are enhanced by a very nice 
set by Robert Kennedy and costumes by 
Bob Shank. Peter Jennings designed Ms. 
Malone’s hair and makeup, which is 
divoon indeed.

The new theatre is very exciting. It is 
easily one of the best physical plants of 
any of the city’s intimate theatres. The 
only problem is that it ought to be better lit 
outside. It’s a little difficult to be sure that 
you’ve found it before you go in. The empty 
lot on Pacific at Hopkins is their parking 
lot. Curtain time is 8:00 and they’ll have 
you out by 11:00 within easy walking dis­
tance of most gay bars. Reservations are 
not required.

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Commentary
Enough Is Enough
By Ray Hill
One of the overworked campaign volun­
teers, standing next to me as the results of 
the referendum were reported, said, “Well 
at least it’s over.”

I knew exactly how he felt, but I disagree 
with his statement. It is not over, nor will 
it be over until gay men and lesbians no 
longer have to fear employment insecurity 
because of their private lives.

Our attempt to accomplish job security 
for municipal employees failed because it 
was thrown into the electoral process 
where we were out-numbered and out 
financed. But the issue remains unre­
solved until discrimination is recognized 
for what it is and stopped. We have to do 
that in the courts where such battles have 
been traditionally won.

But there are some things we can do 
while our legal experts wait for the ulti­
mate case to manifest itself. We can stop 
putting our money where it might be used 
against our freedom.

A full report of campaign contributions 
to the various campaign organizations 
opposing our job security will not be 
released for a few more weeks. When the 
reports are final we will need a few volun­
teers to examine the names and research 
the desirability of recommending to sup­
porters of our rights where money is best 
spent or withheld.

A few anti-gay participants nee(J no 
research. Their public visability in the 
campaign was such that we only need to 
individually decide that enough is 
enough. There is no better example than 
River Oaks Bank & Trust. Their chief 
executive officer has been on an anti-gay

campaign for as long as I can remember, 
and that is a very long time.

Several former larger depositors at 
River Oaks Bank and Trust have already 
withdrawn their money and many less 
significant business and personal 
accounts have been moved. If you or 
anyone with whom you have influence 
banks there, consider alternative institu­
tions.

There have been some concerns about 
the role played in their campaign by Allied 
Banks and M Banks but more research 
needs to be done before any specific sug­
gestions can be made. It should be noted 
however that Liberty Bank had no trouble 
at all helping our campaign by approving 
loans to get Citizens for a United Houston 
off to an early start.

Even though John Goodner identified 
the twin Doctors O’Brien as gay men, their 
continued efforts to fight the ordinance 
can hardly be ignored. .If there is some 
reason behind their objection to gay men 
and lesbians working for the city, they 
never articulated it to anyone at GPC or 
CUH.

For many years I have referred people to 
the O’Briens, but I will never make that 
mistake again. I am embarrassed to say 
that I have helped them make some money 
that they used to support the homophobes 
at Second Baptist Church and opposing 
our rights in this campaign.

To the above for the above reasons say 
“enough is enough” and bank and seek 
health care elsewhere.
