But to a degree, heterosexual or 
homosexual, this series reveals the 
major areas in which men keep 
secrets, and the benefits of acknowl­
edging them.

Men today are the guardians of 
some of the world’s best-kept secrets. 
We lead secret emotional lives, often 
hiding our deepest fears and insecur­
ities, as well as our most cherished 
dreams, even from those we love and 
trust. Perhaps we are hiding a fear 
we have carried around our entire 
life, perhaps a secret fantasy. Or we 
may be more sensitive and, as a con­
sequence, more easily hurt than we 
care to admit.

We block off entire areas of our­
selves, stamp them “Top Secret,” 
and file them away. And we keep 
their very existence a secret from 
mates, lovers, children and buddies. 
We see these parts of whom we are as 
a threat. Perhaps they embarrass us. 
Or maybe they fail to confirm a par­

ticular image we have set out to pro­
ject for others.

We select any number of places in 
which to hide our secrets. We dis­
guise them in roles like “Mr. Nice 
Guy” or “The Hard-Driving Busi­
nessman.” Our former jobs and 
failed relationships may have been 
burial grounds for secrets. Even our 
greatest successes can become hid­
ing palces for our deepest secrets.

But secrets have a way of making 
their presence felt. We may think 
that we are done with them, having 
filed them away and forgotten about 
them. But they are still there, often 
disguised in a stubborn feeling of 
unhappiness or uneasiness that 
refuses to go away. Perhaps they 
appear in a health crisis, such as an 
ulcer, high blood pressure or a heart 
attack. Or they may come out in a 
sudden burst of temper, directed 
against our mates, boss or in the 
world in general.

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Dr. Didato’s Personality Quiz
Do You Have ‘Mach’ Power?

Studies show that about 35 percent of the 
success achieved in our society depends on Mach 
power.

Next time you see a James Bond movie, 
notice that our hero may have a hard time 
with his foes, but when it comes to the 
ladies, he has the situation well in hand. 
Bond is the master of coaxing a fetching 
femme fatale to acquiesce.

This quality has been identified by 
behavior experts as Mach power, named 
after Nicolo Machiavelli, a cunning 
Renaissance statesman and author. It is 
an ability to shape the attitudes and 
desires of others so that it turns out best 
for us.

If you ever wonder what it takes to suc­
ceed with others, and you think it’s brains 
or charm, you’re only partly correct. Stu­
dies show that about 35 percent of the suc­
cess achieved in our society depends on 
Mach power.

Whether you are at the top of your suc­
cess ladder or angling somewhere between 
there and the bottom rung, the quiz ahead 
might reveal if you rely on this special 
shrewdness to deal with others. It is 
adapted from the work of professors 
Charles Turner and Daniel Martinez of 
Columbia University in New York and 
published in the Journal of Sociometry.

For the items, indicate for the most part, 
whether they are true or false about you. 
Be honest!

1. Most successful persons use flattery 
when with important people.

2. A large number of criminals get 
caught because of their own stupidity.

3. A white lie is often useful to avoid a 
hassle.

4. People who get ahead in this world 
usually don’t lead upstanding, moral

lives.
5. The less you tell people about your 

personal affairs the better.
6. When dealing with people, especially 

at work, it is best to be feared than loved.
7. Most people are not brave.
8. I like to ask questions which no one 

can answer.
□ Explanation
For want of a better term, our quiz mea­
sures manipulativeness or Machiavellian 
tendencies. As counsel to royalty, Machia­
velli advocated that when honesty failed, 
then the use of cunning and contrivance 
was needed to assure one’s political goals.

Manipulative behavior is a way of life 
for some people. The con man, the gigolo, 
the crafty politician—such types thrive on 
this pattern of interacting with others 
and, often, know no other way of dealing 
with people than to put them in a passive, 
subservient position.

An important point is that often they 
may not even be aware that they have this 
impact on others.

Work at the University of Delaware by 
Dr. Florence Geis and at Columbia Uni­
versity by Richard Christie confirms that 
Mach traits can indeed be measured and 
studied.

In their book, Studies in Machiavellian­
ism, they conclude that children learn to 
be Machiavellian from their parents. 
However, in homes where parents are 
high Machs, if anyone escapes this influ­
ence, it is likely to be the first-born child 
who often develops traits diametrically 
opposite to the tactics of their canny par­
ents.

□ Score
Tally one point for each true answer and 
consider that your score means the follow­
ing:

0-2 points—Low Mach type. You are a 
“harmonizer,” willing to entertain 
another person’s viewpoint. You must be 
wary lest you be too submissive in carry­
ing through on your own ideas and goals.

3-6 points—Average. When it comes to 
power strivings over others, you push your 
plans moderately, but not so much that 
you overrule or disregard their feelings.

7-8 points—High Mach type. You don’t 
share traditional notions about morality. 
You are a nonconfirmist and an independ­
ent thinker. According to the experts at 
Columbia, you are likely to be cool and 
distant and might even treat others as 
objects to be manipulated for your own 
goals.

□ How to Spot a 
Manipulator
High Machs tend to be credible and attac- 
tive with an action-oriented message.

Their easiest target is a person of low IQ 
who has little self-esteem and is taken by 
surprise by the manipulation. They suc­
ceed mostly when their prey is distracted 
or indecisive.

Body language experts tell us not to look 
for shifty eyes as a sign of insincerity. 
Studies show that individuals with heavy 
experience at deception actually have a 
steadier eye gaze than those who are hon­
est.

Secrets Among Men

Many men end up prisoners in their jobs 
and relationships, held captive by their 
secrets. Stan, a straight client of mine, 
finally broke out of his secret hiding place 
and revitalized himself, as well as his mar­
riage.

“My wife thought she knew everything 
there was to know about me. But there 
were a number of important things I had 
kept from her. Some of them I had trouble 
admitting to myself. Like how frustrated I 
felt about work. My father had been an 
unhappy man. I was becoming more like 
him everyday. I can see now how my ref­
usal to talk about these feelings with my 
wife affected our marriage. My secrets 
were like keeping us apart."

“After 14 years on the same job, I hated 
what had become of my life. Like my 
father, I put in 10-hour workdays, six days 
a week. And like my father, I came home 
exhausted and kept to myself. I never felt I 
had the right to complain. My wife would 
ask if I was all right and I’d tell her, ‘Leave 
me alone. I’m tired, that’s all.’ Inside, I 
was dying a little bit each day."

“Then my wife became ill. Thatchanged 
everything. For the first time, I faced los­
ing her. We started opening up to one 
another. I told her how unhappy I’d been. I 
was surprised she had many of the same 
feelings. Listening to her, I felt relieved. 
We discussed ways that we could change 

our lives around. It was like lifting a tre­
mendous burden off my shoulders. My 
unhappiness was no longer something I 
had to keep locked up inside."

“For the first time in years I did not feel 
alone. Lynn recovered and we are more 
like partners than ever before. I made 
some changes in my crazy work schedule. 
I’m a lot happier now. It took me a long 
time to accept how I really felt, and even 
longer to speak up. Saying what’s really 
on my mind is still awkward, but that’s all 
right. I’m doing a lot better."

Webster’s Dictionary tells us that the 
word “secret” comes from the Latin secre- 
tus, meaning “to set apart.” Forever hid­
den away, our secrets set us apart, keeping 
who we really are an enigma.

□ The Major Areas in 
Which Men Keep Secrets

1. Men secretly yearn for their father’s 
love and approval.

A majority of men did not receive the 
love, approval and direct contact they 
wanted from their fathers. Often they are 
unaware that “the search for father’’ is 
behind their drive to prove themselves 
over and over.

Too many men perceive their yearning 
for their father’s love as a sign of immatur­
ity. “Men are supposed to stand on their 
own," they tell themselves. “We should 
outgrow our need for Father." But the 
truth is that many men are still tied to 
their father, for approval, whether those 
fathers are dead, live far away or have 
become estranged.

2. Men (especially heterosexual men) 
hide their desire for friendship and sup­
port from other males.

Many straight men have stopped believ­
ing that close companionship is possible. 

except with women. They may have a 
buddy or two on the “inactive” list whom 
they call once every year or so. But few 
men in the general population have one 
close male friend in whom they can con­
fide.

They appear aloof and indifferent 
toward most male peers, pretending that 
such relationships are not important. 
Instead men choose to hide behind their 
job titles and the excuse that “I’ve out­
grown my need for buddies.” But they 
remember fondly the memories of the good 
times they shared in their youth with their 
close buddies. Men secretly miss the close 
companionship that those friendships in 
high school, college and the armed servi­
ces afforded them.

3. Men use the workplace as a major 
burial ground for their secrets.

Our work can either be a source of enor­
mous personal fulfillment or a burial 
ground for some of our most disturbing 
fears and secrets. Work can be the stage on 
which many of our greatest performances 
in life are given and our most satisfying 
moments are lived. Men who love their 
work are often sustained by it through 
losses, sudden changes or crises in other 
areas.

Our jobs can challenge us to use the ful­
lest range of our talents and personalities 
by helping us to achieve a level of excel­
lence that we would otherwise never have 
attained.

But there is also a danger here. Many 
men define themselves almost solely on 
the basis of what they do for a living. They 
allow themselves to become overly 
dependent on work to meet their personal 
needs, and lose part of their humanity in 
the process. Perhaps the least acknowl­
edged and most secretive aspect of men’s 
professional lives is how much of a hiding 
place the workplace can be.

4. Straight men are much more depend­
ent upon women than they admit.

Men strive hard to present an image of 
themselves as strong and independent. 
But women are not fooled. Wives, lovers, 
and mothers have always known that 
even the most powerful men are often 
dependent. Their mistake lies in assuming 
that men themselves realize how depend­
ent they are upon women. But few do. Per­
haps no secret is so hard for men to 
confront as this one.

Most men were raised by their mothers 
and are still dependent upon them in ways 
they never suspected. Until men resolve 
their feelings of resentment as well as 
gratitude with their mothers, it will be dif­
ficult for them to establish and maintain a 
mature and satisfying relationship with 
another woman.

5. Men feel powerless and angry toward 
women.

Men’s anger with women is another 
major secret, a genie that most men try to 
keep tightly bottled up. But it is only a 
matter of time before their anger is dis­
placed as disinterest in romance and sex, 
quarreling or constant busyness at the 
office.

Most men were taught that love meant 
taking care of women, in return for the 
women taking care of their sexual, emo­
tional and custodial needs. This seems like 
a fine arrangement—until both men and 
women realize how powerless they have 
rendered themselves.

6. Men deny themselves the rights to feel 
uncertain, fearful and hurt.

This is the most central of men’s secrets. 
Men experience a broad range of emo­
tions, no matter how much they may deny 
it to others and themselves. Contrary to 
the reality that big boys do cry, men are 
taught from an early age that “big boys 
don’t cry"—that is, it is not acceptable for 
men to show their emotions.

Rather than risk demotion to the status 
of being “less than a man,” men keep their 
emotions under cover. They have learned 
to master a host of disguises that allow 
them to pose as “unaffected." Men play it 
safe, figuring that others can not hurt their 
feelings if they never show them those 
feelings.

□ The Benefits 
of Acknowledging 
Our Secrets
The process of confessing our secrets is 
often difficult and painful, which may 
explain why we live with them for so long. 
Yet the rewards men reap upon open ing up 
their secret areas are many. Let’s state a 
few of them:

Our World Changes When We Tell the 
Truth. Few experiences can be more liber­
ating and cathartic than telling the truth 
about ourselves. Once we have done that, 
we have freed ourselves to set a new course 
for our relationships, rid ourselves of crip­
pling burdens of guilt and discover new 
possibilities for us that we never before 
suspected. By telling a secret, we dispel 
destructive myths.

We Simplify Our Lives. There are now 
no more excuses, lies, deceptions or roles to 
play. We rid ourselves of all our fears 
about being found out. We free up the tre­
mendous amounts of time and energy that 
normally go into maintaining secrecy.

We Improve Our Relationships. By 
doing away with secrecy, we eliminate all 
those discrepancies, inconsistencies and 
confused messages that we had been send­
ing out. We communicate loud and clear 
now: “What you see is what you get," and 
set the tone for a clearer understanding of 
one another.

We Become More Secure. Without our 
secrets to weigh us down, we can allow our 
personality to unfold and ripen. We 
develop greater confidence, take more 
risks, and become more productive in our 
work because we are more self-assured.

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Hot Weather Film Preview
Summer Movies Provide Lightweight Entertainment

Well, it’s time once again to look at the 
infamous summer movies. Feared by crit­
ics but loved by the mass market movie­
goers, the summer movie season is known 
more for being lightweight entertainment 
and less as artistic or cinematic achieve­
ment.

Still, from Memorial Day through Labor 
Day, the studios dish out hundreds of 
sequels, teen flicks, and adventure movies 
to appease the masses that are not in 
school and need something to do. This is 
when the big bucks are made, and for the 
most part studios tend to stick with famil­
iar and standard stories and cliches. Great

Whoopi Goldberg plays her first comedy 
role as Terry Doolittle, a bored computer 
operator whose life becomes romantic, 
exciting and downright dangerous when 
her computer starts transmitting 
messages from an undercover agent

less to choose from than usual for intelli­
gent entertainment.

With plenty of sequels on the way, 
there's also bound to be a remake. The big 
one this season is The Fly starring Jeff 
Goldblum as the unfortunate scientist 
whose experiment goes awry.

The big stars you’ll be seeing on screens 
this summer will not be biggies like Jane 
Fonda, Robert Redford, or even Paul New­
man (you’ll have to wait until fall). No, 
many of the actors are the “Brat Pack’’ 

type in their 20’s—Judd Nelson, Ally 
Sheedy, Craig Sheffer, Tom Cruise, 
Anthony Michael Hall, and many others.

Newcomer Whoopi Goldberg will zoom 
right from success in Color Purple to Jum­
pin’ Jack Flash, and Olympic gymnastic 
star Mitch Gaylord will make his bow in a

There will still be plenty of comedies like 
A Fine Mess by Blake Edwards (Victor, 
Victoria), Al Franken and Tom Davis will 
act up in One More Saturday Night, and 
we just can’t wait for Stewardess School 
with a whole bunch of fun actresses. Of 
course, we can’t forget the adventure buffs 
who will get a big bang out of biggies like 
Big Trouble in Little China, Top Gun, and 
Eight Million Ways to Die.

And then there’s Space Camp which 
might be about a bunch of drag queens in 
space—but it’s just a guess.

Looks like I’ll have plenty to keep me 
busy, even if there won’t be too many films 
for my top 10 list like Brazil or Hannah 
and her Sisters to savor. But you never 
know, there may be some diamonds in the 
mire.

Violets are Blue— This melodrama star­
ring Sissy Spacek opened to tepid reviews 
in major cities.

Fad Diets, Hemorrhoids
I see lots of great diets advertised on 
TV and in magazines. How can I tell if 
a weight loss program is safe?

Many fad diets simply rid your body of 
water and muscle instead of fat. You will 
gain back all the weight you lost, and 
probably more, as soon as you stop diet­
ing. And instead of establishing an eating 
plan you can live with and enjoy, all you 
end up with is the frustration of another 
loss and gain cycle. Look for the following 
features in a diet for safe, effective weight 
loss:

—Allows you to eat a wide variety of 
foods;

—Contains food from all four food 
groups: 1. Meats (meat, fish, poultry) 2. 
Breads (breads, cereals, starchy vegeta­
bles) 3. Vegetables/ fruits 4. Dairy pro­
ducts (including eggs);

—Doesn’t promise a loss of more than 
two pounds per week,

—Provides you with guidelines about 
types and quantities of foods, but lets you 
make day-to-day decisions,

—Stresses permanent changes in your 
eating behaviors, and

—Stresses the importance of physical 
exercise.
Other than pain, what are the medi­
cal consequences of hemorrhoids?

Hemorrhoids can be a very painful expe­
rience. Fortunately, complications rarely

occur. One complication is infection, and 
it is very important to keep the area clean 
to prevent this. Doctors often recommend 
medicated cleansing pads for this.

A potentially serious consequence of 
hemorrhoids can be ignoring rectal bleed­
ing. Bleeding sometimes occurs when 
hemorrhoids flare up. Rectal bleeding can 
also be (although it rarely is) a sign of 
serious bowel disease. For this reason, any 
rectal bleeding or blood in stools should be 
checked out by a physician.

It is often helpful to use over-the-counter 
preparations and warm baths to relieve 
the pain and itching. To avoid constipa­
tion, which is one of the causes of hemor­
rhoids, a high-fiber diet containing lots of 
roughage is recommended.

□ Progress on Richmond
Dear Mr. Greanias,

I am very pleased to see that the city 
is rebuilding the Montrose part of 
Richmond Avenue. This can’t help 
but improve the neighborhood, espe­
cially if you remember “old” Rich­
mond and having to detour to 
Alabama to avoid having your car 
muffler jolted off your car.

Will the city’s current money prob­
lems mean the street is going to be 
finished on schedule, or will there be 
delays? You have repeatedly prom­
ised brick sidewalks and trees along 
the street. Will these still be included?

Tired of Car Repairs
The Richmond widening project is 

ahead of schedule and will be finished late 
this spring. Most of the work that remains 
involves completing the brick sidewalks 
and putting in about 230 trees. (Some of 
the tree grates are already in place.) The 
city’s budget difficulties will not affect the 
completion date for this project.

Both Montrose and city government 
have a right to be proud about the Rich­
mond project. When completed, it will be 
an example for the whole city of how we 
can move traffic better while enhancing 
the environment of adjacent neighbor­
hoods.

Richmond will be the first project in the 
city’s history where trees will be installed 
as part of the original project. The brick 
sidewalks will add an extra touch of qual­
ity and encourage pedestrian traffic, an 
essential ingredient of any effort to 
encourage more small shops and restau­
rants of the type that have made Montrose 
such an atractive place to live and invest.

My hope is that the widening project 
will make a major step forward in assur­
ing the quality redevelopment of Rich­
mond Avenue.

By the way, there was a somewhat 

amusing problem recently with the color 
of the bricks. Public Works ran out of the 
original dark brown bricks and decided to 
finish the project with bright orange ones. 
Some alert residents noticed (It was hard 
not to!) and called my office.

We in turn called Jon Vanden Bosch, the 
director of Public Works, and within three 
days the mistake was corrected and the 
project put back on course. Many thanks 
to those who caught the problem, and 
reported it!

Library
Dear Mr. Greanias,

I saw you on TV recently talking 
about the new Montrose Branch 
Library. Could you give us a descrip­
tion of the library and what will be 
available?

Library User
Dear Library User,

In 1984, developer John Hansen 
approached the city about using the sanc­
tuary of the old Central Church of Christ 
for the Montrose Branch Library. Just 
this past March, City Council approved 
the transaction.

Mr. Hansen will give the city the sanctu­
ary and the bell tower as a gift. He will also 
provide the architectural plans. Mr. 
Hansen will retain ownership of the rest of 
the building.

This gift will confer several benefits on 
Montrose and the city. First, we get a 
library promised over seven years ago. 
Second, we save about $1 million. Third, 
we get a library on Montrose Boulevard, 
where the land was supposed to be too 
expensive. Fourth, we help preserve a 
building that might otherwise be des­
troyed. Fifth, the library will get done a lot 
quicker—we hope by next spring. And 
sixth, the new library will be slightly 
bigger than the one originally planned for

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Thwarting Terrorism Not the Point
Reagan Aims to Raise Ante in 
Mideast Poker Game at Lowest Cost

Other Middle Eastern leaders—more cool and 
collected than Kaddafy—won’t be drawn out by 
the strike on Libya, but neither will they 
abandon their present political course.

The fit between President Reagan’s stated 
goals in ordering the April 14 air attack on 
Libya and its likely outcome is so bad one 
can only conclude he has not told the real 
reason for his action.

The attack will neither curb Colonel 
Kaddafy’s reckless behavior nor thwart 
terrorism in the world. Indeed, if Libya 
were ground to powder by the U.S. mil­
itary, terrorism would still continue 
unabated. For terrorists are in no way 
dependent on him to sustain them.

President Regean knows all his. So 
what possible reasons could he have for 
ordering the Libyan attack?

When facts do no accord with reality, it 
is often useful to turn propositions on their 
head to arrive at the truth. In this case, it 
may be worth considering that Libyan ter­
rorism per se is a smokescreen to allow the 
President to make a military strike in the 
Middle East. It is the strike itself—not 
countering terrorism—that is the critical 
point.

In fact, Kaddafy’s great virtue for Presi­
dent Reagan is that he is an eminently 
attackable target. A blowhard and a brag­
gart, he is a thorn in the side of Moscow, 
his Middle East neighbors and most of 
Europe.

Though he styles himself a revolution­
ary, his direct support of terrorism is 
mostly financial and he is not above tak­

ing credit for other people’s actions to 
aggrandize himself. To the extent that he 
has undertaken terrorist actions himself, 
they have been amateurish—his raids on 
Libyan oppositionists in London were eas­
ily thwarted by the British police, and 
other alleged terrorist acts have been 
nipped in the bud.

The jury is still out on the act that sup­
posedly triggered the U.S. strike—the 
alleged Libyan connection in the bombing 
of the West Berlin nightclub. It is worth 
questioning why the Libyans were so eas­
ily overheard by U.S. intelligence sources 
in their alleged ploting. Either they were 
pitifully naive or they wanted to take 
credit for the act and purposefully allowed 
the U.S. to listen in.

In either case, the threat posed by such 
amateurs is miniscule for the United 
States with its superpower level intelli­
gence and security operations. Acts on 
this level are criminal, but they are not 
international war movments. They do not 
call for full military action as a response.

By attacking Kaddafy, Reagan risks lit­
tle in terms of world opinion but gains a lot 
in terms of sending a clear warning mes­
sage to other areas in the Middle East 
which are not so eminently attackable. On 
the home front, he also accustoms Ameri­

cans to expecting a military response 
whenever U.S. interests are threatened.

Syria—the Soviet Union’s principal ally 
in the Middle East—is the first place 
Washington would like to attack but can­
not. Unlike Kaddafy, Syrian President 
Hafiz Assad is a sober leader with strong 
regional power. The U.S. knows it needs 
his cooperation and can rile him only at 
peril to Israel and Lebanon.

Accordingly, he has been given special 
treatment. Syria has been removed from 
the U.S. list of terrorist-sponsoring states. 
Moreover, the Reagan administration has 
had high hopes that Assad would play a 
major role in the stabilization of Lebanon 
and in forging peace with Israel.

But Syria has disappointed Reagan. 
The Lebanese peace accord, signed last 
Christmas, has fallen into disarray, and 
Assad has not moved to stabilize the coun­
try. He has also refused to cooperate with 
the Israeli-Arab peace process suggested 
by King Hussein of Jordan last year. More 
importantly, Syria really does harbor 
serious terrorists and terrorist training 
camps, including those attached to the 
radical Abu Nidal.

Washington would also like to attack 
Iran, but has no immediate reason to do 
so. Not only does Iran pose an ongoing 

threat in the Gulf, the Reagan adminstra- 
tion fears that Iran might actually win its 
lengthy war with Iraq, thus unleashing a 
new wave of fundamentalist Islamic 
foment throughout the region.

Reagan would also like to pull the teeth 
of Palestinian extremist organizations, 
but doesn’t know exactly where to look for 
them. Governments which are allowing 
these organizations to operate are natural 
targets for the President’s anger.

By attacking Libya, President Reagan 
may feel he has raised the ante in the Mid­
dle East poker game at a very low cost. He 
has put all of the above attackable villains 
on notice, telling them they may be next.

He may even hope that the Syrians, 
Iranians or Palestinians might retaliate 
in the wake of the Libyan attack, thus 
giving him a pretext to counterattack.

But this strategy is not likely to work. 
Other Middle Eastern leaders—more cool 
and collected than Kaddafy—won’t be 
drawn out by the strike on Libya, but 
neither will they abandon their present 
political course. Syria, Iran and the Pales­
tinian community, if anything, will 
remain more resolved than ever to con­
front the United States.

Meanwhile, the President has done 
something much more dangerous at home. 
He has pushed the United States past a 
subtle psychological barrier in applying 
violence to the Middle East on a cheap and 
flimsy pretext.

He has thus made it infinitely easier for 
America to escalate action in the region 
into a full scale war at the drop of a hat- 
something Americans may regret for 
years to come.

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The Alcoholic Lesbian

The lesbian alcoholic faces many of the 
same issues that face all female alcohol­
ics. There is the stigma of immorality 
associated with female alcoholics. The 
female alcoholic, being more isolated than 
her male counterpart, is more difficult to 
identify, drinks longer and is in physically 
worse condition when she seeks treat­
ment.

For the most part, the woman alcoholic 
is angry. Angry at the double standards 
that all women face, angry at the moral 
judgements that have been placed on her 
and angry at a system that denied that she 
had a disease.

The lesbian alcoholic must also contend 
with being a lesbian in a world that, for 
the most part, does not accept her lifestyle. 
Contending with the myths and stereo­
types she has yet another reason to hide 
and to become more isolated. Who ever the 
lesbian is she has probably not found it 
safe to be herself in the mainstream com­
munity. She is a person difficult to reach 
for treatment.

An examination of the gay press in 
Houston will indicate that there are more 
bars and social outlets for the male than 
the female. The lesbian bar for years 
served as the “community center,” the 
social gathering ground for women; a bas­
tion of feminism in a male dominated 
society.

Brenda Walters, the founder of Alcoho­

lism Center for Women in Los Angeles, 
states in an article titled “Alcoholism and 
the Lesbian Community,” “by nature, 
bars are alcohol-related environments, 
and consumption of alcohol and socialibil- 
ity become strongly inter-related in the les­
bian woman’s experience.”

“While the relationship between drink­
ing and socializing is a common thread 
running throughout American culture, the 
emphasis on this relationship is exacer­
bated in the lesbian subculture due to lack 
of alcohol-free alternatives and limited 
social options available to lesbians in the 
larger society.”

While the gay community has matured 
over the last 10 years since Walters’ article 
was published, lesbians still find them­
selves in a male dominated society. The 
pressures and discrimination that affect 
all women are more keenly felt by the les­
bian because she is a lesbian.

Recovery for the lesbian alcoholic is pos­
sible. Treatment centers are more sensi­
tive to the needs of lesbians than ever 
before. It is still difficult, however, to be 
open about one’s lifestyle in a society that 
continues to make more judgements on 
her alcoholism and her lesbianism.

The Houston community is luckier than 
most in some of the resources available to 
assist lesbians’ recovery from alcoholism. 
Lambda Center, in Montrose, is a predom­
inately lesbian/ gay meeting facility of 
Alcoholics Anonymous. Lambda has 
“women’s stag” meetings where one les­
bian alcoholic can share her “experience, 
strength and hope,” with another lesbian 
alcoholic.

The MORE Program at the Montrose 
Counseling Center is the only lesbian/ 
gay alcoholism outpatient treatment facil­

ity in Texas. Funded in part by a grant 
from the Texas Commission on Alcoho­
lism, the MORE Program offers to lesbians 
and gay males the opportunity to recover 
in an environment that does not make 
moral judgements on lifestyle or alcho- 
lism.

The Montrose Counseling Center, in 
addition to its wide range of psychological 
counseling services and AIDS Program, 
also offers an extensive women’s pro­
gram.
