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Forum set to discuss community 
center effort
(HOUSTON)—A community forum is 
scheduled this Sunday, Jan. 21, to dis­
cuss an oft-visited but never realized 
issue: the development of a community 
center for the gay, lesbian, bisexual and 
transgender communities of Hous­
ton. The event will be held from 3-5 p.m. at 
the Bayou Terrace, 711 Franklin.

The meeting is sponsored by a new Hous­
ton organization, Project LEAD, 
described by organizers as a group of vol­
unteers whose goal is to create such a cen­
ter. The Project’s steering committee, 
formed initially by gay Houstonians who 
participated in a “New Perspectives’’ 
leadership in New Orleans in the fall, has 
already held three informal meetings. 
Leaders of gay and lesbian projects such 
as Pride Week, and individuals known 
for their leadership ability, were invited 
to join the committee or share their ideas 
at the most recent meeting. Now, the group 
is seeking the input and ideas of the com­
munity, which members believe is the 
crucial first step in the process, accord­
ing to Walt Duffy, one of the organizers.

The new group is not discouraged by pre­
vious unsuccessful efforts to establish 
a gay community center in Houston, and 
has invited representatives of Mon­
trose Activity Center to the forum share 
their experiences in trying to start a cen­
ter here, Duffy said. “We’re looking at the 
bigger picture,’’ he said. “The way we 
see it, we can look at a 20-year effort to cre­
ate a community center, and you’ll have 
three or four efforts that don’t work and one 
that does.” Project LEAD hopes, at the 
forum and subsequent events, to take the

question of how to make its effort week to 
the best hope for an answer: the commu­
nity itself.

“We feel that the best way to build a com­
munity center is, first, to build the com­
munity, ’’ said Duffy. “The community 
will tell you how to make it work." The plan, 
he said, is first to bring a diverse group the 
people, their talents and resources 
together. Project LEAD plans hold meet­
ings to find out what the community wants 
and expects, and events (such as a film fes­
tival) to promote unity and benefit other 
organizations.

The case against homophobia ...

Mental health professionals leery of label

(HOUSTON)—Is homophobia rearing its ugly hea~ jii Hous­
ton? Is it on the rise in Texas? Nationwide?

In the Houston suburb of Katy two weeks ago, two self-pro- 
claimed members of a neo-Nazi hate group stabbed a gay man to 
death and beat his companion of 16 years.

By grim coincidence, on the eve of this brutal attack, labeled a 
hate crime by Harris County Sheriff Tommy Thomas, the organ­
ization People for the American Way released its 1995, state- 
by-state statistical report on anti-gay activity. Hostile Cli­
mate, documenting 180 separate incidents of physical, 
verbal or institutional/public policy attacks against homo­
sexuals nationwide. . .

In San Antonio this past weekend, religious conservatives 
picketed a meeting held by Unity Foundation, a group hoping 
to establish a gay and lesbian community center, at the public 
library. The protest was inspired, in part, by a flier distributed

by fundamentalists at a city council meeting last week which 
asserted that “proponents of intruding the male sex organ into 
the anus” were “seducing.. .gullible city officials" into 
providing a taxpayer—funded facility “for further promo­
tion and glorification of their lifestyle.’’

The gay and lesbian community, in reacting to such outrages, 
usually decries the homophobia of the hate-speakers and gay­
bashers. Today, the word is everywhere. At every level, virtu­
ally every activist organization and coalition in the Hous­
ton and Texas gay and lesbian communities (and some outside 
of it) is issuing a rally cry for the battle against homophobia .

However, according to a local counselor and University of 
Houston assistant professor, who also conducts research and 
consultation regarding the issues facing sexual minori­
ties, the word widely used in the community to describe hateful 
attitudes toward gays and even the resulting anti-gay acts is an 
misleading, even dangerous, clinical misnomer.

accepts AIDS 

grant after all

AUSTIN (AP)—State Education Commis­
sioner Mike Moses, who sparked contro­
versy by refusing $1.35 million in federal 
funds for AIDS education, has now decided 
to accept the money.

Moses said Thursday that federal officials 
allayed his concern that the funds might come 
with strings dictating how schools must 
teach prevention of acquired immune defi­
ciency syndrome.

“I have said repeatedly that as a parent of a 
10—and 13-year-old, I am acutely aware of the 
need for children to be properly educated 
with regard to the HIV (human immunodefi­
ciency virus) infection and its causes.

“As a parent who loves his children very 
much, I want them educated about the things 
that will hurt them,” Moses told a State Board 
of Education meeting.

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Hate crime effort 

intensifies

(HOUSTON)—Local activists joined the 
statewide Lesbian/Gay Rights Lobby of 
Texas this week in an intensified push to 
strengthen hate crimes legislation in the 
state of Texas.

The as-yet unnamed Houston hate crime coa­
lition, which includes representatives of 
groups ranging from LGRL and the Houston 
Gay and Lesbian Political Caucus to P-FLAG 
to mainstream religious groups, will hold a 
meeting at 7:00 p.m. Saturday, Feb. 3 at Ber­
ing Memorial United Methodist Church, 
1440 Herald, to discuss strategy and update 
other interested parties on its activities.

The group, which participated in meetings 
sponsored by LGRL and the local group Par­
ents of Missing Children this week, hopes to 
mobilize widespread support to pass, in 
1997, a bill similar to the Hate Crimes Bill that 
failed by two votes in the 1995 Legislature.

“If Wisconsin can pass a law like this, 
there’s no reason why Texas shouldn’t have 
one,” said Don Garrison, a representa­
tive of the coalition and a close friend of Fred 
Mangione, who was stabbed to death two weeks 
ago in Katy, and his partner; Kenneth Stern.

“We’re not going to let up on this issue...I 
•know I’m not going to stop,” said Garri­
son. “I’ve had my life torn apart twice 
because of this. My first lover was mur­
dered, and now Kenny’s—my best friend.”

Two Montana men, claiming to be mem­
bers of a neo-Nazi group called the “Ger­
man Peace Corps,” are charged have been 
charged with murdering Mangione, 46.

Garrison said the group has launched a 
letter-writing campaign, and is col­
lecting testimonials that will be sent to 
local and state officials. The activists 
have also called on Texas Gov. George Bush 
and Houston Mayor Bob Lanier to issue an 
official opinion on the hate crimes issue.

A representative from the gover­
nor’s office told Garrison that Gov. 
Bush’s response was “that all crimes are 
crimes of hate.” The representative 
said, however, that the governor stated 
he would lake another look at last year’s 
hate crimes bill.

The group hopes to stress the fact that 
hates crimes are a problem for every­
body, not just the gay and lesbian commu­
nity, Garrison said. The coalition has 
invited religious leaders and officials to 
the February meeting, and is partici­
pating in the LGRL’s “Pledge Project,” 
an effort to get 50,000 Texans to sign cards 
pledging support enacting a tough, 
enforceable hate crimes law that specif­
ically mentions sexual orientation.

The pledge cards are available from 
LGRL by calling (512) 474-5475 or from 
the Houston Gay and Lesbian Political 
Caucus, 521-1000.

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Researcher: please don’t call it a phobia
(Continued from Page 1)

Dr. Colleen Logan, an assistant profes­
sor at the University of Houston/Victo- 
ria, says the continued and ubiquitous 
use of the term “homophobia” to refer to 
the broad spectrum of anti-gay, lesbian 
and bisexual sentiment and behavior 
must be questioned. “According to my 
research, this term is not only inaccurate 
and inappropriate, it is a significant 
roadblock in the gay, lesbian and bisex­
ual civil rights movement,” she wrote in an 
article published last summer in the jour­
nal Counseling Today . “The often vio­
lent and hostile expression of anti-gay. 
lesbian and bisexual sentiment and 
behavior suggests that the term ‘homo­
prejudice’ is a more accurate descrip­
tor.”

Logan, who completed her Doctor of Phi­
losophy Degree in Counselor Educa­
tion at the University of Virginia in 1994, 
also devoted her doctoral dissertation 
to analysis of the “erroneous charac­
terization of anti-homosexual 
responses” and the devastating effect 
this has had on sexual minorities.

The problem, Logan explains, is that the 
word phobia denotes a very specific clin­
ical entity—a condition that, linked to 
the words and actions of anti-gay bigots, 
implies that these acts are unavoidable, 
and the impulses felt by so-called “homo­
phobes,” uncontrollable.

In the manual used by the counseling 
profession, phobia is defined as a “per­
sistent, irrational fear of a situation, 
object or act (that) results in a compelling 
desire to avoid (the entity).” The term is 
used to describe a clinical condition in 
which sufferers have drastic physical 
and psychological responses to a feared 
stimulus.

Given this context, asserts Logan, the use 
of the word homophobia to describe gay­
haters and bashers is grossly inaccurate. 
Those we designate as homophobic, 
while perhaps motivated in part by an irra­
tional fear of what they do not understand, 
don’t necessarily avoid homosexu­
als; in fact, many deliberately seek out a 
hostile confrontation with the object of 
their hatred. These individuals don’t 
feel the overwhelming fear and anxiety 
about gays and lesbians that character­
ize a phobia. Rather, they feel hatred and 
anger. Moreover, according to Logan, 
while phobic individuals recognize 
that their fear is unreasonable, those who 
hate gays often feel they are justified, and 
act accordingly.

According to Logan: “People don’t 
avoid the dreaded gays and lesbians;in 
fact, they might go out of their way to con­
front them, to harass them, and in extreme 
cases, to kill them. People suffering from 
a phobia don’t have political agendas or 
enact legislation to criminalize the 

activities of the feared object; people 
who hate gays and lesbians do.” .

Logan and her partner. Dr. Liz Walden, 
an engineering psychologist who cur­
rently works with Lockheed at NASA, have 
experience on a personal level with anti- 
gay prejudice—particularly since 
moving to Houston recently, according 
to Logan. After seeing the extent of hos­
tility toward gays in the south, she said, the 
couple believes they had led a somewhat 
insulated life in Virginia and Washing­
ton, D.C.

Since moving here, Logan and Walden- 
say they have been subjected to heckling, 
while walking together and, while driv­
ing, from other motorists who notice their 
rainbow flag bumper sticker. Once, they 
say, a Bellaire service station refused to 
do work on their car, giving no explana­
tion. “I can’t prove it, but I really thought it 
was because of the sticker,” said Logan.

“Here, there almost seems to be an implicit 
acceptance.. .that being prejudiced 
against gays and lesbians is o.k.,” 
offered Walden. “I think that in Wash­
ington, there is sort of a (politically cor­
rect) veil of tolerance. Here in Texas, 
there’s still a cowboy/male atti­
tude...(being gay) threatens the South­
ern concept of sex roles.

“I was a co-founder of Navy GLOBE, the 
first organization (for gay, lesbian and 
bisexual civilian employees) in the 

Navy...even in the military, I didn’t see 
the kind of prejudice I’ve seen here,” she 
noted.

The couple believes the solution to the 
problem of homoprejudice —in Texas or 
anywhere—will only come through edu­
cation, by shattering the myths and ster­
eotypes that fuel the fear that is rooted in 
stereotypes.

Both also believe, very strongly, that the 
debate can only be turned around if gays and 
lesbians make it clear that prejudice 
against homosexuals is no different 
than any other kind of prejudice—a dis­
tinctly hostile and negative attitude 
toward a group of individuals based on 
over-generalizations and stereo­
types—and describe the behavior directed 
against gay people in that context.

“There is no evidence (that homophobia 
is) a phobia,” says Logan. “There is an 
element of fear involved, and that fear is 
predicated on stereotypes...the cor­
rect reference is prejudice. We need to 
change the language to reframe the 
issue...calling these people phobic 
implies they have no control over what they 
do.

“I really do think that our terminology 
is inhibiting the gay and lesbian civil 
rights movement.”

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HGLPC’s new prez thrives on challenges
worked out.

“And so I drank to repress my feelings, 
to anesthetize myself. Then suddenly, 
one day, I sobered up, and I saw my life 
passing in front of me.” With the help of 
an understanding therapist, Gandy 
says she dealt with the need to change her 
life. At 54, she left her husband, who she 
describes as “a truly nice person,” 
moved to Montrose and began a step-by- 
step process that led, eventually, to a 
supportive circle and a sense of pur- 
pose at the Houston Gay and Lesbian 
Political Caucus.

In 1986, she became the organiza­
tion’s executive director. The posi­
tion was short-lived, due to lack of fund­
ing. But since, Gandy quips that she has 
served in “just about every other office” 
the caucus had to offer—board member 
and chair, vice-president, secre­
tary—excepting, until now, presi­
dent.

Today, late-bloomer Gandy might be 
called “model lesbian”—self confi­
dent, involved, motivated and secure in 
a long term relationship with her sup­
portive partner, Eleanor. Although 
she worked in a profession where many 
find it necessary to remain deeply in the 
closet, Gandy says she never had a prob­

lem juggling her private life, her activ­
ism and her career.

“I taught in a section (of the school dis­
trict) that is off-campus, working with 
emotionally disturbed students, it 
was more of a therapeutic setting, but I 
had a principal and I worked with other 
teachers. I knew that there were proba­
bly some (other teachers) who were 
thinking things, even if they never said 
anything, but I just figured that they had 
their own issues. I just took the attitude 
that no one’s going to say anything to me. 
You know, when you exude a feeling (of 
pride), people are more accepting.”

Gandy says she decided to run for presi­
dent this year in part because she felt that, 
since she is retiring from her full-time 
job at the end of this month, she would 
have the time to devote the energy neces­
sary to the office.

Gandy says one of her visions for the cau­
cus, and the community in general, is to 
participate in an effort to build a 
broader coalition with other commu­
nities. “One thing we in the gay and les­
bian civil rights movement must under­
stand is that, in order to succeed, we will 
have to reach out again to our friends out­
side of the community, and there are 
many,” she said.

As well, she said she would like increase 
the organization’s volunteer and 
membership base; streamline cau­
cuses and projects within the group; 
establish a Democratic precinct 
effort similar to the Lincoln Project’s 
ongoing Precinct Initiative and con­
tinue doing what the caucus does best: 
screening candidates and providing 
information about them to the commu­
nity.

“I also want just to urge everyone in 
the community to join the caucus” to 
help do the work that needs to be done in 
the community, Gandy added. She had 
some advice, as well, for those who say 
they aren’t interested in politics: “If 
anyone thinks, for one minute, that pol­
itics is not relevant in their 
lives...they are gravely misin­
formed.”

(Other 1996 officers elected at 
HGLPC’s Jan. 11 meeting were Norm 
Thompson, vice president; Scott Sim­
pson, secretary, and Patrick McKee, 
treasurer. Two new board members, 
Ralph Sikes and Clarence Bagby, were 
also elected).

(HOUSTON)—Pat Gandy, the newly 
elected president of the Houston Gay 
and Lesbian Political Caucus, says 
she was planning on launching her term 
in that office with some purposeful, 
easygoing transition time.

“I was planning to take some time to, 
you know, get the books in order, etce­
tera. I was going to start out at sort of a lei- 
surely pace,” reflected the retiring 
schoolteacher and longtime Demo­
cratic Party activist in an interview this 
week.

Instead, a vicious gay-bashing murder 
propelled many Houston activists— 
including the outspoken Gandy—into 
a flurry of action. She is among the found­
ers of a broad-based local coalition 
currently forming to promote educa­
tion, grass roots organizing and mobi­
lization around the issues of hate 
crimes and anti-gay “hate speech.”

In the two weeks since the caucus elec­
tion on Jan. 10, Gandy has had little time 
to pace herself, organize files or lay out 
entry plans. She’s had her hands rather 
full: meeting with U.S. Congress mem­
ber Sheila Jackson Lee and represent­
atives of Parents and friends of Les­
bians and Gays (P-FLAG) and the Les- 
bian/Gay Rights Lobby to coordinate 
mobilization efforts around the hate 
issues. Gandy, a member of the state 
Democratic Executive Commit­
tee, Gandy was also instrumental in 
getting the Texas Democratic Party to 
adopt this week a platform plank spe-, 
cific to the hate crime issue, calling on j 
the Legislature to pass stronger hate; 
crimes legislation and citing the 
state party’s support of the commu-' 
nity’s efforts against bias-motivated । 
violence.

Her work on these issues will tie closely 
into her work with the caucus, Gandy 
predicts. Indeed, battling intoler­
ance and building coalitions with 
other groups are likely to be pivotal 
issues during her administration.

“It’s a bit hectic, thinking you’re I 
going to be going slow, and then sud­
denly, you’re off running,” said 
Gandy. “But I think I’m going to enjoy 
the challenge.”

Pat Gandy, 64, is perhaps the most 
uncharacteristic president the 
HGLPC has ever had. A great-grand­
mother who worked for the Houston 
Independent School District in a pro­
gram for emotionally disabled stu­
dents, she joined the caucus in the mid­
eighties, newly out of the closet fresh 
from a 15-year limbo as a disen- I 
chanted, binge-drinking suburban 
housewife in Deer Park. But the former 
Pasadena schoolteacher brought 
with her a lifelong passion for poli­
tics—she attended her first Demo­
cratic Convention at the age of 21—and 
an energetic desire to put into tangi­
ble action the ideals and values she 
cultivated in a vigorous mental life.

Before coming out, her outward 
existence, while colorful, was haz­
ardously unsatisfying. “I stayed at 
home for 15 years, except for doing odd 
jobs, and I had a small business for a 
time,” she says. “And I drank...shall 
we say...in prodigious quantities.

“I had always known I was gay. But in 
those days, there was just no positive 
reference available for gay and les- I 
bian people...I remember going to 
college, and going into the library and I 
looking it up — ‘homosexuality’—I 
and everything I found said these peo- I 
pie are perverted, sick. And I said, ‘no, 
that’s not me.’ I suppose it would have I 
been different if I had met (a woman) I 
and fallen in love. But I didn t. I tried I 
hard to be a ‘good heterosexual. I I 
got married.. .twice. And it never

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Really Make A Difference: 
Join Q-Patrol

So here we are, another year, another gay 
bashing murder. Once again, the head­
lines are screaming about grief, outrage 
and plans for yet another march by our 
community in response to hate crime. 
But it doesn’t have to be this way.

Our community already has a poten­
tially strong, effective and proven 
method of preventing this kind of vio­
lence. This method has proven itself over 
four years of operation, and I’m talking 
of course about Q Patrol. It works here, 
and it works in other cities too. But it 
takes quiet, committed dog-tired devo­
tion to make it work.

Yes, it’s nice to see everyone come out 
for the big social event of a hate crimes 
march, but police and public officials 
already have the message. Credit goes to 
the new sheriff for quickly recogniz­
ing and tagging this one as a hate crime. 
The marches of the past caught every­
one’s attention: the problem is there’s 
no staying power. It seems to be part of the 
gay psyche that everyone loves to make 
a big show, but is that all? Everyone 
makes a big noise for an hour, and then goes 
away.

The only effort that’s really making a 
difference, and that really will make a 
difference in the future, is commit­
ment. Commitment to come out again and 
again and again, to patrol not just once- 
per-murder, but every week, rain or 
shine, warm or freezing cold. The nice 
folks at Q Patrol are asking only four 
hours, one night a month, as a minimum 
commitment from each volunteer.

If you are planning to participate in 
the next hate crimes march, good for you; 
but ask yourself, are you going out just to 
be with the crowd, or do you really want to 
make a difference? If you really do want 
to make a difference, you know what it 
takes—a commitment to keep coming 
out. If you’re willing to put your time to 
good use, call Q Patrol and tell them you’ll 
make that commitment: The number is 
528-SAFE. If you’ll do that, you really 
will make a difference.

Please know 
that my thoughts and prayers are with 
you.
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Defining Our Families
It makes me mad every.time I hear it. 
Preachers, politicians and pundits 
are blaming the declining state of the 
family on everything from AIDS to the 
deteriorating quality of public 
education to the price of salt.

If the “family” is in decline, it is not 
because of “welfare mothers” (they 
are in that situation because of the men 
who abandon them and their babies); it is 
not because of youth in gangs (they are a 
product, not a cause of the decline) ; and 
it is not because of “the homasex- 
y’als.”

Well, maybe it is partly because of us, 
depending on how we define our own 
families.

One of my gay friends is very admiring 
of another gay male acquaintance, who 
is credited with being in a “ real long 
term relationship”—three years! My 
friend is dating another gay man, who 
has been married to his husband for even 
longer than that.

He dated someone else when he was mar­
ried, but he claims not to have loved his 
husband at the time, so his affairs did not 
constitute an infidelity.

This friend and his most recently 
spurned husband held themselves out

to be married. They wore wedding 
rings, and they shared a home and a pet. 
The said they were married. They 
“hoped it would work,” they said, but 
they didn’t believe in “working on it.”

It didn’t, for more than a few months.
I do not subscribe to the stereotypes 

endorsed and repeated by preachers, 
politicians and pundits that most gay 
and lesbian people are flighty, pro­
miscuous and not given to loving, long 
term monogamous relationships. 
And you will never hear my voice in the 
debate over how to make ourselves more 
palatable to the “straights.”

I don’t care a whit what “they” think of 
gays. Regular Guys or queens. And it is 
not my interest what determines com­
mitment to other couples.

What I do care about are the standards 
we embrace as a community, for our­
selves, for our collective self-respect 
?nd self-esteem.

I wish people who “hope it works out” 
would “work on it,” or not call them­
selves Family. Because, while I deplore 
the frivolousness of many “straight” 
families towards their significant 
others, it doesn’t hurt my community 
as much as our own cavalier attitudes 
towards ourselves do. And I do care 
about the state of our families.

“Nevertheless, I want the decisions 
made about this training and information 
to be made by parents, school trustees, 
administrators and teachers closest to 
the children. By doing this, we ensure that 
the education is consistent with the 
local attitudes, beliefs and values of the 
local school and community,” he said.

Moses’ actions were praised by Gov. 
George W. Bush, who appointed him com­
missioner last year.

The Texas Freedom Network, which 
describes itself as providing a main­
stream alternative to the radical right, 
said Moses’ about-face came after par­
ents, teachers, doctors and other com­
munity leaders spoke out.

“Today’s announcement demon­
strates the importance of citizen par­
ticipation in achieving good public 
policy,” said Cecile Richards, daugh­
ter of former Gov. Ann Richards and exec­
utive director of the network.

“We appreciate Commissioner Moses 
rethinking his position and doing what is 
best for the children of Texas,” Ms. Rich­
ards said.

Moses was criticized by some legisla­
tors and AIDS education advocates after 
it was disclosed in November that he had 
told the U.S. Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention that Texas wouldn’t 
accept the remaining three years of AIDS 
grant funding.

The grant is for $450,000 annually, and 
the state must reapply each year.

Moses had said he would reconsider his 
rejection of the money if Texas received 

assurances that its schools could teach sex 
education as they saw fit. Some conser­
vative groups voiced concern that fed­
eral funds would come with federal 
requirements.

Moses noted that Texas’ acceptance of the 
grant had been suspended a year earlier by 
former Education Commissioner Lio­
nel “Skip” Meno pending the develop­
ment of a state health education policy. 
Lawmakers subsequently approved an 
overhaul of the state’s public education 
law that requires sex education to empha­
size abstinence.

In addition to ensuring a specific AIDS 
prevention curriculum wouldn’t be 
required, Moses said he wanted to be sure 
the Texas Education Agency could dele­
gate much of the administration of the 
grant to regional education service cen­
ters.

A letter from the U.S. Department of 
Health and Human Services and the CDC 
addressed his concerns, Moses said. It 
specifically states the CDC “will not 
dictate the type of curriculum that is to 
be established for each grantee.”

He said he regrets the “negative pub­
licity’’ and any misunderstanding 
concerning his intentions. But he said he 
didn’t regret raising an issue that “needed 
to be addressed once and for all.”

“Health and sex education are impor­
tant but they are not our highest priority. 
They should not dominate the discus­
sions that are held at the state level with 
regard to teaching and learning,” he 
said.

ASK THE PASTOR
Q: "How do you know when you have God’s peace and are 
at peace with God?"

A: Peace is sought after by everyone. It can be descriptive of 
the state of affairs around you such as, "My home or work site 
is a peaceful place." It can also describe your inner emotions 
when one says, "I feel at peace inside." A third way to look at 
peace is in regard to our relationships. We seek to be at peace 
with one another.
What separates worldly, earthly peace from the kind of peace| 

that God gives to us is the basis of that peace. For most people I 
who live in the world and are not Christians, their state of peaces 
can vary from day to day. It varies because their peace is de­

pendent upon their circumstances. If things are hectic, so are they. If work is demanding and 
relentless, so are they. If people get short with them, they get short in return. Chaos tends to 
breed chaos. If the turmoil eases, their peace returns. A peace like this fluctuates. One never 
knows from day to day what their state of mind will be like. A person dependent upon cir­
cumstances around them for peace is like one tossed about at the whim of the ocean waves. 
One day it can be peaceful and the next day very tumultuous.
God's peace is completely different. Jesus is very up front with the disciples about the kind | 

of peace that He gives to them. In the gospel of John, Jesus says, "Peace 1 leave with you; my 
peace I give you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled 
and do not be afraid." (John 14:27) Jesus also tells the disciples that they will be experienc­
ing grief when He is crucified, but their grief will be turned to joy. Jesus tells them that they 
will be turned upside down during the week of his crucifixion. But the end result will be a 
joy and a peace that no one can ever take away. Jesus tells them, "I have told you these 
things, so that in me you may have peace. In this world you will have trouble (constant presr 
sure). But take heart! I have overcome the world."
Jesus knew that when He would live IN them by the power of the Holy Spirit, they would 

have enduring peace. Christ is now available to everyone who invites the Spirit of God in 
Christ to enter in. This restores our fellowship with God. This peace also enables us to live at 
peace with one another. This peace is what moves us to forgive, to love, to accept one an­
other. The absence of this peace is restlessness, strife, unforgiveness, hate, bitterness, rejec­
tion, etc. When these emotions are alive in us, we forfeit our peace. The world's conditions 
may be calm, but inside we are at war. In the same way, the world can be at war and inside 
we can be completely calm. This is possible because of the peace of God. It is being in right 
standing with God.
You know that you have peace when even your enemies do not worry or disturb you. You 

know you have God's peace when you have assurance that you are in right standing and rela­
tionship with God and God's people. God's peace is not dependent upon circumstances, but 
upon Jesus who is our peace.

Thomas Street, Revisited
I want to congratulate the Thomas 
Street Clinic on the beautiful job they 
have done remodeling.

Thomas Street, Harris County Hospi­
tal District’s clinic for AIDS/HIV 
patients, held its “grand reopening” 
reception last Friday, Jan. 12 to show 
off the recently completed work. The 
PWA Coalition/Houston’s Volun­
teer Program members conducted 
tours of the remodeled facility.

When I walked inside for the red ribbon 
ceremony, I was amazed at how excit­
ing the lobby was. The beautifully tiled 
floor and wonderful lighting gave this 
large space a comfortable and relax­
ing feel. I was so glad to see they’ve put 
some effort into making the clinic a place 
where the patient is made to feel wel­
come.

The Thomas Street Clinic is the only 
free-standing HIV outpatient clinic in 
the state of Texas. The building itself is 
listed as part of the National Historic 
Registry.

I was a client at the clinic when it first 
opened in 1989. For those of you who are 
not familiar with the clinic, it was a aban­
doned railroad station. Its location 
could not be any more inaccessible if 
that they’d deliberately planned it that 
way. There was no bus line service to the 
door of the clinic, so patients, many very 
sick, had to walk six to eight blocks to 
Main Street to catch Metro. And Metro 
officials, at the time, apparently 
thought helping the clinic was not 

important. Thank God for the Red Cross. 
Their van service was specifically 
designed to give rides to those who had no 
other way to get to the clinic. (A patient 
advocacy committee later formed to 
work on this issue and others; it took a 
long, hard effort on the part of these com­
mittee members, but Metro now pro­
vides service to the clinic).

At that time, the usual wait to complete a 
clinic visit was six hours. Now, accord­
ing to Roger Widmeyer, director of 
public affairs for the Harris County 
Hospital District, the wait is now two 
to three hours. When you consider the 
fact that this clinic has over 4600 
patients, that is an impressive step for­
ward.

In my conversation with Mr. Wid­
meyer, I learned many interesting facts 
about the remodeling of the clinic. The 
main expense was replacing the roof, at a 
cost of four million dollars. When asked 
why the District opted to keep the clinic 
at the Thomas Street location, Wid­
meyer stated that many staff and clients 
had gotten to used to it. Also, he said, LB J 
hospital is nearby.

Mr. Widmeyer added how proud they 
were that the predicted explosive 
increase in.the number of area AIDS 
patients hasn’t happened. “We are very 
proud that we are doing something 
right.”

So am I. Almost every day, I hear of some­
one who has died. It is such a terrible 
waste. But knowing that even those who 
cannot afford private care have access 
to quality care is a sign of hope.

Alley Shakespeare Repertory features Redgrave siblings’ directing debuts

(Editor’s Note: This is second article in a 
two part series examining Vanessa and 
Corin Redgrave’s work at the Alley Thea­
ter. This article focuses on the two produc­
tions: Anttony and Cleopatra and Julius 
Caesar ).

Vanessa Redgrave has a long and fasci­
nating relationship with the character of 
Cleopatra. She had her first crack at the part 
in 1974 in a tent theater production of 
Anttony and Cleopatra on London’s bank­
side. The production was ultimately foiled 
by a major cloudburst that swamped the the­
ater.

In 1986, she essayed the role again, this time 
opposite her longtime companion, Timo­
thy Dalton (formerly Mr. James Bond), in a 
critically acclaimed production at the 
Haymarket Theater in London Is West 
End. Anttony and Cleopatra was performed 
in repertory with The Taming of the Shrew.

In 1995, she had her third try at the role, act-

ing it with the Moving Theater company in 
London, on tour throughout the United 
Kingdom, and in Spain, Italy and Brazil.

Reviewing her performance in London in 
1995, Nicholas de iongh of The Evening 
Standard observed, “As Miss Redgrave 
spoke Cleopatra’s ecstatic adieux to her 
dead lover, she put a fresh and utterly believ­
able face upon the Egyptian queen. And in 
doing so, she reminded us that at her rare and 
transfixing best, no female actress upon the 
English stage can match her.’’

The Alley claims that both Anttony and Cle­
opatra and Julius Caesar will be staged in 
two completely new productions. Redg­
rave and company arrived in Houston in 
early December to begin rehearsals. They 
have had only five weeks to mount two 
extremely long and complex works. Five 
weeks could easily be spent rehearsing just 
one of these plays.

Chances are good that the production of 
Anttony and Cleopatra which Houston 
audiences see will be a revival of the one 
staged by the Moving Theater company 
last year, with a few Alley actors slotted into 
minor roles for good measure.

While the production of Anttony and Cle­
opatra may be a bit of a re-tread, theater­
goers can look forward to a scintillating 
performance by Ms. Redgrave as Cleo­
patra and to the world premiere of a new pro­
duction of Julius Caesar that fully utilizes 
the talents of the Alley’s resident com­
pany.

Several Firsts In The Two 
Productions
There are several firsts in the Alley’s 
Shakespeare Repertory.

In addition to acting, Ms. Redgrave will be 

wearing several hats for Anttony and Cleo­
patra. She will make her American direct­
ing debut, and serve as scenic designer (in 
collaboration with Associate Scenic 
Designer Kevin Rigdon) and as costume 
designer (in association with costume 
design coordinator Alice Sullivan).

During her spare time, she will also act the 
relatively minor role of Portia in Julius 
Caesar .

Mr. Redgrave will likewise make his Amer­
ican diiecting debut in Julius Caesar .

In a case of color-blind casting exceed­
ingly rare for the Alley, the role of Anttony 
will be performed by a Black actor, David 
Harewood. Indeed, The Moving Theater’s 
ensemble is a model of ethnic diversity.

Ms. Redgrave came to direct Anttony and 
Cleopatra quite by chance. “I have no ambi­
tions to be a director,’’ she stated flatly at a 
press conference at the Alley in early 
December. A director from Sarajevo was 
originally slated to mount the work, but was 
unable to leave the city because of the politi­
cal unrest and turmoil there. In his absence, 
Ms. Redgrave leapt into the breach.

“I long ago had an idea about Anttony and 
Cleopatra, and where it could or should be 
centered,” Ms. Redgrave observed.

In directing the production, Ms. Redg­
rave aspires to use the methods of a director 
whom she labelled as the best director that 
she had worked with in her entire career. This 
specific director, whom she declined to 
identify, placed a heavy emphasis on col­
laboration. She praised him for being open 
and receptive to the input of all the actors and 
artists involved in a project. She observed 
that this type of collaborative approach is 
very rare, but that she would strive to emulate 
it in her work as the director of this produc­
tion.

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Creating One’s Own 
Negatives
Last week’s averment by The New York 
Times essayist William Safire that First 
Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton is a 
“congenital liar” provided the type 
of fodder that the media and columnists 
such as myself love to comment on and 
analyze. It bears noting, however, that 
had the White House not responded to Saf- 
ire’s column in the manner in which they 
did, the entire matter would not have cat­
apulted into major headlines. As a 
result, all of America was debating the 
issue of whether Hillary Clinton is or 
isn’t a liar, rather than focusing on her 
book tour to promote her tome about 
children, entitled It Takes a Village . 
The Clintons have no one to blame but 
themselves for escalating the sever­
ity of the media’s focus on their charac­
teristic and ethical traits.

Clinton’s “Trumanesque” response 
to Safire’s diatribe seemed to be a cal­
culated attempt at bolstering his ane­
mic poll numbers and appeal to constit­
uents who might be sympathetic to his 
plight, especially those white male vot­
ers he desperately needs to reclaim. 
How naive! This type of logic, coupled 
with the Clinton’s temerity, provide 
Safire’s column with credibility. 
How? Simple. Considering the facts 
as we know them to date, one can only 
reach the conclusion that the Clintons 
are either habitual prevaricators or 
intellectually inept. The former 
seems more likely, considering the 
fact that no one, including ideologi­
cal opponents of the Clintons, deem 
them to be obtuse.

If 
they are innocent victims of a bad real 
estate investment, as they have repeat­
edly stated, then they should release all 
the relevant documents, pay any 
unpaid taxes if necessary, acknowl­
edge any mistakes and get on with gov­
erning the affairs of the United States.

Instead, President and Mrs. Clinton 
act as though they are trying to cover 
something up, and that can only lead to 
speculative conjecture that does not 
bode well for them going into an election 
year. To be sure, the Republicans may be 
playing partisan politics. So what? 
The Democrats resorted to such tactics 
during their reign as well. The fact of the 
matter is that political gamesman­

ship is, and always will be, part of the 
Washington climate. Furthermore, 
if you don’t have anything to hide, why 
worry about an investigation and with­
hold pertinent documents?

Why is it so difficult for the presi­
dent and Mrs. Clinton to understand 
this? My theory is that they are trying to 
protect their reputation more than any 
criminal activity which may or may not 
have occurred. How? The Clintons cam­
paigned on the premise of eliminating 
the so called “decade of greed” that 
prevailed during the 80’s. If the public 
were to find out that Bill and Hillary 
Clinton, who purportedly “felt the 
pain” of the common folk, not only ben­
efited but actually participated in 
the opportunities that arose during 
this “horrible” decade of greed, they 
might realize that the First Family’s 
actions are quite different from their 
intonations.

There 
are far too many incidents of inconsis­
tencies, conflicting testimony and 
actions by the Clintons and their part­
ners and friends that suggests there is 
more to Whitewater and Travelgate 
than meets the eye and the only way to find 
out is to investigate the matter.

The 
truth will conquer. I only wish the Pres­
ident would read my column, after all, 
look at what it did for Safire.

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A Delicate Balance and a

Theater Review

Careful! There’s a fine line out there: 
between reason and irrationality; 
between courage and fear; between san­
ity and madness. There is danger lurking 
nearby and holding it at bay is by no means 
assured. It might pounce at any moment, and 
then lives are thrown into disarray.

This frightening, unsettling vision of 
life is at the core of Edward Albee’s darkly 
wrenching play, “ A Delicate Bal­
ance.” The Pulitzer Prize winning play 
is being presented at Stages (through Feb. 
4) in one of only two productions permit­
ted by the playwright prior to its 1996 
Broadway revival. And what an enthral­
ling production it is. Director Sidney 
Berger has crafted a well-controlled 
staging that seethes with turbulence just 
below its surface tranquility. As Albee 
intended, there is an unmistakable sense 
that something is amiss. A something that 
calls into question the conventions of 
marriage, devotion and loyalty.

The story is strident and bare-fisted. 
Tobias (Jerome Kilty) and Agnes (Jean­
ette Clift George) seem like a picture-per­
fect, well-adjusted, happily married 
couple heading into their golden years. 
This illusion is quickly shattered.

Agnes sets the tone immediately, spec­
ulating on the possibility of losing her 
mind. Does merely thinking about it por­
tend its inevitability, she wonders in 
rhetorical fatalism. She carries an 
oddly skewed sense of propriety, giving 
passing thought to whether aphorism or 
epigram would be the appropriate label 
for her disingenuous, often non sequ- 
itur remarks.

Tobias is no more at ease. Though seem­
ingly difficult to ruffle, his counte­

nance, awash in false patience, is a 
resigned, uninterested disposition, 
more intent on maintaining quiet pleas­
antries.

Claire (Bonnie Gallup), Agnes’ sister, 
soon joins the couple. Claire is a worn, 
acerbic, unapologetic alcoholic, who 
revels in the misery she causes Agnes. Her 
quick repartee is indicative of her intel­
ligence, yet she seeks out the stupor of a 
numbedmind.

In between jabs exchanged between Agnes 
and Claire, all three reveal they are expect­
ing Julia (Andrea Birkman), Agnes’ and 
Tobias’ thirty something daughter, to 
be arriving home soon. Julia’s fourth mar­
riage has collapsed, and every time this has 
happened before, Julia has sought the 
comfort and familiarity of her parents’ 
home.

What the three are not expecting are Harry 
(Charles Krohn) and Edna (Sharon Ben­
nett). They are Agnes’ and Tobias’ best 
friends, who were “just sitting at home” 
when they decided to pay a visit. Though 
reluctant to say so initially, Harry and 
Edna reveal that they are afraid.

Nothing happened. Nothing at all. But a 
foreboding sense of anxiety forced 
them to flee their home and seek solace with 
their best friends. Even more surprising, 
they have come to stay for the night.

Julia arrives the next morning and is very 
unhappy to learn that Harry and Edna are 
staying in her old room, a room which she 
regards as exclusively hers. And Agnes 
and Tobias, who barely maintain a facade 
of normality, find themselves babysit­
ting four adults. They had already become 
inured, though in the case of Agnes never 
exactly comfortable, with the presence 
of Claire, a permanent house guest. Julia 
feels a filial right to return to her parents’ 
home whenever circumstances compel 
her to do so. And Agnes and Tobiasthink so 
too, Tobiasroaring at one point, “You

belong here!” to 
Julia. Harry and 
Edna feel that more 
than three decades 
of close friendship 
entitles them to the 
refuge they need, 
even to the point of 
permanent resi­
dence, which they 
explain is their 
intention.

Agnes and Tobias- 
can not choose, so 
they must accom­
modate. Bewil­
dered by the sudden 
house-full, Agnes 
and Tobiasresolve 
to make the most of it, thinking that all will 
be fine soon, ignoring Claire’s caustic 
observation: “You just don’t get it.”

Sidney Berger is at the top of his form with 
this production. His staging is tight but 
never rigid. He accentuates both the ten­
sion and the teasing, the drama and the 
comedy, that are inherent in the play. He 
evokes from his cast a near-perfect sense 
of foreboding beneath a passionless 
and hopeless denial. Moreover, Berger 
knew well the text with which he was work­
ing, and he captures the work’s poeti- 
cism with finely-tuned direction.

Jeanette Clift George does an excellent 
job as Agnes. She presents a veneer of 
charmed stoicism. She admirably 
relays her character’s contentment 
with her place as a “heavy” in the family, if 
it means keeping order in-the family.

Jerome Kilty reveals strong emotional 
depth with his turn as Tobias. Though 
appearing distant and unbothered, the 
sadness of the situation around him is 
evident in the worn expressions and 
downcast eyes that become more common 
as the play progresses.

Bonnie Gallup is exceptional as Claire. 
She conveys a sage strength and an unbri­
dled bitterness. Though her bearing 
seems defeated, Gallup still presents her 
character with enough life to give her 
lines a stinging zap.

Charles Krohn and Sharon Bennett are 
also highly effective as the intruding best 
friends. Their first appearance is awash in 
hesitation and reluctance. Their story 
is incredulous; they can hardly believe it 
themselves. But the fear, the anxious­
ness, is readily imparted, and it evokes 
shivers in the viewer.

Andrea Birkman makes a petulant and 
pathetic Julia. She screeches about the 
misappropriation of her place, her 
room. And she relays both this maddening 
emotional collapse and a quiet sensitiv­
ity (which engenders far more sympathy) 
with tormented despair.

“A Delicate Balance” is rich in meta­
phorical depth and character develop­
ment. It is a work both provocative and 
repelling. And this production launches 
Stages into a powerhouse year.

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Texas Tornado Tanya Tucker
Review

She has survived the musical transforma­
tion of country music, to the amazement of 
many in the industry, and her performance 
last Saturday at The Arena Theater show­
cased her talents as a live performer and 
demonstrated why she is a force in the indus­
try. Tanya Tucker hit the airwaves in 1972 at 
the age of 13 with the #1 smash Delta Dawn y 
which spawned many other interpreta­
tions of the song, by such acclaimed artists as 
Helen Reddy and Bette Midler. While other 
country legends from Tucker’s era—Lor­
etta Lynn, Tammy Wynette and Dolly Par- 
ton, to name a few—can still fill a concert 
hall, they, unlike Tucker, cannot get radio to 
play their new music.

Tucker’s survivability can be credited 
to her uncanny ability to sing traditional 
country, country rock, country gospel 
and blues. She runs the gamut of these musical 
genres with relative ease, and her raspy 
gutteral delivery can be mesmerizing, 
hypnotic and enthralling.

Tucker, a tiny woman, burst onto the stage 
with Some Kind of Trouble and delivered a 
rousing concert from beginning to end. Her 
energy was astounding, and her rapport 
with the audience, refreshing. Tucker did 
not utter the usual banter we are inundated 
with from other music acts, about how nice it is 
to be in Houston (or any other city, for that 
matter). Her dialogue with the audience 
was genuine in manner, and ran the gamut of 

her recent visit to Israel to the history behind 
the songs she was about to sing.

It is refreshing for an artist to connect with 
her fans and not appear contrived or preten­
tious. Tucker delivered on both fronts. A 
friend of mine, Wayne, who accompanied me 
to the concert, intoned how he had seen her 
years ago and could not believe how she has 
developed into a consummate enter­
tainer. He thoroughly enjoyed the concert 
as did the audience of 2300 people.

Tanya Tucker tours more than any other art­
ist in America, and does so because she enjoys 
the interaction with the audience. Her 
upbeat and energetic show was interspersed 
with the right amount of melancholy and 
reflection. She is the second biggest-sell- 
ing female country music artist, behind only 
Reba McEntire, and a favorite in Texas.

After seeing Ms. Tucker in concert, I real­
ized how she earned the nickname The Texas 
Tornado. Her throaty vocals are chilling 
and add a distinct style to any song she sings. 
Tanya Tucker is among those rare artists who 
display real emotion when they sing. It is 
apparent that she feels the music she per­
forms. Many artists can sing a song to per­
fection, yet do not resonate any emotion. 
Tucker is very selective of the music she rec­
ords and has stated in past interviews that she 
has to connect with the music. Perhaps.that is 
the formula to her success.

Tucker performed for approximately an 
hour and twenty minutes, which was one of 
the concert’s drawbacks. Tucker has 
amassed many hits over the past 25 years and 
could not have possibly performed them

all; however, she could have stayed on 
stage another 30 minutes and sang a 
few more than she did. Tucker’s vocals 
are much stronger live than they are on 
her albums, which is odd in an industry 
where most artists’ voices are more 
effectively bolstered in the studio 
rather than on stage. It was quite appar­
ent that they tone down her vocals when 
she is recording her albums. That is 
unfortunate, because Ms. Tucker has 
a set of pipes that don’t need any alter­
ation. From her opening number to 
her grand finale, she belted out a med­
ley of hits with pure perfection. 
Tucker closed the show with her first 
hit, Delta Dawn , that brought the house 
to a standing frenzy and sing-along.

Overall, it was a great performance 
by a great artist who has yet to receive 
the recognition she deserves in the 
country music industry. This can 
mostly be attributed to her contro- Tanya 
versial and outspoken demeanor, Texas 
for which she has earned a reputation 
over the years. She is the Cher or 
Madonna of country music, refusing to con­
form to the industry’s standards and mores, 
and therefore doesn’t get the industry acco­
lades via awards that they control. Tucker 
needn’t fret, her record sales speak vol­
umes; and in the end, it’s the consumer who 
determines what’s hot, not the industry.

The group Common Sense opened for Ms. 
Tucker. This group is destined to superstar­
dom, with the respective talents that were 
displayed on stage. They have a unique sound

and harmonize together with ease. Don’t be 
too surprised if Common Sense is not a 
household name in the not too distant future. 
The Arena Theater provides an intimate 
setting for viewing a concert and regard­
less of where you sit, an unobstructed and 
clear view of the evenings entertainment. 
Ms. Tucker is currently conducting a 
world-wide tour, and will return to the studio 
in March to work on her 29th album.
