After receiving his bachelor’s de­
gree from Pacific Union College and 
his master’s degree from the Univer­
sity of Southern California, Dr. Hoff­
man entered the navy at the beginning 
of World War II as a naval intelli­
gence officer.

Following the war he returned to 
Ohio State University, where he re­
ceived his doctorate in history in 1948.

Houston, Dec. 1—UH opened its most 
successful season in history with an amazingly easy victory over 
the University of California. The Cal Aggies were dazzled from 
the opening tipoff and were humiliated, 95-47.

TEXAS A & M. College Station, Dec. 5—The first road 
trip for Guy Lewis’ crew was short and sad. Soph Bennie Lenox 
led a second half rally to give heated A&M a 64-49 win.

LAMAR TECH. Beaumont, Dec. 7—Lamar Tech’s Cardinals 
played host to the Cougars in the season’s third game and almost 
put the Big Red in the red. The buzzer ending an overtime period 
sounded just before Tech’s Dick Smith fired a perfect 40-foot 

set shot, and UH took the game, 72-70.

TCLL Houston, Dec. 12—The Cats scored the first of three wins 
over Texas Christian as Lyle Harger sank five crucial points 
in a late-game rally to give Houston a 75-71 win.

LIONS’ HOLIDAY CLASSIC. Houston, Dec. 22 and 23—The

TCU. Ft. Worth, Jan. 25—Houston set a new school mark for road victories with 
its eighth foreign win in Ft. Worth. Jack Thompson scored seven points in the last 
two minutes to spark a determined rally which dumped Texas Christian 61-56.

TEXAS A&M. Houston, Jan. 30—A crowd of 7,500 squeezed into the Coliseum to 
watch Big Red gain revenge over Texas A&M. Don Schverak scored 25 points and 
Folly Malone 23 to lead Houston to a 73-69 decision over the Farmers.

CINCINNATI. Houston, Feb. 1—The Cats hosted mighty Cincinnati, NCAA champion 
this season and last, in Delmar Gymnasium and suffered their only home defeat of 
the year. A cold first half cost Houston a 60-52 decision despite a late rally.

FLORIDA ST. Houston, Feb. 5—The Cougars trailed Florida State’s Seminoles, a 
group-of the nation’s hottest shots, for most of the game before pulling out a victory 
in Jeppesen Gymnasium. FSU ranked among the best in team field goal accuracy but 
fell to Houston, 84-76.

MIAMI. Houston, Feb. 8—Don Schverak tallied 17 points, all in the second half, 
and Lyle Harger racked up 21 to pace the Cougars to a win over Miami’s Hurricanes. 
The Floridians had the tallest front line in the country but used it unwisely and fell, 
80-69.

NORTH TEXAS. Houston, Feb. 10—A capacity Jeppesen crowd watched the hot- 
shooting Cougars top the century mark for the only time of the season and wallop 
North Texas State. Don Schverak had 22, Folly Malone 21, Houston 105, and North 
Texas 75.

CINCINNATI. Cincinnati, Feb. 16—Cincinnati’s Bearcats, on their home court, turned 
back the Cougars for the tenth time in ten games. The frustrated Big Red fell behind 
early and trailed throughout the 59-47 defeat.

TULSA. Houston, Feb. 20—Houston celebrated its National Invitational Tournament 
bid by walloping the Tulsa Golden Hurricane, tying the previous record for victories, 
19, at the same time.
