It was a chilly afternoon in December when the KUHF disc-jockey, 
broadcasting from the fifth floor of Ezekiel Cullen announced, "Due 
to circumstances beyond our control, we are signing off the air." 
Little did any of the listeners know at the time that Ezekiel Cullen was 
on fire, and that the fire was one of the major fires in Houston this 
year.
The five students operating the radio station were trapped briefly 
because the fire, believed to have been caused by a defective 
hotplate in the faculty lounge, had just about cleaned out the fourth 
floor of the main part of the building.

The president's 
office is located on the second floor directly below where the fire 
started. Luckily no records or student transcripts were lost in the 
blazes. The only known injuries were due to smoke inhalation.
It's now May, and all the visible scars of the tragic event are gone; 
however, the smell of smoke still lingers in the main part of the 
building.

UH has provided the NBA with four able bodies in the last six years in their 
annual collegiate player draft. Elvin Hayes and Don Chaney both were 
chosen in the player draft of 1968, Hayes by the San Diego Rockets and 
Chaney by the Boston Celtics. In 1972 Dwight Davis, who ranks second 
behind Hayes in the Cougar all time scoring and rebounding status, was 
chosen by the Cleveland Cavillers.

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Coach Hill retires
The 1974 baseball season marked the end of an era at UH; 

it was the last season for Coach Lovette Hill, a 25 year 
veteran of UH baseball. Coach Hill's last season at UH 

was only so-so as the team finished with a 20 win, 21 loss as 
mark, and fifth in the SWC race. UH's team batting 
average was a very good mark of .296, but Cougar 

opponents averaged an even better .3 12. The leading 
hitters on Coach Hill's last team were Mark Stevens, .366, 

Tommy Kaiser, .354, Steve Reeves, .348, Dave Vinson, 
.343, and Mike Maddox, .33 I. The Cougars pitching staff, 
with an average era of .593, was headed by Steve Boron, 
5-5, and Rick Mahoney, 4-3. Retiring Coach Hill finished 

his career at UH with 344 wins and 323 losses putting him 
near the top in wins for a collegiate baseball coach.

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Freshman leads
Cougar tankers

Coach Phill H ansel's swimming team ■finished the 1973-74 
season with its best season mark ever of 6 wins and 7 losses. 

The Cougar tankers, facing tough competition from SMU 
and UT, managed to finish in fourth place in the tough 

Southwest Conference race. The brightest spot on Coach 
Hansel s team this year was Lance Pomeroy, a freshman 

from Seattle, Washington. Pomeroy, in his initial season as 
a Cougar, set three school records on his way to qualifying 

for the NCAA swim meet in the 220 yard backstroke and 
the 440 yard individual medley. With a strong nucleus of 

underclassmen to build on, Coach Hansel can count on 
even better things from next year's swimmers.

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Top athletes
Success in athletics requires hours of practice, 
perseverance, and patience. On the 
intercollegiate level, where an athlete's 
performance usually doesn't fill his pockets with 
coin or provide him with a "stylish ride" to 
cruise the town in, the main motive for 
performance is usually pride. It is true that many 
college athletes' sole purpose in competing is to 
interest the scouts of a professional team, but 
the number of these lucky ones is small. On the 
following pages are ten athletes whom the staff 
of the Houstonian felt had performed with a 
determination and vitality that made them 
special. It would have been possible to name 
100 top athletes for 1973-74, but due to space 
limitations we had to limit the number to ten.
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Louis Dunbar was an integral part of the University of 
Houston basketball team in 1973-74. His dominating style 
of play and his height played important roles in every 

game.
Dunbar stands 6/9/z and plays at forward and guard. His 
21.7 points per game was high on the team and he 
averaged nearly 5 assists per game. He also had more than 

eight rebounds in each game.
The Minden, La., junior's famous jump shot and easy lay-up 
were his trademarks. His actions on the court contributed 

greatly to this year's fine I 7-9 season.
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Senior forward Sidney Edwards played an important role 
on this year's basketball team with Dunbar. His quiet, 
unobtrusive style of play often made fans forget he was on 
the court until he blocked a shot or stole the ball.
However, Edwards averaged over 15 points per game and 
almost 19 rebounds. He shot 56% from the field and 70% 
from the free throw line.
Edwards' individual honors this year include the most free 
throws made (9) and most free throws attenpted (II). He 
was also chosen to play in the Pizza Hut Classic in Las 
Vegas where he scored 9 points.
The 6'9" co-captain played his deadly game of close shots 
and lay-ups, relying on his quickness and accuracy. Soaring 
over his opponents for the ball, Edwards crashed the 
boards many times and intimidated his opponents.
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Sophomore golfer Keith Fergus was a seven tournament 
winner in the 1974 season. One of the tournaments he won 
was the prestigious St. Andrew's International which was 
held in Scotland.
The two-year letterman was the Southwest Conference 
champion and is a contender for the national 
championship. Fergus is also looking for All-American 
honors at the NCAA tournament in June.
Fergus' smooth swings helped account for the high 
national standing the golf team had against such 
competition as Florida and Texas.
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Senior tracks+er Wayne Johnson was the backbone on this 
year's track team. Besides excelling in the individual 
events, he anchored two relay teams.
Johnson was UH's first Southwest Conference individual 
champion when he won the 100 yard dash in 9.4 seconds. 
He is also the anchor man of UH's record setting 440 and 
880 yard relay teams.
The Kaufman, Texas, speedster is due to compete in the 
Meet of Champions, the Southwest Conference and 
NCAA championship meets later this year.
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Strength, speed and intelligence sums up Cougar middle 
linebacker Deryl McGallion. He smashed opponents for 58 
tackles and another 58 assists. In addition to his crunching 
tackles, McGallion swiped three enemy passes.
His 220-pound frame filled holes in the defensive line 
countless times. His speed allowed him to cover receivers 
when necessary. His intelligence told him what to expect 
from his opponents.
Because of McGallion's tremendous efforts on the field, he 
won the Defensive Player Award three times this season.
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Senior All American Lee Merry had the best won-lost 
record on the tennis team this year. His over-powering 
serves and blistering forehands earned him a 27-5 record. 
Merry, originally from California, was given to displays of 
anger and frustration at times. During a match, a flying 
racquet was not unusual. His anger, however, seemed to 
make him concentrate more in order to demolish his 
opponent.
The invaluable play Merry gave to the tennis team was one 
very important reason why the Cougars won the SWC title 
in 1974.
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D. C. Nobles quarterbacked the Cougar -football team to 
their best season ever. His cat-quick moves, dazzling speed 
and deadly passing were deciding factors in the Houston 
victories.
Nobles not only passed for over I 140 yards and seven 
touchdowns, but also ran for 723 yards and five more ID's. 
The 170 pound Lufkin native executed Coach Bell 
Yeoman's Veer-T offense with unmatched precision, 
ending up as one of UH's leading passers and rushers in 
the same season.
Under Nobles, the offense averaged over 460 yards per 
game which resulted in the I I -1 -0 season.
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Leonard Parker's bruising power pushed his season 
yardage to over I 140 yards for the 1973 season, placing 
him on the select list of those making 1000 yards or more in 
one season.
From Parker's fullback position, he averaged 102 yards per 
game. Showing complete disregard for his body, this 
Humble, Texas, native scored 12 touchdowns in his 
spectacular season.
Although Parker was not extremely fast, his dogged 
determination, sheer brute power and 2 I 5 pound body 
pushed him over the goal line again and again. He seemed 
to be made to fit into the fullback slot, taking the option 
passes from Nobles time after time. He averaged 5 yards 
per carry in his senior year.
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Freshman tanker Lance Pomeroy set three school records 
this year and led his teammates in two other events. 
Pomeroy set records in the 200 and 400-yard individual 
medleys and the 200 yard backstroke. He was also the 
fastest member of the team in the 1000 yard freestyle and 
the 200 yard flystroke.
The young freshman from Seattle, Washington, was the 
first Cougar ever to qualify for the NCAA swim meet with 
a dazzling 4:13.3 in the 400 yard individual medley. He 
also qualified for the 200 yard backstroke.
Teamwork was one of Pomeroy's assets, too, as he was a 
member of the school record setting 440 yard relay team.
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Junior baseball sensation Mark Stevens was instrumental in 
UH's improvement on the baseball -field this year.
The hard-hitting center fielder had the highest batting 
average on the team with .366. He drove in 25 runs and 
stole 10 bases. His sharp eye accounted for his 42 walks, a 
school record.
Stevens played in all 41 games this season and was on base 
in every game. He has been on base in 80 of the last 81 
games he has played in.
Stevens' powerful bat and sparkling defense played major 
roles in UH's victories over teams like A&M and Texas

Tech.

The development of this student is achieved through the 
extensive core of subjects he participates in to fulfill his 

well-rounded education. The courses form a practical 
background necessary for all fields. It is common for a 

student majoring within the College to be preparing for 
graduate study or for careers in teaching, business and 

industry or the professions. Although the student is 
encouraged to explore a broad range of interest, a 

coinciding factor is the examination of one particular field 
in depth.

Imprinted upon the Houston horizon lay the influence of 
the architect. He, through his designing, planning, and 
building, has created man's physical home, and at the 

University of Houston College of Architecture the student 
is able to study and prepare for such a career. 
Study at the University of Houston College of 

Architecture entails a five-year program, comprised of a 
curriculum of coordination, planning, economics, as well as 
the traditional fields. Of a required I 64 semester hours the 

student needs to complete 94 hours in architectural 
courses, of which 65 must be advanced level. The 

remaining hours should include 36 in counseled electives.

The complications of a growing systematic industrialized 
society demand career business people capable of making 
the right decisions.

Accounting, Behavioral Management Science, Finance, 
Marketing, Production-Logistics Management, and 
Quantitative Management Science — and two centers for 
advanced study and research — the Center for Human 
Resources and the Management Development Center, 
which offers an Executive Development Program, new 
programs such as a computerized workshop on financial 
strategy and control, and courses designed for association, 
industries, and individual companies.
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Continuing Education at the University of Houston 
encompasses the expansion of the growing campus. 

Offices located on the downtown campus will be relocated 
in the under construction $7.5 million Continuing 

Education Center. The Center will not only provide 
guarters for the Downtown School, as a luxurious hotel, the 

Conrad N. Hilton School of Hotel and Restaurant 
Management, is planned as part of the building. It will 

provide a training laboratory for students in hospitality 
field. The new building was to be completed in late 1973, 

but construction was slowed due to weather circumstances.

The 
answer goes back to those people who are 
always hard at work, striving to the utmost to 
make the University of Houston still better. . 
the administration. Through this higher group 
the whole life of the university is patterned- 
each change, good or bad can be traced to this 
group of individuals.
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The 1973-1974 academic year was among the more 
significant in the recent development of the University of 
Houston. If space permitted, I would prefer to list many 
more of the important events during the past I 2 months. 
Since this is to be a concise summary, let me concentrate 
on the following:
• The funding of the new campus of the University of 
Houston at Clear Lake City, and the first full semesters of 
operations for the University's Victoria Center.
• An emerging new maturity within the student body 
evidenced especially by a restructuring of relationships 
between the Student Senate and the University Council, 
and other key organizations within the campus community.
• The administrative reorganization of the College of Arts 
and Sciences, which had come to have far too many 
departments and students for maximum efficiency, and the 
discontinuance of the Graduate School, with its functions 
to be reassigned to other offices and instructional units. 
The University of Houston at Clear Lake City, an 
innovative institution directly tied to the 10 community 
colleges in the area, begins classes this fall as construction 
accelerates on its beautiful 500—acre campus adjacent to 
some of the most attractive natural settings in this entire 
area. It and the Victoria Center are key elements in the 
ongoing development of the University of Houston as a 
system of regional campuses.
Part of a major national trend, the new spirit of far wider 
participation by students in various aspects of the 
governance of the University was a valuable and 
heartening factor in the institution's growth during 1973- 
1974. Time and again, the leaders of student government 
and their fellow students made constructive contributions 
that were of marked value to me personally and to the 
University of Houston.
The reorganization of the College of Arts and Sciences 
into Colleges of Humanities and Fine Arts, Social Sciences 
and Natural Sciences and Mathematics will clarify 
administrative leadership and direct accountability for 
instruction. Smaller and more natural groupings of 
departments should aid also in our primary mission, the 
provision of increasingly better teaching at every level in 

our institution.’
