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Teachers, Food Industry Groups Oppose Health Cards

Citing overwhelming costs for the testing 
and issuance of health cards—costs which 
would eventually be passed on to 
consumers—representatives from three 
Houston food handlers groups and the 
Houston Teachers Association unanim­
ously opposed the health card proposal at 
a City Hall hearing last Friday.

Bob Borochoff, president of the Houston 
Restaurant Association, said health cards 
would cost the restaurant industry $31.5 
million dollars annually. He based this 
figure on the cost of permits or health 
cards being issued twice a year, the 
number of current restaurant workers and 
employee turnover rates.

A Houston restaurant owner himself, 
Borochoff said he has worked for restau­
rants in the past under food handler per­
mits which were eliminated during the 
1970s. “From experience, the health cards 
are not effective,” he said. “The purpose of 
the health card is good, but the effect is 
not. (The current proposal) is directed at 
illnesses that are not food-borne.”

Borochoff said that based on what he

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has learned about AIDS in recent months, 
people should be more concerned about a 
restaurant’s sanitation practices than 
they should about contracting AIDS from 
a restaurant or food handler. In the area of 
sanitation, Borochoff said sanitation has 
improved greatly over recent years largely 
as a result of informing and educating res­
taurant owners and workers about proper 
sanitation procedures for reducing the 
risk of food-borne illnesses.

“There is a need for the public to become 
more aware of what AIDS is,” Borochoff 
stressed. “There is room for improvement 
in the restaurant industry. We fervently 
believe the restaurant business would 
benefit (further) in the area of education 
concerning sanitation...(but) health cards 
would only give a false sense of protection 
to the people.”

In an industry that employs more than 
30,000 people, the executive director of the 
Houston Retail Grocers Association said 
health cards would cost $12 million. 
Speaking before the three-member com­
mittee hearing comments on the health 
card system, Rick Johnson said this cost 
would ultimately have to be passed on to 
the consumer.

Retail grocery workers who earn min- 
mum wage often don’t have the money to

pay for the card or three tests—skin, blood 
and x-ray—that will be required of a per­
son if the proposed measure is enacted, 
Johnson said. The high cost of testing and 
issuing cards would also reduce employ­
ment opportunities for many people, such 
as students who may work part time. He 
also pointed out that Houston’s present 
economy doesn’t need to bear an “addi­
tional expense such as this.”

Johnson went on to say that aside from 
the fact that “there is really no medical 
justification for health cards,” any con­
tamination of food bought at a grocery 
store would most likely occur at the manu­
facturer, and thus it would already be 
tainted by the time the product reached a 
store.

Representing the Houston convenience 
store industry, Jim Lynch said “no benefit 
could be derived from health cards” and 
that the $1.3 million cost of testing and 
issuing the cards for that industry would 
have to be passed on to the consumers.

“If the cost for health cards for all three 
industries (represented at the hearing) 
were combined and spread over our less 
than prosperous economy, it will be very 
expensive for the consumers,” Lynch said.

“We believe that health cards would be a 
terrible waste of money. If we are going to 

spend money, there are more productive 
ways of utilizing it. But with the health 
cards we’ll be spending money and not 
getting anything for it,” he said.

Lynch believes that money would be bet­
ter spent educating food handlers and 
other food industry workers about proper 
sanitation practices. “It is in our own best 
interest and cheaper for us to insure 
proper sanitation,” he said.

Signa Segrest, president of the Houston 
Teachers Association, said her organiza­
tion is opposed to the idea of health cards 
because “they are not an effective 
response to public health control.”

She echoed the feelings of Lynch by say­
ing that “communicable diseases can best 
be contained by education and proper 
sanitation.”She added that the diseases 
which sire passed in classrooms and infect 
children, such as the common cold, are not 
covered by the health cards.

The council committee, chaired by 
Councilman Jim Greenwood, is studying 
the feasibility of health cards as a means 
of preventing the spread of AIDS in Hous­
ton. The committee, which is scheduled to 
meet two additional times in January, will 
likely make their recommendations to the 
City Council in mid-February as to 
whether or not the health card system will 
be adopted.

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Neighborhood
University Selects New President

A three-month search for a new president 
to head the University of St. Thomas cul­
minated last Thursday when it was 
announced that Rev. Frank H. Bredeweg 
would assume the position.

Bredeweg says that while private col­
leges such as St. Thomas in Montrose 
have been faced with hard times, he 
believes the university has the right com­
ponents to be an influential institution.

Vincent Buckley, chairman of the St. 
Thomas board, said Bredeweg “has the 
leadership that is important to the univer­
sity. He is a person who is going some­
where and is able to pursuade others to go 
along with him.”

The university is planning no further 
changes in any of its programs, Bredeweg 

said, referring to cuts that were made in 
the school’s nursing and basketball pro­
grams during 1985. He did stress, how­
ever, that St. Thomas would be conducting 
an “intensive study of Us programs” in 
response to declining enrollment resulting 
from the program cutbacks.

“We will probably remain a small col­
lege forever,” he said, “but we want to do 
better at what we are here to do.” To 
accomplish this, Bredeweg plans to com­
bine his skills as an administrator and 
financial manager with a team manage­
ment approach.

Bredeweg, a priest of the Basilian order, 
had been acting as president of the univer­
sity since August. The University of St. 
Thomas, located at 3812 Montrose Blvd., 
is a Catholic liberal arts college with 
approximately 1,250 full-time students.

It’s A Buyer’s Market 
in Montrose Real Estate

In the not too distant past, there was a 
time when a person who was interested in 
buying a house in the Montrose area 
looked at an average of six homes before 
making a decision as to which home to bid 
on. And three years ago, the average sel­
ling price of that house was about 
$108,000.

But times have changed and so has the 
housing picture in the Montrose. Last 
year, the average selling price dropped to 
the mid-90s and prospective homebuyers 
had nearly 10 times as many homes to 
look at than they did in 1983.

According to a Montrose real estate 
broker, the past two years have seen resi­
dential property values decline by about 
10% annually. In addition, commercial 
property values have declined by as much 
as 15% in some areas of Montrose.

“With the economy the way we’ve seen 
it, the demand (for homes) is just not 
there,” says Jerry Blum, of Acker-Blum 
and Associates. He adds, however, that 
might be changing. Prices have begun to 
stabilize, he says, and for many people, 
prices have fallen low enough to make 
homes more affordable.

While finding the “right” house may be 
easier, closing, and in some cases, financ­
ing, have become more difficult and time 
consuming, according to Blum. Although 
this area has one of the lowest foreclosure 
rates, record foreclosures in other parts of 
Houston and Harris County have promp­
ted mortgage companies to require more 
information from lending institutions and 
prospective homeowners.

Whereas mortagage companies gener­
ally used to confirm income, savings and 
employment only once, Blum says they 
may now confirm these as often as three

times during a 30 to 90-day period.
While home prices vary depending upon 

a number of factors, such as location and 
the amount of land a house is situated on, 
Blum said a 14,000 to 16,000-square-foot 
house in the Montrose can be bought for 
$75,000 to $85,000.

With depressed home prices and an 
economy quite different from that of two 
years ago, now is not one of the best of 
times to be selling a home. The sales pic­
ture for condominiums is the bleakest, 
however. In fact, Blum says 1985 was the 
worst year for condominium sales.

Part of the sales problem with condomi­
niums is the existing glut of units result­
ing from a mass of apartment conversions 
that began about four years ago. Instead 
of attempting to sell a condominium now 
and face losing a great deal of money, 
Blum recommends that owners hold on to 
their properties at least until sales pick up 
again.

While sales of townhouses have begun 
to resume, single-family residences are 
now making up the greatest number of 
sales. According to Blum, most of these 
are being bought by young married cou­
ples and those who are starting families.

Blum says many prospective homebuy­
ers are looking for a “good deal,” some­
thing which he admits they are more 
likely to find in areas where there is a high 
foreclosure rate. But he adds that overall, 
“most people are looking for something 
where they can go in and do their own 
thing and remodel to their liking.”

Much of the renewed interest in the 
Montrose as a residential area is due to its 
close proximity to downtown and the med­
ical center, as well as theaters and muse­
ums. “When good things happen here we 
need to let people know about them,” Blum 
says. “The image (of the Montrose area) is 
on the uprise. But it will take a lot more 
work. There’s a wide variety of people 
here....And we need to let other people 
know about the good things.”

Despite some pessimistic predictions for 
Houston’s economy during 1986, Blum 
says he’s optimistic that this year will be 
an improvement over 1985. “This year is 
starting out better, although I don’t know 
how long it’s going to last. We’ve had more 
sales in the last two weeks than we were 
accustomed to in the last year.”

For prospective homeowners, Blum 
says now is the time to consider buying. 
“It’s a buyers market,” he says. “Interest 
rates are down, there is a wide variety of 
houses to choose from and prices are 
down. People who don’t buy in 1986 will 
probably be sorry they didn’t. Financing 
may be more difficult, but it will be worth 
it in the long run.”

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Coors ‘Banned’ 
by Boston 
City Council

From a Press Release
Responding to a resolution submitted by 
openly gay Boston City Councillor David 
Scondras, on Jan. 15 the Boston City 
Council established by unanimous vote a 
council policy “discouraging official city 
participation in any event involving the 
promotion of Coors beer.”

“Coors has a long history of anti-gay, 
anti-labor, and racist business practices,” 
said Scondras. “I am proud that my col­
leagues and I have clearly stated that we 
want nothing to do with promoting Coors 
and what it stands for.”

Susan Franzblau, a member of the Les­
bian and Gay Focus of the Boycott Coors 
Task Force, told gay and lesbian activists 
the morning of the council vote that 
Joseph Coors sits on the national board of 
Morality in Media, a group that held a 
forum in Boston to advocate quarantining 
of AIDS patients in an old leper colony in 
Boston Harbor.

“Coors founded and funds the Moral 
Majority whose leader, Jerry Falwell, has 
advocated quarantines for people with 
AIDS and has put full page ads in the 
Readers Digest urging millions of readers 
to ‘clean up America’ of its gay people,” 
continued Franzblau, “but to merely sug­
gest ... that Coors funds a few right wing 
organizations is to misunderstand ... the 
Coors company. ...”

Franzblau went on to charge Coors with 
busting 21 unions in the last 20 years, giv­
ing lie detector tests asking questions 
about sexual preference, continuing to 
demand the right of search and seizure of 
workers’ personal property, reserving the 
right to force employees to submit to phys­
ical exams, and intimidating workers into 
opposing the Equal Rights Amendment 
and the Civil Rights Act.

“The City of Boston has done something 
that every major and progresssive city in 
the country should do,” noted long-time 
gay activist and Northern California 
Coordinator of the Coors Boycott Commit­
tee (AFL-CIO) Howard Wallace noted. “It’s 
terrific and proves that the boycott will 
follow Coors wherever it goes. If the boy­
cott has the same success on the East 
Coast as it has had on the West Coast, 
Coors is in serious trouble.”

As I 
started to cross the street, the parking lot 
attendant chased me down and told me 
that the parking lot was for Kroger 
patrons only! I tried to explain that I 
planned to do some shopping (as I’ve done 
for three and a half years) as soon as I 
finished by other business. I was still told 
to move my vehicle or be towed.

So I moved off of the lot and complained 
to the manager. I said that if three and a 
half years of patronage didn’t entitle me to 
park in the lot for five minutes, then I 
would take my business elsewhere. I was 
told that was fine and I should take my 
business elsewhere!

Since then, I have personally witnessed 
people being chased off the lot in a totally 
rude and inconsiderate manner, often 
accompanied with threats of being towed.

I have also had friends and clients that 
live or work in the area who, like myself, 
have spent considerable amounts of 
money at Kroger to be treated badly.

My question is why should a community 
that virtually supports this business allow 
themselves to be subjected to this rudeness 
and threats of being towed?

As a result of the management’s atti­
tude and continuation of these needless 
policies, I refuse to do any more business 
with Kroger and urge others to do the 
same.

This community deserves more consid­
eration and appreciation for the years of 
support that we have provided.

Hit elephants
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‘Health and Fitness’ Club Owners Meet in Houston
With Business Down, Club Owners Making Changes

Over the past five years, the AIDS crisis 
has brought many changes to the gay 
community: a change in lifestyles and a 
greater awareness and sense of unity in 
fighting AIDS. But the changes have also 
made the gay community more vulnerable 
in some respects.

Referred by some as the “gay plague” or 
“God’s wrath against homosexuals,” gays 
have been looked at for answers to stop­
ping further spread of the disease. 
Because of their history and, in some 
cases, a lack of understanding, bath­
houses have been an easy target for a 
great deal of negative publicity.

Faced with reductions in business of 
from 10 to 50% in some areas of the country 
and increased pressure to close from var­
ious politicians, organizations and other 
individuals, bathhouse owners have, in 
recent years, been forced to take a good 
look at the future of their businesses and 
plan accordingly.

“The trend is to change the nature of the 
clubs from a bathhouse mode to some­
thing that is more socially and politically 
acceptable,” says Dick Lawson, vice presi­
dent and secretary of the newly formed 
International Guesthouse and Health 
Clubs (IGHC) organization, which met in 
Houston earlier this week.

The 30-member organization, made up 
of guest houses, health clubs and former 
bathhouses in the U.S. and Canada, was 
formerly known as the American Associa­
tion of Health and Fitness Clubs 
(AAHFC).

Lawson said that as a means of survi­
val, many bathhouses have begun a 
“metamorphosis” that includes removing 
high risk, high profile areas such as “orgy 
rooms” and “glory holes” and creating 
alternatives for members such as weigh­
tlifting and workout areas.

“The emphasis for change is inevita­
ble,” he said. “But business will improve if 
there is more to do and more things of 
interest to a broader base of gay men. I see 
the clubs becoming more social and 
diverse as the options available to them 
increase.”

The role of the IGHC in the conversion of 
bathhouses to health clubs is a multifa­
ceted one. The organization has estab­
lished guidelines and requirements for 
member facilities as well as education pro­
grams dealing with AIDS and safe sex 
that are aimed at clients and other individ­
uals in the gay community.

I^awson said that while not more than 
10% of gay men go to bathhouses on a 
regular basis, closing the bathhouses 
would only serve to drive many of these 
men to look for sex in other places. If the

sex drive is strong, Lawson says “people 
are going to have sex even if it kills them. 
It supercedes good sense sometimes. But if 
the bathhouses were closed, these people 
would be without resources that are valua­
ble to them—cleanup, condoms and educa­
tional information.”

As the number of AIDS cases in the U.S. 
began to escalate, bathhouses fell under 
increasing amounts of criticsm, negative 
publicity and accusations that Lawson 
says many bathhouse owners were not 
prepared to deal with. The formation of 
the IGHC parent organization two years 
ago has provided club owners with a sup­
port system which in many ways resem­
bles a trade association in the benefits it 
can afford to its members, Lawson says.

bles a trade association in the benefits it 
can afford to its members, Lawson says.

“The organization serves as a clearing­
house of ideas and information,” he says. 
Through the organization’s newsletter, 
members receive updates of national and 
local events that may be of importance to 
other club owners. They also share infor­
mation on various subjects such as run­
ning a club or other management 
strategies.

“Members also have a legal defense 
fund at their disposal,” Lawson said. “The 
aim of this is to assist clubs or individuals 
as best we can with direct monetary and 
legal support.

“The AIDS crisis has meant a great

change in awareness for the gay commun­
ity about who we are and what we do. We 
have focused the straight world on our 
lifestyles. This has brought out of the 
closet a number of things about gays,” 
Lawson says, such as the potential 
number of gays in America, the extent of 
their lives and the many important contri­
butions gays have to make.

“We recognize the future will be bleak 
for as many years as there is no cure or 
preventative measure against AIDS. It 
will continue to be a struggle. But there is 
light for improvement and we must 
change the thrust of our industry and 
move to an imaging that is more positive 
in the public eye.”

Toned-down Midler Shines in ‘Down and Out

Two new films opening in theaters are fol­
lowing trends set by other recent films. 
Beverly Hills seems to be a popular place 
to set a film these days, and the comedy 
Down and Out in Beverly Hills is set right 
in the middle of the crazy L.A. subculture. 
Bettie Midler, Richard Dreyfuss, and Nick 
Nolte star in a funny look at the pleasures 
and pain of having it all.

The second film is Iron Eagle, a flag­
waving, and patriotic aviation drama 
about a boy who must rescue his father 
from death. Jason Gedrick and Lou Gos­
sett star in this moderately successful 
attempt at a “coming of age” film. Direc­
tor Sidney Furie (Ladie Sings The Blues, 
Gable and Lombard) goes a bit overboard 
with military maneuvers, but the idea of a 
kid fighting an Arab country with an F-16 
should have young moviegoers out in 
droves.

Beverly Hills
Bette Midler is a woman who defies a cate­
gory. Her albums have won Grammy’s 
(not to mention a lot of fans), and her tele­
vision special “OF Red Hair is Back” won 
an Emmy. She received awards for her 
debut film The Rose, made a film of her 
Broadway show Divine Madness, and 
then was set back a little with a dud film 
called Jinxed. Thankfully, that wasn’t the 
end of her film career.

She recently signed with Disney’s adult 
production company, Touchstone Films, 
and will make several movies for them. 
Her first effort is a comedy from director 
Paul Mazursky, the man who gave us such 
treasures as Harry and Tonto, An Unmar­
ried Woman, and Moscow on the Hudson.

Down and Out in Beverly Hills gives us a 
new side of Bette, far more reserved and a 
lot less outlandish than ever before.

Bette portrays a crazy rich woman 
named Barbara Whitman who is unful­
filled in her lavish lifestyle of luxury, 
trends, and yoga. Her husband Dave 
(Richard Dreyfuss) is a hurried business­
man who made a fortune selling hangers. 
Their life is easy, but money can’t make 
you happy. They have two strange kids— 
one that seems anorexic and another that 
dresses in women’s clothing. Barbara is 
always chasing the latest Beverly Hills 
trend, and Dave is dabbling with the 
Spanish maid late at night.

Into this strange household steps Jerry, 
a street bum who tries to drown himself in

their pool. Dave saves him, and then ends 
up trying to make the rest of the family 
accept him into the household. Jerry is a 
selfish, self-centered type who has lost 
most of his respect for humanity. He has a 
hard time interacting wit this nouveau- 
riche lifestyle, but soon starts to regain 
respect for himself and others.

Mazursky does a great job weaving an 
odd assortment of characters into a touch­
ing and funny morality tale. The story is 
loosely based on a fifties French film 
Boudu Saved from Drowning, updated to 
highlight the eccentric people and ideas in 
Beverly Hills. Everything from dog psy­
chologists to massive home security (the 
police respond with helicopters and 
searchlights) seem to show the lavish foo­
lishness that the idle rich can afford.

The main problem with Down and Out 
is that the humor is very uneven. Midler’s 
character is a lot of fun, and both Dreyfuss 
and Nick Nolte (as Jerry) give us sympa­
thetically weird characters. Then we have 
this dog (Matisse) who gets too much 
attention and has too many reaction 
shots. The children seem strange and out 
of place, especially the gay boy who likes 
to shock his parents by dressing like a 
woman. Little Richard even pops up in a 
very stupid role as a dumb neighbor.

While the movie makes its point about 
the good and bad points of having money, 
the premise wears fast and we end up just 
watching the antics of the actors. Down 
and Out is a good time at the movies, but it 
ultimately seems a little empty storywisse. 
However, Bette’s fans will definitely be 
delighted with this toned down perfor­
mance. Our national treausre proves once 
again that she is a performer of many 
colors that can change at any time.

□ Iron Eagle
The company that brought us the tepid 
Head Office last week soars out with the 
airplane saga Iron Eagle this week. A far­
fetched but likable adventure, Tri-Stars 
Eagle brings to life a youthful fantasy 
where a young man must save his father 
and “prove” himself to be a man.

Doug Masters is an 18-year-old who 
wants to grow up to be just like his Air 
Force fighter pilot father. Unfortunately, 
his poor grades and reckless attitude are 
keeping him from getting into the Air 
Force Academy. He is already a good pilot 
with plenty of experience, but he just 
hasn’t grown up enough to handle respon­
sibility.

When Doug’s father is shot down over a 
Mid-Eastern country and sentenced to 
hang for being a spy, the State Depart­
ment does little to help. As you might 
expect, Doug decides to take matters into 
his own hands and rescue him in a “bor-

rowed” F-16 fighter plane. Well, why not! 
If you’re going to prove yourself a man, 
you might as well go all the way first class.

About this time a certain Col. Chappy 
Sinclair is called upon to assist Doug with 
his mission. Chappy (Lou Gossett from An 
Officer and a Gentleman) is a tough of 
man who just can’t resist one more wild 
adventure. He’s not crazy about trying it 
with a kid, but he slowly comes to realize 
that Doug is making a serious effort that 
they might really be able to pull off.

About this time the film starts to drag 
and gets boring. There are endless scenes 
of preparation for the assault to rescue 
Dad. Military mumbo-jumbo accompany­
ing acres of maps and pictures just about 
had me nodding off. Making matters 
worse are interspersed scenes with Father 
being interrogated by a cartoonish 
Khadafy-like character who keeps calling 
him a “stupid pig.”

When Doug and Chappy finally take off, 
we almost believe that this whole propos- 
terous thing just might work. When they 
start bombing every building that the ter­
rorists have, you have to really suspend 
belief as they outmaneuver dozens of 
planes and a barrage of ground attack. 
When Doug lands the plane and scoops his 
wounded father off the runway, the 
audience cheers because he has now 
proven himself as a man—and a brave one 
at that.

Iron Eagle is a bit too flag-waving at 
times, bordering on patriotic pathos that 
seems to be invading quite a few movies 
lately (see Red Dawn or Invasion, U.S.A.). 
There is little respect for any peaceful tac­
tics, just a “blow-em up” attitude that 
most military personnel seem to have. The 
film is obviously a fantasy, but impres­
sionable youth do not need to keep digest­
ing a “Rambo” attitude towards those we 
don’t like.

This film was the number one box office 
draw last week ($6 million) and will proba­
bly be a big hit with the younger crowd. 
While it is not a bad film, it needs some 
heavy editing to bring the first half to life 
a little. Both Jason Gedrick (The Heav­
enly Kid) as Doug and Gossett as Chappy 
seem to have a great time with their roles, 
and they are fun to watch. It is a positive 
black/ white relationship that never 
makes race a major issue.

If you are an airplane fanatic, Iron 
Eagle will please you with authentic shots 
of real F-16s and a neat pilot’s-eye view of 
everything. If you like adventure, then you 
may just want to pop in for the last 45 
minutes. If you don’t like either one, make 
it a point to miss this movie.

New traffic signs went up in early Janu­
ary at four intersections between Ala­
bama and Harold at the request of the 
Montrose Ltd. Homeowners Assoication, 
creating controversy among residents of 
the neighborhood who were unaware of 
such requests.

Sixteen “no turn” signs, located at the 
corners of Mt. Vernon, Marshall, Kipling 
and Graustark, restrict turns from 7:00 
p.m. to 7:00 a.m.

Charlie Miller, a resident of the neigh­
borhood for four years,said that the signs 
present a problem for the residents who 
get home after 7:00 p.m. or leave for work 
work before 7:00 a.m.

“It is definitely an inconvenience for 
residents who must drive blocks out of 
their way to get to and from home,” Miller 
explained.

He pointed out that many of the resi­
dents had no idea that the signs had even 
been requested. “One day they just 
appeared,” he said. He also said that he 
had never been contacted by individuals 
or any homeowners association concern­
ing the traffic problem along those streets.

He also pointed out that he was unaware 
of any homeowners assoication in that 
neighborhood.

According to Terry Phillips, a spokes­
person in City Councilman George Grea- 
nias’ office, the request for the signs was 
made by the Montrose Ltd. Homeowners 
Association.

Phillips said the traffic department is 
notified following a sign request if the 
request is warranted. The traffic depart­
ment makes the recommendations.

In a letter sent to Chris Barnes of the 
Traffic and Engineering Department 
from the officers of the Montrose Ltd.

Homeowners Association, the association 
cited an increase of traffic in the area 
beginning at dusk and heaviest between

From the initial request, the usual proce­
dure was followed, according to Phillips. 
He said any group or homeowners associa­
tion can make such a request. However, 
proper procedures must be followed.

“First, we had to verify the homeowners 
association really existed and that the 
people were residents of that area,” he 
explained.

After several attempts to contact repre­
sentatives of the association requesting 
the signs, Larry Corbin, vice president of 
the association was reached. He refused to 
comment on the reasons for the traffic 
sign request or provide information about 
the homeowners association without the 
approval of members of the association.

When contacted Monday, Corbin said 
the members refused to give any comment

Frontrunners Competed in 
Houston-Tenneco Marathon

Early last Sunday morning, while most 
Houstonians were still sleeping, thou­
sands of eager runners were preparing to 
run a 26.2-mile course through Houston.

When Mayor Kathy Whitmire signaled 
the start of the 14th annual Houston- 
Tenneco Marathon, somewhere in the 
crowd of 3,974 runners—the largest 
number of entrants in the race’s history— 
were five members of the Houston Fron­
trunners organization.

Other Frontrunners members were sta­
tioned outside the Venture-N on Main 
Street at one of the race’s first water relief 
stations. They also turned out at other 
points along the race course to lend their 
support and offer water to the runners.

As the morning progressed, tempera­
tures rose to the mid-70s, which made run­
ning stressful for some of the entrants. 
However, for the estimated 200,000 specta­
tors who came out to see the marathon and 
the various types of entertainment along 
the race course, it was a perfect day.

The five Frontrunners completed the 
race with the following official times: Rick 
Potter, 3:06:04; Steve Rheineker, 3:19:20; 
Don Brickey, 3:51:09; David Wolf, 4:01:04; 
and Randy Cumbaa, 4:26:27.

Overall final placings in the marathon 
were not available from Tenneco officals, 
however placings by age groups are as 
follows. Of the 373 finishers in the 25 to 
29-year age group, Wolf finished 279th. A 
total of 515 runners completed the race in 
the 30 to 34-year age group, with Rhei­
necker finishing 121st. In the 35 to 39-year 
age group there were 516 finishers. Potter 
came in at 66, Brickey at 322 and Cumbaa 
at 453.

Paul Cummings of Orem, Utah, won the

men’s division of the marathon with a 
time of 2:11:31. Veronique Marot of Leeds, 
England, completed the race in 2:31:33 to 
capture first place in the women’s div­
ision. She also placed 14th overall in the 
marathon. Cummings and Marot each 
received $25,000 and a $150,000 life insu­
rance policy.

A total of 3,332 men and 642 women ran 
in the marathon. The largest percentage 
of men entered were between the ages of 35 
and 39 years of age.

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When Foreign Words and
Their Speakers Become Threats

Speaking Spanish at school—even during 
recess—was a punishable offense in my 
Texas elementary school during the fifties 
and sixties. The fines ranged from a nickel 
to a quarter, and teachers kept a running 
tab for each of the violators.

I was reminded of those days by a recent 
news story that the Paris Opera had been 
fined for publishing English programs in 
conjunction with the performance of Bub­
bling Brown Sugar.

While some in the United States con­
tinue to say “no” to Spanish, the powers- 
that-be in France are saying “non” to 
English.

In France, a 1975 law bars the use of 
English words to sell or promote products. 
The Paris Opera is only one of 40 organiza­
tions that have been sued successfully for 
violating that law by the General Associa­
tion for the Users of the French Language 
(AGULF).

AGULF is at the forefront of the battle to 
maintain France’s linguistic purity, par­
ticularly against English (really Ameri­
can) influences. At least 15 government 
ministries publish a list of foreign, mostly 
English, words that are banned from use 
in official communication. In addition, 
they provide acceptable French equival­
ents for such forbidden words as one-man 
show, brainstorming, sandwich, software 
and computer. An exception to the law is 
made where no French equivalent can be 
found.

In the United States, a group called U.S. 
English is trying to move us in the same 
direction. Their goal is to make English 
the official language of this country 
through a constitutional amendment ban­
ning the use of all other languages in 
governmental activities. It is aimed 
chiefly at bilingual education and bilin­
gual ballots.

Once that goal is accomplished, a spo­
kesperson of the organzation recently 
said, they plan to target American busi­
nesses who use foreign languages to sell 
products and services. This even though 
last year alone, corporate America spent 
hundreds of millions on Spanish language 
advertising within the United States.

Take heart, America! We are not alone. 
The country which honored us as a beacon 
of freedom and tolerance by giving us the 
Statue of Liberty is showing signs of inse­
curity not unlike what we are experiencing 
here. Growing pains. We all go through 
them as individuals and as nations and 
we survive them, coming out hopefully 
stronger and wiser.

Fear that this country could turn into a 
bilingual nation is, I suspect, what is fuel­
ing the efforts of U.S. English. Spanish 
language billboards, Spanish television 
and the influence of Latin culture are 
becoming more evident in the food, archi­
tecture, music and fashion scene. A few 
years back, tortillas could only be bought 
at small mom and pop tortillerias in bar­
rios. Today, they’re sold in supermarkets 
thoughout the nation, in many places 
earning their way out of the “ethnic food” 
section. Mexican and Latin American 
foods are multi-million dollar industries, 
with shares traded on Wall Street.

Unlike the English words which seem to 
find their way into France through the 
media and products, Spanish is entering 
the U.S with speakers in tow. They come to 
a country with a large Spanish-speaking 
population, and much of its Sun Belt 
states formerly Spanish-speaking Mexi­
can territory.

The French, too, are grappling with the 
growing cultural and linguistic diversity 
of their own population. At stake is “The 
right to be different,” an expresison coined

by President Francois Mitterand whose 
Socialist government has promoted cultu­
ral diversity among its citizens whose 
backgrounds include Algerian, Basque, 
Corsican and Bretons, to mention a few.

The policy, some say, was aimed at 
warding off separatist sentiment by 
groups that have never been fully 
accepted into French society. A leading 
opponent countered that the Socialists 
“were undertaking an action that would 
weaken French unity by shattering its cul­
ture.”

The right to be different in the U.S. came 
as a result of the civil rights movement 
and a recognition first by courts and then 
legislatures that persons who were cultu­
rally and linguistically different should 
have some of those differences respected. 
Bilingual education and ballots were 
introduced to provide greater opportuni­
ties for participation in American life.

Yet, as the Spanish origin population 
increases, groups such as U.S. English 
come to the forefront predicting the dem­
ise of our nation unless we reverse the 
trend.

Fluencey in Spanish, contrary to what 
many believe, is not betrayal of American 
allegiance. Yet I have always sensed that 
as long as I continue to speak Spanish 
fluently and freely, my citizenship will be 
in question. It doesn’t matter that I am 
even more facile in English. To be an 
America, some suggest, requires erasing 
one’s linguistic past.

When I say my name, and pronounce it 
in the familiar Spanish way, people some­
times get irritated. One woman recently 
told me, “I don’t care how you say your 
name in your damned country,” when I 
politely corrected her pronounciation. “In 
America,” She said, “your name is Erma.”

A friend of mine, a stand up comic, does 
a routine in which he pulls out a large map 
of the United States and renames some 
American cities. Would you like to live in 
Rat’s Mouth, Florida, or in Help, Arizona? 
I’ve wondered if the quiet artistic charm of 
New Mexico’s capital would be lost if it 
was renamed Holy Faith. Or if chic salons 
in Beverly Hills would move out from 
Round-Up Drive.

I hope we ncvpr find out.

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KS/AIDS Foundation Reveals Results of Audit

Revealing the final audit of the KS/AIDS 
Foundation financial records to a group of 
about 20 people including board members 
and members of the press, a certified pub­
lic account, hired by the board of directors, 
discussed administrative problems and 
offered suggestions for improved record­
keeping.

Joseph W. Tumlinson, C.P.A., presented 
his audit findings a meeting of the audit 
committee Monday night. The audit 
covered the years 1983 through 1985.

In addition to compiling financial 
records for each year, Tumlinson also 
presented the board recommendations for 
more accurate and concise recordkeeping 
for the coming year.

Several problems and recommenda­
tions surfaced through questions asked by 
members of the audience. For example, 
one of the questions concerned records of 
donations.

“If you don’t verify what’s donated, how 
does the donor justify the dollar amount 
on tax records?” a member of the audience 
asked.

Tumlinson replied, “Poor records have 
been kept in the past but receipts are now 
being given to the donor.” In addition, 
donors will now receive statements at the 
end of the year for tax purposes.

Tumlinson also pointed out that prob­
lems with the handling of cash and petty 
cash needed rectifying. Concerning the 
problems with cash, he said it may seem a 
little “picky.” However, he recommended 
that the foundation reduce its two or three 
bank accounts to one account for more 
accurate recordkeeping.

Problems with the petty cash record­
keeping, according to the auditor, primar­
ily dealt with specific records of how the 
petty cash was spent. Although he offered 

the board several recommendations of 
how to eliminate the problems, the board 
decided to do away with petty cash totally.

One of Tumlinson’s observations con­
cerning check vouchers dealt with docu­
mentation of all checks. Once again, he 
attributed the problem to inadequate 
recordkeeping. He recommended that all 
invoices show the check number and the 
date paid.

He also recommended that bank state­
ment reconciliation be performed on a reg­
ular basis.

Tumlinson’s general overall opinion 
was the recordkeeping was “95% business- 
related.” He cited the phenomenal growth 
of contributions as one factor for the lack 
of accurate recordkeeping.

The amount of dollars being dealt with 
has increased from approximately $47,000 
in 1984 to more thatn $200,000 this year.

In addition, with the growth of the foun­
dation, more demands have been placed 
on the three staff people at the founda­
tion’s administrative office. Such duties 
required of the staff include patient servi­
ces, answering telephones, dealing with 
the news media, fundraising, accounting, 
purchasing and other services within the 
community.

Another policy change resulting in the 
auditor’s recommendations concerned sig­
nature authorization on checks. Tom 
Oden, the new board treasurer, will be 
more involved in the accounting process.

Another recommendation resulting in 
the tremendous growth of the foundation 
concerned property records. Tumlinson 
pointed out that in the past the foundation 
dealt primarily with cash requiring no 
property records.

He said that with the need to establish 
asset records now, property must be 
booked properly including serial numbers, 
descriptions and dollar amount.

When asked about property records, 
Tumlinson said “things purchased were 
there and identified as purchased assets.” 
However, Joe Porro pointed out that the 
foundation should have records for four 
VCRs but only two could be located.

As a result, the board will maintain a log 
to control the assets showing where the 
equipment is located at all times.

In reference to patient services records, 
Tumlinson recommended that records be 
standardized and current. He said these 
records are necessary for future growth 
and federal grants. He also recommended 
accurate patient census reports be kept for 
the McAdory House.

Other recommendations Tumlinson 
made concerned bids and contracts for 
supplies and equipment and keeping accu­
rate logs of telephone calls and volunteer 
hours.

When asked by a member of the group 
what he thought of his findings, Tumlin­
son attributed the problems he found to be 
business problems, a lack of knowledge or 
time and growing pains. He emphasized 
the importance of business knowledge to 
run a foundation of this size.

According to Oden, the board does not 
feel it needs additional personnel. How­
ever, it was announced at the meeting that 
the board is actively looking for a fulltime 
executive director. Nate Sebastan is cur­
rently the acting executive director.

“I am hoping a strong executive director 
will reconcile the problems—to bring the 
organization out of chaos,” said board 
president Jim Beecher. “The board is pre­
pared to back an executive director and to 
participate in the screeing.”

Board member Sue Lovell said the board 
is also interested in forming an advisory 
board. The advisory board would be made 
up of strong professionals in the city in 
such fields as medicine, law, and educa­

tion.
Copies of the report are still in the hands 

of foundation members. According to Tom 
Oden, foundation treasurer, they will be 
made available to the media at a later 
date.

Health Pros 
Discuss Medical 
Facility for Gays 
Realizing the need for extended health 
care facilities, the Houston Gay Health 
Advocates (HGHAS) listened as a panel of 
medical experts presented its ideas for a 
50-75 bed facility during its January meet­
ing.

Based on the advancing median age of 
gays, more gay people will need care for 
cardiovascular disease, Alzheimer’s dis­
ease, central nervous system problems 
resulting from the AIDS virus and other 
illnesses requiring long-term care, accord­
ing to the panel.

According to one of the health care 
experts, the facility which would need 
some 200 full-time health care workers 
could be open within a year of an initial 
proposal.

Participating on the medical panel were 
a medical doctor in private practice 
involving people with AIDS, a health care 
consultant and a clinical research nurse.

According to Steve Burton of HGHA, 
efforts are actively being made to work 
with other organizations to accurately 
identify and quantify the problems, needs 
and resources.

Results of the findings will be presented 
at the next meeting of HGHA, Saturday, 
Feb. 8 at 7:30 p.m. at the Montrose Coun­
seling Center, 900 Lovett, Suite 201.

The Alley’s The Miss Firecracker Contest 
is a very funny production of a very funny 
script. Yet the two are often at odds.

There are two kinds of acting—method 
and technique. Method acting builds a 
character from the inside out; technical 
from the outside in. Every good actor must 
be able to do both. Fairly consistently 
through the first act, and occasionally in 
the second, it becomes obvious that direc­
tor Pat Brown took a rather technical 
approach to this Beth Henley play. 
Instead of making it all the way to Prom­
ontory Point and the spike of gold where 
the two lines meet, she veers towards the 
safer ground, the cheap laugh.

But the funniest moments of the first act 
are when she does close that gap! There is 
a warm electricity when, for no apparent 
reason at all, Kristin Norton (as Popeye 
Jackson) tells the story of a couple of very 
happily married midgets who disas­
trously give birth to a normal-sized infant. 
There is sheer champagne when a trio of 
outraged women pelt a ringing telephone 
with roses. There is Cynthia Gorman (as 
Camelle Scott) explaining that the death 
of a dog has delayed the news that she’s 
been accepted as a beauty contest contest­
ant.

Do I give you the feeling that this is a 
very dark comedy? Actually it is a very 
philosophical comedy that ends brimming 
over with victorious, phoenix-like hope 
and joy.

Strangely enough, for a play that’s 
obviously, on one of many levels, about 
the fate of America (a tap dance routine to 
“The Star Spangled Banner”?!), this hope­
ful philosophy is basically Taoism—a gift 
from China.

There is a Taoist principle called P’u, the 
Uncarved Block. It’s about Popeye Jack- 
son: the trusting simplicity that enables 
her to ask in which state she’ll find the city 
named Elysian Fields and the unruffled 

calm with which she picks the useful infor­
mation out of the inevitable reply.

That gives us the real touchstone^)f this 
production. Frou-frou Elain Rutledge 
(played by Marilyn McIntyre) has always 
said that her brother Delmount continu­
ally gets in trouble because of his uncotrol- 
lable addiction to “classical beauty.” 
When MacSam hears this, he looks at 
Popeye, with whom Delmount is falling in 
love. She is certainly not physically 
pretty, or any synonym of the word. He 
snorts and asks Delmount, “Classical 
beauty?”

Now, listen to the laughter. Is it the 
sharp bark and loud guffaw of ribaldry or 
is it the warm, ruminative chuckle of the 
sudden recognition of a central truth? I’m 
afraid in this production it’s the former.

“When you discard arrogance, complex­
ity and a few other things that get in the 
way, sooner or later you will discover that 
simple, childlike and mysterious secret 
known to those of the Uncarved Block: 
Life is Fun.”—The Tao of Pooh by Ben­
jamin Hoff.

So is this play. Fun!
Stages is having their 1986 Texas 

Playwright’s Festival. Surely one of the 
best of the several plays they are doing is 
Fortune’s Fools by Brian Reich.

This absorbing drama tells the story of 
the owner of a service station on the wrong 
side of a little hick town. Dwight is barely 
making it financially. On top of which is 
wife leaves him and takes all the furniture. 
About all he has left are his principles.

Right after high school, Dwight had to 
testify in court against another former 
member of the football team, one of the 
leaders in the little group he’d always 
hung around. Seems the guy, M.J., had 
been wrastlin’ another good buddy in a 
parking lot and accidently killed him

Now, M.J. shows up again. He needs a 
job so he can stay out on parole. But he’s 
really a snake in the grass. Will our weak 
but righteous, gullible friend see through 

him in time or will his tarnished hero pull 
into a life of crime?

Lynn Miller, Jr., as Dwight Bliss, is 
magnificent, wonderful, and perfect. He is 
the essence of “country” personified. He 
makes us care about him so much! His 
acting dances rings around his competi­
tion. He has to be seen to be believed!

Vic Geerts, in the small roll of his good 
old boy sheriff buddy, is more than equal 
to the task of interacting with this dynam­
ite. He’s great, too.

Unfortunately, Tommy Baird, who as 
M.J., shares the stage with Miller practi­
cally all night, is not quite in the same 
league. I believe everything he does, but 
not who he is. It’s more likely he got sent to 
military school back East than prison. 
Somebody took most of the “country” out 
of him and substituted good manners for 
some of his true menace.

I’ve seen Baird act before, in Seranad- 
ing Louie (also at Stages), and the man 
was exceptional. It may be just that direc­
tor Larry Amhold miscast him. If so, it 
was dam near the only mistake Amhold 
made on this show.

The evening is well worth your while.

Do You Have Imagination?

It was Aristotle who once said that the 
soul (mind) never thinks without a mental 
picture. Research increasingly tends to 
support this. Human thinking, indeed, 
does involve much mental imagery.

Interviews with creative persons show 
that imagination almost always preceeds 
a work of art, invention or discovery. 
Christopher Columbus had to imagine the 
world as round before he set out on his epic 
voyage of discovery. And Albert Einstein, 
who once revealed that he thought in 
terms of mental images and not words, 
had to imagine a universe where every­
thing was relative before he theorized 
about the relativity of matter.

But we vary in our powers of imagina­
tion. As a matter of fact, some people 
would have difficulty getting a mental pic­
ture of even so simple an object as an apple 
tree.

Ahead is a quiz which will gauge the 
strength of your imagination. It is similar 
to those currently used to test imaginative 
ability. Rate each item on a scale as fol­
lows: Rarely or never—1; Sometimes—2; 
Often—3; then read on for answers.

1. When I have extra time on my hands, 
it makes me nervous and edgy.

2. I often become so absorbed in a book 
or movie that I lose track of time.

3. I dream more often than my friends 
do.

4. When it comes to books or movies, I 
prefer fiction to non-fiction.

5. When I retell a story I tend to embel­

lish it with more drama for the sake of 
making it more interesting.

6. I can vividly imagine some extreme 
life situation like going to the North Pole 
or becoming a movie star.

7. I enjoy abstract art.
8. When I awaken from a vivid dream it 

takes a few seconds to get back to reality.
During the past four decades, science 

has learned that imagination plays an 
important role not only in our thinking 
processes but also in our mental health. 
There is evidence that those who cannot 
imagine something or who are discour­
aged from using their imagination tend to 
develop into rigid and neurotic personali­
ties. On the other hand, too much of this 
activity can also be damaging. An overac­
tive imagination can lead to loss of con­
tact with reality and irresponsibility.

Imagining an event is often the equival­
ent of experiencing it in actuality. A 
mother, for example, waiting for a child 
who is very late in returning home, may 
suffer headache and stress because she 
imagines her child in a terrible accident.

In the field of sports psychology, imagi­
nation is used to improve an athlete’s per­
formance by having him, for example, 
visualize himself hitting a ball or free 
throwing a basketball.

In the field of mental health, some coun­
selors use mental imagery to encourage 
their clients to imagine future situations 
of challenge in order to increase their moti­
vation to face the upcoming event (for 
example: asking the boss for a raise, going 
out on a first date, attending a job inter­
view, taking an airplane flight).

Imaginative powers can be increased 
through training, and the best results are 
with children. Professors Jerome and 
Dorothy Singer of Yale University have 
used specialized games and play exercises 
for this purpose.

If you are a parent, try to be on the alert 
for opportunities to “stretch” your child’s 
imagination by simply asking him/her to 
imagine a future event.

□ Score
Those with high imagination tend to 

answer “often” to the items. Tally your 
score, then find what it means.

8-12 points—You are low on imagina­
tion, and perhaps too concrete in your 
thinking. Your imagination needs stretch­
ing.

13-19 points—You are in the average 
range and have an adequate amount of 
imagination to cope with day-to-day liv­
ing.

20-24 points—You have an active imagi­
nation. It’s a powerful force, but be careful 
lest you become too fanciful in your life 
decisions.
