
Ashby needles local solons

“Bill Archer is a little to the 
right of Heinrich Himmler. . He 
accurately represents most of his 
constituents,” Houston Post 
Columnist Lynn Ashby said at the 
opening session of the Bates 
College of Law 1974 School Forum 
Wednesday.

Ashby complimented UH law 
students on the “long line of 
distinguished lawyers that they 
will follow—Richard Nixon, Spiro 
Agnew, Egil Krogh, H. R. 
Haldeman, John Ehrlichman, 
John Dean, John Mitchell, etc.”

“I am in contact with you 
lawyers constantly, almost every 
day, as a part of my job. . We 
have a lawyer on our staff to 

protect us from libel suits, and to 
advise us on things that might be 
libelous. Kroger the Crafty is our 
House lawyer.”

The Houston Post gets an oc­
casional suit for libel, but most of 
these are veiled forms of black­
mail. “These people usually sue us 
for $100 million and settle for $1.50 
out of court," Ashby said.

Talking on the need for a shield 
law in Texas. Ashby said, “You 
need to protect your sources, 
because the minute they find out 
that you will not protect them, 
they dry up and you don’t have 
any sources any more." “The 
people who have the most to lose 
from the lack of a shield law are 
you and me.’-’

Ashby also spoke on the Nixon 
administration’s attempts to 

“get" the press. "The Nixon 
administration will probably go 
down in journalism history as one 
of the most anti-news media in 
history. They tried harder than 
ever before to silence the press.”

When asked about the problems 
of the press Ashby said, “I will be 
the first to admit that all 
newspapers are not good. I’m not 
going to say that everything that 
Marvin Zindler says is God’s own 
truth. I'm still mad at Marvin for 
LaGrange."

Ashby responded about the state 
legislature: “I go up to Austin 
every once in a while for laughs. 
The Constitutional Convention 
was an absolute farce. We got 
taken, we were had.”

Ashby on the current con­
stitution: “It’s very good on In­

dian raids."
On the constitutional con­

vention: “If you had been there 
you would have been praying for 
Santa Anna to return. The good 
people were surrounded by 
buffoons who shot down 
everything they tried to do.”

Ashby on the disenchantment 
with the press: “There is, for the 
first time, widespread disen­
chantment with the press. People 
will believe what they want to 
believe and they don't want| 
anybody telling them different."

Then Ashby took on some of the 
state representatives in the 
Houston area. “Ron Waters. Oh 
yes, he's for marijuana. He does 
quite a bit of research, all the 
time—I’m just kidding.” he ad­
ded.

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ATTACKING CAPITALISM and the U.S. justice system, 
Socialist Workers Party gubernatorial candidate Sherry 
Smith addressed students Wednesday.

Capitalist justice cut 
by governor hopeful
“Capitalist justice is criminal 

justice." Sherry Smith. Socialist 
Workers Party candidate for 
governor of Texas, told students 
Wednesday in the Embassy Room 
of the UC.

Citing the terms of the Nixon 
pardon and President Ford's 
amnesty plan for draft evaders, 
Smith cited several inequities of 
the capitalist system.
“There are two divisions of 

justice in this country, one for the 
rich and one for the poor," Smith 
said. Terming Nixon's pardon as 
typical of capitalist justice. Smith 
described the law as a function for 
the powerful rich at the expense of 
the poor.

Ford, like his predecessor, 
Nixon, is part of the Watergate

stated the American people would 
not stand for Nixon's pardon.
“Yet after one month in office,” 

Smith said, “Ford has granted 
Nixon, the nation's number one 
crook, a ‘full, free and absolute 
pardon’ from federal prosecution 
for all the crimes he committed 
during his five and one-half years 
in office. Once more, the justice of 
the rich prevails at the expense of 
the poor.”

Ford's program of amnesty for 
draft evaders was described as a 
“farce” when seen in the same 
context as the Nixon pardon. 
“Fifty eight per cent of the 
American people wanted Nixon 
prosecuted for his crimes,” Smith 
said. “Ford pardoned him. One 
week and a day later. Ford an-

at Women's Activities Day
Booths representing numerous 

women's organizations and ac­
tivities were on display in the UC 
arbor Wednesday to get all women 
students involved in relative in­
terest groups. .

Among the groups represented, 
were the Committee for Artistic 
and Intellectual Freedom in Iran, 
Women's Law Association, 
Women’s Advocate, Dept, of 
Women Affairs, Students’ 
Association (SA) Women’s In­
tramurals, and the combined 
group of chicano organizations.

The Houston Chapter of the 
committee on Artistic and In­
tellectual Freedom in Iran was 
there to appeal help from ail 
women, not just international 
students. They are demanding the 
release of Iran's leading women's 
activist, Vida Hadjebi Tabriz, a 
sociologist at the University of 
Teheran.

They said, in a government 
surge of arrests of political 
dissidents and intellects, that she 
was arrested, tried in secret 
without charges, sentenced and 
tortured in the Shad's prison. By 
making women students aware of

Tabriz's case, they hope to involve 
support in demanding her release.

Susan Perkins. Women's Law 
Association, said she hopes the 
organization “will promote 
womens’ interest in law. . to get 
women jobs in law-related fields, 
such as working in jails as 
secretaries and doctors.”

In the meetings, the members 
will present their problems, 
compare them and find solutions

Women’s Advocate, Dept, of 
Women's Affairs, and SA shared a 
booth. Debbie Danburg, 
spokesperson for the groups, 
wants women to get involved and 
interested in supporting the 
request for $6,000 for the Women’s 
budget from SA. Danburg en­
couraged all women students to 
attend Women’s Lunch Hour, 
Wednesday and Thursday, 12-1 
p m. in the UC Satellite and to 
attend the Men’s Consciousness 
talk.

nounced an amnesty plan which 
proposed those who acted out of 
conscience must now pay for what 
they believed in.” she said. “The 
plan is really a punishment in­
stead of a pardon for those men 
who refused to fight an imperialist 
war. This is too much of a con­
tradiction when Nixon, the real 
criminal, is set free,” Smith 
added.

Smith, commenting on the 
Chilean controversy involving 
Secretary of State Henry 
Kissinger and the CIA, said. “The 
United States spent $8 million to 
overthrow the popularly-elected 
Salvadore Allende government. 
Because of the intervention, the 
United States has now been cast in 
a role of gangsterism throughout 
the world." she said.

Involved in a controversy of its 
own. the Socialist Workers Party 
was recently taken off the 
November ballot because a 
random survey of 556 petition 
signatures, of the 55. 661 
signatures filed, showed that only 
27 per cent were valid The party 
has since filed in court a writ of 
mandamus to allow hearing on 
their right to be on the ballot

George Gallup Jr., president of 
the American Institute of Public 
Opinion (AIPO), better known as 
the Gallup Poll, will speak at UH 
September 23. The speech is 
sponsored by the Forum Com­
mittee of Program Council.

Gallup is one of the foremost 
experts on polls and public opinion 
surveys. His research has 
resulted in the publishing of 
studies of voting patterns among 
farmers, young voters, in­
tellectuals. ethnic groups and 
labor unions.

Gallup became editor of the 
American Institute of Public 
Opinion in 1953 after graduating 
from Princeton University. In 
1966. he became president of the 
AIPO and has served in that 
capacity ever since. He is on the 
Board of Directors of the Roper 
Public Opinion Center at Williams 
College and is a member of the

WASHINGTON—(AP)—A big increase in overseas investments and 
the high cost of foreign oil plunged the nation's balance of payments into 
a $2.7 billion deficit in the second quarter of the year, the Commerce 
Department reported Wednesday.

The three-month deficit marked a dramatic reversal from the first 
quarter's $1.8 billion surplus. The balance-of-payments deficit means 
more money flowed out of the country than came in.

Mayor suspends
Houston firemen

HOUSTON-(AP)-Mayor Fred 
Hofheinz said Wednesday he will 
suspend six firemen who par­
ticipated in last week’s three-day 
sickout.

Hofheinz said a special com­
mittee he had appointed had 
identified the six as the leaders of 
the sickout that prompted nearly 
600 firemen to leave their jobs in 
support of a wage hike and other 
demands.

The suspensions range from five 
to 15 days, plus pay losses ranging 
from $240 to $720.

Hofheinz said he believes the

punishments to be sufficient but 
that he will favor stronger 
penalties if another sickout 
develops.

The committee reported 
another 80 firemen failed to 
produce written medical excuses 
for their absences. It was 
recommended these men lose, 
their pay for the time they were 
off their jobs.

Another recommendation called 
for two-day suspensions without 
pay for about 70 men who took 
part in the second day of the 
sickout.

Self-study project

The first Faculty Senate 
meeting of the semester was held 
Wednesday with the primary 
consideration being the new self­
study project.

The chairmans report con­
sisted of the organization of self­
study participation. This program 
is conducted once every 10 years. 
The purpose is to make a com­
prehensive study of the changing 
requirements and needs of the 
university. Dr Wallace I. 
Honeywell is director of this 
program.

Amnesty: another round
Amnesty had to come.
At least officially, the American 

people are without question the 
world's most forgiving. Clearly 
the most profitable course a 
nation can take is to wage war on 
the United States, only to be 
defeated and rebuilt to a position 
of economic solidity with billions 
of dollars in foreign aid from the 
generous (i.e., gullible) 
.Americans. If you disagree, take a 
look at Germany and Japan. Of 
course, they had quite different 
reasons for World War II. but they 
both profited from the venture. 
One can only speculate as to what 
benefits we would now be enjoying 
had the outcome of that conflict 
been different.

With such a benevolent policy 
toward onetime overt enemies, it 
was inevitable that we permit the 
return home of some 15,000 
prodigal native sons who have 
scoffed at patriotism, ignored 
their country's call to duty and 
hastily departed “Amerika” for 
parts known or unknown.

The time for arguments for or 
against granting amnesty is past; 
Ford has made public his con­
ditional amnesty proposal. The 
question that presents itself now is 
whether or not the proposal in its 
present form is a fair one.

In Wednesday's issue of The 
Daily Cougar, editor David Toney 
looked into the mouth of the 
President's gift horse and found 
what he considered a few rotten 
teeth in the amnesty deal. The 
following is a point by point 
analysis of what this writer feels 
was a hasty and rather superficial 
diagnosis of the clemency 
program.

Everyone seems to agree that 
returning deserters and draft 
evaders perform some type of 
social work for at most a length of 
time consistent with the time they 
would have (or should have) 
served in the military. The second 
point of Ford’s proposal would 
simply allow for limiting this 
time, the basis of doing so being 
military records and "mitigating

factors.’’ While I concede to the 
vagueness of "mitigating factors" 
in this context, any clarification 
made by the government on this 
point would not be needed to 
prevent "vengeful acts by ad­
ministrators,’’ but to state explicit 
conditions whereby the draft 
evader need not serve his full 
penance. The only "vengeful act" 
that may be perpetrated on the 
suffering draft dodger by 
government administrators under 
this article would be forcing him 
laugh!) to serve the full two years 
m the government’s employ.

Article three states that the 
offender turn himself in to the 
proper U.S. attorney or military 
commander upon returning to the 
country, not unlike reporting for 
induction into the armed services. 
It is ridiculous to suppose that 
anyone will be "clapped into 
chains" upon his arrival in the 
States.

A nine-member board 
established under article four will 
provide a means of reviewing the 
cases of those already convicted 
of draft evasion or desertion.

Toney's suggestion that those 
already serving sentences for 
draft evasion or desertion is en­
tirely irresponsible and could 
create serious precedents for 
future cases of like nature. The 
amnesty proposal is simply a 
program by which the expatriates 
born out of the Vietnam conflict 
may return home.

The proposed "clemency 
discharge" provided for military 
deserters participating in the 
program presents itself as a 
solution to one of the most sen­
sitive questions of the amnesty 
issue: how to grant amnesty to 
those who fled military sendee 
while maintaining faith with those 
who served honorably. Ford's 
proposal is not a plea for all 
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To the Editor:
The so-called shelter that 

Shasta lives in is by no means 
adequate for an animal of her size. 
Iz-t us also remark that cougars 
(Felis concolor) in the wild do not 
have air conditioned caves. 
Anyone who passes by her cage 
can expedience extreme sadness 
viewing her limited and boring 
existence.

The 
vast majority of the 
American people voiced its 
disapproval of the war.

Resistance to this war took 
several forms. Some people 
wrote their congressman, 
hoping these war mongers 
would put an end to the im­
perialists' source of profits

Others took to the streets in 
massive showings of anti-war- 
sentiment. The people were 
justified in their sentiment. 
The war was forced upon the 
American people We did not 
vote for the war!! Who gave 
the war mongers in 
Washington the permission of 
the American people to carry 
out the genocidal slaughter of 
the Vietnamese people9

Right now, over 50,000 
Americans are in countries 
like Canada or Sweden 
because they realized the 
illegality of the war in 
Vietnam. These men cannot 
come back to their homes or 
their families because they

Monday, Ford signed a 

proclamation of earned re­
entry for the war resistors, 
eight days after the pardon of 
the arch-criminal Nixon. 
People who committed no 
crimes are the criminals, 
while lhe real criminals go 
scot-free!

With Nixon and most of his 
fellow gangsters exposed as 
big-time criminals, it is 
difficult for Ford et al to 
maintain the position that 
those who resisted Nixon's 
hated war are criminals as 
well.

Amnesty must be granted 
to those G.l s who organized 
anti-war activities within the 
different branches of the 
armed forces The majority 
of these G I s were black. 
These men were given less 
than honorable discharges 
because of their anti-war and 
anti-racist efforts. This 
stigma will be with these men 
for the rest of their lives! 
Finding good jobs will be 
extremely difficult because of 
those discharges.

On the UH campus there 
must be an outcry by all 
students concerned for the 
outcome of these men. The 
Young Socialist Alliance, 
nationally and here on 
campus, is vehemently 
against Ford's "earned re­
entry."

KNEE INJURY

Jefferson forced to quit football

Oct. 12. 1973. University of 

Houston versus Virginia Tech
“Latimer will be kicking off to 

either Joe Rust or Larry Jef­
ferson. There's the kick...- 
Jefferson takes it on the two , 
fumbles it. picks it up on five and 
heads left..gets a block from 
Welch and breaks a tackle on the 
25...picks up another block from 
Shelmon at the 35.. he may go all 
the way if he can get by Latimer 
...Jefferson fakes right and cuts 
back left, that's it no one will 
catch him now, he’s going all the 
way—95 yards down the left 
sideline for Larry Jefferson and 
the Cougars are back in this 
bailgame."

Eleven months later, Larry 
Jefferson ran back another kick­
off back against Arizona State in 
Tempe. He remembers being run 
out of bounds on the Sun Devil 
sideline and then being pushed 
from behind. Planting his foot at 
the same time he was hit, his left 
knee buckled and then gyve way 
completely. Jefferson struggled to 
his feet and limped 50 yards 
across the field to the Houston

bench, every painful step a 
reminder that he had left part of

his life on the Sun Devil sideline.
“I remember telling myself that

LARRY JEFFERSON'S (5) moments of glory may have 
to come elsewhere than on the gridiron because of a knee 
injury which possibly ended his football career.

it was all over and that I did the 
best 1 possibly could I just asked 
God to show me the way

That’s how Larry Jefferson 
remembers that moment. And 
memories are just about all he has 
left of college football now and 
probably for the rest of his life.
“It’s difficult to be exact in 

predicting what Larry Jefferson's 
chances of returning this season 
or even playing football again 
are," admitted UH head athletic 
trainer, Tom Wilson "But 
realistically speaking, we don't 
expect Larry to be back."

Jefferson, a senior and native of 
Dallas, sustained the first of his 
three major football injuries while 
a sophomore running back at 
Henderson Junior College. An 
aborted attempt at breaking his 
fall via a stiff-arm resulted in two 
metal plates in his arm to set the 
injury left an indelible mark on 
Jefferson’s mind. “Just knowing 
that somebody has been inside 
your body and that you have been 
cut out on is a terrifying ex­
perience." related Jefferson

The second injury came during 
a practice session in the 
Astrodome the week of last year's

Miami game. A quick cut on the 
damp Astroturf netted Jefferson 
his first experience with one in­
jury that all athletes fear the 
most—a knee injury One year 
and one operation later. Jefferson 
was back in uniform and a 
member of the traveling squad. 
And even after his knee operation, 
feu would argue that he was not 
the fastest member of the Cougar 
gridiron squad. But after Tempe, 
things would be different; they 
would certainly never be the 
same.

A business major. Larry is 
hx)king forward to graduating this 
July and keeping in touch with 
those pro teams that had ex­
pressed an interest in him while 
he was healthy, just in case his 
current physical therapy shows 
positive results.

Is he bitter about the way things 
turned out9 “I’m disappointed of 
course but I don't feel any bit­
terness towards the game of 
football.'' explained the soft- 
spoken Jefferson. “Besides. I’ll 
always be an athlete I hope I ' 11 be 
remembered as a good one.''

Larry Jefferson will not be 
forgotten Not by any means.

Early duck season opens
By LISA DANIELS

September 14 began the special 
blue wing teal season for all of the 
avid duck hunters.

In late August and early Sep­
tember. the cold weather from the 
North sends these ducks from 
Canada to the South down the 
Mississippi fly way. The blue wing 
teal is one of the first to arrive 
here This is the shortest season, 
lasting for only two weeks.

•'Blue wing teal is good game 
hunting,” said Jim Nesbitt, duck 
and goose hunter since 1967. 
• They are delicious to eat." The 
business marketing junior added. 
"At this time of the year, the 
mosquitos are the thickest; people 
hunting must really be into it.”

Watch the weather closely. It is 
good when there is a front moving 
in Bad weather is best because 
the ducks are forced to fly lower 
and can hear your call.

Before sunrise, have your 
decoys out To place your decoy, 
hit the water s edge from where to 
shoot and count your paces 25 to 30 
yards When walking for a great 
distance, use rubber, collapsible

your back and the decoys in front. 
\ ou can get more and easier shots 
in the front and have a smaller 
angle of fire if the wind is to your 
back. A duck lands to the wind.

The area should be walked out 
to see the scope of where the duck 
may land.

“Check that you won’t have to 
be tromping around to get your 
game and fall into a hole or run 
into a barbed wire fence," added 
Nesbitt.

The ability of the hunter shows 
the type of gun he would use. A 
novice should use a 12 or 16 gauge 
shotgun. A 20 gauge is a lighter 
load of shot and it throws a 
smaller pattern and its range is 
not that far.
“I hunt with a 20 gauge on 

duck.” said Nesbitt. “Yet a 12 
gauge is all around. It will hunt 
both geese and duck 1 don’t prefer 
a double barrel over a single 
barrel, but the double barrel is 
much more of a challenge.”

Safety is the most important 
thing to know when hunting. 
NEVER load your gun till you are 
ready to use it. You could be 
walking along and suddenly fall

The hunt works on a 100 point 
system. Males are 20 points; 
females are 90 points. You cannot 
exceed 100 points or you are out 
for the day. You may bag up to 
five males.

To prepare yourself for this 
annual event, one must have a 
Texas hunting license and a duck 
stamp. Each costs $5 and may be 
purchased at a sporting goods 
store and post office, respectively.

If you do not already have a 
lease and want to take a try at 
blue wing teal, go out IH 10 to 
Trinity Bay-Old Moss River. Exit 
there to the public place. Call 
Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department for further in­
formation. They also have a 
booklet on duck and goose season 
that they would be happy to mail 
you for the asking.

derelict, immediately becomes a 
suspect, as do all the characters at 
one time or another. Wren is a 
somewhat shallow char*, ter, but 
Harvey has good timing and drags 
his character up to the level of the 
others.

Lila Waters, as Mrs. Boyle, 
acquires this nasal quality in her 
voice as she nags throughout the 
production, becoming an excellent 
nuisance.

Gurden McKay, as Major 
Metcalf, portrays an easy-going, 
nice guy who becomes ap­
prehensive, as do all of the 
characters, when it becomes 
known that the police are sending 
an inspector to the manor because 
of information pertaining to a 
murder. The audience learns of 
this murder from the group’s 
radio. McKay is an easy-going, 
solid actor whose consistency is 
effectively unpretentious

Paul Mathews, as Mr. 
Paravicini, steals the show with 
his loose, mysterious character 
and an Italian accent to match. 
Mathews carries his character 
lightly and fluidly, directly op­
posed to Ron Jones, who plays 
Detective Sergeant Trotter. Jones 
was a little dry and much too 
serious, which led the audience to 
put too much credence in 
Paravicini’s frivolity.

Technical layout and directing 
tells the story as the plot thickens 
up to the murder scene. The real

Strikers' violence attacked
HOUSTON-! AP)-A district 

court judge was to rule today on a 
request by Hughes Tool Company 
that striking union members be 
permanently restrained from any 
acts of violence at the company’s 
oil field equipment plant.

District Court Judge Arthur 
Lesher issued a temporary order 
Monday restraining the strikers 
from acts of violence, mass 
picketing or trespassing.

Hughes claimed in its suit that

workers’ conduct during the strike 
has damaged the firm’s 
reputation for providing safe and 
stable employment conditions.

Meanwhile, authorities in­
vestigated the bombing of a van 
owned by James C. Jenkins, 33, a 
Hughes foreman who had crossed 
picket lines to report for work.

A company spokesman said it 
was not known if the incident was 
connected with the strike.
