People are drawing the 
ivrong conclusion that there 
is no oil shortage because 
recent: higher oil product 
^inventories have been higher 
than a year ago, Harry Brid­
ges, president of Shell Oil 
Conpany, told a Senate sub­
committee today.
In a statement prepared for 

the Permanent Investigations 
Subcommittee, Bridges said 
the higher inventories result 
from warm weather, conserva­
tion, and careful budgeting 
of supplies to meet the con- 

uing emergency.
The shortage is real, Brid-
s added, and

A growing shortage of crude 

oil had been developing world­
wide prior to the Arab embar-

, he said. The company be­
gan experiencing difficulty 
in buying all the crude oil 

needed as early as the
ast quarter of 1972. This 

was brought about by two cou- 
tries, Libya and Kuwait, 

[slowing down the growth of 
their supply.

"Other possible sources of 
crude were not able to take 
up all of the slack," Bridges 
added, "causing the first 
pinch."

After a brief apparent im­
provement in early 1973, crude 
oil again became hard to buy. 
Then the embargo, which went 
into effect in the fall, pro­
duced the chaotic crude oil 
and product situation which 
currently exists.

The impact of the embargo 
on the U.S. was cushioned 
for a few months, according 
to Bridges. Haterial already 
on the high seas and medium­
term non-embargoed purchases 
postponed the crunch.

"But our problems have now 
lecome very serious," the 
Shell president said. "For­
eign crude oil and product 
are in extremely short supply 
and their prices are very 
high.

The initial requisition covers
a three-month period, ending 
January 31, and takes appro­
ximately five percent of 
Shell's products for the de­
fense forces.

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A RESPONSE TO REPEATED CHARGES ROB

The oil industry is repea­
tedly being charged with 
withholding heating oil, gas­
oline, and other products 
from the public while stor­
age tanks are "filled to the 
brim," tankers are coming in 
as frequently as ever, and 
some are sitting in harbors 
waiting for prices to go up.

In response to such char­
ges, here are some facts:

- Why the full tanks? The 
oil industry gears itself to 
meet two peak demand periods: 
the winter heating season 
and the summer driving sea­
son. Demand during both 
peak periods exceeds manu­
facturing capability. There­
fore, inventories are built 
prior to the beginning of 
these peak periods to make 
up the difference. Distil­
late tanks, which include 
heating oil, are full by De­
cember 1 of each year. Then 
in February, during the hei­
ght of the winter sea s on, 
refineries increase the out­
put of motor gasoline and 
continue depleting the in­
ventory of distillates. Re­
finery output again swings 
in August during the height 
of the driving season in 
order to fill the tanks for 
the winter demand. There is 
no other feasible solution.

- Why are tankers waiting 
in harbors? It would help 
in answering this question 
if specific details such as 
the names of the ships and 
the ports involved were kn­
own. Without such details 
it can only be guessed that 
the tankers seen sitting in 
various harbors were waiting 
for berths to unload their 
cargoes. It is not unusual 
to see as many as five ships 
waiting at a port to be un­
loaded. It is also not un­
usual for the unloading pro­
cess to take 18 hours. Con-

sequently, it is possible 
that an observer could see 
a tanker waiting for a berth 
one afternoon and return to 
see it still waiting the 
next day. The problem be­
gins when such an observer 
concludes that the ship is 
waiting for prices to go up. 
Using tankers for storage 
is not using them to maximum 
advantage. The conclusion 
that this is being done is 
ludicrous.

SOCIAL SECURITY COSTS 
GO UP AGAIN

Social Security costs for 
this year have increased a 
second time. Under the pre­
viously announced schedule, 
both the employer and the 
employee would have paid So­
cial Security taxes at the 
rate of 5.85 percent on up 
to $12,600 in annual earn­
ings. This would have re­
quired a maximum deduction 
of $737.10.

While retaining the 5.85 
percent tax base, Congress 
recently passed legislation 
raising the earnings subject 
to tax to $13,200, requiring 
a maximum deduction of $772. 
20. The change was effec­
tive January 1, and Shell 
continues to match employee 
contributions on a dollar- 
for-dollar basis.
