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Former Houston bank 
official believes firing 
linked to his AIDS treatment
HOUSTON, Monday, May 16 (AP)— 
At first, Mike Ecker believed his fir­
ing as vice president of Texas Com­
merce Bank-Houston was triggered 
by corporate reorganization.

The former executive, however, 
now believes another factor was 
responsible—the bank’s unwill­
ingness to pay insurance costs 
associated with his treatment for 
the AIDS virus.

Texas Commerce officials dis­
pute Ecker’s claims, saying they 
didn’t know when they fired Ecker 
that he had tested positive for HIV, 
which causes AIDS.
“It would be against everything 

that Texas Commerce Bank believes 
in to treat someone differently 
because of an illness,” said Karen 
Domingue, manager of employee 
relations at the bank.

Ecker, who claims he was happy and 
successful in 3 1/2 years at the bank, 
has filed a federal lawsuit to chal­
lenge that denial. His attorneys and 
the bank have agreed to submit the 
dispute to mediation and have an 
initial pretrial conference set for 
May 23.

Attorney Andrew Witik, who rep­
resents Ecker, said he will ask for an 
expedited examination of the case 
that could get it into court by August.

Ecker said he learned he was HIV 
positive in 1990, about a year after 
he started working at the bank, but 
did not tell his employer.

“I was frightened of it,” he told 
The Houston Post for Sunday’s edi­
tions. “I may have even been in denial 
myself.”

Late in 1991, he was admitted to a 
hospital with meningitis and was 
placed on a floor reserved for AIDS 
patients. That allowed visitors, 
who were required to wear masks and 
gloves, to learn about his illness, he 
said.

Ecker said he still was able to do com- 
petent work after the hospital 
stay. The bank lowered his rating 
slightly at the end of ‘91 but has never 
indicated his release was related to 
performance, he said.

He noticed meetings were taking

place without his knowledge and 
people were talking about his 
health condition, but he wasn’t 
concerned about his standing until 
Sept. 12, 1992.
That’s when the bank’s insurance 

carrier said it would have to review 
his claim for AZT medication. The 
firm eventually agreed to cover the 
prescription on Nov. 3, 1992, 10 
days before Ecker was notified of the 
reorganization, according to 
court documents.

Ms. Domingue said the firing 
resulted from that reorganiza­
tion and did not violate the Ameri­
cans With Disabilities Act of 
1990, as Ecker claims. She added that 
the position has been affirmed by the 
U.S. Equal Employment Opportu­
nity Commission.

Ecker and his attorneys don’t dis­
pute that, but they contend that 
additional facts raise serious 
questions about the firing.

One of the critical issues, Ecker 
claims, was the scope of Texas Com­
merce’s reorganization. He was 
the only one of 48 people in the bank’s 
financial services division to lose 
his job.

He also claims to have been told that 
within three months of his termina­
tion, the bank hired three new vice 
presidents in the financial serv­
ices area.
Although Ecker concedes his 

troubles parallel many of those 
encountered by an AIDS-stricken 
attorney in the film “Philadel­
phia,” he says that story is fictio­
nal while his is real. I 

His health is slipping gradually, 
and he has sold his home to pay health 
bills. In recent weeks, doctors have 
told him his condition now quali­
fies as full-blown AIDS.

Although Ecker seeks some mone­
tary relief from the lawsuit, he also 
wants to prevent other employers 
from doing what he claims Texas 
Commerce did to him.

“In the time remaining to me, if I can 
focus people’s attention on how 
those with HIV are treated, that’s 
important to me,” he said.

Luis Alfaro: an L.A. downtown 
man in Houston

Luis Alfaro presents his critically 
acclaimed one-man show in Hous­
ton this weekend

Luis Alfaro 
describes the force of 
origin that drives his 
work as “the inter­
section between sex­
uality and nation­
ality.” The Los 
Angeles based poet, 
playwright and per­
formance artist 
credits that juxta­
position with much 
of his success on the 
new queer cutting 
edge of the performance 
circuit—as well as the fact 
that, he says, he has 
escaped to an extent the 
vigorous criticism to 
which mainstream theat­
rical reviewers usually 
subject gay and lesbian 
p.a.’s.

Alfaro gleefully 
explains that, because he is 
Latino and hinges much of 
his writing on autobio­
graphical themes and his 
memories of growing up 
in a heavily Hispanic 
“urb” of L.A., critics 
have handled him more 
mildly than such perform­
ance artists as Holly 
Hughes and Tim Miller. 
They’re afraid, he says, of 
appearing prejudiced or 
politically incorrect.

Like Miller and Hughes, 
however, Alfaro is direct 
and occasionally graphic 
in exploring his sexual 
orientation and gay 
identity in his writing and 
stage performance. In 
fact, it is perhaps iden­
tity and history that is the 
essence of Alfaro’s 
“intersection.”
Familiar to readers of 

Genre, Artweek and The 
Advocate, Luis Alfaro 
has met with an onslaught of 
acclaim for “down­
town,” a performance 
piece in which he does to 
L.A. what Baudelaire did 
to Paris. Alfaro’s “down­

town” will share a double 
bill this weekend as part of 
Diverse Works ’ “Beyond 
Desire” gay and lesbian 
performance series (with 
Texan David Zamora 
Casas in “Born Again Mex­
ican American”).

Alfaro is also partici­
pating in a special youth 
artist program in Hous­
ton called the Teen Pride 
Project, a joint venture of 
DiverseWorks, the Hous­
ton Area Teen Coalition 
of Homosexuals 
(HATCH), and the houston 
Institute for the protec­
tion of Youth (HIPY). He’s 
been here since early this 
week, and will spend 
another week here in a res­
idency that is the “first 
leg” of the local end of the 
project, in which estab­
lished artists lead 
classes with teens who will 
ultimately create their 
own performance piece.

“Step one—I’m sort of 
(teaching) the first step— 
is getting them to tell their 
stories,” explains Alf­
aro, adding that he has 
already been inspired by 
the stories of the Houston 
youth.

“It’s interesting to be in 
a room with all these kids 
from such different back­
grounds,” he says. “I 
mean, here is a kid 14-15 
years old who was a prosti­
tute, and here is someone

lhe same age who was 
raised middle class, in 
the suburbs. You get all 

■these different expe­
riences, this class dif- 

Ifference here.”
J Class clash—its vary­

ing levels and degrees 
and its subtle influ- 

|| ence on everything 
1 from culture and the 

arts to politics—is a
I subject cozily famil­

iar to Alfaro, and a 
thread that runs often 
through his emotion- 
charged monologues 
and plays.

In his background and his 
present life, Alfaro, who 
grew up gay in a world 
steeped in Latin-Ameri­
can Catholic tradition 
and superstition and col­
ored with the wisdom of the 
inner city streets, finds 
curious parallels.
“There are actually 

many similarities,” he 
says. “In my (Latino) cul­
ture, the family is an 
extended family...aunts, 
uncles, cousins and 
grandparents. There are 
the holidays, when eve­
ryone gets together. If you 
look at the gay commu­
nity...it is very nurtur­
ing. (In the gay and lesbian 
community) there are 
many facets of the 
extended family.”

There is also develop­
ing, he points out, “a very 
strong gay Latino culture 
(that is) appropriating 
and intertwining these 
traditions.”

Cultural traditions, 
says Alfaro, become a part 
of the individual; and if 
that individual is also an 
artist, the influence is 
translated through the 
art. “The rituals are 
deeply embedded in the 
psyche.”

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Official says Cobb County, Georgia 
may ‘clarify ’ anti-gay resolution
MARIETTA, Ga., Thursday, May 12 
(AP)—The chairperson of the Cobb 
County Commission says a clarifi­
cation may be in order for the county’s 
resolution condemning the “gay 
lifestyle,” reviving the prospect 
of a compromise with homosexual 
rights advocates.

While Chairperson Bill Byrne 
maintained on Wednesday that the

been misunderstood and that their 
motive was to oppose programs giv­
ing domestic partnership bene­
fits to unmarried couples, regard­
less of sexual orientation.

Gay activists have branded the res­
olution as a statement of official 
hate. They have threatened demon­
strations to disrupt the Olympics if 
the volleyball competition is held 
as planned in Cobb County.

“We may be getting closer to a solu­
tion,” said Noel Lytle, co-chair­
person of the Cobb Citizens Coali­
tion, a local advocacy group. 
“We’re more encouraged after the 
meeting today than we have been in the 
past.”

However, Lytle said the group 
“can’t trade a resolution which 
condemns being gay for a resolu­
tion that condemns gay relation­
ships.”

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Former South Carolina 
pastor finds strength in truth
CHARLOTTE, N.C., Monday, May 
16 (AP)—Henry Finch, the former 
pastor of Charleston’s oldest 
Southern Baptist church, was 
uncertain if he should reveal that he 
was homosexual.

But when he told his deacons nine 
years ago, Finch found more support 
and friendship than he could have 
imagined.

Things have changed for Finch. He’s 
no longer a pastor, but his new minis­
try includes loyal supporters he has 
helped through counseling for drug 
and alcohol addiction and AIDS. And 
former parish members in South 
Carolina remember him fondly.

Finch studied at Southeastern 
Baptist Theological Seminary 
in Wake Forest, N.C., and took his 
first job at Salisbury First Baptist 
Church in 1962. There, he met his 
future wife, Judy, whom he married in 
1965.

Son Tommy was born in 1966. The fam­
ily moved to churches in Asheville, 
N.C.; Hartsville; and Rock Hill the 
next dozen years.

They stayed in Rock Hill the longest, 
from 1974 to 1982, at Oakland Bap­
tist Church with 1500 members in a 
congregation that adored him.

“He may be the best pastor we’ve 
ever had,” Jewell Eggleston said. 
“If you needed Henry, it didn’t mat­
ter if it was 2 o’clock in the morning. 
And you didn’t have to be one of the 
‘pretty people’ for him to meet your 
needs. It didn’t matter to Henry.”

And it didn’t matter to Eggleston 
when she heard that Finch was gay.

“We may not have understood it. But 
we supported him and we didn’t judge 
him,” she said.

Professionally, Finch thrived 
before he revealed his secret. Pri­
vately, he suffered. The deception 
sickened him, giving him terrible 
stomach aches and diarrhea.
“In everything else, I was out 

front. In the open. But here’s one piece 
of my life that wasn’t at all. That’ll kill 
you,” he said. “You can deny some­
thing that is a basic part of you only so 
long.”

After Finch s revelation spread to 

Rock Hill, a few Oakland Baptist 
members talked about removing his 
name from the Henry T. Finch Jr. Fam­
ily Life Building. But they were the 
minority. Elizabeth Nichols, a 
longtime member, invited him to 
stay with her until he could get a place 
of his own. Others donated furni­
ture and even a car.

About the same time, another old 
friend, the Rev. Gene Owens, then 
pastor of Myers Park Baptist Church 
in Charlotte, stepped up to help. If 
Finch was gay, Owens didn’t care.

“If there was a heaven and Henry 
Finch wasn’t there, I’d want to go 
somewhere else,” he said.

Owens helped Finch get a job at the 
Randolph Clinic in Charlotte, where 
he helped alcoholics and drug 
addicts. And when they began show­
ing up with AIDS, he became a leader in 
the fight against AIDS.

Finch wanted to remain an active 
member of a mainline church, to give 
his money and time, so he chose Owens’ 
church, where he knew he would be 
welcome. There, he taught a popu­
lar Sunday school class. But when he 
was asked several times to be a dea­
con, he declined.
“I’m not comfortable being a dea­

con because I’m gay,” he said.
In Charlotte, Finch met other gay 

men and had several monogamous 
relationships. Three years ago in 
Atlanta, he met his current partner, 
Patrick, 23, who works part time at a 
Charlotte bank and goes to college.
“I enjoy gay friends. But equally, I 

enjoy straight friends. I really have 
tried to balance it. I don’t want to be 
just in gay life,” he said.

In March 1993, Finch tested posi­
tive for AIDS. Since then, Finch has 
been in the hospital twice with high 
fevers, dehydration and pain in his 
abdomen. His weight has dropped 
from 175 pounds to 140.

In January, Finch turned 58, and he 
got the call he’d been waiting for 
since he left Charleston. It was his 
son, Tommy, now 27.

After nine years of silence, in Feb­
ruary, when Finch was in the hospi­
tal, Tommy came to visit. They hugged 
for the first time since Tommy was 17.

Another perspective: ‘dark 
times’ have mostly passed

Back in 1988 when philosophy pro­
fessor Richard Mohr published his 
important book, “ Gay s/Justic e ,” 
he noted in his final chapter, “These 
are the dark times.”

The gay movement had been buf­
feted by Bowers v. Hardwick in 1986; 
in 1987, the Supreme Court upheld the 
U.S. Olympic Committee’s denial 
of our right to use the old Greek word 
“Olympic” for our games; and 
recent referendums had rescinded 
civil rights protections for gays in 
Houston, Duluth, Eugene and Wich­
ita.

In a recent lecture Mohr indicated 
that he has not changed his mind, that 
we still live in “dark times.” And 
once again he can cite ample evi­
dence. President Clinton signed a 
military appropriations bill that 
wrote discrimination against gays 
into law. Gays lost nearly 20 refer­
endums, in Colorado and in cities 
from Maine to Oregon. The Supreme 
Court looks likely to vote 5-4 to uphold 
the military’s ban on gay personnel 
when the issue reaches the Court.

But ultimately, I think I disagree 
with Mohr. I did in 1988; I do now. Gays 
were making progress then; we are 
now. First some evidence, then an 
explanatory model.

Just since 1988, California, Con­
necticut, Hawaii, Massachu­
setts, Minnesota, New Jersey and 
Vermont passed gay rights laws. 
Courts in Kentucky, Michigan, and 
(de facto) Texas have decriminal­
ized gay sex, and Nevada’s legisla­
ture voted to repeal the state’s sod­
omy laws. Domestic partners legis­
lation of a limited sort has been 
passed in several cities.

Just in recent weeks, Cleveland 
passed a gay rights law with scarcely a 
murmur, and Rochester, N.Y., and 
Oak Park passed domestic partners 
provisions.

Lower courts have upheld the right of 
gays to serve in the U.S. military, 
arguing that discrimination 
lacks a “rational basis.” Even if the 
present Supreme Court rules against 
us, these decisions provide a strong 
basis for a later reversal when pre­
vailing public opinion and Court 
majority permits.

The issue of gay youth are increas­
ingly being addressed, led by Massa­
chusetts Gov. William Weld’s Com­
mission on Gay and Lesbian Youth. 
The prestigious High School Jour­
nal just published a special issue on 
gay and lesbian youth.

Why then do Mohr and I disagree? it 
is often disconcerting to disagree 
with friends, particularly intelli­
gent and thoughtful friends. But it is 
usually a stimulus to try to figure 
out why each of you thinks as he does 
and try to account for the difference.

Is it mere temperament-Mohr by 
nature being pessimistic, I being 
optimistic? Not true at all. Are we 
simply looking at different bod­
ies of evidence? Or are we looking at 
the same body of evidence but differ­
ing on how to evaluate it? Or do we dif­
fer on which evidence is really most 
important to use?

Richard and I agree, I think, that the 
intellectual part of the gay revolu­
tion is accomplished. The argu­
ments have been made and made irre­
futably for gay mental health, moral 
legitimacy, dignity and equality. 
Richard himself has contributed 
valuably to this achievement in 
three books. Gays/Justice, Gay 
Ideas and his new short handbook, A 
More Perfect Union: Why Straight 
Americans Must Stand Up for Gay 
Rights. This latest book can be read 
with profit by gays as well, since many 
of us do not know all the good argu­
ments on our side.

As best I can tell, Richard thinks that 
since effective arguments have been 
made, all our major institutions and 
the American people should act on 
them and accept us. That high courts 
are still refusing to accept them, that 
legislative bodies are ignoring 
them, that many voters seem 
unpersuaded by them, he takes as a 
cause for pessimism.

I, on the other hand, assume that tra­
ditional opinion has been anti-gay 
for centuries and there is 
entrenched opposition, chiefly in 
conservative religious institu­
tions. Since this is a democracy, 
apprehensive, uninformed and just 
plain bigoted people can still vote 
and lobby, and our side has done a poor 
job of making our case to the public at 
large. In the context, though, I view 
any move in favor of gay rights by any­
one as a sign of progress, proof that 
something is working.

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Activists: New York City 
gay decoy plan a farce
NEW YORK, Tuesday, May 10 (AP)— 
Police officials, responding to 
complaints by gay activists, denied 
Tuesday that they planned to use 
undercover cops posing as gay cou­
ples at the upcoming Gay Games.

The strategy reportedly called for 
about 100 police officers to decoy 
gay-bashers during the June event 
by pairing off and acting like gay and 
lesbian couples.

But Chief of Department John Tim- 
oney said that the report in the Daily 
New was erroneous. Scores of 
plainclothes police officers will 
mingle Games-goers, but will not 
“be out there portraying gays,” he 
said.
“You’ll have two men walking 

along ... If you decide they look gay, 
fine, that’s up to you,” Timoney 
said.

Earlier, a gay rights group 
responding to the story in the News 
complained that past decoy opera­
tions have failed straight cops pos­
ing as gays are not convincing.

“Their idea of ‘acting gay’ is to link 
arms and start skipping,” said Matt

Foreman, spokesperson for the Gay 
and Lesbian Anti-Violence Pro­
ject.

“Not only is it insulting, it doesn’t 
fool anyone. Gay bashers are thugs, 
but they’re not idiots.”

Organizers of the Gay Games esti­
mate that 500,000 visitors will 
flood the city next month to watch 
11,000 gay athletes compete in 
track and field and other sporting 
events. The festivities begin June 
16.
The Games coincide with the World 

Cup, raising concerns that rowdy 
soccer fans will bash gay visitors. 
In response, “we will have extra 
police officers all over town,” Tim­
oney said.

Gay Games spokesperson Marlin 
Collingwood said organizers 
would welcome a plan that avoids use 
of decoys.

“You can’t stereotype gays and 
lesbians,” he said. “Gays and les­
bians look like everybody else. 
One of the goals of the Games is that 
we’re going to break down those ster­
eotypes.”

Slowly, glacially, public opinion is 

moving in our direction, moving with 
the painful slowness of an amoeba 
extending a pseudopod, but moving 
nonetheless.

And the reason? Here is the message of 
this entire column: The major social/ 
cultural institutions of our society 
by and large understand the legiti­
macy of our claims; and the gentle yet 
constant pressure they exert on pub­
lic opinion (and, indirectly, govern­
ments) will enable us eventually to 
prevail.

The New York Times is on our side; so are 
the Washington Post and the Chicago 
Tribune. Three of the five leading 
magazines of political commen­
tary (Reason, The Nation, The New 
Republic) are on our side.

The major advice columnists (Ann and 
Abby), those women who more than any­
one else are America’s real teachers of 
manners and morals, regularly tell 
people to be accepting of gays. Syndi­
cated columnists are providing us 
with our own voice in an even larger num­
ber of mainstream newspapers.

Television talk shows—Oprah, 
Phil, Geraldo, Sally Jessy, Rolanda, 
Jerry—give regular exposure to gays 
and gay concerns. Roseanne does it 
even better. The American Psycho­
logical Association and a prepon­
derance of psychologists are pro­
gay. Virtually the entire counseling 
profession is gay-affirming, help­
ing gays accept themselves and help­
ing others to overcome their homo­
phobia.

The ACLU, powerful and effective 
voice that it is, with real legal muscle 
behind it, is firmly and consistently on 
our side.

Universities increasingly are wel­
coming of gays, fostering gay stu­
dent groups, assuring non-discrimi­
nation, inviting gay speakers, 
allowing specifically gay courses.

As corporations are better able to 
see us as a discrete market, more will 
follow Ikea's lead and present gays in 
advertisements. And as corpora­
tions compete for trained personnel, 
necessarily including gays, they 
will find themselves following the 
lead of high-tech industries in requir­
ing diversity training and offering 
partnership benefits that by their 
very existence public acceptance.

All these and other institutions gen­
tly move people in a gay-positive 
direction, constantly emitting into 
society units of gay acceptance just as 
sun produces photons. For these ad 
other reasons, every day hundreds of 
Americans come out to their family 
and friends—the most relentless irre­
versible force there is for the gay prog­
ress. That is why these times are far from 
dark.

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Stonewall fringe benefit: Seeing New York...in stages

I can’t imagine spending 
more than two hours in New 
York without seeing a show, 
probably on Broadway 
where they’re bigger if not 
always better.

But then I’m gay, as are many 
tourists who feel the same way 
about opera, ballet, muse­
ums and other forms of culture 
New York does bigger—if not 
always better — than any­
where else.

On an April scouting trip I 
checked out some of the shows 
you may want to see when you’re 
there in June. Most of this sea­
son’s big hits—and flops — 
were still in previews and not 
ready to be reviewed; so I 
caught up with last year’s big­
gest, still running, gay-the­
med shows, “Angels in Amer­
ica” and “Kiss of the Spider 
Woman.”

The previewers included 
Stephen Sondheim’s “Pas­
sion” (about which the buzz 
was bad but the opening had 
been pushed back, three new 
songs were being added and— 
miracles can happen in pre­
views), Joan Rivers in “Sally 
Marr...and Her Escorts,” the 
sequel “The Best Little 
Whorehouse Goes Public” 
(a.k.a. “The Second Best Lit­
tle Whorehouse”), Dis­
ney’s mega-marketed

“Beauty and the Beast” and 
the revivals of “Grease” 
starring Rosie O’Donnell 
and “Picnic” with Ashley 
Judd and Polly Holliday.

Long runs include “Crazy for 
You,” for those who love 
dancing and Gershwin, and 
gay producer Cameron Mac­
intosh’s billion-dollar 
quartet, “The Phantom of the 
Opera,” “Les Miserables,” 
“Miss Saigon” and “Cats.” 
The first three are worth see­
ing, if you haven’t caught them 
on the road, but “Cats’” 
advertising line, “Now and 
Forever,” has become more of 
a threat than a promise.

Off-Broadway, Edward 
Albee’s “Three Tall Women” 
won the Pulitzer Prize while I 
was in New York. Semi-auto­
biographical, it’s said to be 
Albee’s “Mommie Dearest” 
treatment of the adoptive 
mother who rejected him for 
being gay.

Theater doesn’t get much 
better than “Angels in Amer­
ica,” but forget I said that. 
Tony Kushner’s two-part epic 
“Gay Fantasia on National 
Themes” has received so much 
praise and so many awards 
(including last year’s Pulit­
zer) that unreasonable 
expectations are the order of 
the day. If any recent show can 
live up to the hype, this one can.

Don’t be daunted by the 
length—a total of more than six 
and a half hours, including two 
intermissions in each part. It 

will occupy the better part of a 
day—or two evenings—but the 
time flies by. At the end of a mat­
inee of Part 1: “Millennium 
Approaches,” the man and 
women I was with agreed we 
could have watched Part 2: 
“Perestroika,” without a 
dinner break.

While it has its heavy 
speeches and operates on lev­
els that will be discussed and 
dissected for years, 
“Angels” is basically a good 
yarn that goes down easy, like 
television when it’s done 
right. George C. Wolfe’s 
fluid, cinematic direction 
(you can see why Robert Alt­
man wants to do the film ver­
sion) moves easily between 
the real and the fantastic, 
from simple sets represent­
ing a hospital room and a 
messy (but not dirty) apart­
ment to one dazzling surprise 
after another, including an 
imagined Antarctica and a 
real (?) Heaven reached by a 
neon ladder.

Even the prices don’t have to 
be daunting. A few bargain- 
priced, day-of—perform­
ance tickets sold at the box 
office will let you see both 
parts for a total as low as $30 
($100 less than top price). 
Advance tickets are being 
sold through gay travel agents 
and some are being held back to 
allow more June visitors to 
purchase tickets. They know 
we’re coming and they want us 
to see the show. (I use the sin­

gular because even though it’s 
in two parts, sold separately, 
I’ll bet you can’t watch just 
one.)

Except for F. Murray Abra­
ham, who is marvelous as Roy 
Cohn (hiss), most of the origi­
nal cast is intact. The story’s 
about two couple’s who split up 
and regroup in interesting 
ways: a pair of gay lovers, one 
of whom can’t deal with it when 
the other develops AIDS; and 
“a gay, Mormon, Republi­
can lawyer” who leaves his 
“mentally-deranged, sex- 
starved, pill-popping wife.”

Those are some of the bare 
bones of the plot, but 
“Angels” takes flight 
because of a combination of 
brilliant writing and what 
one character calls, “just 
the magic of the theater, or 
something.”

The good news is that Chita 
Rivera is scheduled to remain 
in “Kiss of the Spider 
Woman” through June 26. The 
bad news is that she missed the 
performance I saw in April, 
and the show wasn’t worth see­
ing without her.

Manuel Puig’s story of Mol­
ina, a gay window dresser, and 
Valentin, a straight, Marxist 
revolutionary sharing a 
South American prison cell 
still packs a punch, as adapted 
by Terrence McNally. In fact 
the dramatic scenes work so 
well 1 found most of the songs to 
be unwelcome interrup­
tions.

Molina survives by escap­
ing into remembered/imag- 
ined scenes from old movies, 
all starring an actress named 
Aurora. In the first act espe­
cially, she has no characters 
to play, only generic song- 
and-dance numbers. To make 
this conceit work requires 
starpower; star quality, 
which understudy Nancy Hess 
may or may not possess, is not 
enough.

Joshua Finkel substituted 
ably enough for Jeff Hyslop, 
who replaced Tony winner 
Brent Carver as Molina. The 
role only calls for a strong 
actor-singer, not a name. 
Brian Mitchell, the current 
Valentin, is also fine.

Most of the Kander-and-Ebb 
songs are longing ballads 
that either sound like each 
other or like songs from 
“Zorba.” The anthemic 
“The Day after That” is the 
kind of number director Har­
old Prince turned into a first- 
act finale in “Cabaret” and 
“Evita”; here he’s content to 
bury it in the second act.

Perhaps Chita’s absence 
brought the whole company 
down. I can imagine her kiss 
making “Spider Woman” a 
different show; but unlike 
Molina, I can’t get by on fan­
tasies. I felt Chita-ed.

Performance artist’s challenge is making the personal into poetry

The rituals of Luis Alfaro’s 

past, and their personally 
appropriated remnants, 
abound in Alfaro’s world view, 
expressed not only in “down­
town” but in the column, 
“Drive By Chignon,” that he 
writes for the Los Angeles 
Reader and in his latest devo­
tion, an AIDS agency geared to 
Hispanics and run by artists. 
Alfaro serves as project 
director.

The agency, VIVA, has been 
creating promotional items 
to promote safer sex and AIDS 
awareness, that adapt popu­
lar symbols of Latino culture 
and the fetishes of Latin-Amer­
ican Catholicism through 
art. “We have an HIV prayer 
candle...on the back, it’s all 
HIV information, and a safer 
sex burrito, with the informa­
tion inside a plastic tortilla,” 
he said. There are also adapta­
tions of popular paintings to 
reflect gay latino themes. 
“What we’ve done is appropri­
ate these images for artwork, so 
that they speak to gay Lat­
inos.”

His most successful work so 
far, “downtown” has been 
performed at the Smithso­
nian, the San Francisco Solo- 
Mio Festivals, the Boston 
Center for the Arts, Brown Uni­
versity. Highways, the Los 
Angeles Theater Center and 
Alice B. Theater in Seattle. 
Though the autobiographi­
cal piece revolves around his 
personal experiences — 

growing up gay and Latino in 
downtown Los Angeles; 
feeling like an outsider in 
both the gay and Latino com­
munities; dealing with 
racism in the gay commu­
nity and homophobia in his 
neighborhood; losing a 
lover and countless friends 
to AIDS—it has been well 
received by diverse audi­
ences.

Known for crossing the 
line, Alfaro in “down­
town” fearlessly 
addresses such testy topics 
as racism in the gay commu­
nity, but with compassion 
and humorous insight that 
crosses cultural bounds. 
Alfaro sees his work as edu­
cational for those who don’t 
fully understand the cul­
tural differences that sepa­
rate Latinos from other gays. 
“There are language and cul­
tural barriers... in L.A., the 
major difference is class. The 
income of the average person 
in L.A. is $24,000.. .for gay 
white males, the average 
income is $52,000. The back­
grounds, the experiences are 
very different.” Alfaro says 
he speaks the language of his 
own background in his work— 
literally, as well as figura­
tively, incorporating street 
“Spanglish” in his perform­
ance pieces.

He notes, however, that one of 
the challenges in writing 
about personal experience is 
to translate those experi­
ences in a way that is meaning­
ful for others. “There are two

stages to writing, there is the 
process, and the product. 
When I begin a project,” he 
explains, “I am writing for 
myself...but then. I’m trying 
to go deeper, to give a deeper 
truth.
“I don’t tailor make my per­

formances for gay Latinos. In 
fact, until recently my primary 
audience has been gay white 
men. They were the ones who 
came out to see my shows. I’ve 
just recently picked up a Latino 
following. There are also a lot 
of (heterosexuals) who 
come to my shows.”

In “downtown,” says Alf­
aro, “I’m careful to define that 
it’s my city, but then again, it 
could be any city. There are 
things in the show that people 
can identify with, no matter 

where they’re from.”
“Downtown” seemingly 

broke another barrier of iden­
tification, appealing on a 
class humor level to enough 
people outside Alfaro’s tra­
ditional gay fandom to war­
rant his being asked to record a 
spoken word CD, “down 
town,” which was released 
nationally in February on 
New Alliance/SST records. 
The recording, in turn, 
clinched Alfaro a gig with the 
“Lollapallooza” festival 
tour, in which he is scheduled 
as an opening act for the rock 
group Smashing Pumpkins.

However, Luis Alfaro is the 
rare performer who can seem­
ingly shrug off success and 
appear genuine in doing so. 
Success, in Afaro’s descrip­

tion. is incidental and queer­
ness is integral to his art.
“My work is about differ­

ence,” he says. “I’m always 
different, according to what 
people want of me. The labels 
don’t matter. When you get 
labeled, that’s part of what lim­
its people’s expectations of 
you, that’s part of what limits 
your creativity. There are 
some performance artists 
who have become self-cen­
soring. The real encouraging 
thing is being able to transcend 
the labels and the limits. My 
experiment is, how do I speak 
my people’s language, and 
make it poetry?
“My art is political because 

of who I am. Whenever you 
advocate for equality for your 

ranks, it makes you political. 
My work is charged only by my 
emotions. I tell the stories of 
friends who have died, it’s just 
telling a story, trying to sort 
through the madness. When­
ever we tell our stories, tell our 
truth, we become political.”

(Luis Alfaro will perform 
“downtown” at Diverse- 
Works, 8:00 p.m. May 20 and 21. 
On the same bill: San Antonio’s 
eccentric David Zamora 
Casas, who calls his studio the 
“Anti Oppression Church of 
Hardcore Folk Art,” will per­
form “Born Again Mexican 
American.” Casas, who has 
performed at San Antonio’s 
Jumpstart Theater, Guada­
lupe Arts Theater, the Uni­
versity of Texas and other 
Texas art spaces, combines 
sculpture, poetry and music in 
the piece, which deals with con­
temporary social and cul­
tural issues.

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Vince Ryan: redistricting critics 

misinformed about process

While not detailing specific plans, 

Ryan also hinted that there would be some 
restructuring and staff changes at the 
county’s HIV bureau under his adminis­
tration. “I would want a good person on 
my staff to be dealing with this issue, 
someone who would actually be pas­
sionate about what we do,” he said. 
“With the previous administra­
tion, it was based on (Judge Lindsay’s) 
desire to control...he made up his mind 
to keep (bureau director) Sue Cooper at 
all costs. But Sue Cooper was always 
more concerned with cooperating 
with Jon Lindsay that than the (AIDS) 
issue itself.”

Ryan said that under Lindsay, the 
boards of organizations that dealt 
with AIDS/HIV issues felt “dispirited 
and powerless” against the whims of 
the County Judge and his staff. “The 
board could do a lot of work on something 
and make a decision and bring it to the 
judge, only to be ignored, or gone 
around,” he said. “Absolutely, it was 
the wrong way to go, although it may have 
been the easy way to go (from Lindsay’s 
perspective).”
Regarding AIDS, Ryan added, 

“again, my record will speak for itself. 
When I was on the council, my office led 
on this issue.

My opponent has no record on this 
issue...I don’t recall him saying any­
thing about it (so far in the campaign). 
Then again, he doesn’t have much of a 
record on anything. Obviously, as a 
state representative, he has a voting 
record. But can anyone show where he 
did anything else?”

Eckels, Ryan pointed out, turned back 
his opponent in the Republican pri­
mary, District Clerk Kathryn Tyra, 
largely with the held of the county OOP’s 
Radical Right faction. “They were 
the swing vote,” he asserted.

Ryan, however, claims no fears that 
right wing support will significantly 
impact the general election. “In the 
long run, I think their support will be a 
big negative for my opponent,” he 
said. “I think there are even a lot of mod­
erate Republicans who will vote for me 
over him. You may notice, there are a lot 
more voters now who are identifying 
themselves as Independent, and a lot 
of them came from the Republican 
party. I’m a Christian, but as a public 
official, I don’t look to the Bible to make 
decisions for other people. I think most 
people, even in the Republican Party, 
don’t agree with their (Radical Right) 
views.”

Ryan’s down-to-earth, “take it to the 
rdal people,” informed-public ser­
vant-leaning-on-the-skill s-of-oth- 

ers rhetoric has a refreshing ring, 
though perhaps tinged with an unset­
tling deja vu for who listened closely to 
Mayor Bob Lanier during his first cam­
paign. Called a “grassroots master” 
by seasoned political reporter Tim 
Fleck in a recent column for Houston 
Business Journal, Ryan loves to talk 
and has a way of making people listen 
and feel comfortable doing so. It may 
be the best thing he has going for him in 
what political observers have char­
acterized as an uphill battle against 
Eckels, who has the support of influ­
ential downtown Houston business 
leaders, as well as the historically 
conservative element of the sprawl­
ing outer county.
During the interview, Ryan also 

addressed criticism he has received 
from the gay and lesbian community 
over redistricting. He said that activ­
ists who charged he deliberately 
manipulated the drawing of district 
lines to move the Montrose area into 
Council District D, in retaliation for 
Annise Parker’s 1991 campaign 
against him in District C, “are misin­
formed on both the process and chro­
nology of redistricting.”

According to Ryan, “I tried to explain 
during the process ... but nobody 
wanted to listen to me.

“I was one of the first supporters of the 
16-1 (single member district) pro­
posal, and I’ve always been one of the 
main supporters of that plan,” he said. 
“To this day, I openly advocate that 
kind of plan.
“In the end, we faced some tough 

choices. We had to move 40,000 Anglo 
voters to the east. ...how do you do it? Do 
you split up Westbury? Meyerland? All 
of these (communities) had the same 
concerns. The maps were drawn by the 
city legal department, the city plan­
ning department (and) we did the best we 
could. I did the best I could.”

Ryan also pointed out that many people 
who criticized him on the redistrict­
ing issue are supporting him in his cur­
rent campaign. “They know there is a 
clear choice here,” he said. “I’ve got­
ten a lot of support (from gay lead­
ers).”
“County government has been this 

arrogant, inaccessible area, con­
trolled by insiders. I want to make it 
clear to people that they have a choice.

“If I’m elected, we will have an open 
process in the county, i’ll operate just 
like I always have, people will have my 
home phone number, my doors will be 
open. They have an opportunity to elect 
someone now who has, even with some 
disagreement, a proven record.”

Q: "Does God send evil spirits to torment those who are disobe­
dient?

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‘Rules of the Road’: 
auto-biography of a failed 
relationship
Film Series Continues At 
DiverseWorks

Lesbians whose cinematic tastes 
run toward the graphic and romantic 
may find “Rules of the Road,” which 
I’ve been told is the most critically 
acclaimed of the crop of “New Queer 
Film and Video” in DiverseWorks’ 
“Beyond Desire” 1994 gay and les­
bian series, confusing or boring at 
first glance. It would be their loss, 
because the smart, tight little film is 
actually a revealing and provoking 
insight into the private and personal 
world of petty obsession that we share 
with the broader society. In that con­
text, Su Friedrich’s short-story-like 
glimpse of the breakup of a lesbian love 
affair is a lesbian tale with which even 
heterosexuals can identify and 
thus, an entertaining film with a very 
subtle, and very important, educa­
tional afterbite.

viewer is caught up personally in the 
narrator’s web of emotion that 
might, without the story, seem absurd 
or even neurotic, precisely because 
the feelings are universal enough to 
be universally familiar. Haven’t we 
all simultaneously loved and hated 
some object that reminded us of some­
one we claimed we'd rather not think 
about? And haven’t we all been haunted 
by the realization that, if we really 
didn’t want to remember, it wouldn’t 
matter?

As a whole, the film is a clever exami­
nation of how lesbians—no, more 
accurately, humans — deal with 
romance and its dissolution, as well 
as the probably very American tend­
ency to live through our automobiles, 
and the more universal tendency to 
assign the attributes and faults of our­
selves and others to our/their posses­
sions.

window and recurring shots of a pair of 
female hand’s, apparently the pro­
tagonist’s, dealing cards in a never- 
ending game of solitaire. That sym­
bolism frames, and is deliberately 
overpowered by,the symbolism of 
the piece’s real “star”—the narra­
tor’s ex-lover’s odd car: “an old beige 
station wagon with a luggage rack on 
top and fake wood paneling along the 
sides.”

The film plays out visually as sort of a 
moving theme collage, with the sta­
tion wagon—not a specific station 
wagon, but a series of shots of what the 
viewer slowly becomes aware are sev­
eral similar wagons—as the theme. 
The narrative, meanwhile, traces 
the relationship and its gradual 
demise, as well as the car’s role as a fam­
ily member shared by the couple, as 
entwined with their daily lives and 
their emotions as a child or pet might 
be. The background music, snippets 
from popular period songs of diverse 
genres, seem to coincide with the 
state of the couple’s relationship I 
through its chronology, as related by 
the narrator.

After the breakup, the narrator 
becomes obsessed, assigning to every 
station wagon on the road the “aura” 
of her lost love and the car they shared, 
and feeling, at the sight of any such car, 
that familiar panic that accompanies 
any sign of a lost love s presence. The

Virginia teacher reprimanded for 
showing video on lesbian teens

OAKTON, Va., Thursday, May 12 
(AP)—Fairfax County school offi­
cials have reprimanded a high 
school teacher for showing a movie 
about a teen-age lesbian couple to 
her health classes.

The Oakton High School teacher 
showed “The Coming Out of Heidi 
Leiter” to four ninth-grade 
classes last month during a unit on 
sexuality. The teacher was rep­
rimanded for not following the 
county’s approved sex education 
curriculum after a parent com­
plained, school officials said 
Wednesday.

Sources told The Washington 
Post that the teacher involved was 
Kelly Mastradonato. She did not 
return a telephone call Thursday 
to the school seeking comment.

The cable television movie, 
based on a true story, depicts the 
story of a lesbian couple from 
Manassas who want to attend their 
high school prom together despite 
objections from the community. 
At one point in the film, the girls 
kiss.

Allene Sizemore, whose family 
moved here from Savannah, Ga., in 
February, said she was shocked 
when her daughter Ginny, 15, came 
home with questions about sexu­

ality and told her about the film.

“There’s a message in that film 
that could hurt the children,” Mrs. 
Sizemore said. “The film 
destroyed my right to teach these 
things to my children the way I 
wanted to. Seeds have been planted 
in her.”

School officials declined to say 
what punishment Ms. Mastradon­
ato received for showing the 30- 
minute film, but spokesperson 
Dolores Bohen said a letter of rep­
rimand in a teacher’s permanent 
file would be typical in a case like 
that.

“There is no question that a rep­
rimand was in order there. She 
goofed,” Ms. Bohen said. “There 
is no flexibility for teachers to 
do this kind of thing.”

Fairfax County School Superin­
tendent Robert R. Spillane has 
sent a letter to all principals 
reminding them of their responsi­
bility to make sure the proper Fam­
ily Life Education curriculum 
is taught in their schools.

“Under no circumstances,” the 
letter said, in bold, capitalized 
letters, “may a teacher of FLE 
bring any outside materials into 
the classroom which have not been 

| approved by the School Board.”

Houston Symphony delivers forceful interpretation of Beethoven duo

The Classical Series of the Houston 
Symphony for this ‘93-’94 season pre­
sented for a near to capacity Jones Hall 
audience the duo of Beethoven’s 
music, the Piano Concerto No. 2 and the 
Symphony No. 5. The Piano Concerto 
is considered Ludwig van Beetho­
ven’s first major work for the piano and 
orchestra, dated back in portion to 
1785. This fine, almost chamber like 
music composition is in B-flat major 
and allows for a sensitive dialogue 
between the solo piano, strings and 
wind instruments. Scored without 
trumpets or tampani, the composi­
tion was a perfect medium to allow

serve as conduc­
tor and soloist. 
This perform­

ance was a beauti­
ful example of 
blending of a solo 
instrument with 
the orchestra so 
that the piano was a 
part of, rather than 
separate from, the 
orchestra. The 
music had a deli­
cate, sensitive, and tread lightly 
quality that was wonderful. The great 
skill of Maestro Eschenbach as a con­
cert pianist was again demonstrated 
to an appreciative audience. Both 

technically and 
artistically, he was 
equal to many a solo­
ist that has been heard 
in Jones Hall this sea­
son. The playing was 
well phrased, care­
fully accented, and 
intertwined with the 
orchestra. Hope­
fully, Houston will 
be able to enjoy many 
more such perform­
ances by a highly tal­
ented Eschenbach in 
the near future.

The second half of the program was 
given to the famous Symphony No. 5 in C 
minor. There must be very few school 
children who have ever taken a musical 
appreciation course who would not

recognize the famous ‘da-da-da-dah’ 
opening of first movement. So well 
known are these first four notes, that a 
motorist was heard tapping on his 
automobile’s horn, as I was leaving 
the Hall. What is rarely heard, was the 
dramatic interpretation presented 
by Mr. Eschenbach and the Houston 
Symphony. Based on a tempo more 
rapid than is usually heard, the wood­
winds and horns were given slightly 
more prominence than is usually 
heard. The overall effect was quite 
dramatic and gave a newness to hear­
ing of the symphony. The audience 
obviously loved the performance and 
quickly gave Maestro Eschenbach a 
standing ovation. I suspect that 
these performances this past week­
end, will be long remembered by Hous­
ton audiences. Excellent!

A less thrilling revision, the

van, “Hot Mikado” is an all new 
adaptation by playwright, 
lyricist and director David H.

hibition speak­
easy. Among the 
better ones: “And 
the Drums Will 
Crash,” sung by 
Pooh-Bah and the 
“gentlemen of 
Japan” that com­
prise the chorus, 
is a rousing, rol­
licking tune 
that’ll have you 
bopping in your 
seat. “Behold the 
Lord High Execu­
tioner” and “I’ve 
Got a Little List 
both sung by Ko-Ko 
and the men, are 
benignly silly and 
wholly endearing 
tunes. Katisha’s 
anthem, “Kat­
isha’s Entrance” 
is a blistering, 
power house mel­
ody, while the 
Mikado’s equiva­
lent, “The Mikado Song,” is a 
slick, tap number.

Except for the two songs in the 
second act, “Tit-Willow,” 
and “Beauty in the Bellow,” 
the present songs fall far short 
of the original G & S produc­
tion.

I soon became more interested 
in the excellent tap dancing, 
zoot suited costumes, and neon 
light stage setting. The cast 
gave their all in generally high 
quality performances to 
entertain the Music Hall audi­
ence, and they seem to truly be 
having fun in going through 
their good dance routines. But 
the diction was smeared, either

by the sound system (which you 
would think that the problems 
and flaws could have been worked 
out over the first few perform­
ances) or the attempt to provide a 
bit of character to the charac­
ters, but never the less in my 
orchestra center seat, the 
words to many of the songs and 
lines were not understood.

The performances range from 
the merely ordinary to the 
superlative. Special note 
should be made to the very fine 
performance of Mr. Jim Corti, 
as Ko-Ko, the Lord High Execu­
tioner of Titipu. He had a natu­
ral stage presence to this comi­
cal government officer, and 
was very talented in his stage

antics, dance rou­
tines and body lan­
guage given to the 
multiple songs. 
Especially note 
worthy were the 
songs of “I’ve Go A 
Little List,” I Am So 
Proud,” and “Tit 
Willow.”

Avery Sommers is 
outstanding as Kat­
isha. With a voice that 
veritably rocks the 
house, she capti­
vates with an elec­
tric stage presence 
that doesn’t lose a 
single watt whether 
she is brandishing 
the fury of a lover 
scorned, the angst of 
a lonely soul or the 
giddiness of a 
woman flattered.
Raymond Baze­

more had the impos­
ing body size to properly por­
tray Pooh-Bah, the Lord High 
Everything Else and had the 
audience laughing in all of the 
correct places.

Denise Connolly was the 
sought after Yum-Yum, remind­
ing the audience how very att­
ractive she was and how men were 
much in love with her and Tracey 
Copeland plays her part of Peep- 
Bo, one of Yum-Yum’s sisters, 
with a salacious verve.

The music conducting under 
the baton of Andrew Lippa, and 
staging were all up to the usual 
TUTS high standards along with 
Daniel M. Proett’s set design is 
a jazzy, neon-infused, Japa­

nese courtyard that bedazzles 
the eye. And Nancy Missimi’s 
costuming is a marvelous 
explosion of zoot suits and 
swing skirts.

Although this production is 
considered to be “Broadway 
bound” like the TUTS/Disney 
production of “Beauty and the 
Beast” I can’t see it ever making 
it near 42nd Street and if it should 
be so lucky, it may have a run 
shorter than that of the not so 
popular re-invention of the 
wildly popular “Wizard of 
Oz” into that of a Broadway dud, 
“The Wiz.” Congratula­
tions to TUTS on a great season of 
fine productions and your new 
upcoming season.

For those of you who may be 
interested in a bonus produc­
tion from TUTS, it was 
announced Sunday evening at 
the beginning of our perform­
ance that there will be an all new 
performance of “Dream- 
girls” coming this August. And 
as opposed to the last perform­
ance of Dreamgirls by TUTS in 
1986 this production will fea­
ture the broadway Tony Award 
winning actress/singer, Jen­
nifer Holiday in a reprise per­
formance of the classic pro­
duction for which she won the 
coveted Tony Award for Best 
Actress in a Musical. Watch out 
Houston for another excellent 
performance by our own pro­
duction company of award win­
ning performances, Theater 
Under The Stars.

Spike Lee is one of 
America’s fore­
most filmmakers 
today.

self as a sure-footed director. Of 
course, everyone stumbles now 
and then, and in Lee’s case, his time to 
trip is now, and the film is “Cro­
oklyn.”

The movie has no real plot to speak 
of; rather it is one of those slice-of- 
life pictures that attempts to encap­
sulate, into two hours, the ways and 
times of a bygone era. This is made 
clear from the opening credits 
which are overlayed on scenes of 
children playing games long for­
gotten in this Nintendo age — 
things like stickball and spinning a 
top.

The times here are the 70’s in Brook­
lyn, New York; the ways are those of 
the Carmichael family. Led by Car­
olyn (Alfre Woodard) a loving but 
care-worn mother who is deter­
mined to raise her five children with 
some sense of manner, and Woody 
(Delroy Lindo), an idealistic 
jazz musician who indulges his 
children and would rather not work 
than compromise his talent to pop 
music.

The parents spend their time doing 
their best to ensure their kids grow up 
with enough food in their stomachs, 
respect in their heads and compas­
sion in their hearts. All well and 
good—these are, after all, very 
familiar and basic family issues 
and we know (though no example is 
ever shown in the film) that the child­
ren will face the added specter of 
prejudice.

Unfortunately, this slice of life 
appears to have been cut from more

as Troy and Alfre Woodard as Carolyn

than one pie. The beginning of the 
film is nothing more than a series of 
anecdotes, sometimes funny, 
sometimes not, featuring the end­
lessly squabbling children, par­
ticularly the four boys. Woodard 
and Lindo here display the only dis­
cernible trait given to their 
respective characters—she is the 
heavy and he is the softie.

About midway through the film, the 
little girl, Troy (Zelda Harris), 
who by the way is the only one of the 
children that shows any character 
development, is sent to Virginia 
for the summer to stay with her 
cousin. This is probably Lee’s wav 
of showing his contempt for more 
genteel living and to draw a com­
parison between that sedate exist­
ence and the hard-knock pulse of city 
life. In any event, while it does have 
its lighter moments, that entire pas­
sage is inconsequential.

There does remain one other possi­
bility—Troy’s time of innocent 
play making has its last moments in 
Virginia. She returns to Brooklyn 
to the midst of family tragedy that 
forces her to grow and accept 
responsibility beyond her tender 
years. Even here, though, Lee keeps 
the drama off screen, thus under­
scoring the sense that one hasn’t 
really gotten to know any of the 
characters.

“Crooklyn” does okay as far as 
slice-of-life films go; the problem 
here is that this slice is too small to 
give you a really good taste.

Bermuda’s premier comes 
under fire for vote against gays

HAMILTON, Bermuda, Monday, 
May 16 (AP)—The leader of a human 
rights umbrella group on Monday crit­
icized Premier John Swan’s commit­
ment to human rights after he voted 
against a bill legalizing gay sex.

Peter Carpenter, the spokesperson 
for the island’s Human Rights Alli­
ance on Monday also questioned 
Swan’s capacity as leader of this Brit­
ish colony in the Atlantic Ocean.
“I seriously question the leader­

ship of this country with regard to its 
potential as an independent nation 
in the world arena after these individ­
uals voted against such a simple 
domestic matter as its own citizens

basic right to privacy in their own 
homes,” Carpenter said.
“It absolutely disgusted and 

shocked me,” he added.

The bill legalizes sex between gay 
male adults in the privacy of their 
homes. Although it passed the first 
stage of the parliamentary process 
by 22 votes to 16, it’s strongly opposed 
by religious groups who have pro­
tested against the measure.

But the Human Rights Alliance favors 
it, and they were upset when Swan and 
some of his colleagues voted against 
the bill’s passage.
“I now question their judgment in 

other areas that could affect all kinds of 
human rights issues in the future,” 
Carpenter said.

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Florida’s AIDS Task Force aims 
to protect patients from fraud
ORLANDO, Fla., Saturday, May 14 
(AP)—AIDS patients’ desperate 
search for medical help can make them 
vulnerable to con artists.

State and federal officials have 
launched a task force to protect AIDS 
patients in Florida from swindlers.

The state’s AIDS Fraud Task Force will 
serve as a contact point to take com­
plaints, pass them on to the proper agen­
cies and make sure they are investi­
gated. The group also plans to let con 
artists know they are being watched.
“Sometimes people clear out in one 

day after they’re approached,” said 
Tom Liberti, administrator for the 
AIDS program at the state Department 
of Health and Rehabilitative Serv­
ices.

The task force includes representa­
tives from HRS, the Florida attorney 
general’s office, the federal Food and 
Drug Administration, the U.S. 
Postal Service and AIDS activist 
groups.

Five members appeared Friday at a 
conference on HIV to ask doctors, 
nurses and other health profession­
als to report suspicious HIV treat­
ments to the state AIDS hot line.

Task force members offered three 
examples of the kind of AIDS treat­
ments they would like to see reported:— 
A Clearwater company is recruiting 
AIDS patients to go to the Caribbean 
for a $15,000 experimental treat­
ment that has not been approved by the 
FDA. The company says the treat­
ment—which uses a saltwater solu­
tion that has had an electric current 

passed through it—will kill HIV with­
out harming the host cells.

Panelist Stephen Kindland of HRS 
said Friday that those promoting the 
treatment have been careful not to 
advertise through the mail or other­
wise draw attention from authori­
ties.

“They obviously know how to get 
around things," he said. “Nonethe­
less, they know they're being 
watched.”—A group of Englishmen 
headed by Basil Wainwright sold gul­
lible AIDS patients “ozone genera­
tors,” kits that were claimed to pro­
vide immune-enhancement treat­
ments by blowing ozone into the rec­
tum. Lynn Issacs of the FDA said Wain­
wright sold the worthless kits for 
$7,800 apiece.

Wainwright, who was charged with 
conspiracy, mail fraud and distri­
bution of an adulterated medical 
device, was sentenced March 1 to three 
years in prison and nearly $30,000 in 
fines after he pleaded guilty.

Wainwright still faces state charges 
of grand theft and securities fraud for 
his role in forming a new medical 
ozone corporation after being taken 
into federal custody.

Issacs said Wainwright has been giv­
ing media interviews—including one 
to a radio station in Tampa Bay—from 
his jail cell in Broward County.—Tur­
key buzzard extract, advertised as a 
cure for both cancer and AIDS, was 
being sent through the mail from Colom­
bia until postal inspectors put a stop to 
it.

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Gays now make up bulk of hate 
crime victims in LA County
LOS ANGELES, Tuesday, May 10 
(AP)—Last year’s 783 hate crimes was a 
record, but for the first time gay men 
were the most common victim and 
offenses motivated by race and relig­
ion declined.

For the first time since 1980, when the 
county Commission on Human Rela­
tions began keeping track of hate 
crimes, male homosexuals replaced 
blacks as the biggest victim group, 
said Gerald J. Alcantar, president of 
the commission.

The number of lesbian victims more 
than doubled from the previous year, 
from 13 to 30.
“We’re not surprised, but we’re 

alarmed,” said Liza Culick of the Los 
Angeles Gay & Lesbian Community 
Services Center. “There’s been an 
increased visibility. We're out there 
demonstrating, fighting for our 
rights. That ... foments hatred.”

While hate crimes have risen each year 
since 1985, the percentage of increase 
has slowed. The county recorded a 22 
percent rise in hate crimes in 1991, a 10 
percent rise in 1992 and 6.4 percent 
last year.

The total number of hate crimes in 1993 
was 783, according to the report.
Representatives of some groups 

targeted said penalties for those con­
victed of hate crimes are too light to be a 
deterrent.

“All too often we hear of police show­
ing up to a home where there’s racist 
graffiti on the wall and the family is

told, ‘Oh, it’s only kids,”’ said Kathy 
Imahara, a civil rights staff attorney 
with the Asian Pacific American Legal 
Center. “That family is not going to 
report such an incident again.”

The report shows that there has been a 
steady escalation in violence, with 
assaults now accounting for 43.2 per­
cent of all hate crimes.

Racial hate crimes decreased to 417 
from a record 434 in 1992, and attacks 
because of religion dropped for the 
second consecutive year from 133 to 
119.
Offenses on the basis of sexual orien­

tation soared to a record 241, com­
pared with 161 incidents in 1992.

Gay men were targets of 211 attacks, 
while blacks were victimized 179 
times.

The commission said Jews continue 
to be the main target of religious intol­
erance, with 114 incidents docu­
mented against them. Blacks were still 
the primary focus of race bigots, with 
179 incidents recorded.

The offenses ranged from beatings to 
cross-burnings to graffiti swasti­
kas. The commission said more hate 
crimes were occurring in public 
places.

The commission report was com­
piled from hate-crime data provided by 
nine law enforcement agencies in Los 
Angeles County, including the Sher­
iff’s Department, the Los Angeles 
Police Department and six other city 
police departments.

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Washington anti-gay rights 
initiatives survive early 
legal challenge

OIYMPIA, Friday, May 13 (AP)—The 
state Supreme Court refused to throw out 
two proposed initiatives to ban civil 
rights for homosexuals.

Acting on a motion from Attorney Gen­
eral Christine Gregoire, the court 
Thursday dismissed a lawsuit against 
the initiatives brought by civil rights and 
religious groups.

Gregoire said the initiatives may well 
be constitutionally defective. But 
she said, “It is best to first allow voters 
their choice, and then to assess the final 
product.”
Kathleen Taylor of the American 

Civil Liberties Union said the ACLU and 
other challengers are “at the end of the 
road, legally, but we are confident that 
should the anti-gay initiatives pass, the 
courts will not hesitate to declare them 
unconstitutional.”

Others involved in the suit included the 
Washington Association of 
Churches, the Women’s Law Center, the 
American Civil Liberties Union and 
Rep. Cal Anderson, D-Seattle, the only 
openly gay member of the state Legisla­
ture.

The lawsuit asked that the secretary of 
state be barred from placing Initiatives 
608 and 610 on the ballot and that both 
measures be declared beyond the scope 
of the initiative process.”

Spokesmen for the initiatives could not 
immediately be reached by telephone 
for comment.

The lawsuit contended both initi­
atives are judicial rather than legisla­
tive in nature, violate a requirement that 
an initiative be limited to one subject 
and are unconstitutional attempts to 
restrict the fundamental rights of a 

group of state residents.
The courts have been reluctant to con­

sider the constitutionality of any 
issue before it becomes law, and Gre­
goire urged the justices not to make an 
exception in this case.

“The court should view with great cau­
tion the invitation to bar an initiative 
from the ballot based on the assertion 
that the mere public debate on its merits 
would be too divisive or painful,” Gre­
goire said in a brief accompanying her 
motion. “The free exchange of ideas is at 
the heart of our constitutional proc­
ess.”

Gregoire acknowledged the two initi­
atives contain “ non-legislative 
material” but rejected the argument 
that rhetorical language or the scope 
of the initiatives was a basis for barring 
their consideration by voters.

Petition signatures are being gath­
ered by supporters seeking to get the 
measures on the ballot. At least 181,667 
signatures of registered voters must 
be gathered for each initiative by July 
8.

Initiative 610 would bar state and local 
government from granting gays minor­
ity status, outlaw adoptions and mar­
riages by gays and bar public schools 
from presenting homosexuality as a 
healthy lifestyle.

Initiative 608 would prevent homo­
sexuals from claiming minority civil 
rights status and bar schools from pre­
senting homosexuality as an accept­
able lifestyle.

Shortly after the initiatives were filed 
last January, Gregoire said she had 
serious questions about their consti­
tutionality and said she may be unwill­
ing to defend them if they win voter 
approval.

Documentaries used to give us so much 
information we worried there would be 
a test afterward. Now they’ve gone the 
other way, adding entertainment ele­
ments that blur the line between fiction 
and fact, and avoiding narration at all 
costs, even if what’s left makes no sense.
“Dialogues with Madwomen” is 

really monologues by “mad­
women”—seven women, two of them les­
bian-identified, who at some time have 
been treated for mental illnesses. Some 
are angry-mad about the treatment they 
received or the events—often child­
hood abuse—that caused their prob­
lems.
It’s up to you to make your own diagno­

ses and decide how much to believe. We 
get no clinical data except from the 
women’s own lips, and except for one 
subject who was murdered after her part 
was filmed, we can’t be certain what 
phase of recovery each is in.

Director Allie Light, who co-pro­
duced with partner Irving Saraf (they 
won the Oscar for “In the Shadow of the 
Stars”), is one of the seven madwomen.

first to become a lesbian. She had a lover. 
I didn’t know.” At first Mairi resisted 
efforts to integrate her personali­
ties— “Someone’s gonna die”—but she 
finally allowed it to happen.

At the end she turns 
into Fellini, bringing the filmmaking 
process into the picture as she shoots 
Deedee walking into the ocean.

This fantasy element diminishes the 
credibility of what went before; or 
does it fit in with the elusive quality of 
madness, which can be as real-as a psy­
chiatrist says it is?
“Dialogues with Madwomen” tells 

interesting, mostly incomplete sto­
ries, but it’s sometimes the mark of a 
good documentary when it leaves you 
wanting to know more.

Survey finds anti-gay discrimination in health care

WASHINGTON, Thursday, 
May 12 (AP)—Gay patients and 
doctors suffer widespread 
discrimination in the medi­
cal profession, sometimes to 
the point of being denied care or 
job opportunities, a survey 
released Thursday showed.

U.S. Rep. Gerry Studds, D- 
Mass., and other gay rights 
advocates, in announcing the 
findings, vowed to lobby for the 
inclusion of an anti-gay dis­
crimination provision in 
any health care reform bill that 
passes Congress.

“This is an absolutely stun­
ning piece of work,” said 
Studds, who said he would push 

for the provision. Studds and 
U.S. Rep. Barney Frank, D- 
Mass., are the only two openly 
gay members of Congress.

“It never dawned on me that it 
was as widespread as is now doc­
umented,” said Studds of anti- 
gay discrimination in medi­
cine.

Several health care bills pend­
ing in Congress contain anti­
discrimination language, 
but advocates said none explic­
itly protect both patients and 
health care providers from dis­
crimination based on sexual 
orientation.

President Clinton’s plan, 
for instance, extends anti-dis- 
crimination protections to 
providers and patients, but 
does not specifically men­

tion sexual orientation, they 
said.

A health care bill proposed by 
U.S. Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, 
D-Mass., a summary of which 
was unveiled this week, will 
contain a ban on gay discrimi­
nation against patients and 
doctors, said a Kennedy aide.

The survey findings were 
based on responses from 711 gay, 
lesbian and bisexual doctors 
and medical students, 
slightly more than half of the 
total survey population.
“Damage is being done eve­

ryday,” said Benjamin 
Schatz, executive director of 
the American Association of 
Physicians for Human Rights, 
the San Francisco-based gay 
medical group that ran the sur­

vey.
Respondents offered anec­

dotes of gay patients being 
treated roughly and called dis­
paraging names, of doctors 
walking out on gay patients, 
saying they deserve AIDS and 
refusing to perform medical 
procedures, and of gay doc­
tors being denied patient refer­
rals or insurance.

A Florida physician, quoted 
anonymously in the report, told 
of a surgical resident who 
killed himself because he was 
tormented by colleagues.

Another doctor reported that a 
gay man with an oral lesion was 
tested and treated over 18 
months only for sexually 
transmitted diseases, only to 
discover, too late to be cured, 

that he had cancer.
Overall, two-thirds of the 

respondents reported know­
ing of patients who were denied 
medical care or given sub­
standard care because they 
were gay, the survey said.

More than half the respondents 
actually saw colleagues pro­
viding inadequate care, or 
denying care, to gay patients, 
and 88 percent reported hear­
ing colleagues make dispar­
aging remarks about gay and 
bisexual patients, it said.

Also, 59 percent of respon­
dents reported being denied jobs 
or patient referrals, or suffer­
ing other forms of professional 
discrimination, harass­
ment or ostracism, because they 
are gay, the report said.

Media continues to distort gay image, panelists say
SALT LAKE CITY, Sunday, May 15 
(AP)—Gays and lesbians have long 
suffered under stereotyped images 
perpetuated by the media and con­
tinue to do so, according to panelists 
at a conference for homosexuals.

First it was lesbians as tomboys, 
with baggy clothes and butch haircuts 
and gay men as effeminate. Then, 
suddenly, gay was cool and the 
portrayals changed — although not 
necessarily for the better.

The media has fixated on another 
stereotype: the lipstick lesbian, 
panelists said.

Suddenly, “lesbian chic” was eve­
rywhere. Newsweek, Vanity Fair, 
New York magazine, Vogue and U.S. 
News & World Report ran stories last 
year making, as panelists put it, the 
startling revelation that some les­
bians are attractive.

The spate of publicity demon­
strated journalists’ pack mental­
ity and need for a titillating hook. 

said panelists at the Saturday con­
ference.

At the same time, the stories showed 
that the media are painting a more 
diverse picture of the gay and lesbian 
communities.

Persuading the media to portray 
gay men and lesbians more realisti­
cally was one of the day’s challenges 
as more than 200 homosexuals gath­
ered at the University of Utah Olpin 
Union Building for “Turning the 
Century,” a conference on commu­
nication, coalition and change.

Conference sponsors include the 
American Civil Liberties Union of 
Utah, the Women’s Studies Program 
at the university, the Gay and Les­
bian Utah Democrats and the Utah 
Stonewall Center.

The three-day conference drew 
national leaders of the gay and les­
bian community to Salt Lake, where 
they addressed such issues as the 
threat from the religious right, the 
regulation of lesbian and gay sexu­

ality, and changing the way the media 
portray lesbians and gay men.

“It was nice for a change not to be an ice 
pick-wielding lesbian,” said pan­
elist Jehan Agrama, in a reference to 
the controversial thriller “Basic 
Instinct,” in which actress Sharon 
Stone plays a beautiful and murder­
ous lesbian.

“But it was also damaging,” said 
Agrama, the founder of the Gay & Les­
bian Alliance Against Defamation- 
Los Angeles.

The portrayal is typical of the 
media, which also pigeonhole other 
minority communities, she said.

Panelist Bettina Boxall, a 
reporter for the Los Angeles Times, 
agreed the recent media treatment of 
lesbians is stereotyped, “but it 
did get people reading.”

Boxall said getting coverage isn’t 
difficult, but most reporters won’t 
immediately consider the gay or les­
bian angle in conventional news sto­

ries, such as a piece on unmarried cou­
ples who decide to buy a house.

Panelists urged audience mem­
bers to pressure newspapers to give 
them an opportunity to advertise in 
the personals. Gay men and lesbians 
should be allowed to post wedding' 
notices, they said.

The Newspaper Agency Corp., the 
advertising and publishing arm of 
Salt Lake’s two daily newspapers, 
expressly forbids gay ads in its per­
sonals.

Panelist Philip Gutis, media rela­
tions director for the ACLU and for­
mer New York Times reporter, said he 
has found signs that mainstream media 
are dropping their editorial segre­
gation of gay men and lesbians.

A recent travel article about tour­
ists in New York included references 
to bars gay men might want to visit and 
shows they might want to see.

“When I read that, I thought we’ve 
arrived.”

Delta ordered to pay fired worker $275,000 in AIDS incident
REDWOOD CITY, Calif., 
Wednesday, May 11 (AP)—A 
fired Delta Air Lines sales 
manager was awarded 
$275,000 by a jury that ruled 
Delta invaded his privacy by 
putting him on a list of employ­
ees suspected of being 
infected with the AIDS virus.

The Superior Court jury also 
ruled that Joseph A. Sullivan

was wrongfully fired. But it 
was unable to reach a verdict 
Monday on his claim that Delta 
discriminated against him 
because he had the AIDS virus.

The jury awarded Sullivan 
compensatory damages for 
emotional distress. It denied 
him punitive damages, say­
ing he didn’t prove Delta acted 
maliciously.

Delta lawyer Gilmore Diek-

mann said airline has not 
decided whether to appeal.
“Perhaps there was some 

sympathy for the plaintiff’s 
situation and a desire to give 
him something,” he said.

Sullivan, 39, was fired in 
1991 after 13 years with Delta. 
He said he had told his supervi­
sor 11 months earlier that he 
had the AIDS virus. He took two 
leaves of absence to undergo

alcohol rehabilitation in 
the year before he was fired.

Delta said he was fired for 
excessive absences, per­
sonal problems and an inabil­
ity to perform his job. Sulli­
van’s lawyers said his 
absences were caused in part by 
AIDS and his participation 
in the rehab program.

Sullivan’s lawyers said he 
had been put on a list of employ-

ees suspected of being 
infected with the AIDS virus. 
The list detailed their known 
medical problems, appear­
ance and attendance rec­

ords.

Delta said it thought the 
information would help in a 
medical emergency, but it 
has stopped using the list.

CALABACITAS

1 tablespoon butter
1 medium zucchini squash, cubed (about 4 cups - do 

not peel zucchini)
1 medium onion, chopped
1 fresh jalapeno pepper, seeded and diced
1/2 clove garlic, chopped
1/2 teaspoon salt
1/8 teaspoon pepper
1 can (10 ounces) corn
1/2 cup Jack or American cheese, grated (I think Jack

is better)

Melt butter in a medium sauce pan or skillet Saute squash with - 
onion, jalapeno pepper and garlic Add salt, pepper and corn; cook over 
medium heat 10 minutes Sprinkle cheese over top. lower heat, and cover 
2 to 4 minutes, until cheese melts. Makes 6 to 8 servings,

The dish has a very nice flavor, but I was a little disappointed in the 
hotness from the Jalapeno pepper. It added a little flavor, but I would like a 
little more zing. Next time I will either leave the seeds in, or add another 
pepper.

It would also be a little quicker to saute vegetables in a large fry pay 
or stir fry pan. and then put the veggies in a casserole and melt the cheese 
in a warm oven Besides, the cheese gets all messed up if you dump the 
veggies into a serving bowl after the cheese is melted. Looks better in a 
casserole Trust me!

Calabacitas means "little squash" in Spanish.

I also added some diced red bell pepper in the veggies to add a little 
more flavor and color You could use pimento or diced tomato
