An advance copy of IWY’s of­
ficial report, The Spirit of 
Houston, will be presented to 
President Carter in White House 
ceremonies Wednesday, March 22, 
from 2:00-3:30 pm. This event 
marks the major first step to­
ward a national response to the 
IWY Plan of Action.

Earlier in the day,the newly 
appointed IWY Continuing Com­
mittee ( provided for in the 
National Plan of Action approved 
in Houston) will meet for the 
first time to begin work on mo­
bilizing support for the Plan. 
The names of those 469 women 
and men selected to serve will 
be announced once acceptances 
have been received from all ap­
pointees. These continuing com­
mittee members will meet and 
travel to Washington at their 
own expense. The Committee in­
cludes Commissioners, heads of 
major women’s organizations, 
chairs of special interests 
caucuses formed at Houston, 
and State chairs of delegations. 
Also included are additional 
members appointed by the IWY 
Commission.

On March 23, National Women’s 
Conference artifacts -- the gav­
els, the torch, the scroll—will 
be turned over to the Smithso­
nian Institution in ceremonies 
at the Museum of History and

Some bills clearly have an excellent chance of passing, but there 
are many crisis areas ahead -- particularly in child care, health 
care, welfare reform, and pregnancy disability. Update readers are 
urged to make their views known by writing their Representatives, 
Senators, and the committee chairs listed.

RATTcpcn MOMFM--Legislation concerning battered women has been in­
troduced in the House and Senate; March hearings were held by the 
Senate Child and Human Development Subcommittee and the House Select 
Education Committee. Senator Cranston may introduce a bill combining 
elements of the following House and Senate versions: 

HR 7927 (Steers/Boggs) and S1728(Anderson/Kennedy) would establish 
a grant program under the National Institute of Mental Health 
to identify, treat, and prevent family violence.

HR 8948 ( Mikulski) would establish a National Center for Com­
munity Action Against Family Violence within ACTION. Volunteers 
would be used in community programs to reduce family violence.

All bills provide for coordination of prevention and treatment 
activities, and an information clearinghouse on family violence.

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CHILD CARE—Sen. Alan Cranston, Chair, Child and Human De­
velopment Subcommittee, held hearings in California and Wash­
ington, D.C. as the first step in developing a variety of child 
care and child development programs, including family home care.

Legislation to assist low income working families who fall 
between the cracks because they don't qualify for welfare (yet they 
get almost no relief from the current $800 tax credit) will be in­
troduced in late Spring. Also, the waiver on Federal child care 
staffing requirements has again been extended until public hearings 
have been held in most states throughout autumn, 1978.

CREDIT—Several pieces of legislation that would affect women have 
been introduced. Possibly the most effective citizen action at this 
time would be to urge the House Consumer Affairs Subcommittee to 
look closely at the new administrative policies being issued on 
ways to implement the Equal Opportunity Credit Act of 1964, with 
particular attention to Federal Reserve Board staff opinions EC-007 
and 8, which would allow creditors to deny credit at the point of 
sale without previous notice, and would permit questions about race, 
sex, color etc. if information were needed for"marketing purposes."

Credit activists are now suggesting that implementation of the 
Equal Opportunity Credit Act should rest with the Office of Civil 
Rights in the Department of Justice, rather than with the Federal 
Reserve Board, which has a poor record in enforcing the regulations.

HOMEMAKERS AND OLDER WOMEN—
*HR3247 (Fraser/Keyes, with 60 co-sponsors) would remove many in­

equities in current social security law, and would provide each 
homemaker with a social security account. HEW and the Department 
of Justice are collecting information and will release their find­
ings in July, at which time the Social Security subcommittee in­
tends to hold hearings.

PREGNANCY DISABILITY LEGISLATION:
HR 6075 and its Senate companion bill S995 insure 
under Title VI of the Civil Rights Act that pregnant 
workers cannot be discriminated against in insurance 
and disability plans. However, on March 1 the House 
Education and Labor Committee by a vote of 19-12 attach­
ed an amendment excluding abortion from coverage. The 
The legislation must now go to a Senate/House conference 
committee for resolution of the conflict. If lengthy 
negotiations on previous anti-abortion amendments are 
any indication, a time-consuming process lies ahead. 
Reach Congressional Representatives to communicate 
your views on the legislation, and on the anti—abortion 
rider.

MEDIA—11100, the Administration’s Public Broadcasting and Finan­
cing Act, is pending before both House and Senate subcommittees on 
Communications. One of the bill’s objectives is to increase minority 
programming and ownership, but, as yet, there is no mention of 
women. Hearings will be set for mid-April, pending an amendment 
from the Equal Employment Opportunity Commission to clarify en­
forcement procedures for public broadcasting.

MINORITY WOMEN—(See credit, p. 3, and Media, p. 6)
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RAPE—S1437, the Criminal Code Reform of 1977, which passed 
the Senate, contains several sections redefining rape. If this 
legislation passes the House, rape within marriage will be a 
recognized offense, and the definition of a spouse will be 
revised. Additionally, rape may be tried in connection with other 
Federal offenses. There is also a strong provision protecting 
the,rape victim’s privacy by barring evidence regarding a vic­
tim s past sexual history. These sections reflect the National 
Plan of Action resolution. It should be noted, however, that 
the overall Criminal Code Reform bill still contains components 
opposed by a number of civil liberties groups.

HR 4726(Ho1tzman) bars rape trial evidence about a victim’s 
past sexual conduct unless (1) it deals with a past relationship 
with the defendant or (2) it is evidence of past sexual behavior 
with someone other than the accused and is offered to rebut a 
victim s claim that the rape caused pregnancy or injury.

S2565 (Mathias) and Representatives Waxman/Steers have intro- 
duced legislation that would give the National Center for the Pre- 
vention and Control of Rape the ability to enter into contracts 
with State and local governments and non-profit organizations 

or direct services such as counseling and training programs for 
personnel to assist rape victims and offenders. The bill has been 
referred to the Health Committees ( addresses in Health section 
p . 4 > •

REPRODUCTIVE FREEDOM—( see Employment section on pregnancy dis­
ability legislation) Intensive efforts continue to restrict abor­
tion services by attaching amendments to existing legislation. 
The Hyde amendment -- which permits a federally funded abortion 
only in cases of rape or incest or where the mother's life would 
otherwise be endangered or if severe and long-lasting physical 
damage would result — may be attached to other appropriations 
measures concerned with government funded health plans or family 
pianning or pregnancy related legislation. Possibly susceptible 
bills include foreign assistance acts and defense appropriations 
as well as labor/ health,educat ion and welfare appropriations 
and the reauthorization of the Select Committee on Population.

The Adolescent Health, Services and Pregnancy Prevention and 
Care Act of 1978, the "cornerstone" of the Administration’s teen- 
age initiative, is yet to be submitted to Congress. It has been 
reported that one half of the $60 million funding proposed for 
the Act would go for services. The other half is for "coordination 
and linkage, administration and training. Of the funds for 
services, the emphasis is on pregnancy care, vocational and employ­
ment counseling, measures to encourage pregnant and parenting 
teens to stay in school, but not for day care.

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HR 11007 (Beilenson), the Comprehensive Family Planning Ser­
vices, Research in Human Reproduction and the Prevention of Un­
wanted Teenage Pregnancy Act of 1978, would add $35 million to 
the current funding, service an additional 500,000 new patients, 
earmark another $35 million for teen services, initiate communi­
ty education programs to reach teens and their parents, initiate 
demonstration projects to assist with infertility problems, and 
upgrade research in human reproduction and contraceptive methods.

RURAL WOMEN--HR 6360(Thone) would eliminate the estate and gift 
tax on property or assets passed on to a surviving spouse.

HR 9902(Keys) allows the continuation of a farm's "family 
farm" status ( for estate tax purposes), even when the owner, 
a woman whose husband may have died, employs a farm manager.

SPORTS—The Amateur Sports Act of 1978 (Stevens/Culver/Stone) 
would broaden the powers of the U.S. Olympic Committee, making 
it a coordinating body for amateur sports in the U.S., and would 
ensure better training and facilities for amateur athletics. The 
bill calls for fair treatment of women, both in representation on 
the governing body and in awards of financial assistance. The 
legislation seeks to remove many barriers preventing amateur 
athletes from freely participating in competitions of their choice.

SEXUAL PREFERENCE—Several bills pending before the House Civil 
and Constitutional Rights Subcommittee amend the Civil Rights 
Act of 1964 to forbid discrimination based on sexual preference. 
At this time hearings are neither scheduled or projected for the 
remainder of this session.

STATISTICS—SJ RES 99 ( Matsunega) provides for improvements in 
collection, analysis and publication of census data on women in 
professional, technical and managerial positions.

WELFARE— HR 10950, Better Jobs and Income Act, the Administration 
proposal plus amendments, has been reported out of the House Welfare 
Reform Subcommittee and has gone to the three standing committees 
that deal with Welfare. There is no definite time table, though it 
is hoped that legislation may go to the House floor by April. The 
Senate Finance Committee held hearings in early February and there 
are no future activities planned at this time.
