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SHELL ANNOUNCES TIFFANY CENTRO 
DEVELOPMENT FOR KANSAS CITY, MO.

Shell Oil Company has announced plans for a 
proposed project named Tiffany Centro in 
Kansas City, Missouri, which will include 
motels, office buildings and other commercial 
facilities. It will be on an 80-acre site 
of prime, undeveloped land near the Kansas 
City International Airport, which is now 
under construction 14 miles north of the 
city’s central business district.

Howard Gullickson, manager of Shell’s land 
Investments Department, said full development 
of the project, which will complement airport 
activities, would likely involve a total in­
vestment of $75 million to $100 million over 
the next 10 years.

The site, strategically located at a key 
interchange on Highway 1-29, is being pur­
chased by Shell, subject to approval of the 
zoning application by the City Council, Ne­
gotiations with potential users and design 
work are underway, and site grading is ex­
pected to begin as early as this spring. 
Shell will sell parcels of land to qualified 
developers whose building designs will follow 
guidelines of a master plan.

TIFFANY CENTRO NEAR AIRPORT--

The project is oriented mainly to serve. 
activities of the new $250 million Kansas 
City International (KCI) Airport, which is 
scheduled to open in mid-1972. KCI will become 
the air travel center for the area, with 
most airline facilities relocating from the 
present Municipal Airport. Air passenger 
traffic in Kansas City is expected to grow 
from 4^ million in 1970 to 14 million in 19- 
80.

The master plan for Tiffany Centro envisions 
motels, office towers with a plaza, a bank 
with offices, individual office sites, and 
other commercial establishments. Gullickson 
said Shell would not only sell parcels direct­
ly to users but also will assist in arranging 
construction for them. The site will include 
a wooded park reserve and an esplanaded boule­
vard which with other streets will cover more 
than 10 acres.

Mr. Gullickson said negotiations are under­
way with a number of potential parcel pur­
chasers, including national motel chains, 
office developers, banks and other commer­
cial users.

Intro' 
duction of the product at that time assure 
the availability of a non-leaded 91-octani 
gasoline for those 1971 automobiles desig11' 
ed to use it, and anticipated the develop’ 
ment of emission control devices that wi^ 
require non-leaded gasoline.

J. C. Ellis, Shell’s manager of vehicliGa$ 
emissions control, said, that research b! 
Shell and others shows that a spark pl^ 
misfire might double hydrocarbon emissioi1' 
and a carburetor giving an over-rich fuel’ 
air mixture could increase carbon monoxid* 
emission by 50 percent or more.

Ellis noted that a University of Michi 
gan automotive tune-up clinic found ths1 j 
hydrocarbon emissions were cut by 55 percet11 
with a tune-up. He quoted students who cot' 
ducted the clinic as saying "The individus- 
motorist must begin to develop an attitud1 
of responsibility toward the maintenand 
of his automobile to ensure low emissions*

"In addition," Ellis said, "the averag1 
driver can help cut emissions by drivi1^ 
conservatively, using a non-leaded gasoil111 
if his car can run on it, and by ensuri^ 
his battery is operating well to help hk 
car start quickly."

He said a good tune-up for emission re' 
duction should include checking the foiled
