"The greater University of
Houston for a greater Houston.”
UH was built on this foundation.

With only Rice Institute to 
offer, Houston couldn’t provide 
a higher education for all the 
high school graduates and 
working persons who were 
unable or unwilling to leave 
the city.

Houston still needed more. So 
on June 9,1934, Houston Junior 
College became the University 
of Houston — a four-year insti­
tution.

After only three years, 
Houston Junior College had 
a 30-member faculty and 858 
students. It was the largest 
junior college in Texas. But

On June 6,1927, Houston 
Junior College began classes 
at San Jacinto High School 
with eight faculty members 
and 23O.students. Ranging 
in age from 16 to 60, the 
students were offered intro- 
ductory courses in the arts 
and sciences.

The young university had three 
colleges — the General College, 
to hold classes at Houston’s 
Second Baptist Church; the 
College of Arts and Sciences, 
to continue at San Jacinto 
High School: and the College 
of Community Service, to organ­
ize classes at any times and 
places convenient to the students.

By 1936, UH was looking for a 
new home. After the first pro­
posed sight in Memorial Park was 
rejected, the heirs of the J. J. 
Settegast Estate and Ben Taub 
donated 110 acres at the campus’ 
present site. The University 
purchased two more actes and the 
new campus was on its way.

The first building, the Roy 
Gustav Cullen Building, 
opened in 1939. The Science 
Building opened later in the 
same year. The Graduate 
School also opened, and UH 
was soon offering over 334 
courses to its 2737 full- 
time students.

With the United States’ 
entrance into World War I, 
UHers turned their attention 
to the war. Classes in map­
making, trigonometry, radio 
communications and navigation 
were offered to the students 
who didn’t answer the call to 
arms.

The campus was growing rapidly. 
It soon engulfed over 260 
acres. In 1945, the Texas 
State Legislature created a 
Board of Regents for UH, with 
Dr. Edison Oberholtzer UH’s 
first president.

UH began to develop a personality 
of its own. Frontier Fiesta, which 
had started in 1940 but ceased 
during the war, became an 
annual event, with UH students 
constructing an entire frontier 
town. In 1946, UH joined the 
Lone Star Athletic Conference, 
and won the basketball championship 
that same season.

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The ’50s found UH with more 
than 25 buildings, 500 faculty 
members, and 13,500 students. 
The first four dormitories were 
completed, along with the 
M. D. Anderson Memorial 
Library and the Ezekiel Cullen 
Building. KUHT, the country’s 
first educational television 
station, went on the air in 
1953. In 1955, UH was accred­
ited by the Southern Association 
of College and Secondary Schools. 
Soon after, UH fraternities and 
sororities were affiliated 
with the national Greek organ­
izations. Frontier Fiesta, after 
more than a decade, was terminated.

After a two-year transition 
period, UH became the 20th 
member of the Texas System of 
Higher Education, and began 
receiving state support in 
September 1963. Thus began 
a period of growth that would 
remain unsurpassed in UH history. 
With the major construction 
campaigns of the ’60s, the 
number of buildings on campus 
doubled, and UH rose in dollar value 
from $30 million to almost $125 million.

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The '70s came and the 
enrollment at UH neared 
30,000. The campus was 

offering 17 undergraduate 
degrees in 78 different fields 
of study, 21 master’s degrees 
in 46 fields, and 4 doctorates 

in 24 fields.

But the educational needs of 
the Texas coastal region were 

still unsatiated, and soon 
branch campuses were being 
considered. The first, at Clear 

Lake City, was opened in 1971.

A second campus, in Victoria, 
began offering classes in 1973. 

With the acquisition of the 
downtown property of South Texas 

Junior College in 1974, yet 
another campus was estab­

lished. The combined enrollment 
of the three branches recently 

approached 10,000. Early in 
1977, the Coordinating Board 

of the Texas College and Uni­
versity System denied a 

request for the establishment 
of a fifth branch campus, at the 

Woodlands, northwest of Houston.

Before a roaring crowd of 
70,000, the Cougars pounded 
the ninth-ranked Aggies, 21-10. 
Quarterback Danny Davis, in a 
spectacular performance, hurled 
two touchdown passes to tight 
end Eddie Foster and one to 
flanker Robert LaVergne, con­
quering the nation’s best defense. 
Lennard Coplin booted three extra 
points and the sell out crowd 
chanted “Think Cotton.”

UH’s Mad Dog defense, led by co­
captains Paul Humphreys and 
Wilson Whitley, held the Aggies 
to only 198 yards total offense. 
Defensive tackle Ross Echols 
antagonized the Aggies with sev­
eral attacks on the A&M quarter­
back.

past SMU, 29-6, in Dallas’ Cotton 
Bowl. The Coogs left the stadi­

UH’s Mad Dog defense held the 
key to the game, halting SMU 

drives deep in Cougar ter­
ritory several times. In driz­

zling weather, the favored 
Coogs capitalized on six SMU 

turnovers before the end of 
the game. Cornerback Anthony 

Francis intercepted two Mustang 
passes and recovered a fumble 

at Houston’s 20-yard line.

The Coogs were put to bed with a 
severe case of fumblitis after a 
disappointing 14-7 loss to Arkansas.

The Coogs made their only success­
ful drive in the fourth quarter. 
After a pass from Danny Davis to 
Rickey Maddox, Dyral Thomas ran 
six yards for the Houston score. 
The game then became a defensive 
battle for the Mad Dogs, who gave 
the Coogs three scoring chances 
in the last minutes of the game. 
Each drive ended in disaster for 
Houston’s die-hards though, as 
the fumble bug bit and abruptly 
ended two drives deep in Hog ter­
ritory. Final hopes faded when 
a Davis pass was intercepted 
by the Razorbacks at their own

Homecoming Day in the Astrodome 
resembled an aerial circus as UH 

rolled over TCU, 49-21.

Quarterbacks Danny Davis and Bubba 
McGallion passed for a combined 

total of 443 yards, breaking the 
Southwest Conference record of 

eight years. Receiver Don Bass 
took five of the passes for 188 

yards and four touchdowns, another

The scoreboard told the story as 
the Cougars embarrassed the Texas 
Longhorns before an astonished 
crowd of 77,809. The 30-0 vic­
tory for Houston broke a 42-game 
winning streak for the Longhorns 
in Memorial Stadium.

In an outstanding performance, 
the Mad Dog defense held the 
Longhorns to a mere 24 yards 
rushing, marking Texas’ worst 
offensive showing in recorded 
history. Houston defenders Vin­
cent Greenwood and Guy Brown, 
with the help of Wilson Whitley, 
Ross Echols, Melvin Jones and 
Robert Ogelsby, formed an iron 
wall, halting the powerful Texas 
Wishbone. Alois Blackwell, 
Charles Lynch, and Danny Davis 
rammed past the lacking Texas 
defense to put 18 points on the 
board. Lennard Coplin completed 
the 30-point total with three 
extra points and three field 
goals of 20, 30 and 32 yards.

The Cougars set out in September 
to prove that dreams do come 

true. On November 20, they left 
Lubbock full of believers after 

a hair-raising 27-19 victory 
over previously undefeated 

Texas Tech.

The first minutes looked ominous 
as UH quarterback Danny Davis 

was dropped for a Tech safety. 
But the 6-1 Cougars bounced back, 

marched 81 yards and Dyral Thomas 
made the score 7-2. A slight 

underdog in their biggest game 
of the season, the Cougars kept 
the famed, fifth-ranked Raiders 

in their own territory most of 
the first half, allowing only 
a field goal. With a Cotton 

Bowl invitation on the line, 
the Cougars exploded. Davis 

passes to Rickey Maddox and 
Eddie Foster and a Lennard 

Coplin field goal made the 
half time score 24-5. The sec­
ond half brought the packed 

crowd to life and almost 
scared Houston fans to death.

The Mad Dogs foiled two Tech 
drives inside the Houston 10, 

as Paul Humphreys broke up a 
fourth down pass attempt and 

David Hodge fell on a Tech 
fumble. Tech wasn't going to 

let the Coogs celebrate too 
early though, as a misdirected 
Davis pass was returned for a 

Tech touchdown. Only seconds 
later, another Raider score cut 

UH’s 22-point lead to only eight.
Tech’s following onside kick 

failed. The Cougars breathed a 
collective sigh of relief as 

Davis and company had the ball 
on the Tech 26. But panic set in 

as Davis fumbled and Tech pounced 
on their last chance at the Cot­

ton Bowl. A desperation pass 
from Tech's Rodney Allison on 

the Houston 10 landed in the arms 
of an ecstatic Cougar, freshman 

safety Elvis Bradley. The last 
minute ticked away and the 
Cougars were only one step 
away from the Cotton Bowl.

Cou­
gar quarterback Danny Davis at­
tempted only 13 passes, completing 
four for 84 yards. But the real 
performance came from the running 
backs, who ground out a combined 
total of 417 yards. Alois Black- 
well led the group with touchdown 
runs of two, nine, and 25 yards.

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Spellbound Cougars cop Bowl

The Cougars’ Cinderella story 
wouldn’t have been complete 
without the happily ever after 
ending. It came in the Cotton 
Bowl, as Houston rolled over 
fourth-ranked, undefeated Mary­
land, 30-21.

Shivering Cougar fans cheered 
in amazement as UH jumped to a 
quick 21-0 lead. Danny Davis led 
the SWC co-champions 80 yards, 
then handed off to Dyral Thomas 
for the first score. Two minutes 
later, safety Mark Mohr blocked 
a Maryland punt and gave the 
Coogs possession on the Terp 
39-yard line. This time, Alois 
Blackwell took the ball 33 yards 
to score. Maryland’s next poss­
ession ended when All-American 

tackle Wilson Whitley stripped 
the Terp quarterback of the ball 
and Mohr was waiting on the 24. 
Blackwell scored again; Lennard 
Coplin kicked three extra points. 
A second quarter Davis pass to 
Don Bass made the score 27-7.

The second half looked like a 
rerun of the Texas Tech-UH 
“horror” film. Maryland narrowed 
the Cougar lead to only six 
points early in the fourth quarter, 
as the fumble bug that cost the 
Coogs their only SWC loss bit 
again. But the Coogs held on 
and stalled for time, keeping the 
ball for a crucial five-mintue 
drive. Lennard Coplin then kicked 
a field goal to insure the win 
for the Cougars.

One by one, new and unusual 
names were added to a swelling 
swim team roster that read like an 
Olympic press guide.

Mohr 
was named national player of 
the week after blocking two 
punts and intercepting a pass 
in the UH-Rice game. He was also 
nominated for the Kern Tips 
award for the Southwest Con­
ference top scholar.
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Most Valuable Players
Stephanie Brown was chosen 

Most Valuable Player in women’s 
track. Brown, a first year 

biology major, broke the state 
record for the 100 meter dash 

when she clocked 11.22 at 
the Texas Relays. She finished 

second in the Texas Al AW Zone 
Championship and also at the 

AAU Junior Women’s National 
Championships. 

Wilson Whitley, hotel and rest­
aurant management student from 

Brenham, was chosen Most Valuable 
Player in football for the second 

consecutive year. Whitley, named 
All-Southwest Conference and All- 

American, was a four year starter 
for Houston. In addition to winning 
the Washington Touchdown Club’s 
Award for the top defensive player 

in the nation, Whitley won the 
prestigious Lombardi Award.

Otis Birdsong, was chosen Mos 
Valuable Player in basketbaT 

for the third consecutive year 
Second only to Elvin Hayes h 
all-time UH scoring. Birdsong 

broke nearly every SWC recon 
for scoring, with the nation' 

fourth highest scoring averag 
of 30points. Birdsong, ii 

addition to being named All 
American, was nominated fo 
the college player of the yeai
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Simon Gray, an education major 
from Durban, South Africa, was 
chosen the Most Valuable Player 
in swimming. The national champion 
of South Africa holds the UH 
records for the 1000yard and 
the 1650 free style events. Gray 
tied for high point honors at 
the SWC championships, then 
finished eighth at the NCAA 
championships. He was also 
named All-American.

Danny Valentincic, a business 
administration sophomore from 
Fort Worth, was chosen Most 
Valuable Player in tennis. 
He was a finalist in the singles 
bracket at the SWC tournament 
and was the winner of the 21- 
under national indoors singles 
title in the fall semester.
Valentincic finished the season 
with a 19-10 singles record.

Sharion Higgins, a first year 
business technology student 
from Brazoria, was chosen Most 
Valuable Player in women's 
basketball.

Early returns were sparse and

John Connally desperately 
disavowed a turning of the tide. 

But Carter totals continued to 
spiral upward and shortly before 

noon on Wednesday. Nov. 3 
Ford conceded the race.

"Hail to the teeth!" read a 
subsequent Cougar headline. 
Ruffled Ford supporters took 

the outcome in slow stride.

1H8 English Proficiency
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Brooks bags UH 
in brown wrapper

Nothing remained sacred when 
Houstonian Geneva Brooks and 

her vigilante force, Citizens 
Against Pornography, (CAP), 

sniffed wrongdoings. The Houston 
Public Library and the University 

of Houston seemed equally unlikely 
targets of her steamrolling 

campaign, but by Dec. "1976. 
both had been victimized.

The initial conflict between 
Brooks and UH came when CAP 

challenged President Philip 
Hoffman’s stand supporting 

uncensored teaching by professors 
accompanied by a demand for 
public dossiers on instructors 

and courses.

"Hoffman and I are really going 
to lock horns over this, I can 

tell you," Brooks was quoted as 
saying. Little became of the 

confrontation, although adult 
magazines in vending areas of 

the UC soon bore brown wrappers.

Addressing a bemused audience 
in the spring, Brooks once again 
attacked specific “pornography 

and homosexuality” courses and 
their instructors. The object of 

ongoing criticism by 
editorials and letters-to-the- 
editor in the Cougar, Brooks 

affectionately reminded her adver­
saries that her zealous attacks 

on the university were motivated 
by “love.”
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Two weeks and 66 responses later, 
the last vote was taken. Eighteen 
ballots for “The UH Daily News” 

made that name a 5-3 winner, and 
the SPC had played out its role 

in the controversial matter.
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But the respondents to the poll 
didn't seem to follow that line 

of reasoning. Results expressed 
absolute abhorrence of the name 

The Houston Press, and to a 
significant measure, rejection of 
the entire name change scheme.

"We feel we have outgrown the 
name,” reasoned the Cougar editorial 

board, “the University of Texas 
newspaper would certainly sound 

silly being called “The Daily Bevo.”

SPC members, however, that the 
ballots represented approval of 

the change, though not of the 
name The Houston Press. On March 

25, the committee voted to change 
the name, and on April 15 narrowed 

the selection down to three 
choices: The UH Daily News, 

The UH Daily Journal and the 
UH Daily Times. A new ballot 

appeared on page two.

The harmless looking box on page 
two went unnoticed at first; 

"The Daily Cougar is considering 
changing its name to The Houston 
Press. "The staff of the newspaper 

was having a go at opinion 
polling after presenting their 

tried-before case to the Student 
Publications Committee (SPC). 

The Cougar, it appeared, had 
started another campaign to 

re-name itself, but this one 
would be unmatched in vigor and 

vehemence.

As the semester ended, the still- 
unresolved issue sat in the lap 
of university President Philip 

Hoffman, charged with awarding 
official approval of SPC 

recommendations. Meanwhile, 
both alumni and Students’ 
Association voiced belated 

disapproval of the entire 
matter. The outcome was anything 

but predictable.
