Mein Kampf, Hitler 
Book Tells Life’s 
Trials For Piece

Book Written While 
In Prison Reveals 
Yen For Territory

The English translation of Adolph 

Hitler’s MEIN KAMPF, the book 
he wrote while in prison, prior to 
his sudden rise to famé, is a beauti- 
fully written story of “his struggle” 
and-his hopes and ambitions for his 
country. It is being published in 
this country by Rosenbloom, Kott- 
witz, Frankenstein and Company of 
New York and Dublin.

At the author's request, royalties 
due him from the book sales, are to 
be used for the relief of refugees 
of war-torn Spain and China. Any 
money from the sale of toys, chil- 
dren’s cartoon books, etc., that will 
probably be inspired by the book, 
will be used as a supplément to the 
annual Nobel Peace Prize, and will 
be given to the second choice of the 
Nobel committee.

As a youth, Adolph wanted to be 
a great statesman. His ambition 
was to bring a greater piece to his 
country; a greater piece of Europe 
than Wilhelm had ever dreamed of. 
He would lie awake long after the 
rest of his family had gone to sleep, 
reading the biographies of such men 
as Abraham Lincoln, who, incident- 
ally, was one ot his favorites. It 
was the reading of Lincoln's rail- 
splitting ability that inspired young 
Adolph to the use of the ax, when 
playing with his playmates, the 
then popular game, "heavy, heavy 
hangs over thy head.”

Following the best conducted and most honestly run élec­

tion that bas been held at school this year came the serions 
charge that one of the members of the Student Council attempt- 
ed to influence the votes as they were cast. The statement is 
without basis as, at ail times, there were two members of the 
Council présent at the poils, except for a brief period of 20 min­
utes in the morning.

So petty and little was the accusation that it revealed one 
of the glaring faults of the council. This is the fact that many 
of the members of that body are in it only for personal gain, 
and care little for the welfare of the school as a whole.

Possibly they should even go so far as to fail to return to office 
next year any who hâve not performed their duties properly 
this year. Surely, they should not return council members of this 
type to a higher office next year.

Interesting to note among the answers to the first 1939 poil 
to be conducted by the Cougar was the large number who op- 
posed a third term for President Roosevelt. Approximately 73 
per cent of the 186 answers received were against his running 
for another term. However, 48 per cent of these stated that they 
did approve of a third term for the president in the event of 
a war or the immédiate danger of a war. Approximately 86 per 
cent favored Roosevelt’s policy of aligning the democracies 
against the totalitarian States. The most consistently advanced 
reason was that this policy tended to balance world power, and 
was the one way démocratie nations could forestall any opposi­
tion from totalitarian states.

So well received was this first poil that the Cougar, in the 
belief that the students find them interesting, will conduct 
similar poils in the future.
