Engineers Group
Hears If .A. Cathey

Speak On Patents
W. A. Cathey, patent attorney, ad- 

dressed the University of Houston 
Society of Engineers Friday, in the 
musie room. He spoke on “Kinds of 
Patents and Methods of Obtaining 
Them.”

“Contrary to general public opin­
ion," said Mr. Cathey, “a patent is 
not issued primarily for the purpose 
of protecting the inventer, but to re- 
wanl him for disclosing the invention 
or process to the government.

“Thomas Jefferson wrote out in 
long-hand the first patent ever is­
sued in the United States. That was 
back in 1791. Since that time over 
two million patents hâve been taken 
out. They are now being issued at 
tWe rate of about 700 per week.

“The United Stantes leads the 
world in invention. The term “Yan­
kee ingenuity” is well merited when 
one considers that this country in­
vents as many new devices as the

The students who do not heed the common 
rules of health and safety are those who should not attempt to 
procure an éducation at euch handicaps.

Tuberculosis constantly seeks a home in the lungs of peo­
ple who allow themselves to run down in body. Societies for 
the prévention of such diseases are frantically trying to im­
press that upon the people. Pneumonia attacks at the most 
unexpected times, and similar to tuberculosis and influenza, it 
haunts those who do not carefully guard their bodies. The 
surest method of avoiding these plagues is through proper rest- 
ing and eating. No human is strong enough that he can afford 
to ignore those rules.

It would be wise for the students of the University to remem- 
ber that they are in contact with each other, each one associat- 
ing, possibly, with hundreds of others every night. When one 
person is subjected to some disease, so is every person in the 
school. For that reason it is absolutely eæential that everyone 
take ail possible précautions so that he may not présent him- 
self as a subject susceptible to the hundreds of diseases which 
might otherwise easily find victims in our school. There is 
only one way—guard your health.

In France, for instance, the home 
is the center of festivities. Holiday 
dinners and cérémonial buming of 
the “Suche,” or Yule log, hold the 
interest of the celebrators. At mid- 
night the revel and happy chatter 
of the simple country folks is si- 
lenced by the ringing of the church 
chimes. Each merry-maker becomes 
silent; each merry-maker lights his 
Christmas candie, a candie streaked 
with various colors; and each merry- 
maker proceeds to the church te 
celebrate the “Noël.” The church 
célébration over, the French pheas- 
ant folks return home to a gay and 
joyous Christmas supper that some- 
times lasts until dawn.

The Pôles celebrate Christmas Eve 
by strict fasting until the first star 
appears. Then, after the appear­
ance of that star, feasting begins. 
A few straws are scattered on the 
table and a chair is left vacant for 
the Holy Child.

Christmas in Merry Ole England 
has always been symbolized by blaz- 
ing, toothsome, plum-pudding, mince 
pie, a crackling Yule log, a boar’s 
head, and rosy-cheeked carol sing- 
ers.

Unlike the American homes, the 
Italian and Spanish homes are not 
decorated with the beautiful ever- 
green. The custom of decorating 
with evergreen is not looked upon 
favorably by the Church as it is 
derived from the pagans. Hence the 
décorations represent the Nativity. 
Small replicas of the Birth of Christ, 
composed of shadowy eaves of paper 
stones, lambs feeding tranquilly on 
green cardboard fields, and figures 
of Mary and the Child reposing un- 
der a humble thatched-roof and sur- 
rounded by a halo of light, may be 
found in every home.

As dusk settles on Christmas Eve 
in Germany, doors fly open and ex- 
hibit small trees ablaze with count- 
less lights. The trees are decorated 
only with lights and bon-bons. Sep­
arate piles of présents for each in­
dividuel are arranged beneath the 
tree.

Serbians keep open house for three 
days after Christmas, and everyone, 
whether (riend or foe, is welcome.

Thus Christmas is celebrated ail 
over the world—people dispensing 
cheer, and making one another hap­
py. This is but the feeble gestnre 
of the human race showing thank- 
fulness for the Birth of Christ.

There is no more unifying force 

than disaster. Character' is revealed 
in the raw, and one is given an in- 
sight into the hearts and minds of 
his fellows.

There are no words to describe the 
émotions of fear and relief that hung 
heavily over ail the people concemed. 
Color and class were forgotten. 
Whites, Negoes and Mexicans worked 
as one. Familles were separated. 
Many, -fearing their fathers, moth- 
ers or children were drowned, be- 
came hysterical. Conti and Smith 
made trip after trip carrying the 
marooned half-crazed negroes to 
safety. They were aided by a rope 
stretched across the most dangerous 
part of the current. As the canoë 
reached knee-deep water, men waded 
out and carried the people from the 
canoë to the steps of a dwelling at 
1530 West Capitol. The negroes 
walked through this house to dry 
land.

Babe in Arms
One woman landed safely with a 

2-weeks-old baby in her arms. She 
proudly displayed the child and whey 
someone remarked that it was very 
cute, she answered, “Yas, ma’am, she 
sho is, and she’s sho fair!” Inci­
dents such as this relieved the ten­
sion and gave everyone concemed a 
breathing space; but the two boys 
in the canoë labored for hours, stop- 
ping only occasionally to gulp down 
hot coffee.

About 2:30 Monday morning, after 
endless telephoning to various sec­
tions of the city, several motor beats 
were secured. Aid was received at 
this time from the national guards 
and the Red Cross. These motor 
boats replaced the canoë as rescue 
craft, but there were none to re­
place Nunzio Cinti and Lewis Smith 
who were finally persuaded to rest 
after more than six hours of con­
tinuons paddling.

Monday night when the water was 
receding and safety for most had 
been assured, Nunzio Conti noncha- 
lantly remarked that he couldn’t 
swim. Nunzio Conti, a young man 
who can’t swim and who had had no 
nourishment for hours, along with 
his companion, Lewis Smith, is re- 
sponsible for many negroes being 
alive today. A man can do no more 
than lay down his life for another. 
That is just what these two did each 
time they crossed the turbulent wa­
ters.

it didn’t seem important enough to 
send a reporter out there. But when, 
within an hour, people calling to 
know if there had been a cloud-burst 
in the Heights we realized that some­
thing big was happening."

After telling how the entire staff 
worked ail Sunday setting up the 
type for Monday’s édition, Mr. Rous­
sel spoke of the way in which the 
story was broken up so that no one 
subject would be too long. It was 
divided into three main sections:

1. What was happening to Houston, 
especially the downtown district.
