Whitmire seeking 
supporters and
financing

Expected mayoral candidate 
Kathy Whitmire, though at 
least a month away from an 
official announcement of her 
candidacy for the city’s top 
post, has started seeking 
members for a “campaign 
steering committee."

Johnny Peden, an advisor 
to city councilman Lance 
Lalor and an early Whitmire- 
for-mayor supporter, said 
Whitmire is seeking mem­
bers of the Montrose com­
munity to be part of her 
steering committee.

“We are having a poll con­
ducted at this time by a pro­
fessional pollster to test the 
waters for Whitmire and this 
poll is costing us $8000, 
which we are coming to the 
Montrose community asking 
for help,” said Peden.

Whitmire, the current 
Houston city controller, has 
long been a friend of Hous­
ton’s gay community, having 
riden in Gay Pride Week 
parades and appeared at gay 
rallies.

Last month she and Lalor, 
along with city councilman 
Dale Gorccynski (whose dis­
trict includes the Heights, 
said to have the city’s secopd 
largest gay population) and 
state representative Debra 
Danburg of Montrose, toured 
gay clubs on behalf of raising 
funds for the Gay Political 
Caucus.

At the clubs, the crowds 
were asked if they would like 
to see Whitmire run for 
mayor, the position now held 
by Jim McConn.

“Yes,” was the loud reply.

McConn’s future candi­
dacy is in doubt. He was 
recently convicted of 
mishandling the awarding of 
cable television franchisfes in 
the city. He has in the past 
only had luke warm support 
from Montrose and the gay 
community.

Meanwhile, speculation 
about the future of Lalor on 
city council has been ripe.

Lalor, a former state repre­
sentative, says he is not 
happy with his new political 
position. Sources have said 
that Lalor would consider 
running for Whitmire’s office 
of city controller when Whit­
mire officially announces her 
quest for mayor.

“City Council is not going 
too well,” Lalor said during 
the GPC bar tour last month.

Says Peden, “I may be rid­
ing two horses this fall,” 
referring to his involvement 
with both Lalor and Whit­
mire’s political futures.

If Lalor vacates his Distict 
C city council seat, which is 
the district that includes 
Montrose and portions of 
southwest Houston, an antic­
ipated mountain of candi­
dates are expected to 
announce.

Among them already say­
ing he would like the position 
is attorney Jim Kuhn, who 
was the democratic nominee 
for County Civil Court No. 10 
judge in last year’s city 
elections.

Peden said three-quarters 
of a million dollars would be 
needed to mount a successful 
campaign for mayor and the 
process for raising that 
money is well under way.

There are other “unan­
nounced” candidates for 
mayor, including conserva­
tive Louis Macey (who lost to 
McConn in the runoff last 
election), Harris County 
Sheriff Jack Heard and 
former Texas Secretary of 
State Steve Oaks.

Leonel Castillo, the third 
major candidate in the last 
mayoral election and the man 
who got the initial gay 
endorsements, has appar­
ently ruled out a run again for 
the top job but has stronly 
hinted he would seek a posi­
tion on City Council if the 
right opportunity arose.

Although Castillo has his 
offices in Montrose, he does 
not live in the district and so 
would not at present qualify 
for the District C position.

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Paez task Force community 
meeting new date set

The date for the “community 
meeting” of the Fred Paez 
Task Force has been 
switched from March 8 to 
March 22, members an­
nounced.

The new meeting was 
scheduled for 3:00PM at the 
Metropolitan Community 
Church, 1919 Decatur.

The Task Force was 
formed to investigate the 
death of slain gay activist 
Fred Paez in 1980.

Police officer Kevin McCoy 
has been ordered to stand 
trial May 11 on a charge of 
negligent homicide in the 
shooting death.

State District Judge J.D. 
Guyon selected the date after

refusing February 6 to throw 
out the indictment against 
McCoy.

The October 15, 1980 
indictment says McCoy, 
“while under the influence of 
an alcoholic beverage, placed 
a cocked, loaded pistol 
against the head of (Paez) 
and as a result thereof said 
pistol discharged," killing 
Paez.

The misdemeanor charge is 
punishable by a year in pri­
son and a $2000 fine. Prose­
cutor Brian Rains said the 
case is being tried in felony 
court because McCoy was a 
public official.

Paez was an administra­
tive assistant for the Gay 
Political Caucus when he 

was shot June 27, 1980.
A grand jury investigation 

had prompted the charges of 
negligent homicide against 
the 25-year old officer.

McCoy was relieved of 
official duty but with pay 
after being indicted.

Paez encountered McCoy 
at a warehouse where the 
officer was working an off- 
duty security job. McCoy, a 
four-year police verteran, 
said Paez made sexual 
advances toward him in an 
alley, and, in the alleged 
attempt to arrest him, the 
officer’s gun discharged.

McCoy admitted drinking 
beer the night of the killing 
but denied being intoxicated.

Rep. Hinson does 
disappearing act

WASHINGTON — Republican 
leaders want Jon C. Hinson, 
R-Miss., charged last month 
with “attempted oral sod­
omy,” to resign from the 
House as soon as possible but 
can’t contact him to tell him 
so, AP reported it was told by 
a GOP source.

Meanwhile, the Jackson 
Clarion-Ledger reported that 
Hinson may not be brought to 
trail, as a plea bargain was 
being negotiating with Hin­
son’s attorney, Joseph 
Patrick Clancy

“I suspect something will 
be worked out but nothing is 
finalized," U.S. Attorney 
Paul Knight was quoted by 
the newspaper as saying.

The newspaper said 
Knight did not reveal details 
of the possible plea deal.

Hinson’s physician refused 
to allow the congressman's 
staff or other members of 
Congress to see or talk to his 
hospitalized patient, AP said 
its source told them.

The source asked not to be 
identified, AP said.

The news service reported 
the source as saying that the 
doctor, who was not named, 
apparently feels any such 
contact would be “too much 
of a trauma" for Hinson.

Renewed efforts were to be 
made to try to persuade the 
doctor to get Hinson to sign

resignation papers, the 
source was reported as say­
ing, adding that Mississippi 
Republicans want a special 
election for the House seat as 
soon as possible.

A March 27 status hearing 
has been set for Hinson.

The 38-year-old congress­
man was arrested with 28- 
year-old Harold Moore in a 
men’s room at the House 
Longworth Building across 
the street from the Capitol 
Feb. 4.

Moore was said to be a 
Library of Congress em 
ployee from suburban Oxon 
Hill, Md.

Two other men were 
arrested two hours earlier at 
the same location, police 
announced. They were iden­
tified as Kerry Lee Jones, 36, 
an employee of the Demo­
cratic Study Group, and Jet­
ton Scott Douglas, 28, a 
consultant lobbyist. They 
were charged with “oral and 
rectal sodomy.”

Hinson initially posted 
$2000 bond that afternoon to 
prevent himself from having 
to spend the night in jail.

The other three men report­
edly remained in custody 
until the next day.

Hinson entered Washing­
ton Sibley Hospital for coun­
seling and treatment after 
pleading innocent to the 
charge.

Former Hermit is 
now a Trembler

HOLLYWOOD - The song 
isn’t in his repertoire, but for 
Peter Noone the music scene 
seems like old times.

Through most of the 1960s 
he was known as the “Her­
man” of Herman’s Hermits, 
a bubblegum component of 
the British rock invasion. 
His bright, boyish face and 
ready smile, his youthful, 
playful singing style were 
ideally suited to the upbeat, 
lightweight material he fa­
vored — the syrupy “Mrs. 
Brown, You’ve Got a Lovely 
Daughter,” the simpering 
“There’s a Kind of Hush” or 
even the relatively raucous 
“I’m Henry the Eighth, I 
am,” a 1920s British music 
hall favorite that Noone set 
to a rock beat.

If Noone seemed even 
fresher and younger than 
most of the juvenile guitar 
pickers who were crossing 
the Atlantic in suchprodi- 
gious numbers, it was be­
cause he was. He was still 16 
when the first Herman’s 
Hermit’s hit, “I’m Into 
Something Good,” dented the 
American charts, and only 
22 when the group broke up 
in 1970.

Now at 33, an age when 
most people are just really 
getting into their careers, 
Peter Noone is trying for a 
comeback. He’s organized a 
new band, the Tremblers, 
and is playing the rounds of 
nightclubs and opening con­
cert dates usually relegated 
to struggling new bands. The 
sound and the lyrics are 
sharper and more immedi­
ate, but his voice has not lost 
its basically innocent sound.

As for his band, the sound 
is power pop — quick, pul­
sating, infectious — with a 
strong beat by drummer 
Robert Williams but without 
the anger or rebelliousness 
of punk. Noone’s own guitar 
work is understated — just 
enough to carry the melody 
but not so strong as to be­
come obtrusive. The tunes, 
like “Steady Eddy,” the 
story of a boy Noone knew in 
school, or “I’ll Be Taking 
Her Out Tonight,” are pretty 
much standard teen rock 
fare, songs of adolescent 
friendship and romance.

Noone has a few small 
crinkles in his face, but his 
smile is still sweet and his 
eyes are still a bright, bright 
blue. But he is adamantly 
not advertising who he used 
to be.

“I think the music busi­
ness finally became good for 
us people again,” Noone said 
in an interview.

“That is, the people who 
were involved in a big way 
in the 1960s an didn’t enjoy 
the ”70s very much, because 
rock ‘n’ roll became preten­
tious, instead of just straight 
ahead, best-songs-win.”

He spent the 1970s, the 
onetime Manchester child 
actor said, in British televi­
sion and theater, but in 1978 
he came to California for a 
vacation.

“I saw all these new bands 
starting off again with the 
minimum of equipment,” he 
enthused. “The music scene 
reminded me of when I had 
first started, when I was 12 
or 13. It was all new little 
bands I had never heard of. 
It was the new, cheap rock 
n’n roll where you can work 
even if you don’t have a 
record deal.

“During the 70s all those 
little clubs had disappeared. 
Disco had tied them all up. 
When disco died, all those 
disco places became 
nightclubs where kids would 
go. It was back to little 
groups again.”

With such a hospitable cli­
mate, Noone decided to 
make a move. But he down­
played his former identity. 
He did not intend to become 
an oldies revivalist.

“It helps for the press, but 
it doesn’t help for the audi­
ence to think they’re going to 
hear me sing ‘Henry the 
Eighth,’ because I’m not 
doing ‘Henry the Eighth.’ 
We’re out here to promote a 
new project,” Noone empha­
sized.

“We’re now touring with 
Cheap Trick because they’re 
an ’80s kind of band. They’re 
a rock outfit who started out 
exactly as we’re starting 
now. Cheap Trick three 
years ago opened for Kiss, 
and now we want that kind 
of growth pattern. This is 
what I always did, before 
Herman’s Hermits became 
enormous. We started in lit­
tle clubs, opening for Dusty 
Springfield and those people

in the ’60s, and eventually 
we broke out.”

At first he called hs new 
band the Dominators — ”It 
wasn’t a good name. It 
sounded as if we’d come on­
stage with whips and chains 
and things.” — and the CBS 
Records executive who first 
heard a demonstration tape 
and decided to sign -the band 
did not know who Peter 
Noone was.

At that point, Noone was 
not shy about asserting his 
identity or taking advantage 
of his experience. “They 
said, ‘Yes, let’s talk a deal.’ 
And then obviously I had to 
be involved. And my lawyer 
said, ‘He wants this kind of a 
deal.’

“‘Well, how can he de­
mand that?’

‘“It’s the guy who was 
with Herman’s Hermits. He 
knows what he wants.’”

So the Tremblers’ first 
album, a sprightly, spirited 
disc called “Twice Nightly,” 
was issued last June, and the 
band continues the struggle 
to make itself known.

Peter Noone, on the 
whole, likes the current situ­
ation much better than the 
one that prevailed when he 
was a teen-ager. Not only do 
the resurgent clubs give a 
new band a place to play in 
front of audiences, but he 
finds that “musically, it’s 
much better. The music is 
better recorded, there’s 
more talent. The music busi­
ness is run by professionals. 
Everybody’s got a better op­
portunity now to join into it 
and make money.”

It’s an honest program, folks, 
skin flicks are quite fre­
quently just not the greatest 
moments in the American 
cinema, right? However, 
when they do get it together 
they can be really HOT!!

The current and recent 
offerings at the French Quar­
ter Theater, corner Elgin and 
Louisiana, has had two of the 
best gay movies, erotic 
movies, or whatever they are 
called, that I have ever seen.

The Happy Hustler

It all started with a phone 
call. Sitting in the office one 
night, I picked up the phone, 
and a voice said “I’m Hans. Is 
Randy there?”

Randy wasn’t there, as it 
happened, but Hans went on 
to tell me that he was a 
“hooker,” and wanted to 
know if I wanted to interview 
him. Actually, I didn’t, and 
told him so, but he insisted 
that I keep his number and 
give him a call if I changed 
my mind.

After thinking about it for 
about a week and talking it 
over with the editor, I said 
“What the hell, it might be 
interesting.”

Several days later, I fol­
lowed directions Hans gave 
me to a far city suburb out­
side the Loop. A neat, 
ordinary-looking ranch-style 
house located in an older 
established black neighbor­
hood was the address I had 
been given. But there were 
several cars parked at the 
house, and I thought I must 
have made a mistake. I rang 
the bell, and a youngish 
blond answered the door.

“Hans?”
“Ed?”
I entered the house and 

found a middle class type 
home with nothing to betray 
that this was the abode of 
three swingers, professional 
swingers with years of expe­
rience in the business.

In the den, Hans offered me 
some coffee and some grass, 
both of which I declined, and 
then sat and began to answer 
questions. Dressed in white 
jeans, a middy type shirt and 
women’s spike heels, Hans 
confessed to being 42. Blond, 
on the thin side but with a 
lean body, Hans wore his 
straw-colored hair in a bob, 
shoulder length.

“How long have you been 
hustling?” I asked Hans.

“I don't like that word. I 
don’t consider myself a 
hustler,” Hans answered.

“Do you do it for money?” I 
persisted.

“Yes, I do. But I don’t like to 
use that word.”

“Why not?”
“Because I’m not a whore." 
After much semantic back 

and forthing, Hans finally 
admitted that he did it for 
money, although he consi­
dered himself much more 
than a common prostitute. He 
cared for his clients, and con­
sidered himself much more 
like a therapist than a 
hustler. Apparently it was 
very important to him to 
make this distinction.

About this time a young 
girl who appeared to be in her 
late teens or early twenties 
but was probably older came 
in.

“This is Carol. Carol lives 
here too.” Carol sat down and 

sports, rubber, bondage and 
discipline, anal, oral, lesbian, 
gay, group, transvestite and 
many other type of sexual 
preferences.

The letter was an explana­
tion by Laura of what she did, 
describing her ability to ful­
fill people’s fantasies, and 
listed some of the different 
types of activities she would 
perform, such as dressing in 
different kinds of costumes, 
i.e., nurses, lady cops, baby 
clothes, etc., and the different 
types of "treatment” she 
would administer.

Laura considered all this as 
sexual psycho-drama, and 
said so in the letter she sent 
out to her clients. She was 
quite emphatic about what 
she did, and made no apology 
for doing it.

The money part bothered 
joined in the conversation.

Hans is Dutch, and had 
been a seaman, shipping out 
from Rotterdam, where he 
was born, eventually making 
it all the way to captain of an 
oceangoing vessel. He quit 
because of the loneliness, and 
left Holland to come to Amer­
ica, going first to Florida. He 
had been married twice, for 
seven years each time, and 
had had children by both 
marriages.

Presently divorced, Hans 
definitely considers himself 
truly bisexual.

He met Laura, his mistress, 
the owner of the house the 
three of them occupied, and 
definitely the leader of the 
group, through swingers 
magazines. He came to Hous­
ton to see Laura, and soon 
decided to live with Laura 
and Carol and to join them in 
their profession/business.

After a short while, Laura 
entered the room. Clad only 
in a black satin robe, she was 
young, in her late twenties or 
early thirties, with long dark 
hair, attractive and with a 
good body. She had been 
smoking, and commented on 
what good grass it was.

“How much do you charge 
your clients, and how do you 
attract them? From word of 
mouth or what?” I asked.

“Through swingers maga­
zines exclusively. Hans, did 
you show him the sheet and 
the letter?” Laura asked 
Hans.

“No.” Hans got up and 
went into the kitchen and 
returned with two pieces of 
paper. “Here are the pieces 
we mail out to people who 
answer our ad.” Hans 
showed me a list of sexual 
preferences that clients were 
to complete and return to 
"The House of Laura.” It 
listed a wide variety of sex­
ual deviations from what is 
generally considered the 
norm, including water

Laura too.
"You shouldn’t mention 

that we take money,” Laura 
said

“Why not?” I asked. “It’s 
true, isn’t it? That’s part of 
the story, that you are doing 
it for money. How else could 
you afford to spend full time 
doing this, and maintaining 
this house if you didn’t 
charge for it?”

"That’s true, of course, but 
I don’t want your readers to 
think that we do it just for the 
money. It may sound corny, 
but I do it for love.”

While I didn’t doubt that 
for a moment, it was also 
quite true that they took 
money for the love they exhi­
bited to their customers, and 
that’s part of the story.

Laura and Hans stated that 
most of their clients are pro­
fessional, upper middle class 
men, mostly with jobs and 
professions ranging from 
engineers, doctors, lawyers, 
bankers to psychiatrists and 
a number of men in the oil 
industry. Most of their 
clients by far are men. They 
are definitely better educated 
than the average, with much 
higher incomes.

“I consider these people 
much healthier than most, 
because they know what 
their fantasies are, they pay 
for them and act them out, 
then they shut the door on 
them and they separate them 
from the rest of their lives,” 
Laura stated.

“People who use drugs and 
smoke are masochists, 
engaging in self-flagellation. 
I have worked with a number 
of people like that and helped 
them over these destructive 
tendencies,” Laura added.

We did not discuss her own 
use of marijuana in this 
context.

While I hold no position for 
or against the use of mari­
juana, it seemed odd for 
Laura to criticize the use of 
the drug and the practice that 
she herself indulged in.

Hans’ clients are male 
exclusively, and practically 
all of them are interested in 
anal sex, enemas, anal inter­
course and the like. He stated 
that he had about four or five 
clients a week, and that the 
three of them had about fif­
teen clients a week total. At 
an average of $100 per client, 
that worked out to $1500 a 
week, or $6000 per month.

Hans and Laura quarelled 
with my calculations, how­
ever, and protested that they 
only took in about $2000 per 
month, and with expenses of 
about $1300 per month, they 
were certainly not getting 
rich.

Whatever the truth of the 
matter, it is still definitely a 
going concern, a profitable if 
not wildly opulent living.

Hans and Laura took me 

into the “enema room”, a 
small room off the hall, and 
showed me a room crammed 
to the ceiling with enema 
bags of every possible 
description. As I snapped 
pictures, Laura changed into 
and out of various costumes, 
completely unselfconscious 
of her, at times, total nudity.

Laura had a good body and 
was obviously proud of it. 
Hans changed shirts but not 
pants, apparently choosing 
not to display his nude body.

Both Hans and Laura 
showed evident delight in 
their roles, taking up differ­
ent props with the different 
costumes. After a short 
while, I got into the spirit of 
it, and began posing them in 
various attitudes, telling 
them to turn this way and 
that. It was apparent to me 
that I was responding to all 
this, and that my objectivity 
could disappear just as easily 
as Laura’s black satin robe 
with no trouble at all if I were 
not careful.

We returned to the den and 
resumed our seats. Laura 
rose and left the room. Hans 
explained that she had a 
client coming and had to pre­
pare herself.

Hans attends the Copa, a 
well-known gay disco, regu­
larly. He considers it a great 
luxury to go home with some­
one, since he usually has sex 
only with clients in the con­
text of their professional 
activities. In spite of his 
enjoyment of gay sex, Hans 
still considers himself 
bisexual.

There can be little doubt 
that the sexual revolution 
has reached proportions that 
Kinsey and, possibly, even 
Johnson and Masters can 
only guess at. From the early 
key clubs where married cou­
ples got together and threw 
their keys out in the middle of 
the floor and went home with 
whomever they got, sex, par­
ticularly swinging, unmar­
ried sex, has come a long 
way.

Gay Talese wrote a lot of 
this in his recent book about 
the sexual revolution in 
America. However, he took 
so long to write it (ten years) 
that by the time it came out it 
was obsolete.

Hans, Laura, and Carol are 
certainly not amateurs, as 
they will be the first to insist. 
They do not consider them­
selves hookers, in spite of the 
fact that they take money for 
what they do. Whatever they 
are, they are not isolated 
examples of sexual depravity 
in America.

They are, rather, where 
hip, middle-class America is 
going, at a rate that can only 
frighten the moralists and 
amuse the cynics.

The Universe

The Pleiades light up a cloud

One of the best-known celestial objects, found in the 
constellation of Taurus the Bull, is the cluster of 
stars known as the Pleiades. Celebrated in Biblical 
lore and centuries of poetry, the six brightest stars 
in the cluster are easy to find in the autumn and 
winter skies.

Careful analysis of the light from the Pleiades 
stars indicates that they are only 50 million years 
old, quite young on the cosmic scale. (By contrast, 
our own Sun was born about 5000 million years 
ago.)

Thus when long-exposure photographs revealed 
slowing filaments of gas surrounding the cluster 
stars, this seemed to fit well with the notion of a 
group of stars just recently born from the raw 
materials of our galaxy.

Astronomers believed that the bright light from 
the young stars was lighting up the dense cocoon of 
gas and dust from which they had recently emerged.

Now astronomers Thomas Arny of the University 
of Massachusetts and Durtiss Gordon of Hampshire 
College have challenged this long-accepted view. 
Writing in the current issue of Mercury, the journal 
of the Astronomical Society of the Pacific, the two 
scientists propose that the 1 right filaments we see 
in the Pleiades are vhe result of a chance encounter 
between the young star cluster and an independent 
cloud of gas.

EXPLORING 
the UNIVERSE

The key observation which leads Arny and Gor­
don to this conclusion is that the stars and the gas 
are moving, relative to one another, at a speed of 
over 20,000 miles per hour. At this rate, the cluster 
could have moved a distance some 20 times its own 
size since its stars were born.

Thus, the stars could not be anywhere near the 
gas and dust from which they originally formed.

In fact, recent observations indicated that the sec­
tion of our galaxy in which the Pleiades is located is 
rich in gas and dust clouds of various kinds. There­
fore, it may not be all that surprising that the cluster 
just happens to be moving through one of those 
clouds at this particular time.

Since the Pleiades is one of the closest clusters to 
us, we can see fine details in the structure which are 
much too difficult to make out elsewhere. By study­
ing how the young stars in the cluster interact with 
the raw material in space, we hope to learn more 
about the origin of stars, clusters and even the build­
ing blocks of life.

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Houston’s two big art fests
Both the Westheimer Colony 
Arts Festival and the Hous­
ton Festival are just around 
the corner. First up is the 
Houston Festival, which will 
span ten days starting March 
19, and this year marks the 
tenth anniversary of this 
event.

Eight ourdoor stages, plus 
ten visual arts projects are 
scheduled to blend with 
crafts, food, film and fun.

The Houston Festival 
focuses on the arts commun­
ity and utilizes the parks, 
open spaces and performing 
halls in the downtown area. 
Particular focal points of 
activity will be Old Market 
Square, Tranquility Park, 
City Hall Plaza, Library 
Plaza, Jones Hall Plaza and 
Sam Houston Park, site of 
the Festival’s Tenth Annual 
Crafts and Arts Exposition, 
which features a juried show.

This event was known for 
many years as the Main 
Street Festival (a project of 
the Cultural Committee of 
the Houston Chamber of 
Commerce). It began as a 
Sunday afternoon art event 
in 1971.

The Houston Festival 
Foundation, Inc., joins with 
the City of Houston, the 
Houston Chamber of Com­
merce, the Greater Houston 
Convention and Visitors 
Council and the Arts Council 
of Houston, in planning the 
Festival. Over 400,000 
reportedly attended last 
year..

The Mayor’s International 
Houston Festival Ball will 
lead off this year’s festivities 
on March 18 with a salute to 
the arts and the international 
community. The following 
night, March 19, a perfor­
mance by the Boston Sym­
phony conducted by Seizi 
Osawa and sponsored by the 
Society for the Performing 
Arts in the Music Hall will 
officially open the Festival.

During the next nine days 
over 2,500 performing artists 
from the Greater Houston 
Area should present a pot­
pourri of entertainment on 
the Festival’s outdoor stages.

In addition to the juried 
Crafts & Arts Fair in Sam 
Houston Park and an open 
entry art market in Old 
Market Square, Festival 
goers can create their own 
art. Tranquility Park will set 
the stage for Artplay: For the 
Child in You, which will pro­
vide everyone an opportun­
ity to exercise their 
creativity.

Community art will also be 
evident in the form of works 
commissioned expressly for 
the Festival. “Encounter,” a 
steel sculpture by Tom 
Sayre, will be sited at First 
International Plaza. William 
Steen will present a multime­
dia performance on the exte­
rior walls of the public 
library at 6:30 p.m. March 21 
and 28 entitled “TV.” Other 

pieces commissioned include 
a kinetic sculpture, designed 
by Megan Roberts and Ray­
mond Ghirardo, which 
responds to voices and body 
warmth, and a 50-foot long 
neon sculpture to be erected 
by Jan Beauboeuf in down­
town's underground tunnel 
system.

Although the majority of 
Festival activities will occur 
on the weekends and at 
night, the downtown area 
will be buzzing with live 
entertainment and perfor­
mances at noontime each day 
March 23—27. As part of the 
celebration, an assortment of 
music, dance and drama will 
fill several office plazas from 
11:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. It’s free 
and a good opportunity to 
grab a brown-bag lunch and 
join in the celebration.

As a counterpoint to the 
Mayor’s Ball, the culmina­
tion and grand finale of the 
1981 Festival will take the 
form of a street party, The 
Houston Festival Baghdad 
on the Bayou Tardi Mardi 
Gras Street Bash. Old 
Market Square will be 
blocked off beginning at 9:00 
a.m. on Saturday, March 28, 
to accommodate the citizenry 
and guests of Houston as 
they converge on downtown 
to dance in the streets to var­
ious brands of popular 
music.

In addition, Houston 
native Tommy Tune, who 
has gained considerable 
fame and acclaim on Broad­
way for his work as a choreo­
grapher, will be crowned Kin 
Tex Rex at the bash. Those 
surviving this grand fete are 
invited, like everyone, back 
to the Festival’s final day on 
Sunday, March 29.

The Westheimer Colony 
Arts Festival will be held a 
month later. We’ll have more 
on this as the date 
approaches.

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Ogg files sole 
energy bill in 
Texas Legislature
By Mr. Fix

State senator Jack Ogg, 
whose district includes Mon­
trose, has filed a bill to make 
low-interest loans available 
through the Texas Housing 
Agency for installing or 
repairing solar energy 
devices in homes, news 
reports were saying Feb. 28.

The bill also would autho­
rize the agency to finance 
that part of the purchase 
price of a home attributable 
to solar energy devices, they 
said.

"It is important that we 
don’t lose sight of the energy 
problem in this country,” AP 
quoted Ogg as saying.

And electricity, whether 
generated by the sun or from 
good old HL&P, is all around 
you and a good and faithful 
servant it is, too. But it also is 
extremely dangerous if you 
are careless or fail to take cer­
tain precautions.

Don’t assume that only 
extremely high voltages are 
lethal. Even the ordinary 110 
volt household circuits we 
have in Montrose—under 
certain conditions —can 
prove fatal. And once you’re 
dead, you’re dead, whether 
the voltage was high or low.

A number of factors deter­
mine how deadly the electric 
current is—the amount of 
current, its frequency, the 
path it takes through your 
body and how conductive 
your skin is at that moment.

You might also take into 
consideration the potential 
problem when that new 
friend you brought home 
tries out your electric hair 
dryer.

On a dry day you may 
notice only a minor tingle if 
you encounter electric cur­
rent. On a wet or humid day, 
or if your skin is wet, such an 
encounter could knopk you 
down.

Keep this in mind when 
working in damp places with 
electrical items. The kitchen, 
bath and outdoors are all 
dangerous areas.

Damp cement floors should 
be avoided. Stand on a dry 
rubber mat. Using electric 

mowers and electric blowers 
on damp lawns is potentially 
dangerous.

Fortunately, in recent 
years manufacturers have 
been providing a means for 
easily grounding most porta­
ble power tools and electric 
appliances. This is the reason 
for that funny-looking three- 
prong plug on the wires of 
electric drills, hedge 
trimmers, even washing 
machines.

That odd prong, the round 
one, is attached to a third 
wire. If your house is not 
equipped with the proper 
outlet to handle such a plug, 
get an adapter. This two- 
prong plug fits into your wall 
outlet and has an opening for 
the three prongs on the tool. 
A wire on the adapter is con­
nected to the screw on the 
switchplate of the wall 
outlet.

If the wall outlet itself is 
properly grounded, so will 
the appliance be grounded. If 
you are not sure, have your 
wall outlets checked by an 
electrician. The grounding 
wire is the third wire in the 
appliance cord. Should a 
short develop, the current 
would find its way through 
that wire and blow a fuse 
instead of passing through 
your hand. Minor current 
leakage would be drained off 
through that wire.

Small hand tools are also 
being made with insulated 
cases and handles to elimi­
nate danger of electric shock.

But play safe. Rubberized 
boots or gloves outdoors are a 
smart precaution. Don't 
worry about what the old 
gossipy neighbors will say 
about your appearance.

Check older tools and 
appliances for leakage. Use a 
test lamp, one lead against 
the metal frame of the 
plugged-in appliance, the 
other against an object 
known to be grounded, such 
as a cold water pipe. If the 
bulb lights, there is a short. 
Try the plug both ways in the 
outlet when testing.

And that's our tip this 
week from Mr. Fix for This 
Old Montrose House.

TV can be so dull

HOLLYWOOD - “It’s 

as though someone at 
Chrysler said, Tve just done 
the most wonderful thing. In 
exchange for half the 
Chrysler stock, I’ve been 
able to get the man who de­
signed the Edsel.’ In this 
business, failure is reward­
ed.”

Actor-director Dick Cren- 
na, star of NBC-TV’s upcom­
ing “The Day The Bubble 
Burst,” was explaining why 
on so many evenings televi­
sion’s so bad “there’s nothing 
to watch except your clothes 
dryer.”

“When anybody’s fired, “ 
Dick said, “he’s paid off with 
more television movies to 
do.

“To succeed in television, 
you have to be mediocre. 
Everyone who’s fired gets 
four more shows.”

Crenna, in a suite on the 
top floor of the Century 
Plaza Hotel in Los Angeles, 
considered his cup of coffee, 
and briefly threatened to 
turn cautious.

“Maybe I should be care­
ful what I say,” he warned 
himself. “But I’ve saved my 
money, so to hell with 
them.”

Not only is failure reward­
ed in television, Dick ex­
panded, but performance is 
rewarded inordinately.

“Now, I think Bob Conrad 
is an important television 
talent,” he said. “If I were 
doing a project, I’d like to 
have him in it. But he did. 
The Coach’ and, for that, has 
been given 19 hours of tele­
vision time.

“Nineteen hours!
“That’s a big block of time 

to give one person when 
companies are standing, 
hats in hand, trying to get a 
hearing.

“Pretty soon the whole 
world is going to look like 
Aaron Spelling ... What a 
thrill to know that Gary 
Coleman is going to produce 
two movies of the week!

“He’s»a cute little kid. but 
a producer ...

“Within five years, every­
thing on the air will be a 
payoff.”

Another of television's 
weaknesses is script quality 
which, Crenna said, derives 
from the fact that “writers 
are basically greedy like the

rest of us.”
“When you take an idea to 

a network, the first thing 
you’re asked is, ‘Who’s your 
writer going to be?’

“Then you’ll be given a list 
of about four writers and 
told to pick one.

“About 10 writers write 
everything that’s on the air, 
so they’re working on eight 
scripts each at once. They 
let themselves get overex­
tended. Writers are really 
stretched beyond their capa- 
biUties.”

Since a writers’ strike is in 
prospect right now, Crenna 
predicted that scripts will 
get worse.

“Sure producers are stock­
piling. They’re calling writ­
ers now and asking, ‘Do you 
have a script that’s ready?’ 
not, ‘Do you have a script 
that’s good?’

“They’ve called me and 
asked, ‘What do you have 
that’s ready?’ I sent them 
two dogs.”

The first mistake televi­
sion made, Crenna contin­
ued, “was when network ex­
ecutives started saying, 
‘Charlie, this is your show.’

“A guy comes in who 
doesn’t have the credentials, 
and he takes this as a man­
date to be obstructive. I ask 
you, should you defer to ex­
perience and let creative 
people do the job, or should 
you defer to committee?”

Yet, despite the home 
screen’s shortcomings, Cren­
na admitted that it’s sup­
plied him with more good 
roles than theater screens 
have done.

“If they were making ‘The. 
Albert Schweitzer Story,’ 
they’d get Burt Reynolds.”

Crenna spoke well of “The 
Day The Bubble Burst,” an 
NBC World Premiere Movie 
about the 1929 stock market 
crash, with an air date not 
yet announced. The impres­
sive cast includes, not only 
Crenna, but Robert Hays, 
Audra Lindley, Bill Macy, 
Rue McClanahan, Donna 
Pescow, David Ogden Stiers, 
Robert Vaughn and Blanche 
Baker.

Screen directors like 
screen writers are primed 
for a strike, and Dick, as a 
director, thinks a work stop­
page might be justified.

Directors have never 
struck and they don’t want 
to now, he said, “but they are 
prepared to do it.

“Of all the crafts, direc­
tors are the most underpaid. 
The director’s contribution 
is awesome. He may be paid 
$8,000 for a picture, while 
the star will be paid $200,000, 
and it’s the director who’s 
having to tell the star how to 
walk through the door.”
