Student Court upheld the chal­
lenge of John Sayer, law stu­
dent, that the 1968-69 traffic 
regulations were invalid because 
they were incorrectly promul­
gated by the university. Senior 
Vice-president C. F. McElhenny 
said that the regulations were 
outside the jurisdiction of the 
Student Court. After hearing 
new evidence presented by the 
administration, the court re­
versed its previous decision 
and ruled the traffic policies 
valid. This controversy reflected 
student discontent over Traffic 
and Security policies.
