University in Oxford, Ohio. The fraternity was founded on that date by seven 
men, all undergraduates at Miami. It was the 19th college fraternity to be estab­
lished. The well known song, “The Sweetheart of Sigma Chi,” was written in 
1911. Sigma Chi, an international fraternity, has 130 Alumni Chapters and 
127 Undergraduate Chapters, including five in Canada. In 1950 a LIFE 
survey revealed Sigma Chi to be the best-known among college fraternities, and 
the magazine called the fraternity “. . . the most solid of all” college Greek-let- 
ter groups.

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The first University R.OTC unit, established 1 July 1948, had a staff of four officers and four non-commissioned offi­
cers. It was headed by Col. Michael H. Zwicker, Quartermaster Corps, as professor of military science and tactics. 
It was the only all-Quartermaster ROTC in the United States.
Initial enrollment for the fall semester, 1948, was 175 cadets, with one-third W.W. II veterans.
By the school year 1952-53, the Corps had reached an all-time high of 75 cadets, and was designated the First ROTC 
Quartermaster Regiment.
Ninety-seven cadets were commissioned as second lieutenants in 1955.
During 1955-56 the unit converted from a branch material Quartermaster course to a General Military Science 
Course, and occupied its own Military Science classrooms which it uses today.
Today the Corps is organized as a brigade consisting of two battle groups in accordance with the pentomic concept.
Lt. Col. Jack L. Smith, Infantry, who was assigned PMST in August 1957, heads the ROTC group of five offi­
cers and eight non-commissioned officers.
For two years the ROTC group has come out as Intramural champs in sports.
Some 25 members belong to the Military Fraternity Scabbard and Blade.
The ROTC Band makes an annual trip to New Orleans, where it plays during the Mardi Gras.
