Astute Adolf has doue it again.
He has, by his rapier-like thrust at Denmark and Norway, again put the Chamberlain- 

Reynaud combination on the défensive.
And this time the Allies are going to pay dearly for their dilly-dallying at Munich. 

For since Munich, the moves in the war situation hâve been successive victories—both 
physical and psychological—for Hitler.

Der Fuehrer now has added two Scandinavian countries to his list of acquisitions 
already long—Austria, Czechoslovakia, Memel, and Poland.

The policy of the British has seemed to be one of supercilious disdain, of utter con­
fidence in the invincibility of Britain and France. That confidence is misplaced, for now 
that Hitler has the vast natural resources and manufacturing facilities of Norway prac- 
tically at his command, Germany is almost self-sufficient.

As this is written, the fleets of Germany and England are engaged off the coast of 
Norway. But the outcome of that battle is of little moment.

With the forces divided as they are at the présent, Germany’s chances of winning the 
war are excellent. By virtue of years of préparation previous to September, 1939, the Ger- 
man forces are superbly trained and equipped, while the Allies are sadly lacking when 
compared to the Nazis.

England and France will shortly begin to flood this country with propaganda design- 
ed to arouse our feelings against Germany, for above everything else they will now need 
the United States in the war on their side.

With every weapon at our command, we should fight against entering the war. It is 
no business of ours, and we should take no part in it. Whatever foreign interests we hâve 
that may be lost, we can well afford to sacrifice for peace.

Far better that we should sacrifice a few hundred millions in foreign investments 
than the lives of hundreds of thousands of oui" young men.

We college students, who will be among the first to go if we enter the war, owe it to 
ourselves, and to the générations to corne after us, to accept nothing that the Allies would 
hâve us believe.

They seek our sympathy only as a means of getting us in the war. The United States 
has enough domestic troubles without borrowing any from Europe. WE WANT PEACE!

Joe Potter, chairman of the stu­

We will agréé that it is not a matter of suprême importance 
to the individual student who becomes student president for 
the coming year, or who makes up the council, but it is import­
ant to the candidate, and it is important to the school that the 
sélection be that of the majority and not the choice of some 
particular clique or organization.

Go to the poils on May 8 and use your vote. Cast your ballot 
for the candidates of your choice. Your privilège of the ballot is 
one that is nearly dead on earth. Do not let it die here.

Vern Receires 
French Academy 
Gold Medal 

Mr. Jules Vern, French instruc- 
tor, this week received the medal 
awarded in 1939 to the French Lit- 
tle Theatre of Houston. On one 
side of the large-sized gold medal 
appears the profile of Cardinal 
Armand Jean De Richelieu, who 
founded the Academie Française in 
1635. On the other side are in- 
scribed these words:

PRIX 
de la Langue Française 
Petit Theatre Français 

de Houston 
1939.

Although French magazines and 
newspapers hâve published many 
mentions of the award and Mr. 
Vern bas received numerous let- 
ters of congratulation upon it, the 
French Little Theatre was not of- 
ficially notified of the distinction 
until reeently.

The Petit Theatre Français was 
founded by Mr. Vern in 1933, and 
gave a consecutive sériés of plays 
in French for five years. Thirty- 
nine plays in French were produced, 
seventeen of which were written by 
Mr. Vern, the first being a one- 
act play adapted from one of Ir- 
vin S. Cobb’s short stories. The 
most ambitions undertaking of the 
theatre was the production of the 
five-act tragedy, “L’Arlesienne,” 
given in December, 1934, and pre-1 
sented with a symphony orchestra, 
ballet, and chorus.

More than 125 Houstonians took

part in the theatre’s production and 
interpreted as many as 300 or more 
different rôles. A great number of 
students from the University of 
Houston, as well as from the Rice 
Institute, made their début on the 
French stage. At the close of its 
fifth year, the theatre had a mem- 
bership of 250. Its monthly 
published through the theatre’s 
fifth year, was followed by “Le Ba­
you," a literary magazine in French 
which begins its fourth year and 
which bas gained widespread réc­
ognition among literary circles. The 
“Bayou" bas published stories and 
poems Iby students of the Univer­
sity of Houston and of the Rice 
Institute.

A reorganization of the French 
Little Theatre has been under 
study, and more shows, it is ex- 
pected, will be given in the near fu­
ture.

Taub said the reason for his long 
hesitancy was because of his friend- 
ship for Peterson. He said, “l’m 
running because I was asked to 
run. If I am elected, I will do ev- 
erything possible to bring crédit to 
the school, and I know that Weed 
will do the same. I leave it to the 
students’ discrétion, and whomever 
they choose, l’m positive he will 
hâve the students’ interests at heart.

Taub and Peterson both hâve 
many mutual friends, and in re­
gard to this Taub said, “If it is a 
toss of the coin to choose between 
us, vote for Weed. The only votes 
I want are from those students who 
sincerely believe that l’m the man 
for the job.” Taub’s previous expé­
rience on the Council was in 1937, 
when he was president of the Fresh- 
man Class.

Weed Peterson, présent Vice- 
President of the Student Associa­
tion, and last year’s sophomore rep­
résentative to the Council, said 
in behalf of his campaign, “It is 
my opinion that a platform of any 
candidate for a student government 
office should be primarily one of 
interest, school spirit and ability. 
It is my hope to be able to contin­
ue serving the students of the Uni­
versity to the best of my ability. I 

1 assure them an honest effort will 
be made at ail times to meet the 
needs and demands of the student 
body.” Peterson boasts a perfect 
record for attendance at Council 
meeting for his two years of expé­
rience.

Well students, it looks as though 
in September of 1940, we will hear 
the soft and dainty touch of a 
gavel calling the Student Council 
to order, because you see, both 
candidates are Glamour Boys.

fifteen each year. In May of this 
year eleven new members may be 
selected since there is now one 
vacancy and ten of the members 
just nominated will graduate in 
June.

Margo Jones, nationally famous 
director of Houston’s Community 
Playhouse, spoke to the members 
of Miss Ruth Pennybacker’s Crea­
tive Writing class Monday, and im- 
bued them with her zeal for the 
theater. Well poised, Miss Jones has 
dark eyes that hâve the depth of real 
ability and the excited definiteness 
that gains and hold interest. Her in­
formai manner and clear voice im- 
mediately créâtes an atmosphère of 
friendliness. Miss Jones’ simple pur- 
pose in the theater, as she explains 
it, is to put on "a good show." And 
it is this goal set up by so earnest 
and captivating a person as she 
that has helped. the Community 
Players to stage such excellent 
productions.

The speaker announced that the 
curent obsession of the Playhouse 
is Shakespeare’s “Comedy of Er- 
rors.” According to Miss Jones this 
play is the greatest farce ever 
written, and the twin servants are 
the best low comedy characters in 
the theater. The Playhouse produc­
tion will hâve only two acts with 
one intermission. The set and cos­
tumes will be Grecian, and the cur- 
tain rises on a scene similar to a 
football huddle. There should be 
continuous high merriment through- 
out. Opening night for the play 
will be Monday, April 15, 8:30 p.m., 
at the Playhouse. It will be produced 
the Tuesday, Thursday, and Satur- 
day following and again Monday 
and Tuesday of the next week. Tic­
kets are forty cents and may be 
bought at the door; for réserva­
tions dial the city switchboard and 
ask for the Community Playhouse.

Miss Jones’ last play of this sea- 
son will be “Family Portrait," a mod- 
ern Biblical play by Lenore Coffee 
and W. J. Cowen, in which Judith 
Anderson starred in New York last 
year.

growth of Houston in size by an- 
nexing surrounding surburban com- 
munities, Mr. Turrentine said that 
the City of Houston is already 
eonsiderably larger in area than 
several cities which are larger in 
population, citing the example of 
St. Louis, which has 46 square miles 
inside its city limits, while Houston 
has some 73 square miles.

Mr. Hamburger and Mr. Turren­
tine pointed out that although the 
city may gain more population, it 
also gains added expense through 
the acquisition of responsibility foi- 
police and fire protection.

Questioned on the advisability of 
merging some functions of the city 
and county governments, Mr. Tur­
rentine said that although it was 
very évident there were many du­
plications of duties between coun­
ty and city officiais, it would be 
practically impossible to form a city- 
county government because of the 
inability of the urban and rural 
voters of the county to agréé on 
the details necessary for the forma­
tion of a City-County Charter.

It is expected that Mr. Hambur­
ger and Mr. Turrentine will address 
the same group again in the near 
future on a further élaboration of 
the same subjects.

Leaves From a Diary

July 22
We went to see part of the ruins 

today. It is difficult to describe 
them in any sense. The Parthenon 
is the most interesting and is one 
of the best preserved temples. Near- 
ly ail the original columns are still 
standing. They are about five feet 
in diameter at the base and about 
50 feet high. Ail the steps leading 
into the Parthenon are very wide 
and high. It would take a large, 
powerful person to climb the steps 
without becoming fatigued. Ail the 
steps and columns and most of the 
entire structure are of white mar- 
ble. Many inscriptions and engraved 
designs can be seen, and some paint- 
ed designs are still legible.

At the Theatre of Bacchus there 
are a circular stage in the center 
and rows of seats rising up from the 
center. The large chairs which were 
occupied by the priests and other 
high officiais are still standing, 
most of them in their original 
places. The name of each official 
can be seen engraved on his chair. 
At the back of the stage is a row 
of statues of the gods. Almost ail 
the statues hâve been mutilated. 
The heads hâve been broken off, 
most of them by invaders from oth­
er lands.

The working hours are generally 
from ten in the moming to one in 
the afternoon, and about four thirty 
to nine p. m. Everyone sleeps in 
the afternoon because it is too hot 
to work.

Across the Street from our hôtel 
there is a large open park. Each 
night there is an orchestra playing, 
and there are hundreds of small ta 
blés where the guests may sit and 
drink refreshments. The orchestra 
plays until after midnight.
July 23

We hâve been in Athens six days. 
I hâve spent most of the time eat- 
ing and sleeping. During most of 
the day it is too hot to stay out- 
side. Thursday, three of us went 
swimming in the Aegean Sea. The 
water is very salty. The bottom is 
rough and has stones and thorns 
in places.

Friday we climbed a high hill 
near the city to see a monastery at 
the top. We had a good view of 
Athens from there. There are hills 
of solid marble around Athens and 
much of it has been quarried and 
is used extensively in building. Wood 
is scarce here.

Ail of us hâve already fallen into 
the habit of eating and sleeping 
as the Greek people do. We sleep 
late in the morning and sleep dur­
ing the afternoon. We do not eat 
dinner until eight-thirty, and we 
hâve a hard time getting it that 
early. Dinner here is a long drawn- 
out affair, with long rests between

Bailey Addresses 
Pre-Law Society

Tom Bailey, prominent attorney 
and instructor of law at the South 
Texas School of Law, addressed the 
Pre-Law Club of the University of 
Houston last Monday.

“Compétition is keener in law than 
in any other field. Your ability as 
a lawyer dépends upon your ability 
to make friends and impress peo- 
ple.

The lawyer lauded the women of 
the profession. His business asso- 
ciate is a woman.

“There is a definite place in the 
court room for a woman lawyer," 
he said. “There are many legal 
technicalities that demand a wom- 
an’s understanding.”

Briefly, Mr. Bailey’s speech may 
be summarized by saying that he 
advised law students not to prac­
tice criminal law. He feels that law 
students today are advanced in their 
general knowledge of law at least 
three years over the standards of 
the older schools when they enter 
law school today.

Mr. Bailey ended his address by 
saying, “If you really want to be 
a lawyer, and it’s really in your 
system, then you’ll be one."
