BULLSEYE FIRE -
ARSON? - ACCIDENT?

The Bullseye Club at 1212 Westheimer burned early 
Monday A.M. August 17. The club was opened July 18 
this year by Richard Caldwell a newcomer to the Houston 
club circuit.

The building was owned by Sybil Leek, well known 
“witch” who had recently moved from this location to 

Houston’s West University area. Sybil Leek, after having 
spent a great deal in the decoration and remodeling at 
this site, moved because “she had bad vibrations at this 
place.” M
This was the first dinner club for the Gay Set in our city 
and fast becoming one of the more popular dining and 
drinking spots.

August 21st, less than one week after this loss Richard 
was looking for another location to re-open. This sounds 
like two pervious persons recently experiencing this 
same mi sfortune.

Gene Howell, co-owner of the Plantation Club on West 
Gray was burned out. Relocated on Montrose and Chel sea 

Place and is now closed again due to difficulties with 
the building owner. This closure is being aired in the 
courts but Gene is actively seeking quarters for this long 
time Houston Fun Club.

Ron Levine owner of a fine new club, The Palace Club 

on Berry Street, found himself burned out also. The all 
new Palace Club and Sky Terrace is the result of this 
fire.

These fires were all very costly, well into the Hundreds 
of Thousands. The Plantation Club, The Palace Club 
were ruled arson by the authorities. The Bullseye???? 
Mr. Parks of the Houston Fire Department Arson Squad 
said “the cause as yet has not been determined.” 

$10,000.00 has been offered for the arrest and conviction 
of person or persons responsible for the fire destroying 
the Palace Club and The Plantation Clubs in Houston, 

T exas.

Ronnie Lavine, Palace Club and Sky Terrace has offered 
$10,000.00.

Emet A. Newton, Jr., co-owner of the Plantation Club 
has offered $400.00.

This paper is well aware of the stories circulated un­
founded in the Gay circules regarding these disastrous 
fires.

Private clubs battling the Alcoholic Beverage Commis­
sion’s rule lost the final state round last week, but the 
ABC said the rule should not put hardships on any club.

Some club owners contend Rule and Regulation 56 will 

put 75 percent of the club owners out of business. But 
Administrator 0. N. Humphreys, Jr. said the new rules 
are simple to obey and easy to understand.

The final effort of the clubs failed Wednesday when the 

Texas Supreme Court denied a rehearing in its previous 
decision upholding the ABC.

The Attic Club and the Black Garter Clubs of Dallas 
filed an appeal with the U.S. Supreme Court Friday but 
it was not immediately determined whether this would 
delay enforcement by the state.
Humphreys said the ABC will give the club operators 
to adjust to any changes required in their operations.

“We are extremely pleased that the court has agreed with 
our contention that Rule and Regulation No. 56 is needed 
to regulate private clubs,’’ Humphreys said.

“In the language of the court,’’ Hempreys said, “the 
rule requires no more than that private clubs determine 
the credentials of a guest and hence his right to enjoy 
club*favors, by the simple test of whether he is personal­
ly known to and vouched for by a host-member.

“Likewise, the implementation of the statutory require­
ment that a private club ‘shall provide regular food 
service adequate for its members and their guests,’ in 
terms of’complete meals available on the club premises’, 
is in our opinion, sufficiently understandable to the 

operators of private clubs.

“All that Rule 56 requires is that private clubs conduct 

their affairs as contemplated by the enabling defin ition 
in Article 666-15(e); this means that club privileges and 

immunities are not to be available to strangers or those 
who happen by, and that a token or less than complete 
food service for the members and their guests will not 

suffice. ’’

paper the following appeared. “POLICE ACTIVE AGAIN 
IN SAN ANTONIO - Police activity against Gays has 
apparently resumed in San Antonio, after a lull of nearly 
two years, with a combined raid by city and military 
police on tommie’s, a midtown bar.

The number of arrests was undetermined.

The raid recalled an anti-Gay campaign in the city a 

number of years ago.

Tommy’s Bar was not raided and there were no arrests. 

There is no stimulated “police harrassment” of Gays and 
Gay Bars. San Antonio is clear and calm as of now.

The T.L.C.B. will in effect intorce the new 
club laws to the letter.

The law in laymans language i s, so far as the members 
are concerned:

There will be no such thing as a guest card. If you are 
not a member of the club you wish to attend, join, go with 
a member or don’t go! If you go with a member as his 
guest, you are that and must remain as simaise twins. 
The member is to pay the check, not the guest. You are 
to be in the company of the member while in the club. 

If you are a club member you must pay your entrance fee 

for membership. In addition there will be a charge for 
the “liquor pool” in the club of which you are a member. 
This “liquor pool” charge is made monthly and must be 
reported to the state. Your not meeting this obligation 
jepordizes your standing as a member of said club.

The club operators have to meet certain rules in order 

to be open for your enjoyment. Doing your part without 
any problem makes your club owners job much easier, 
you do this for yourself, he does it for all of you.

own 'hotline' service THING OF THIS NATURE OR DON’T WE NEED IT?

The Los Angeles Gay Liberation 
Front Survival Committee 
launched its own 24-hour “hot­
line” service July 20.

The committee also plans to 
offer a wide range of social ser­
vices and to work with rather than 
attempt to supplant the other or­
ganizations in the area which offer 
similar services, according to com­
mitteeman Don Kilhefner.

The GLF hotline will offer 
help and advice over a wide range 
of gay problems, from lovers’ 
quarrels to draft counseling and 
suicide prevention, according to 
Kilhefner.

It will be working with a 
limited staff and very little mon­
ey, however. Office space is being 
donated and telephone provided 
by the Peace and Freedom Party 
for the time being.

The hotline number is 
665-1881.

The committee will offer legal 
referrals to lawyers familiar with 

gay problems whom the commit­
tee feels do not attempt to exploit 
the gay community, according to 
Kilhefner. It will be unable to pro­
vide lawyers directly to those ar­
rested or otherwise involved with 
the law, but in cases where legal 
advice will be useful without a 
lawyer’s direct involvement, the 
committee will obtain the advice 
from lawyers working with it and 
pass it on to the caller.

Kilhefner mentioned, as an ex­
ample, eviction cases where the 
caller may not know what the law 
is and simply wants to know his 
rights.

The committee’s hotline will 
also provide the names of private 
doctors who handle gay venereal 
disease cases or the locations of 
the Los Angeles County VD clin­
ics.

In addition to its hotline ser­
vices, the committee plans a series 
of legal first-aid clinics, the first of 
which was held July 18. At these 

clinics, lawyers will discuss specif­
ic legal problems of concern to 
Gays.

The July 18 clinic, held at the 
committee’s offices at S??1/! N. 
Vermont, drew about 35 persons, 
who heard National Lawyers 
Guild attorney Arthur Goldberg 
give practical advice on pre-trial 
procedures and what to do when 
confronted by police (stay calm; 
never resist physically; don’t talk 
except to give your name, age, 
and address and possibly an ex­
planation of your presence if the 
place or the hour is unusual; note 
the names and badge numbers of 
the officers; if the officer is not in 
uniform, ask for his identifica­
tion).
‘Pocket-Lawyer’ Cards

The committee has had printed 
and is handing out 10,000 “pock­
et-lawyer” cards with advice on 
what to do if confronted by po­
lice or arrested.

also offer individual counseling, 
drawing on the services of a staff 
of professionally trained counse­
lors and two psychologists who 
are donating their services, said 
Kilhefner.

It plans to set up group coun­
seling .and “consciousness-raising” 
sessions in the near future, he 
said, probably at the Vermont ad­
dress.

Committee members besides 
Kilhefner include Howard Fox 
and Steve Beckwith, with a num­
ber of others contributing time 
and effort on a less regular basis.

“Even without any publicity 
we were nearly swamped the first 
week,” said Kilhefner. “I don’t 
know where they heard about 
us:”
