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LEONARD RAUCH
BOARD OF REGENTS

Appointed by Gov. Preston Smith, Leonard Rauch is 
one of the newest regents. He will serve a six-year 
term.

Under sharp questioning by a Texas Senate Nomina­
tions Committee, Leonard Rauch denied allegations 
that the regents follow Pres. Hoffman's agenda with­
out question.

The three newest regents who appeared before the 
committee said that in the past such complaints might 
have been justified but that the situation is changing.

“We have fought him (Pres. Hoffman) on a number 
of times. We are not a rubber stamp board."

As an alumni, Rauch holds the title of UH Golden 
Cougar, an honor directly related to his interest in 
sports and generous contributions to the athletic de­
partment.

Rauch is secretary-treasurer of the Standard Southern 
Corporation, a Houston-based company.
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C. T. PARKER
BOARD OF REGENTS
(Not Shown)

C. T. Parker was unavailable at this time. Because of 
pressing business obligations, he was unable to meet 
our repeated efforts to contact him.

Parker is well established in the dredging business 
and serves as an officer in the following companies: 
Buckeye Concrete Co., The Temple Crushed Stone 
Co., Texas Molten Sulphur Transport Co., Greens 
Bayou Engineering & Machine Co., the Sioux City & 
New Orleans Barge Lines Inc., and the Lake Charles 
Dredging and Towing Co.

Parker is president of Parker Brothers & Co., a Hous­
ton dredging firm. He has served as a regent since 
1965 when he was appointed by Gov. John Connal­
ly.

He like several other regents is an alumnus of the uni­
versity.

MRS. GUS S. WORTHAM
BOARD OF REGENTS

Mrs. Wortham of Houston was appointed in 1963 to 
the board by Gov. John Connally.

She has long been interested in educational endeav­
ors. In 1958, she and her husband, Gus Wortham, 
president of the American General Group of Insur­
ance Companies, established the Wortham Founda­
tion to further those educational and philanthropic 
goals they wished to achieve.

Mrs. Wortham is president of Girlstown U.S.A, in 
Whiteface, Texas. She has also been active with the 
Houston Speech and Hearing Center, the American 
Cancer Society, the Garden Club of Houston, the 
Houston Symphony Society, and the Houston Grand 
Opera Association.
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PHILIP G. HOFFMAN
PRESIDENT

During a decade as president of the University of 
Houston, Philip G. Hoffman has presided over many 
changes. The fabric of the university has been woven 
into a tapestry of multi-textured interests and pur­
poses.

"My job boils down to creating an atmosphere con­
ducive to the functioning of the university."

To create this conducive atmosphere, Hoffman works 
to understand the divergent demands of different in­
fluential sections of the university and to formulate a 
policy which does not alienate any of those sections.

By striving to follow this essentially "consensus" phi­
losophy, Hoffman has been vulnerable to charges of 
not doing the "right" thing and for ignoring less pow­
erful sections of the campus community.

“I do not have as much contact with the students as I 
would like to. It's regrettable, but on a campus of 
over 25,000 students, it is difficult to establish a one- 
to-one relationship. Even with over 4000 instructors, 
they are not getting the attention they deserve . . . 
The rights of the student are the same as the rights of 
any citizen. They must remain within the law."

The university has become an integral part of the 
larger community in which it exists. People from UH 
influence the political, cultural, and social pattern of 
that larger community. Pres. Hoffman is hardly an ex­
ception. As a past member of the Houston Research 
Institute and present member of such civic organiza­
tions as the National Space Hall of Fame Foundation 
and the Houston Symphony Society, the UH presi­
dent has proven an example of civic awareness. In 
order for the president of a state school to be effec­
tive, he must be acutely aware of the opinions of 
those residing outside the educational community, 
such as legislators, who exert great power over the 
school. It is in this province that President Hoffman 
excels. Making frequent trips to Austin, the UH presi­
dent and his staff carefully ascertain the position of 
the Texas legislature on various school issues. The 
continued existence of Dr. Hoffman and his staff 
speaks for their proficiency in this area.
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PATRICK J. NICHOLSON
VICE PRESIDENT
UNIVERSITY DEVELOPEMENT

(RIGHT) "This office works with the legislative 
branches.of the government. We prepare the budget 
and get it to Austin and get it approved. We provide 
the legislators with all information regarding our 
budget."

“Our offices also handle research grants and act as 
a type of public relations office between the presi­
dent of the university and the community. Four or five 
large research grants are given a year through our 
office."

"My office is divided into several different offices: 
Central Administration which takes care of records, 
works with the President, the Regents, and legislative 
branches; Alumni Federation; Radio-TV; University 
Relations which conducts commencement, high school 
conference, and faculty-student relations; and fund- 
raising offices which conduct the UH Excellence Cam­
paign.”

C. F. McELHINNEY
SENIOR VICE PRESIDENT AND TREASURER

(LOWER RIGHT) “I am of course the principle finan­
cial officer of the university, and as such, it is my 
overall responsibility to delegate duties on everything 
from the receipt to the disbursement of funds."

. . the university in my opinion should not be 
viewed as an instrument of social change. It is not up 
to the universities to reform the political system, nor 
to reform the social system.

They 
couldn't care less about this being an issue at their 
college or university. Their underlying ambitions in 
my opinion are what they were five years ago — that 
is, to get an education."
