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Geography degrees 
no longer awarded

The UH geography department 
degree programs have been 
‘‘permanently suspended,’* and 
geography no longer has 
departmental status in the College 
of Social Sciences.

According to an Aug. 26 letter 
addressed to the College of Social 
Sciences faculty from Dr. George 
Daly, dean of the college, “a 
limited curriculum of geography 
courses will continue to be offered 
to service other degree 
programs . . . and the three 
remaining faculty will be re­
assigned to departmental units 
within the college (of Social 
Sciences).’*

Associate professors Victor 
Mote and John Coffman have 
since been re-assigned to the 
political science and economics 
departments, respectively, social 
sciences Associate Dean Shirley 
Ezell said. Professor Phillip 
Bacon has been re-assigned to the 
anthropology department.

Ezell added that the re­
assignments had been carefully 
considered. Bacon has a special 
interest in Australia, Mote teaches 
in the Russian studies program 
and Coffman’s specialty is 
economic geography.

In September 1980 Daly acted 
on the recommendations of the 
College of Social Sciences Policies 
Committee and “suspended both 
the bylaws of the department and 
the admission of students into its 
degree programs,” the letter 
stated, and set Jan. 1, 1983, as the 
deadline for resolution of the

department’s status.
The policies committee, 

comprised of members elected by 
the college. made recom­
mendations ‘‘regarding the 
governance of the department.”

Daly stated in the letter that, in 
fall 1981, he asked the committee 
to examine the geography 
department and to make 
recommendations by which it 
could be administered. A review 
was conducted and the committee 
submitted its recommendations in 
a report dated May 10, 1982.

Available options ranged from 
restoring the department to its 
independent departmental status 
to eliminating the department, 
Ezell said. “If you looked at the 
extreme end. you'd be eliminating 
the need for geographers.” 
Restoring the department’s status 
would have required additional 
faculty, she added.
“The policy committee 

examined a wide range of options. 
Its recommendations were not 
highly specific, reflecting the 
substantial complexity involved in 
establishing the feasibility of 
alternative administrative 

.arrangements," Daly said in his 
letter.

Ezell said she thought students 
are currently turning toward 
professional schools. “They're 
more interested in a program 
leading to a degree and a 
professional career.” The 
geography program for majors 
was designed primarily for 
students inerested in leaching, she 
said.

Osborn 
explained that merchants pax fees 
to haxc their names printed on the 
backs of the cards. AdAmerica 
recruited the participating mer­
chants.

In previous years. SA compiled 
and distributed coupon books 
Osborn said SA chose to 
distribute cards this sear because 
they arc “less hassle — SA 
doesn’t base to do the soliciting.'"

Osborn said she feels the cards 
arc easier to handle, more durable

and more conxenicnt than the 
coupon books The coupon 
hooks, usuallx photocopies of 
coupons, "didn’t even look 
legitimate." she said.

The Supercard merchants in­
clude: Hungry International. 
Chicago Pizza. Float to Relax. 
Houston Headlines Hairstyling, 
and Zuber Tire and Service.

Osborn said she would have 
preterred more food establish­
ments and less automotive 
establishments on the cards, but 
feels that AdAmcnca did a 
“pretty good job." It is "hard to 
get people to give college students 
a discount.” she said.

UH benefactor Taub dies

University flags were flown at half mast Monday in memory of 
philanthropist Ben Taub. Taub, for whom Taub Residence Hall at 
UH was named, died Thursday. He was 93.

A native Houstonian and an early benefactor of UH, Taub 
donated 35 acres of land for the original campus site in 1939.

Taub had been chairman of the board of the City-County 
Hospital District for more than 35 years, chairman of the board of 
Texas Commerce Bank and a member of the Board of Directors of 
Texas Medical Center. He had been instrumental in the placement 
of the Baylor College of Medicine in the TMC.

Taub was also active in the De Pelchin Faith Home and the 
Texas Institute of Rehabilitation and Research, and served as a 
member of The Board of the University of St. Thomas. He was a 
Captain of the U.S. Infantry during World War 1.

Services were held Monday at the Congregation Beth Israel, 5600 
N. Braeswood.

Displaying parking decals

The 
Building Services notary hours will be Monday, Wednesday and 
Friday from 1:30 to 4:30 p.m. Changes in these hours will be 
posted outside the door of the individual office.

Mary Sansom, Campus Activities office manager said, “The 
notary commission is paid for with student service fees. It is of­
fered through the University Center and is a free service for 
university-related documents. Personal documents can be notarized 
but there is a nominal fee of $.50 per seal for this service.’’

University-related documents include transcripts of transferring 
students, various loan applications, teacher retirement refunds, 
teacher certifications, and sundry records and manuscripts of 
international students.

The marvelous thing about 
marketing is that the ends really 
do justify the means. If a product 
sells — and can generate enough 
public attention and respect to 
continue selling — then nobody 
cares what the advertiser says. 
Cibco Importers, the local agent 
for Tecate/Carta Blanca made the 
same textbook assumptions about 
advertising. Unfortunately, they 
didn’t do their market research 
very well.

The problem with Cibco’s 
Tecate ad (The Daily Cougar, 
Sept. 9) is not simple. Certainly it 
is tacky, lewd, and tacitly 
associates the product with 
violence against women. (Read the 
copy again, folks.) But as a pure 
market ploy it fails; it fails 
because it insults us as readers, it 
offends us as consumers, and it 
mocks us as social 'beings. It is 
bad enough having advertising 
people tell me what will add 
“beauty and excitement” to my 
life, but I won’t accept visions of 
partytime that remind me of 
indecency and inequality.

I find it ironic that this latest 
debate over campus sexism should 
occur only two months after the 
defeat of the ERA. We are in an 
election year — the same one in 
which ERA supporters vowed to 
“Remember in November.’’ I 
don’t think there is anything 
particularly “new” about the 
exploitation of women; the new 
factor this year is an increased 

awareness and ability to fight 
back. I'm going to vote in 
November, and I guess I can live 
without Tecate or Carta Blanca as 
well. It will be worth it to help 
pop, squeeze and shake Cibco’s 
income statement.

Space City’s UH without space

Although I was on Matagorda Island for 
Space Services Incorporated's launch of 
its ••Conestoga” rocket, I did not cover 
it for The (almost) Daily Cougar. This was 
so for a two-part reason.

First, The Cougar has a policy of not 
publishing stones that have no University 
of Houston angle. Since The Cougar is 
largely paid for by student service fees, 
there is nothing wrong with this policy. 
After all. students that want newspaper 
stories on other subjects can always pick up 
a copy of one of Houston's other two 
dailies.

The second part of the reason should be 
obvious: try as I might. I could find no UH 
angle in SSI.

I would have had no problem if I had

been working for The Rice Thresher. SSI 
president David Hannah told me that there 
are many Rice graduates working on 
Conestoga. This should not be surprising, 
since Rice has had a strong space sciences 
and technology department for decades.

The problem is. a major university that 
purports itself to be preparatory to the job 
market, situated in the city that was the 
first word spoken from the surface of the 
moon, does not have any significant 
emphasis on what will probably be the 
focus of new jobs for decades, if not 
centuries, to come: space development.

The closest thing to a multi-disciplinary 
space research group that UH has is Dr. 
Larry Bell's Spacehab project. The joint 
architecture and hotel and restaurant 
management group is helping NASA design 
a space hotel for up to 100 construction

curriculum
workers.

In the political science department. Dr. 
IXvn Lutz occasionally teaches a course on 
designing a political system for a space 
colony.

However, when a physics professor once 
tried to form a joint space sciences and 
engineering group, he could generate no 
interest at all in the depanment

space development, there will be other 
SSIs. Will they have any interest in hiring 
I H graduates, or will I H continue to let 
other institutions lead m what is and will be 
the cutting edge for science, technology, 
engineering and many other fields'1

UH Weekend athletes’ complete
Clute triathalon in the

The Brazosport Chamber of 
Commerce first annual triathalon 
was scheduled to begin at 7 a.m. 
in the sleepy little town of Clute, 
60 miles south of Houston. I had 
followed three fellow UH students 
to the community park and pool 
last Saturday to chronicle their 
first attempts to compete together 
in an organized athletic adventure.

Mike Gifford, Bob Owen and 
Nick Gray mixed anxiously with 
the gathering athletes who would 
compete against each other in a 
triathalon event involving 
swimming, running and bicyling.

Dan Parkinson, executive vice 
president of the Brazosport 
Chamber of Commerce, said more 
than 85 three-person teams and 15 
individuals would compete. He 
said the teams are classified by the 
total age of the participants on the 
team, and then catagorized into 
their respective classes.

Gifford, 22, Owen, 22, and 
Gray, 19, competed in the senior 
division — the most difficult 
class.

Gray, who swims distance 
events for the UH swim team, was 
to begin the competition for his 
team. He swam the first leg, 1,000 
meters, sharing a lane with five 
other swimmers.

Gifford, who was scheduled to 
run 10 kilometers, loosened up at 
poolside where he started the 
second segment of the triathalon

after receiving Gray’s tag. Owen, 
who finished the triathalon by 
riding 17.2 miles, awaited Gif­
ford’s tag at the finish line of the 
second leg some six miles away.

Gray, who had never before 
had to share a lane while swim­
ming, was a bit incredulous.
“1 guess I’ll just have to swim 

over them,” he said.
And that is just what he did, as 

Gray posted the fastest time of the 
triathalon, a smoking 11:32.
“It would have been faster,” 

Gray said. “But I kept getting 
kicked in the head.”

Gifford took Gray’s tag and 
began his 10 kilometer run, which 
took him through the quiet, 
wooded residential streets of 
Clute. The cool gulf air was a 
blessing for Gifford, who ran in 
last year’s Houston Tenneco 
Marathon and finished in the top 
fifth out of 3,000 runners.

Gray and I had moved from the 
pool area to the runner’s finish 
line to await Gifford’s return and 
witness Owen’s start on the final 
leg of the triathalon.

Owen has excelled in several 
sports, including wrestling, 
swimming, baseball and dirt track 
car racing. The New Mexico 
native was well-versed in the 
world of sports, but bicycle racing 
was something he had never tried. 
So on a borrowed two-wheeler 
Owen aimed to give it his his best 
shot.

With the runners of previous

top five
heats crossing the finish line and 
starting their cyclers, Owen 
spotted Gifford sprinting the final 
200 yards and mounted up. 
Peddling furiously, he took 
Gifford’s tag and began the final 
stretch of the triathalon, 17.2 
miles, which equaled four laps 
around Dow Lake.

Between gasps for breath 
Gifford complained about his 
conditioning.
“I really hate giving 100 percent 

when I'm only 75 percent con­
ditioned,” he said. “It really 
hurts.”

Pain aside, Gifford managed a 
respectable time of 40:58 to put 
Owen in good shape for the final 
stretch of the triathalon.

With their events behind them, 
Gifford and Gray cheered Owen 
on as he made his pass after each 
lap. Owen breezed across the 
finish line 47:30 later with what 
was to be the fourth fastest time 
of the day.

Even before the final results 
were posted, the trio knew they 
had performed well enough to 
place themselves high in the 
standings. When the final times 
were adjusted and posted, their 
assumptions were fact. They had 
placed fifth overall, missing 
fourth place by one second.

For all their groaning about 
that one second, all three were 
visibly pleased with their per­
formance in their first triathalon.
